Consistent advertising increas-

ed the demand for such a staple
product as bread from a per cap-
ita cousumption of 74.4 loaves 10
122.4 loaves in a few years, Mr.
Racey pointed out, Oranges were
increased from 37.5 to 60.7 per
capita, and advertising increased
the returns to growers of English
walnuts by 82 per cent.
“Imcreased demand lowers pric-
es,” Mr. Racey showed by his
charts. “Now practically all the
demand for lamb is for the roasts
