•  Tk« highway» of Texan are the property of Ms ci turns. They constitute 
■ aynUm of nearly 200.000 miles of rand of «hick 20.000 a l l «  are desig­
nated as State highways aad the remainder arc county roads. A l types nf 
read are represented la thin system, less than S'”«- have «»-relied “perma­
nent” carfare.

The total coat of these highway« ia unknown but r. amount* to many 
hundred million dollars. From 1917 to 1980, Inclusive, counties and road 
districts of the State issued $243.592.ltS4 in bond* for the construction and 
improvement of road* and bridges. In the two-year period ending August 
81, 1900. the State Highway Com mum ion expended $89.082,828. of which 
$22.488.428 was for maintenance of th- State highways.

In view of these tremendous coat* the preservation of our highways from 
rapid wear and destruction ia a matter of very vital Interest to thair own- 
are, via., the public. It ia especially important that they be made to outlset 
the life of the bonds, which run from 20 to 30 years.

The um  of the public highways for commercial purpouoa ia not a right 
but a privilege which may bo withheld or granted subject to aweh restric­
tions. regulations and charges as the Legislature may aw fit to impose. 
Such regulations are intended to promote safety. pre«-rve the highway« 
and safeguard the interests of the public.
