Memories of the seven-vear-
old unsolved mystery of the dis­
appearance of an Ozona filling 
-tation operator were revived
h e re  this week when citizens re­
ceived inquiries from a firm of 
attorneys in Graham, Texas, 
who are starting legal proceed­
ings in un effort to have the 
missing man declared legally 
dead.

Early on the morning of 
March 1 , 193(1, employes came 
down to open the filling station 
at Wilson Motor Co., operated 
under lea-e by W. E. Thomas 
and son. and found the station 
door open, the cash drawer rifl- 
< d, the furniture kicked about 
and other signs of a strug'gle 
and John We-ley Thomas, the 
son, about 31) years old, was 
mi--ingr. A car on storage in the 
garage, belonging to a custom­
er was also missing.

Officirs through West Texas 
searched highways, bar ditches 
and [ astures for trace of the 
m i-'ing man or his body, but to 
this day no trace has yet been 
found. The car was later recov­
ered at Amarillo. The theory 
vias a' first advanced that the 
young man had been kidnapped. 
Lit later investigation led o ffi­
c e r s  to discount this theory.

It is presumed by Ozonans re­
moving the inquiry that an ef- 
f it i- being made by members 
of the Thomas family to have 
the missing man declared legal­
ly dead in order to collect on in- 
- ¡ranee policies or make other 
property adjustments.
