Copy of 147*Year-Old New York Newspaper 
Published 3 Weeks After Death of George 
Washington, Among Joe Oberkampf Effects

A copy of a newspaper dated 
January 4. 1800, published in
Kingston, Ulster, county, N. Y. 
containing an account of the death 
and burial of George Washington
and of the Napoleonic wars in Ku- 
rope. was discovered this week by 
Mrs. J oe Oberkampf among the 
effects of her late husband.

Although yellowed with age, the 
newspaper is still in a remarka­
bly fine stae of preservation and 
Mrs. Oberkampf plans to place the 
ancient paper in the Ozona High 
School museum as soon as she can 
get it framed in glass.

Although no definite history is 
known of the newspaper copy, 
Mrs. Oberkampf says that she pre­
sumes it was originally the prop­
erty of the late Judge Treusser of 
San Angelo, Mr Oberkamp's 
grandfather, and was passed ti­
lling in the family It was found in 
a collection of old pictures and 
newspapers in Mr Oberkampf*s 
personal effects.

Published just three weeks after 
the death of General George W ,»sh- 
ington. the pa|>er carries an ac­
count of his .entombment and an 
editorial eulogy on the departed 
great. Under the one-line heading 
"Washington Entombed.” and un­
der a dateline, “George Town. lice. 
20." the account begins,

"On Wednesday last, the mortal 
part of WASHINGTON the Great 
— the father of his country and 
the Friend of man. was consigned 
to the tomb with solemn honors 
and funeral pomp.

"A  multitude of person- assem­
bled from many miles around at 
Mount Vernon, the choice atHxle 
and last residence of the illustri­
ous chief There were the groves, 
the spacious avenues, the Uauti 
ful and sublime scenes, the noble 
mansion but, alas! the august

nhabitant was no more. That 
great soul was gone. His mortal 
part was there indeed, but ah. 
how affecting! how awful the 
spectacle of such worth and great­
ness, thus to mortal eyes, fallen!

Ves, fallen! fallen!
"In the long and lofty Portico 

where oft the Hero walked in all 
his glory, now lays the shrouded 
orpse. The countenance still com­

posed and serene, seemed to de­
press the dignity of the spirit, 
which lately dwelt in that lifeless 
form. There those who paid the 
last sad honor to the benfactor of 
his country took an impressive — 
t farewell view ”

and the silver plate which read. 
‘General George Washington, lie- 
parted this lif«- on th«- 14th l>o- 
«-mlH r, IT*.*!). Act. i>8”  K<dlowe«i 

an a count of the salutes in the 
late afternoon “ from a vessel in 
the river firing minute guns." 
which "awoke afresh our sidemn 
sorrow " The procession was des- ] 
cribed in detail, including the cav- | 
airy and infantry units, the 
guard, clergy, the General’s horse 
with his saddle, holsters an«l pis­
tols, pall bearers. Army dignitar­
ies and Masonic brethren.

"Three general «discharges In 
rhe infantry, the cavalry and II 
pieces of artillery, which lme«l th« 
banks of the Potomac back of th« 
Vault, paid th«- last tribute to the 
entombed Commander in Chief o* 
the Armies of th« United State- 
ami to the departed Hero,” the *c- 
ount n* ared its conrlu-mrt. Ami 

the final paraghaph:

The paper als«> carried the res 
olutions of Congress and state­

I ploring the death of Mashingtoii 
The paper's front page was «!«•- 

M>t«-«l mostly to news of the Aniei 
■ can Congress and of the war- 
then raging in Europe. The Sen- 
. te's address to the President, in 
reply to the latter’s address at the 
< pen mg of Congress, contains a 
hint of th trials of the governmen* 
of that early day.

“ While we devoutly join you in 
offering our thanks to the A l­
mighty God for the return of 
health to our cities, and for the 
general pros|«erit\ of our coun­
try, we cannot refrain from la 
minting that the art- and calum 
mes of factions and designing 
men. ha\e excited ««|>eii reliellioii 
a second time in Pennsylvania, 
and thereby compelled the employ­
ment o f a military force to ai«l 
the civil authorities in the execu­
tion of the laws. We rejoice that 
your vigilence, energy and Well 
time«! exertions have crushed ao 
daring an opposition and prevent­
ed the spread of such treasonable

combinations”  (The modern U»S. 
government might also take a cue
from this in dealing with a cer­
tain present-day "designing” man 
of bushy brow and shaggy mane,
also inciting "rebellion" in Penn­
sylvania (coal mines) and else­
where. )

Quaint wording of the newspa­
per's advertisements, the inevita­
ble “ For Sale” ad offering “ A 
Stout. Healthy. Active Negro 
Wem h." notices of sheriff’s sales, 
and other legal publications, to­
gether with accounts fr«>m Brit­
ish papers of the progress of the 
war* in Europe again-t Napoleon, 
make the ancient paper a most in­
teresting historical document.
