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HIGH SCHOOL GRADUATION

Some experiences in life cannot!
be repeated. You can go through;
the motions of repeating, but *he{
feeling will not be there. High|
School Graduation is one of them.!

I remember well my own exper-|
ience. It was in 1922 in a httle‘
town in Bee County. A ten-gradei
school. Two boys and two girls in
the graduating class. As I remem-
ber it, Bro. Nat Read, who was
then preaching at Beeville, came
over and preached our baccalau-
reate. We decided not to get class
rings, but we did send out a cou-
ple of dozen invitations each. The
class had a disagreement over the
colors. We two boys outvoted the
iwo girls and selected blue and
white. I don’t remember just how
or why.

The whole performance was on
a rather small country scale, but
it made a tremendous impression
on us. We didn’t have many things
in those days. When something
did happen, we felt it more deeply.

Graduation night was an exal-
ted experience. For most of us it
was the first big achievement, the
climax of ten years work. We wrote
cur own speeches and said about
what graduates have always said.
It seems a pity that speeches to-
day are often lifted out of cans,
and may have been prepared by
some hack writer who didn’t know
as much as the graduate knows.

Because a graduate knows a lot.
In fact, he is smarter than he will
ever be again. I don’t mean this
cynically. It’s a part of the gra-
duation feeling, and it ought to
be that way. All ady gra-
duates are—afid ought to be quite
sweet and pretty and all the young
gentlemen handsome and digni-
fied.

The morning after the gradua-
tion, summer stared us in the face.
The question was how to pass the
summer, since none of us had ran-
ches to go to. But the cotton was
ready to chop, so I got a hoe and

jug and started out to work for{:

so much a row. A little later, there
were cars of watermelons to load
at the freight yard. It was some-
how impossible not to drop one
and break one every half hour or
so. Last of all, the broomcorn got
ripe and had to be hand-pulled.
All that helped get us through the
summer.

To get back to graduation, I had
two college graduations, one from
the law school and one from the
seminary. According to logic, a col-
lege graduation ought to have a
bigger thrill,” But mine didn’t.
Both of them were pretty flat, so
far as the emotional element was
concerned. They were just some-
thing we had to go through. That’s
why I don’t believe that high
school graduation can ever be re-
peated, as a high moment in a per-
son’s life. _

It seems unfortunate that we
have cooked up the custom of hav-
ing graduation exercises from
grade schools and from Junior-
High. It is sort of like guilding
a lily. You can make it look worse,
but you can’t make it look better.
High School Graduation is a one-
time experience. I don’t know why
it just happens to be that way. You
can weaken it by grade-school and
junior-high graduation, but you
can’t repeat or improve the occa-
siomn.

The oldest of human fallacies
is “If a thing is good, have more
of it.” There is one right amount
of everything, and if one goes be-
vond the right amount, he gets less.
and less, instead of more and more.
For instance, there is a right a-
mount of wealth, of work, of rain,
of romance, of food, of fun, and
of sleep. All of these things are
good things. But the moment that
we pass the right-amount point,
we begin to get less and less. To
the economist this faet is known
as the law of diminishing returns.
To the philosopher it is the prin-|
ciple of the value of searcity. If
gold were as abundant as iron,|
gold would be worth no more than
iron. We can- see that truth as it|
applies to material things, but]
sometimes we fail to make an in-|

Begin Work On

Constructlon Of
Swimming Pools

Barring Mishaps,
Completion Promised

By J‘une 20

Surveying and staking of di-
mensions got under way early
Monday morning and first earth

was broken soon afterwards on

construction of two swimming
pools in Ozona, provided for in a

redent $85,000 bond issue approv-|

ed by a two-to-one vote of tax-
payers.

Harry L. Yates, engineer for
the Texas Pool Corporation of
Dallas and Lubbock, successful
bidders for the pool contracts,
will be in charge of the work here
and has promised completion of
the two pools by June 20 barring
unforeseen difficulties. The con-
tract allows until July 1 for com-
pletion.

Contracts for construction of
the bath houses, walks, fences,
etc. slated for this week, has been
delayed because of a delay in
completion of plans, being prepar-
ed by the county’s engineer, W. W.
Greif of McCamey. The plans are
expected to be ready by today or
tomorrow and contractors who

have indicated a desire to bid on’

the work will be given a suffic-
ient time to study the plans and
prepare their bids.

Contract was awarded last week
to the Texas Pool Corp., for con-
struction of the two pools, in-
cluding filtration and chlorinat-
ing systems and complete swim-
ming pool equipment, which in-
cludes underwater lights, diving
boards, life lines, cleaning equip-
ment, etc. and wadings pools and
concrete deck area around the
pool.

The Texas Pool Corp. was low
bidder on the project with a bid
of $60,980. Two other bidders sub-
mitted bide and the spread be-
tween high and low bidder was
a record narrow margin of less
than $700. Reagan county recently
awarded contract for construction
of a pool five feet less than the
smaller pool to be built here and
the final contract price was $29,-
000 plus, after eliminations had
pared the price from the low bid
of $32,000. By comparison, the
Reagan pool construction will be
at the rate of approximately $15
a square foot while here it will be
at approximately $11 a square
foot. Highest bid on the Reagan
pool was around $64 000.

One of the pools is being built
across the street west of the foot-
ball stadium. It is to be fan-shap-
ed, 35 feet atthe narrow end and
49 feet wide at the other, and 82
feet 6 inches long. The other pool,
being built on the South Elemen-
tary school grounds, will be 35
feet wide and 65 feet long, with
rounded corners.

Backlash From

Stormy Weather
Brings Rain Here

Hot, Cold, Wind, Dust
All Mix in Week’s
Freakish Weather

‘Ozona experienced almost ev-
ery kind of weather in the cata-
logue during the past week, ex-
cept the very worst sort, torna-
does, all a possobile backlash from
the destructive tornadoes which
struck the cities of Waco and San
Angelo Monday.

Althoqgh limited in the area
covered, the area profited from
the weather disturbance by re-
ceiving the very best the weather-
makers afford — rain.

Both draws through Ozona ran

'waten for the first time in more

than two years. Johnson draw, fed
by heavy raigs in the northern
upart of the county, was still run- -
ning at the end of the day Tues-
‘day from Monday night’s rain.
-Gurley draw, a short water course
southwest
through the city, ran for several
hours, Tuesday morning and had

‘another rise Wednesday morning

from rains during the morning.

Ozopa received a little more
than. two inches of rain in the
two falls ,the heavy rain Monday
night, .or early Tuesday morning,
producing a total of an inch and
a half and Wednesday morning’s
slow fall adding another %4 inch.

The Wednesday morning rain-
fall was more like a fall rain than
a Spring one, the temperature fall-
ing to an uncomfortable chill.

Monday mnight’s heavy thunder
shower covered areas of the coun-
ty to the north and east but did
not extend beyond a few miles
south or west. Heaviest falls were
in the northern and northeastern
area. A three-inch rain was re-
ported in the vicinity of Big Lake.

A severe electrical storm ac-
companied the disturbance in the
early morning hours Tuesday, re-
sulting in disrupted electrical and
telephone service here, and dam-
age to the South Elementary
school, the county jail and the
ranch home of Mr. and Mrs. Gene
Williams, 2 miles west of Ozona.
The roofs of the school building
and the Williams home were struck
by lightning bolts which tore
holes in the roof. The jail roof
was also opened, presumably by
lightning, and water from the
heavy rain poured through.

At least one telephone pole in
the city was struck, near the
Stratton apartments in the south-
west section of town, and Robert
Levo, manager of the San Angelo
Telephone Co. here, reports seven
poles on one ranch line to the
northwest of Ozona, downed by
lightning. One 20-foot pole, Mr.
Levo said, was splintered to the
ground and scattered over an a-
rea several yards square, in pieces
from the size of a pencil to two
and three foot slivers.

West Texas Utilities Co. per-
sonnel spent the hours of the
storm at the sub-station switch-
board restoring service as suc-
cessive lightning strikes threw the
automatic switches. No serious
damage to the local electrical dis-
tribution system was reported.

Ozona Home; News Features Swenson Ranch
Cattle Sale, Socialism, Roger Dudley Mishap

Do you remember Kapo Corsets,
Dr. Miles’ Anti-Pain Pills, Buck-
len’s Arnica Salve, the San An-
gelo-Ozona Auto Line, Ralph Wat-
son . proprietor, the Comstock-O-

zona Auto Line, Jim King & Bro.
proprietors?

They were all “front page” on
March 22, 1910, in ‘“The Ozona
Kicker,” published by E. L. Bur-
chett, with J. L. Russell as assis-
tant editor.

Also front page was a column-
long article “devoted to Interna-|
tional Socialism” written by Fran-
cis M. Joslin of Barnhart, with
an inside page “reply’” to the doc-
trine of Socialism by Editor Bur-
chett. Front page display ads in-
cluded also ads by G. L. Bunger,
“groceries, dry goods and notions,
gent’s furnishings;” L. B. Cox Co.
(featuring Kapo Corsets Style 604
and style 704, illustrated), the
two auto lines, the Ozona Nation-
al Bank, and San Angelo Business
College, J. P. Sewell, manager.

The 43-year-old paper was found
recently by Mrs.
while rummaging through some
keepsakes.

A half million dollar cattle deal |

was recorded in a front page story.
This was sale by M. Swenson &
Sons of New York of all the stoek
on the Swenson’s Spur ranch, con-
sisting of 438,000 acres.

Featured local news in the is-
sues was an account of Roger Dud-
ley’s brush with death when his
jumper became entangled in some

blacksmith shop of the Ozona

Hardware Co. Mr. Dudley, head

of the firm’s garage department,
the article recounted, “had the
cleeve of his jumper caught by
a part of the moving machinery
and instanly a terrible struggle
for life began.

“Mr. Dudley,” the article conti-
nued, “Is almost without doubt the
strongest man in Crockett coun-
ty, especially considering arm
strength. His clothing was repidly
wrapped about the flying machin-

ery, being slowly torn from his:

body, he keeping up a fieree strug-
gle to hold his footing, bracing
himself so as to hold his body a-
way from the cogs and set screws.

“After several moments, his
jumper and shirt were literally
torn off and at the same time his
right arm badly bruised, and at
the moment when it seemed
he stood a chance to get loose, a
heavy belt he wore was caught
by the machinery and he was be-
ing bodily lifted from the floor,
when one of the blacksmiths, who
is a Mexican, seeing Mr. Dudley’s
extreme peril, came to his rescue
and saved him further bruises and
possibly a horrible death by throw-
ing off the belt and stopping the
machinery.

“Mr. Dudley was released from
his precarious condition, his
wounds dressed by one of our doc-
tors and at this writing, while
he has his arm in a sling, he is
recovering and while not able to
do any work he was seen today
by the editor, overseeing his work
as if nothing had happened, show-
ing supreme nerve and good grit,
the kind it takes to succeed in the
world.”

‘Social Security’ Pays
Average $32 a Month to
2515 In 13-County Area

Social security payments total-
ing $82,136 went to 2515 people
in the ‘13 county area served by
the San Angelo office in April 19-
53, according to George D. Clark,
manager of the San Angelo social
security office. These figures are
based on revised estimates of cur-
vent benefits and represent an in-
crease of 51% .over payments at
the end of 1951.

Changes made by the 1950 and
1952 Amendments to the Social!
Security Act accounted for a con-
siderable part of the increase, both
in the number of people receiving

benefits and in the amount of their*

payments. In 1950 the law was
changed to include millons of peo-
ple not covered before, and to
make it easier for them to qualify
for payments. Among those newly
covered were self-employed people
and regularly employed household
and farm workers.

The 1952 changes, effective in
September, raised the amount, of
practically all benefits, gave so-
cial security credits for military
service after the end of World

War 1I, and provided that a per-|

son can be considered “retired” ‘e-
ven though he is earning as much
as $75.00 a month.

Money to pay social security
benefits comes from the social se-
curity taxes paid by employees,
employers, and self-employed peo-

ple, on earnings up to $3,600 a|

year. The tax is now 1% % each

for employer and employee, and |
for self-employed people.|

2% %
Under the law, the rates are sche-

duled to increase to 2% each for |

employee and employer, and 3%
for self-employed people, on Jan-
uary 1, 1954.

ED. NOTE — Employers act as
tax collectors for Uncle Sam and
are forced to contribute the per-

centage indicated above for the|
“privilage” of collecting, making |

quarterly and annual reports and

paying a stiff fine for failing to |

Cattle Buyer Loses
Twice On Same Steers;

May Buy ‘Em Back

By Ted Gouldy

Fort Worth — Sam Harris of
Georgetown, (Williamson County)
Texas ,told is a tole about a string
of steers he sold on the Fort Worth
market last week that gives a-
bout as graphic an account of the
cattle price skid as you’ll ever
hear.

Harris, a veteran livestock man,
reported that about two years ago
he bought about a hundred steer
yearlings at $14 per pound. He
wintered and caked them and was
bid $38 the following spring.

This- offer he turned down but
later he did sell the cattle at $34.
However, this was not the end of
the story-by a long shot. Harris la-
ter bought the cattle back — at
$22 per hundred. Then this week
he sold on the Fort Worth market
the 104 steers at $21.50 with 24
head at $19. Said he might just
buy some of ’em back, just to see
what would happen.

When a big run of livestock ap-
pears on a market the tension is
something very tangible as buyers
and salesmen spar around wait-
ing for the first sales to see the
market in motion. When the lar-
gest run of the year showed up
in the sheep yards Monday, May
4, it was tense for this was also
the biggest run locally since 1950.

Harry Butz, head sheep buyer
for Swift & Co., got on the White
Ranches lambs from McCulloch
County, a big string of over 2,000
fancy clipped lambs and in ‘short
order bought them for $22.75, a
new high for the current crop. As
wordespread over the yards the ef-
fect was similar to the breaking
of a log jam — buyers from Ne-
braska and Iowa as well as other
order buyers were active — and

with & big slice of the cream of
the day’s crop in Swift’s hands,
the other interests ‘“got in” fast.

Thus it was that despite the big
run the sheep were sold, weighed
and on their way in about the same
amount of time it takes to hand-
le one-third that many. The White
lambs each Spring are a highlight
of the season’s marketing at Fort
Worth and a good barometer of
how Texas lambs from the Mec-
Culloch County section have win-
tered and will sell.

Ten rail-car loads of big horned
South Texas steers from near Cry-
stal City arrived at Fort Worth
late last week and averaged over
12001bs. They sold at $17.25 and
were shipped in by Ferguson Bros.
Today this is a newsworthy thing,
ten cars arriving on the market
from down in South Texas and all
from one owner. But years ago,
whole train loads of them with one
mark and one brand. Today about
95 percent of the salable cattle
come in by truck, and in the early
days on the market, 99 percent
and more were by rail. Times have
changed and in the process the
stockyards has had its face lifted
and a complete rearrangement of
the flow of livestock has been
completed.
