THE DEATH OF A RANGE
This is the story of a valuable 

West Texas sheep range which 
was destroyed in a single night. 
It is about fifty miles north of 
the Roy Bean country and there are 
about twenty sections involved.

The tableland between Howard’s 
Draw and the lower Pecos River 
is a giant backbone with canyons 
between the vetebra, and endless 
skyline pierced only by sotol stalks 
and an occasional windmill.

Denuded of cover by four years 
of drought and extensive cedar 
eradication, the divide had sprout­
ed a new sparce blanket of light 
grasses following April rains. Here 
and in the valleys to either side 
three generations of sheep ranch­
ers have made their livings.

About the middle o f J u n e  
drought - plagued s h e e p m e n  
watched anxiously as the new gras- 
es. bleached and curled in a south­
easterly wind that^^pushed fleecy 
waterless clouds lazily along over­
head. No rain came.

Out in the Gulf of Mexico, more 
than 500 miles away, a newly- 
spawned hurricane named Alice 
moved toward the mouth of the 
Rio Grande River. After twisting 
the lower valley of Texas with 
high winds and dumping heavy 
rains, it seemed to break up.

Several days later, on the water­
sheds of Howard’s Draw and the 
Pecos River, rains 'began to fall. 
It was Saturday, June 26. They 
came out of a dense overcast 
which resembled a coastal sky, a 
sight all too rare in this region. 
All Saturday and that night it 
rained. Ranchmen who had forgot­
ten what water looked like saw 
their ponds full. Shallow lakes 
stood on the divide where lizards 
had chased each other a few days 
before.

All Sunday it rained. Ranchmen 
emptied their full rain gauges. 
They filled again. Creeks and gul­
lies ran. Water tumbled down the 
bare hillsides. The overcast thick­
ened, rain came down in sheets.

Livestock felt the soft under- 
footing and began to drift toward 
higher ground. Bridges were re­
ported closed on various highways. 
People living near lowlands eyed 
the rising waters uneasily.

It rained all Sunday night. On 
the upper watersheds of Howard’s 
and Johnson draws above Ozona, 
little gullies by the thousands 
spouted muddy water and debris. 
Angry streams swelled and roared 
in the lately-dry courses. The town 
of Ozona, located at the confluence 
of Johnson and Gurley draws, was 
directly in the path of the worst 
flood in its history. Before Mon­
day’s murky dawn broke, 15 of its 
citizens were dead and property 
was damaged 214 million dollars’ 
worth. Three hundred homes were 
either swept away or damaged.

Before the shocked Ozonans had 
hardly begun to dig out of the mud, 
word came of a heavier flood fifty 
miles southward in the Pandale 
country. This little community of 
some 14 families had thirty inches 
of rain. Nine inches had fallen 
in one hour. Located mostly on 
or near Howard’s Draw, the town 
was cut off from the outside world 
for days.

The earliest authentic word of 
the stricken valley was brought 
back to Ozona by two of its young 

' ranchmen, Dick Henderson and 
Gene Williams, who flew over the 
area in Henderson’s cub plane, 
landing near each ranch home. As 
they soared above Howard’s Draw, 
the vega was full of churning 

. water, a stream three quarters of 
amile wide, licking hungrily at the 
hills on either side.

Many Pandale homes had been 
inundataed. The Chick Turner 
home went downstream when cur­
rent cut away the bluff on which 
it stood. The Dan Murrah house 
was gone. The combination general 
store and post office had five 
feet of water in it.

Salvation Army 
Returns Check 
To Relief Fund
Official Says Bill For 
Flood Service Was 
Misunderstanding
A check for $1,017.54, given by 

the Ozona Flood Relief Fund to 
the Salvation Army upon submis­
sion of an itemized bill for that a- 
mount following completion of the 
Army’s service in flood relief work 
here, was returned to Lowell Lit­
tleton, fund chairman, here Wed­
nesday afternoon by Major Carl 
E. Cone of the State headquarters 
of the Salvation Army in Dallas.

Major Cone, in a telegram to 
Mr. Littleton Wednesday morning, 
advising of his intention to come 
to Ozona and return the check, 
explained that the bill or charge 
for services rendered was “con­
trary to our established policy as 
the services of the Salvation A- 
rmy are not for hire.”

“ Our service.s treely given whe­
ther or not any local funds made 
available to assist in meeting 
costs,” the telegram continued.

In returning the check, Major 
Cone, who was accompanied by 
Capt. Bergen of the San Angelo 
Salvation Anny Corps, and Dr. 
Don Cunningham, a member of 
the Salvation Army Board, ex­
plained further that the misunder­
standing came about from the Ar­
my’s impression that on offer had 
been made by the committee to 
use donated funds to reimburse 
the Army for its expanses in serv­
ing flood victims.

“As far as we are concerned,” 
Major Cone said “our services are 
entirely voluntary and it is not 
pur cnstom to charge for such ser­
vices.”

The statement of expenses in­
curred, submitted by Salvation Ar­
my units operating here, was made 
cn Salvation Army statement blank 
and enumerated food supplies pur­
chased, 170 cases of cold drinks 
at $175.02; sandwich meats, bread, 
mayonnaise, cold drinks, coffee, 
cigarettes, etc. purchased from lo­
cal stores and San Angelo whole­
salers totalled $168.66 and other 
supplies, including 10 cartons of 
paper cups at $135, 50 sheets from 
J. C. Penney Co. at $70 and sup­
plies from Mayfield Paper Co. in 
the amount of $24.50 totalled $229.

Charges for mobile equipment 
of the Army; a canteen 6 days at 
$25 a day, 706 miles at 6 cents a 
mile; a station wagon from Big 
Spring, two from San Angelo 
charged for at the ratae of $10 a 
day and two automobiles at $7 
a day amounted to $384.36.

Other charges were for wages 
of Salvation Army personnel, of­
ficers at the rate of $2 per hour 
and experienced employes at $1.50 
an hour. Such wages for the va­
rious units here participating in 
the operation were: Big Spring, 
$230; Lubbock, $150; and S an  
Angelo, $519. The total of the op­
eration cost was given as $1,856.54, 
from which was deducted $210 in 
donations received here and $629 
representing the charges ma d e  
for the San Angelo Corps’ sta­
tion wagon expenses and wages 
for the San Angelo workers.

Friday Is Deadline 
For Filing Red Cross 
Applications For Aid

Bill Cooper, chairman of the 
Ozona Red Cross chapter, urges 
those families who have already 
registered for disaster assistance 
but have not returned their ap­
plications to do so at once if they 
feel they are in need of help from 
Red Cross.

They should be returned to the 
Junior High School building in 
Ozona.

As announced last week, re­
gistrations for Red Cross assis­
tance will close tomorrow, July 
;16.

Also injured were 
Mrs. Wester’s husband, William A. 
Wester, and Trinidad Castillo of 
Ozona.

A Studebaker car driven by 
Sanchez and a Buick driven by 
Wester were both demolished. San­
chez was driving west toward Ozo­
na and the Wester car headed 
east. Sanchez, according to infor­
mation supplied by Sheriff, V. 0, 
Earnest, attempted to pass a pick­
up truck driven by Buster Augusix 
tine of Ozona and ciuished head- 
on into the Wester car. Augustine’ŝ 
truck wa.s slightly damaged by 
flying debris.

Charges of driving while intox­
icated and assault with an auto­
mobile were being prepared this 
w e e k  by Highway Patrolman 
Herman Moore against Sanchez, 
Sheriff Earnest said.

A plot of land sufficient to pro­
vide building sites for all of the 
present Negro population of Ozo­
na, with room to spare for future 
growth, has been purchased from 
Mrs. B. B. Ingham, St., on the 
slope of the hill southeast of Ozona 
and lots are to be sold to Negroes 
at a nominal charge. The Red 
Cross has approved a nuniber of 
rehabilitation grants to Negro ap­
plicants and rebuilding of flood 
destroyed homes is slated to begin 
on the new location at once. The 
Negro section on the draw was 
wiped out in the recent flood but 
there was no loss of life among 
the Negro population.

Trio Charged 
With Looting Here 
Get Heavy Fines
Three Men Arrested 
In Eldorado Are 
Charged Here
Three looters who were arrested 

wdth articles of value picked up 
along Johnson Draw after the 
disastrous flood here were fined 
in justice court after their cap­
ture in Eldorado where some of the 
articles were sold. Sheriff V. O. 
Earnest reported.

Cailvin Boling, Doyle Martin and 
J. C. Boling were arrested in ET3b- 
rado and held for local officers 
in connection with the looting of 
an estimated $200 worth of valua­
bles from the flood area.

Martin, a two-time loser, who 
had served time in Texas for bur­
glary and in Oklahoma for car 
theft, according to the local sher­
iff’s office, is being held in jail 
here for Houston officers. He is 
reported to be wanted there on a 
car theft charge. He was fined 
$215 in justice court on a theft 
charge. Calvin U. Boling, who is 
said to have been with Martin 
in picking up articles along the 
draw, was fined $115 and J. C. 
Boling, in whose possession some 
of the articles were found, was 
fined $39.

Several local Mexicans and two 
wet Mexicans were arrested by 
local officers when found in pos­
session of articles picked up in the 
flooded area but were released 
to work in the dean-up job follow­
ing the flood.

Washed Out Voters 
Should Vote In Free. 
Of Original Homes

Voters whose homes w e r e  
washed out or destroyed and who 
are now living outside the pre­
cinct of their original home sites 
should vote in the precinct in 
v/hich they formerly lived, A. 0.

A voter may register a change 
of precincts and vote in another 
if he so desires and makes his 
change at least ten days before 
the election.

More than 1,200 extra copies 
of the edition were «old and calls 
are still coming in daily for copie.s. 
The edition was reprinted twice 
after the original run. Extra copy 
sales of the July 1 edition, first 
after the flood totalled more than 
500 and many calls were received 
after the supply was exhausted.

92 Victims Of 
Flood Aided To 
Date By Red Cross

$76,000 Already Com­
mitted For Rehabilita­
tion Work
The Red Cross Advisory Com­

mittee, consisting of local citi­
zens who help consider and eval­
uate applications for building and 
repair, household furnishings, oc­
cupational equipment, and disas­
ter-caused medical costs of familes 
has been working hard since the 
June 28 flood in Ozona which took 
15 lives and did an estimated two 
and a half milloin in property 
damaged. The committee has been 
meeting twice a weel  ̂and has spent 
some long hours at each meting. 
Total commitments for emergency 
and rehabilitation assistance to in­
dividual families to date amounts 
to $76,000.

There have been 224 registra­
tions and between emergency as­
sistance to families already given 
and the rehabilitation cases which 
the committee has reviewed, a to­
tal of 92 cases have been given 
assistance. On those cases re­
viewed and which involve building 
or repair, arrangements are being 
made with the families and their 
contractors or builders to begin 
the actual reconstruction.

Mrs. R. A Harreir, disaster chair­
man pf the Ozona Red Cross chap­
ter, stated the rehabilitation cases 
are revieAved by the committee to 
consider what help is needed from 
Red Cross, beyond what resources 
the family has, to re-establish it­
self to the point of actual need 
for normal living requirements. 
Mrs. Harrell emphasized that Red 
Cross, with contributed funds, 
does not act as an insurance com­
pany, to replace all losses but does 
assist the family in meeting their 
needs to enable them to resume 
normal living.

She cited as one type of case 
a family who might have saved 
some of their furniture and cloth­
ing but whose home was de.stroyed. 
Perhaps they have two schoolage 
children and their income is suf­
ficient to keep the family free 
from serious indebtedness. Since 
the disaster, they might have at­
tempted to borrow from some real 
estate lending agency for the re­
building of their home. However, 
the amount of mortgage they can 
carry and pay off monthly out of 
their income amounts to only half 
the cost of rebuilding.

While this family can partially

Army Engineers Here

Lt. Col. Carl G. Sory and two 
engineers from the Fort Worth of­
fice of the Corps of Army Engi­
neers were here this week making 
preliminary surveys of the dam­
aged area and gathering other data 
cn the recent Johnson Draw' flood 
which damaged or destroyed near­
ly half the homes in Ozona and 
tpok 15 lives.

The Army Engineers have been 
assigned to study the local flood 
threat w'ith a view to possible con­
struction by the federal govern­
ment, in cooperation wdth the coun­
ty, of a flood control dam north 
of Ozona to prevent recurrence of 
the June 28 disastrous flood here.

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THE AIRPORT THAT 
WASN’T THERE!

Some months ago Dick Hender­
son, progressive young O z o n a  
ranchman, offered to make availa­
ble to Crockett County land near 
tovcn for an airport which he pro­
posed to . improve and maintain 
without further -.expense to the 
county.

Henderson’s offer was condi­
tioned upon the county paving the 
runway landing strip, the only 
outlay required from public funds 
to provide a firet class airport for 
use of planes which might want to

land here fo* busines,3 or pleasure. 
With radio equipment already a- 
vailaible, Hender.son proposed to 
install service facilitias, border 
lighting and other airport improve­
ments which would have made the 
port available for regular airline 
stops in Ozona, which would (be a 
strong possibility if proper land­
ing facilities were available.

That ■ proposal brought objec­
tions from some members of the 
Commissioners Court and the re­
sult has been that no action has 
been taken on the matter and as 
a result Ozona is still without 
first class airport facilities. In 
the meantime, thd county continues 
to pay annual rental on the raw 
land five miles west 'of Ozona as 
an airport, which is used infre­
quently by a few individual fliers.

Ozona desperately needed land­
ing facilities immediately af ter 
the recent flood disaster for im­
mediately r e l i e f  transportation. 
Some interpid fliers, including Mr. 
Henderson himself who rendered 
an invaulable service to the com­
munity with his plane in various 
transportation assignments and 
air search for flood victims, did 
land and take off from the muddy 
strip near the Henderson ranch 
headquarters at the north edge 
of town, but only light planes 
could be used and it was only 
through good fortune and expert 
flying that a plane accident was 
not added to the already multi­
plied tragedy in Ozona. More im­
mediate and more adequate help 
could have (been rendered to flood 
paralyzed Ozona had the all-wea­
ther landing strip been available 
for use by the Army and individual

Whether Ozona ever suffers an­

other flood or similar disaster, 
and, of course, our hopes and 
prayers are that it never will, the 
modern airport, near town, ade­
quately equipped and usable in 
emergency or in ordinary air tra­
vel is needed and has been needed 
all along. And no community ever 
had an opportunity to get such 
facilities at such a small cost. The 
opportunity may have already been 
lost t]irough delay, and if so, Ozo- 
na’s loss can be charged to lack 
of foresight in taking advantage 
of the opportunity when it was 
available. But if the offer still 
stands, then we can ^ee no good 
reason for further delay.

SENATOR JOHNSON ACTS

Senator Lyndon John.son, who 
mails a weekly propaganda sheet 
to all Texas newspaper and we 
don’t know how many individuals, 
at the taxpayers’ expense, says 
that “as soon as n e w s  of the 
Rio Grande flood” reached him he 
wired city official in “ Ozona, (Shef­
field” and some of the cities where 
the ‘Rio Grande’ flood actually did 
some damage — offering the “ fa­
cilities of his office.” But, of 
course, nobody needed any mimeo­
graphed letters mailed at govern­
ment expense.

Fort Worth — Canners and cut­
ters drew weak to mostly 50 cents 
lower prices at Fort Worth Mon­
day and fat cows sold around 50 
cents to $1 or more lower. The de­
cline completely wiped out last 
week’s advances and some besides. 

Fat steers and 
yearlings were fully steady to 
strong when good and choice and 
plainer grassers were weaker.

Stocker and feeders were most- j 
ly steady, some spots higher and 
some lower in the uneven trade. A 
good many out-of-town and out- 
of-state buyers were on yards and 
a good many of them were active 
in looking for stocker and feeder 
calves and yearlings. Slaughter 
calves were steady to weak, spots 
25 to 50 cents off.

Good and choice fat lambs top­
ped at $17 to $21 at Fort Worth 
Monday, steady with the advances 
of the previous week. Yearling 
wethers were 50 cents to 75 cents 
higher, and sold from $10 to $12.75 
when fat. Old ewes were again 
slow and weak, selling mainly from 
$4 to $4.50. Feeder and stocker 
lambs cashed at $12 to $15.

The worst of thoughts came into 
my mind as I neared town, I had 
come upon large pieces of pave­
ments completely ripped out and 
lying in the bar ditches. It looked 
as if some giant had gone mad 
and started destroying everything 
within reach. Fences were ripped 
up and lay scattered in every di­
rection.

When we got into town the worst 
of my fears materialized. Houses, 
large and small were torn from 
their foundations... in some cases 
there weren’t even any foundations 
left. Telephone and electric poles 
were snapped and bent like tooth­
picks. All the wiring looked like 
dirty lengths of string . . swaying, 
back and fourth, in the wind.

I went across the bridge to the 
other side of town. I have never 
seen anything like that, and I 
hope I shall never see anything 
that resembleis it again. Homes lay 
tilted at crazy angles all the fur­
niture ruined. Some never will be 
fit to live in again. M'any busi­
ness establishments lay gutted, 
windows smashed, walls cracked, 
and merchandise scattered f o r  
miles down the draw. In a few of 
the places you had to sit and think 
awhile to remember what build­
ing had once stood there.

Then I went down into the draw. 
There lay thousands of dollars 
worth of, well you name it. Every­
thing under the sun was strewn 
for as long a distance as the eye 
could see. But it wasn’t under the 
sun. It was buried under the dirty 
S'limy mud that had already taken 
its toll and still refused to let go 
of its ni gotten possessions.

I thought it was incredible how 
quickly all of the utilities were 
restored. Even before the water 
had receded, companies from other 
towns were on their way here to 
help in getting the lights, gas, and 
water restored.

And the people in ail the sur­
rounding cities ĉame to our aid 
immediately. Money, clothes, food, 
kitchen, utensils, just name it, and 
they had it for us. j

Maybe because of that flood, the 
changes that have already been 
made, and that shall continue to 
be made will cause some of the 
people to re-arrange their lives. 
It just shows us that no matter 
how much a car, a house, or even

a human life is worth, or how 
much value is placed upon it, the 
One who gave it all to us can also 
take it away in the twinkling of an 
eye.

Yes, it was a destructive monster 
that swept down upon our little 
town in the early morning hours. 
It wiped out many who h a v e  
worked and saved for years. All 
that toil and sweat washed away

in a few short minutes. None es­
caped. . . old or young, rich or 
poor, black or white. But even 
though the darkest hour is upon 
many of the people, they have the 
most precious gift of all left. Life 
and the hope to start anew.

Ozona has .already started to 
put on its new face. There will 
be many changes. And 'most of 
them for the good of everybody in

town. One I have heard of already 
in a dam to be built north of the 
city to prevent another catastro­
phe. The towns' 'people have al­
ready started moving back into 
their homes, and some are nearly 
back to normal. It, will t̂akq many 
hours of work tp . get everything 
back as it used to be.

years. The financing charge is 
$5.00 discount per $100.00 per year. 
Where two or more units are in- 
jVolved in a dwelling property, the 
-maximum loan is $10,000.00 with 
7 years allowed in which to re­
pay, Mr. Macleod explained.

In a case where the mortage is 
the owner and occupant of a pro­
perty upon which there is located 
a dwelling designed principally for 
a single-family residence, which 
was approved for mortgage insur­
ance prior to beginning construc­
tion or reconstruction and the 
mortgagor estalblishes (to the sat­
isfaction o f the FH/Ay that his 
home, which he occupied as owner 
or a.s a tenant, was destroyed or 
damaged to such an extent that re­
construction is required as a re­
sult of flood and the application is 
filed within one year from July

clared this to (be a major disaster 
area, the maximum loan under 
Title I, Section 8 is $7,000.00 may 
not exceed 100% of the FHA ap­
praised value of the completed 
property. The maximum term is 30 
years. More expensive homes which 
must meet FHA requirements for 
location and property standards 
may be financed under Section 
203 for a maximum of 80% of the 
FHA value and a maximum term 
of 20 years for existing construc­
tion not inspected and approved. 
-Properties approved by FHA prior 
to beginnnig construction an d  
which are inspected and approved 
during construction are eligible 
for the following maximum loan 
with 30 year term where they 
are owner occupied, subject to a 
loan ratio of 95% of the FH-A ap­
praised value:

Mr. Meclebd further points out

However, the 
FHA will be more than glad to as­
sist the property owners in any 
way possible.

Due to the Rio Granae and its

Roads out of Pandale, as well as 

local roads connecting the ranches 
with each other and with the vil­
lage, most of them in the bed of 
Howard’s Draw, were wiped out. 
The R. E. A. power lines serving 
the area were destroyed fo ;̂ thirty 
miles, telephone poles were twisted 
by the current’s force and lines 
snarled and ‘ broken in drifting 
trees.

Three miles below Pandale the 
rnightly torrent swelled the ram­
pant Pecos River, sweeping away 
a million dollar bridge on Highway 
90, a transcontinental artery. An­
other Pecos tributary had wrecked 
a bridge of the Southern Pacific’s 
main east-west line.

Lower Pecos ranchmen gazed 
■with awe at water marks left on 
sheer rock bluffs 60 to 70 feet a- 
bove the river’s bed. A few miles 
below, the Pecos emptied into the 
raging Rio Grande, contributing to 
the greatest flood in the river’s 
long record.

In the damaged area is the ranch 
of W. H. Bunger, stretching 3 miles 
along Howard’s Draw. Traversing 
a series of back roads along the 
divide, we were able ten days af­

ter the flood to reach the Bunger 
home. Built years before by Mr. 
Hunger’s father, the house sits a- 
top a little rise in the vega where 
Perkins Canyon feeds into Ho­
ward’s Draw. Below the house the 
Devil’s Jolly’s, and the Salt Well 
Canyons fork into the same stream.

On the afternoon of the flood 
day — iSunday — Mr. and Mrs. 
Bunger fled the rising waters and 
drove their car up a slippery hill­
side behind the house. From a van­
tage point of, perhaps, 200 feet 
they saw Howard’s spread from 
hill to hill, a roaring, churning 
mass of debris and muddy waters. 
Two cars belonging to a party 
of stranded fisherman floated past 
their view.

Mr. Bunger believes that the 
lost hurricane Alice reasserted it­
self there. Their car was rocked 
by fierce gales, so that t h e y  
thought once of leaving it. Petu­
lant and intermittent sheets of rain 
alternated with gusts o f wind and 
periods of calm. After a pause, the 
wind and rain drove in from the 
opposite direction.

When the dim morning light 
broke through the dense overcast, 
the Bungers saw below them a 
world of water, 15 to 20 feet deep, 
obscuring all but a, few landmarks. 
Their house still stood above the 
tide.

Bunger was the first Pandale 
citizen to show up in Ozona. He 
had followed unused divide trails. 
A party w'as made up to search for 
the lost fishermen, and he was 
made its guide. After a week of 
effort, hampered by gravel and 
other litter left by the water, the 
search was given up. The bodies 
of the four are believed to be bur­
ied beneath sand and gravel bars.

At this writing buzzard batal- 
lions wheel above the big drift 
piles which contain the bodies 
of dead sheep. Scarely a rancher 
escaped heavy damage to fences, 
tanks, water troughs, windmills 
and barns. Rut the heaviest scar 
of all is on the range soil.

Hillsides are marked with new 
streaks, where water and rock cut 
deep trenches. Great piles >of silt 
which were once valuable topsoil 
are lodged behind bushes. The top 
soil was washed away in spots and 
in other places was covered up by 
gravel up to ten feet deep.

Great boulders were rolled along 
like marbles,^and where they came 
to rest piles of uprooted sotol and 
dead cedar lodged. In the draw’s 
bed are pits big enough to hide a 
small town. At places no trace can 
be found of former roadbeds.

The old draw channel, once 50 
to 75 feet wnde, has given way to 
a continous gravel bar 15 miles 
long and as wide as the valley. 
Most of the area’s best grazing 
land on the slope from the old 
channel to the foothills is forever 
gone. No person living there now 
expects to see new topsoil on this 
region of probably 20 sections. A 
few mesquitas stick up out of the 
gravel, but they are flat 'on their 
sides and their leaves are a rusty 
brown.

The community is rn a state of 
shock. There is talk of quitting the 
draw. “I never expect to rebuild 
here,” safd one.

“When I put my fences back,”

said another, ‘T’li fence the draw 
out of my pasture.”

Several are planning to move 
their homes higher up the hillsides. 
“Now that we know what the draw 
can do”, said Bunger, “we’ll never 
trust it again.”

Already in debt from the long 
drought, these men are wondering 
how and where they will find 
means to rebuild their outfits.

“It will take $20,000 to put me 
back into.the ranch buŝ îness,” said 
one who had lost his pens, tanks, 
and several mills, “With the debt 
I already have and what I’ll have 
to borrow to fix this damage, ITl 
be working the rest of my life just 
to pay the interest.”

The extent of livestock losses 
will not be known until the fall 
roundup. Although some fences are 
being repaired, the whole country 
is for practical purposes just one 
big pasture.

Strangely enough, now that the 
water has run off, pastures whose 
mills and tanks are gone are “ dry 
pastures.” Stock is already suf­
fering for water.

Although they are hoping to find 
some long-term money at low inter­
est rates, the Pandale people are 
not expecting or wanting anything 

'given to them. They are a tough 
I breed. Having carved their do- 
I  mains from these arid hills and 
canyons, t h e y  will reestablish 
themselves and carry on some­
how.

I Precinct Four of Val V e r d e  
i County, in the heart of the devast- 
! ated area, will need $85,000 to res- 
I tore a few dirt roads, according 
I to Will 0. Mills, Commissioner, 
j  Many, such as Henry Mills, have 
i lost their cars and jeeps. Some 
j  parts 'of their pastures are inacces­
sible except by horseback.

The little stucco building ifsed 
by these people for school and 
church still stands. Isolated from 
the rest of the world, they have

built up a community S'Olidarity 
and know how to practice neigh- 
borliness. Mechanized equipment 
is borrowed and loaned for road 
work. They are pooling their re­
sources.

No native lives were lost, and 
for this they are thankful. Al­
though some of their ibeist range- 
land lies buried beneath tons of 
gravel, the spirit of iPandale is 
very much alive.

SBA Opens Office 
To Process Disaster 
Loans For Ozonans

Wendell B. BarnetS, Administra­
tor of small BusinesiS Administra­
tion, on July 2 authorized the.o- 
pening of a Disaster Loan Field 
Office in Ozona .The field office 
has .been established in the Com­
missioners Court Room, under the 
difection of J. C. Smith. The tele­
phone number is 415.

This office is noAv prepared to 
accept loan applications for the 
repair or restoration of -property 
damaged by recent flood. Repre­
sentatives of Small Business Ad­
ministration are now in this office 
to •discuss with the flood victims 
any losses they may have suffered 
and to assist the men preparing an 
application for a loan. The Small 
Business Administration is autho­
rized to make loans to flood victims 
with regard to personal property, 
homes and businesses.

Any individual, corporation or 
partnership that has suffered a 
property loss in this anea as a re­
sult of the flood is eligible to file 
an application. Churches, eleemos­
ynary institutions and other non 
profit organizations are also eli­
gible.

The amount of loan applied for 
may not exceed the restoration or 
replacement cost of the damage 
suffered. Therefore, an inventory 
of the applicant’s losses and a re­
liable co.mplete estimate on the 
cost of repairs or restoration of 
the property damaged will facili­
tate the processing of the loan ap­
plication. If the property can not 
be restored to its approximate con- 
4ition before the flo.od at its pre­
sent location, the amount of the 
loan requested may be based upon

the cost o f replacing such pro­
perty at some other suitable loca­
tion.

These loans will be handled 
through the Dallas Regional Of­
fice of Small Business Adminis­
tration.

Farrfiers and stockmen who have 
suffered a loss, will ordinarily ap­
ply to the Farmers Home Adminis­
tration for assistance.

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‘Millionaires’ Town’ Author Writes 
In Similar Vein Of Ozona Flood Disaster

(Much in the same vein sls ' ‘Ozona 
■—MiHionaires  ̂ Town,” the Satur­
day Evening Post article of a few 
years ago, Harold H. Martin, At­
lanta, Ga., newspaperman and au­
thor of the Posit article on Ozona, 
has devoted hiiS column in a Geor- 
ijia paper to the Ozona flood. A 
clipping of the column was sent 
to his parents 'by Charles Bledsoe, 
manager of the Donglas, Ga., pro- 
jbaseball team of the Georgie-Flo- 
rida League.

Mr Martin perhaps was not ap­
prized of the fact that fifteen 
lives were lost in the flood waters 
in Ozona and that his designated 
“ 100-odd millionaires” along with 
the rest of us were either wading 
the flood waters warning residents 
in the lowlands, helping to rescue 
those caught in the flood, pitching 
in to help stricken families with 
their dlean-up job or opening 
homes to provide them shelter and 
working voluntarliy through sleep­
less days and nights for days after, 
searching for bodies of the dead, 
taking care of injured, comforting 
the bereaved, feeding and shelter­
ing the homeless, clearing debris 
from streets and from around 
homes, and helping neighbors 
clean up their water soaked and 
silt-encrusted homes. Mr, Martin 
didn’t get too well acquainted with 
Ozona people in his two or three 
weeks’ stay here.

But for whatever it may be 
worth, below is Mr. Martin’s col­
umn, which appeared in a Georgia 
paper, not identifiable, but per­
haps an Atlanta paper, under the 
heading, “Water Quenches Ozona’s 
Big Thirst,” ■

Word from the West that flood 
waters had drowned th e  little 
town of Ozona, in Texas, was 
as surprising as would have been 
a dispatch from the nether regions 
reporting that the Styx had over­
flowed its banks and quenched 
the fires of Hades.

Ozona, a metropolis of 3,000 
souls, 2,000 of them of Mexican 
descent, is famed for two things-^ 
the dryness of its climate and the 
opulence of its 100-odd million­
aires.

It lies to the south of San An­
gelo, the mohair or goat fur capi­
tal of the world, in the midst of a 
dusty plain, flat as your palm.

that stretches for miles on either 
side.

The drive there, in times of 
normal rainfall, which m e a n s  
burning drouth, is like the southern 
approach to torment. The asphalt 
highways bubble under the sun. 
A dry wind, full of dust, burns 
on the skin with a Mow torch heat. 
The tumble weed drifts, and the 
lizard pants in the shade of. the 
mesquite.

It is sheep and goat country— 
and oil country, the source of the 
g-reat wealth that Ozona’s handful 
of big ranchers have accumulated. 
They are stern, tough leathery 
men whose roots go deep into the 
earth. Some of them, on their 
ranches, can still point out to you 
the tracks the pioneer wagons 
made a hundred years ago, tracks 
still clearly visible in the harsh 
alkaline soil.

They have made enough money 
to move wherever they wish, but 
out of a stubborn love of this dry 
and bitter land, they have chosen 
to stay to make a 4iny oasis of 
green in the midst of the sun- 
balfed desert. Their ranch homes 
are shabby, old adobe houses, 
thick-walled against the sun, sit­
ting beneath lean cottonwoods. 
Their “town houses” are palaces, 
decorated by folk of artiste bent 
brought in from Dallas, New Or­
leans, and New York.

The dirt in the public square is 
fiMed earth, brought in from river 
bottom lands far away. Deep wells, 
pumped by windmills, (bring up a 
thin flow of milky water, and no 
grass grows except on those lawns 
that are watered ceaselessly.

To an Ozonan water is as pre­
cious as liquid gold, and pickle- 
juice is worth even more, for flow­
ers won’t grow unless the alka­
line soil is neutralized by pickle-

juice, or vinegar.
Now the flood waters have rolled 

over Ozona, roaring in the arroyos, 
chasing the goats and sheep to 
high ground, flooding the little 
shacks of the Mexicans, flowing 
through the deep carpeted drawing 
rooms of the rich.

And I'll bet I know what the 
San Angelenos are saying—those 
sedate folk who always looked up­
on wealthy Ozona as an upstart 
town, full of brag and bluster: 

“Just like those rich so-and-sos 
down there—showing off again. 
Trying to prove anything that’s 
theirs—even a flood—is bigger and 
better than anybody else’s.”

help themselves they cannot do 
the whole job. Consequently the 
Red Cross will make an award 
that, when added to the amount 
which the family can reasonably 
borrow from other sources without 
undue hardship, will provide suf­
ficient funds to rebuild the home 
and furnish basic household furn­
ishings.

Other cases might involve fami- 
lies whose income or age limita­
tions prohibit borrowing anything 
from a bank or real estate agen­
cy and who have no other re­
sources. Red Cross would consider 
an award for the entire cost. Still 
other cases will indicate savings 
and credit resources sufficient for 
the family to take care of them­
selves entirely without undue hardr 
ship, which then would not re­
quire Red Cross assistance.

Mrs. Harrell stated that each 
family is dealt with individually 
and their needs related to their 
ability or inability to handle them. 
She emphasized Red Cross makes 
no loans to disaster sufferers, that 
all assitance is an outright gift 
from contributions through Red 
Cross.

V. A. Aid Available To 
Veterans In Flood Area

World War II and Post-^Korea 
veterans, whose homes were dam­
aged or lost in the recent Rio 
Grande floods, may get assistance 
through the Veterans Administra­
tion Loan Guaranty Program, Don 
Peppers, Manager of the San An­
tonio, VA Regional Office an­
nounced today.

The President declared the areas 
in Texas affected by the floods 
of the Rio Grande and its tribu­
taries as major disa.ster areas on 
July 1, 1954.

The Administrator of the Hous­
ing and Home Finance Agency 
has informed VA that as a re­
sult of the President’s action, the 
Federal National Mortage Associa­
tion (FNMA) will make special 
credit aid available to veterans 
m.ade homeless by the floods. Vet­
erans, who have all or part of the 
Loan Guaranty benefits available, 
can take advantage of this special 
credit aid iby applying for G. I. 
Loans to their,local lenders. FN­
MA, a Government Secondary Mor­

tgage Market, has cut its restric­
tions on the purchase of VA Guar­
anteed Loans from lenders making 
more loans available to Veterans 
affected by the floods.

It may be posi/ble in some cases 
for World War II and Post-Korea 
veterans, whose G, I. homes have 
been destroyed or so severely dam­
aged as to make restoration im­
practical, to have their loan Guar­
anty rights restored if VA , does 
not suffer any loss on the original 
loan.

Further information concerning 
the.se credit aids to veterans who 
were affected by the floods may 
be obtained by writing or visiting 
the VA Regional Office, San An­
tonio, Texas, Mr. Peppers said.
