This follows in the pattern of 
Britain's recognition of Red China, 
which we had also vigorously op- 
l-osed. It is expected that Japan— 
fairly bursting with goods for ex­
port — will follow the 3ritish 
lead, with France, Belgium and 
West Germany making their com­
mercial obeisance to Mao Tse- 
tung a little more deliberately.
