All-Time Peak Use

Of Water Reached In
Torrid Days Of July
July water consumption in O-

zona hit an all-time high, W. D.
|Cooper, water district manager,

reported this week.

Ozona householders and indust-
rial users drew off a total of
47,000,000 gallons of water during
the month through the city’s wat-
er mains, the manager said. This
is an ail¢ime peak by approxi-
mately five million galons, the
previous high having been reached
ir July of 1968.

The increased use is attributed
mostly to irrigation of lawns and
shrubs, which got off to a good
start in the Spring with bounti-
ful rains but needed copious irri-
gation to withstand the blistering
heat that has settled on the area
this summer. The city is also sup-
plying contractors on the Johnson
draw flood control dams, used in
dampening the earth for proper
compaction, and hauling by truck
to fill the storage tank at the radar
‘base.

ANl four pumps on the water
works hill capable of pumping
11,600 gallons per minute, ran eigh-
iteen hours out of each 24 in peak
luse days, Cooper said. From a-
‘round 11 to 12 o'clock to 4:30 or
5, one 200-gallons per minute
pump kept up with the demrand but
the other hours all four pumps
were in operation and even so, by
mid-afternon the storage tanks
dropped to such level that the fill-
ing of dam contractor trucks had
to be halted. The peak daily pro-
duction under this schedule
pumping was about 1,800,000 yul-
lons of water.

With the equipping of the new
wells on the west hill and addi-
tion of storage facilities, the water
distric: will be ab'e to add a
maximum of about 600,000 gal-
lons per day to the local supply.
