205 Violent Deaths In 
Texas During Holidays 
Is Prediction O f DPS

The violent deaths o f 205 per­
sons in Texas during the 12-day 
ChristmaaNew Years holiday per­
iod was predicted today by the 
Texas Department of Public Safe­
ty.

Col, Homer Garrison, Jr., direc­
tor of the Texas PDS, announced 
the prediction o f all form« o f vio­
lent deaths compiled by N. K. 
Wot rner, manager of Statistical 
Service*. The estimate include 118 
mo tore ides, 48 suicides and homi­
cides and 44 other accidental

g m

deaths for the 12-day period ex­
tending from 12:01 a. m. Dec. 21 
through 11:50 p. m. Jan. 1.

During the tame 12-day period 
laat year 106 persona were killed 
in 89 fatal traffic accidents, aeven 
'below the 115 predicted motor- 
cidee.

The state police director said 
the same “ all-out" effort o f traffic 
law enforcement employed in hold­
ing down last year’s count o f  traf­
fic dead will be ueed again during 
the forthcoming holiday.

“ Our estimated 115 motorcides 
( traffic deaths) for last year could 
have 'been rxceeded except for the 
cooperative around - the • clock 
effort o f all law enforcement a-

'genciee throughout the state. Traf­
fic law enforcement will again be 
strengthened in an effort to pre­
vent traffic accidents and accid­
ent prone situations.

“ From all indications, the two 
week-ends during the forthcoming 
holiday period will be high accid­
ent periods. With Christmas and 
New Years falling on Wednesday, 
Iboth days plus the day preceding 
each will also be with high accid­
ent days. This means that we will 
have the equivalent of four week­
ends within the 12-day period.
