Policeman Wounded
Surprised by a squad of officers 

n r  they drove up to an apartment 
house, at Harrison and East Grand, 
tile pail answered a command to 
throw up their hands and surrender 
with a blast from a shotgun. A 
noliceman was wounded hi tlie 
hand.

Poor Standing o1 Texas in Public
Health Work Emphasized at Meeting

By MBS. ADDISON YOUNG
Texas, which is in the front rank 

among the other states of the union 
in so many ways, brmgs up the rear 
in almost all activities pertaining 
to health. This fact was brought 
out in a talk made before the Mid­
land County Public Health Board 
last night by Frank Stubbeman, 
former representative from tins dis­
trict to the Texas legislature.

“When I first received this re­
port”. said Stubbeman, “I thought 
it was just some more politics, but 
as 1 went furtlier into it I found 
that it was one of the clearest pres­
entations of facts that I have ever 
read. After reading the whole thing 
I am convinced that if this be pol­
itics, let’s make the most of it.”

The report was prepared by of­
ficials of the state department of 
healUi so that precise facts could 
be presented to the public and es­
pecially to the state legislature, 
showing how badly Texas has fallen 
behind the other states of the union 
in promoting public health. Texas 
ranks 45th to 48th in practically 
every branch of health work. Only- 
two other states appropriate less

to the upkeep of their state health 
departments. The report also shows 
that each state has a decrease in 
mortality rates, and in the cost of 
disease to the state, in proportion 
lo the increase of tax appropria­
tions for health departments.

“Facts are what the legislators 
down at Austin like to listen to”, 
said Stubbeman, and- he indicated 
that If the legislators were given 
these facts, an Increase in health 
appropriations by them might be 
expected this year.

n ie  tuberculosis committee made 
the fmal report on the Christmas 
seal sale, giving the total amomit 
received from the sale of seals and 
bangles as $462.04. Recommenda­
tions were made that the board use 
some of the money to publish a 
pamphlet giving information on the 
cause, cure and prevention of tu­
berculosis, and the facts about tu­
berculosis in Midland comity. It 
also recommended that two movable 
frame cottages be built to care for 
indigent tiiberculars who are un­
able to receive state sanatorium 
care, and that if any funds were 
left from these two projects it be

spent on establishing a prenatal 
clinic.

The board approved the pamph­
let. insti-ucting the committee to go 
ahead with its publication. The 
other two projects were held for 
further consideration.

$13.50 PER HEAD 
PAID FOR CATTLE 

BY GOVERNMENT
WASHINGTON, Feb. 5. (P).—The 

federal government today closed its 
books on emergency purchase of 
cattle in drouth areas, with 8,156,- 
962 animals boiiglit for a total price 
of $108,335,322, or an average price 
of $13.50 per head.

Texas sold the largest number, 
with 1,926,398 head. The govern­
ment purchases formed about 29 
per cent of the total inventory on 
most of the cattle in states west of 
the Mississippi river.

This “culling” of the herds. Agri­
cultural Adjustment administration 
officials said, has put the industry 
in one of the most favorable posi­
tions in its history.

FLEMINGTON, N. J., Feb. 5, (P). 
—Bruno Richard Hauptmann’s de­
fense lost three legal skirmishes to­
day and openly accused the dead 
Isador Fisch of collecting the $50,- 
000 Lindbergh ransom.

Tlie court ruled out the defense 
effort to show that Fisch visited a 
woman, late in 1933, at Bayside, Ii. 
I., bearing certain packages.

The court also suppressed, tem­
porarily, at least, a defense sub­
poena which would have required 
Col. H. Norman Schwarzkopf to pro ­
duce releases he gave newspapers 
during the Lindbergh kidnap inve,s- 
tigation.

The court ruled out the testimony 
of a theatre patron with which th>3 
defense intended to attack the 
memory of a state witness who said 
Hauptmann spent a ransom bill 
November 26, 1933.

Tile defense hinted, tluougli 
questions to John E. Seykora, de­
partment of justice agent, that it 
might attack the mental condition 
of Dr. John F. Condon, Lindbergh 
intermediary, -vi'ho testified that he 
paid Hauptmann the ransom money 
in the Bronx graveyard on the night 
of April 2, 1932. '
SCHWARZKOPF POINTS 
TO HAUPTMANN GUILT

FLEMINGTON, N. J., Feb. 5. (P;. 
Every available clew in the Lind­
bergh baby kidnaping mystery led 
to “nobody else but Hauptmann,” 
Col. H. Norman Schwarzkopf, head 
of the New Jersey state police, tes­
tified at the twenty-fourth day of 
Bruno Richard Hauptmann’s trial 
for the crime Monday afternoon.

It was Col. Charles A, Lindbergh’s 
thirty-third birthday anniversary 
and he was in court again, hanging 
closely on the testimony of the man 
who co-ordinated the forces at­
tempting to solve the crime.

He heard a parade of defense wit­
nesses attempt to strengthen alibis 
for the prisoner, attempt to incrimi­
nate the Morrow maid, Violet 
Shaipe, attempt to prove that a man 
In an automobile containing a lad­
der near the Lindbergh estate the 
afternoon before the kidnaping'was 
not Hauptmann.
• Colonel Schwarzkopf was called 

by the defense which immediately 
began to dig at testimony on finger­
prints found at tlie Lindbergh nurs­
ery and on the kidnap ladder.

Schwarzkopf was asked if a dowel 
pin resemblmg one in the kidnap 
ladder had not been found in a cor­
ner of Colonel Lindbergh’s library 
after the kidnaping.

His reports, the police superin­
tendent testified, did not contain 
that. On numerous other Questions 
Colonel Schwarzkopf said he must 
refer to official reports before an­
swering. The police head said ex­
periments with a ladder modeled on 
the kidnap ladder proved it had 
broken under a weight of 180 
poimds.

The United States 
was being regaled with the B allinger lajid scandals, and 
Congress was busily engaged with the Payne-A ldrich ta r ­
iff. Few look back a t either incidcnit today with any g rea t 
pride..

And Europe was industriously straining, through its 
nie.sh of alliances and colonial and trad e  rivalrie.s, the 
hell-broth th a t wa.s'to .scald the entire earth  with W orld 
W ar within five years. There was really nothing .so su­
perior about tha t, either. ,

The old argum ent as to w hether people ai’e better 
or worse than  they  used to be, w hether the  world is g rad ­
ually falling  from  a past sta te  of grace, is a i)retty futile 
one.

'I'he really  im portan t th ing is th a t there  is plenty of 

room for im provem ent in any ease. W hether spirituality  
has ‘.‘collapsed,’’ and w hether conscience and intelligence 
have “ declined,’’ are not so im portan t as the fac t th a t 
they, a re n 't  w hat they  ought to be today, and th a t they 
a ren ’t w hat they  mu.st be if we are to create the  better 
world th a t  everybody is hoping for.

For it is the im provem ent in conscience, intelligence, 
and m orality  among individual men th a t  will create the 
real ))ermanent .progress of the future.

But some 
are  hidden, and move onward unseen.

One of the  la tte r  is.th is fac t: W e are  getting  older, 
liot only as a nation, but as a mass of individuals. A 
recen t rep o rt to th e  Association of Life Insurance Presi­
dents indicates th a t the  present expectation of life is 60 
year.s. T ha t is 15 years or .so more than  it used to  be.

From this P resident Thomas I. Parkin.son, of the 
Equitable Life A ssurance Society, dreAV this conclusion: 
‘‘Grave comsequences involving the relation of the indi­
vidual to the .state may follow' the tran sfe r of the  bal­
ance of voting power from  those under 4(f to tho.se over 
50. This tendency is likely to be reflected in changed 
a ttiu ides tow ard  spending and saving and, indeed, to­
w ard individualism  as disHnguished from  collectivism.’’

.Mready such a change is seen. The w idespread agi­
ta tion  for the Townsend old age pension plan is certainly 
the  g rea test political dem onstration of old people as such 
th a t  the country has ever seen.

They will be a g rea te r power in fu tu re  ra th e r  th an  
a less, as science g radually  lengthens the life span, while 
th e  birth  ra te  and im m igration continue to decline.

No one can tell ju st w hat effect this increasing domi­
nance of old people will have; all we know is th a t  it is 
quietly  and silently tak ing  place.

We all have a habit of thinking 

that selfishness is an acquired 
trait, but the sooner we realize 
tliat it is naturai, the b e t t e r  
equipped we are to face its prob­
lems.

The self complex, one -of the 
natural complexes, a word I  wish 
we could change, by the way, wa.t 
put there to keep man -alive, hap - 
py accordinp- to his lights and 
fights, and extended to tho.se be­
longing to him.

A little child is no more selfish 
in wanting her way, or his, -than 
the mother and father in wanting 
theirs. Little Mary is no more 
demanding in refusing to lend her 
dolly than her mother is in -re­
fusing to lend Mary to a neighbor. 
And tiny Thomas .is no • more sel­
fish in insisting on playing- horse 
when the rest want to dig, than 
hi.s Daddy refusing to play bridge 
in order to play poker.

Selfishness is considered the 
negative and generosity the po.si- 
tive too often. It Ls the other way 
about, actually, as liuman tempei-- 
ament goes. Selfislmess is the 
positive current and generosity 
opposed to it. This is why gener ­
osity is so hard to graft into the 
little character. If it were al­
ready there, what a simple thing 
it would be to let natiu-e take its 
course.
■ Shice selfishness is born in the 
baby and is not one of those trails 
like will or contrariness tliat de­
velop in tile third or fourth year, 
it Is wise to take it into account 
from tlie first and lead gently 
away from it whenever possible 
witliout causing anger or resent­
ment. We caraiot teach -’funda­
mental’’ or real generositj5  ever, 
by making it an eternally unplea.s- 
ant thing in the child’s mind.

How can we go about teaching 
the tiny child to be generous?

By getting him to feel good 
about it.

This can be done by looking 
about for someone he likes, or 
even a pet. Thomas wants his new 
red ball. Ho won’t let his slsier 
touch it. He likes her well enough, 
but he isn’t emotionally interest­
ed. However, he is emotionally 
interested in the new kitten. Say 
to him. “Let kitty have yoiu’ ball.” 
Through extended interest in botn 
the cat and the ball he will very 
likely pass it over. Satisfied, ho 
will watch the play that ensues.

Sister could have cavorted 
UTich better, but as an agent’ to 
generosity she was a total loss. 
But the wedge has -eiitered. ^ ab y  
has learned the first step. Given 
im, away from himself, one thing 
to another thing he Uked. The 
ball is still of use. Next the -bird 
can have it in his cage. Next his 
sister's dolly can have it. Next 
Mary can have it. And then the 
little boy next door. Scrub tho 
ball often as a reward for its use­
fulness. .. ,

Almost anything in the way of 
generosity can be. best approach­
ed by these horaelv little lessons. 
As the child nears tlu'ee a certain 
streak of giving- enters his soul. It 
is sporadic and is motivated by 
several thing.s. Partly experi­
mental.

Encourage this effort at this 
time. Accept anything- the child 
offers with effusion and gratitude. 
Never refuse. I t is ai-iother wea­
pon at your service. Later when, 
reason is riding high and even 
sometimes now. lesous in real 
sacrifice may bo veiitm-ed. But 
.O'icesss depends on the early asso­
ciations of ideas and the pleasant­
ness of giving.

/ ‘Batching Boys”
Show Good Record

STEPHENVILLE. Texas. — 'Work. 
'  with a group of boys who are cut­

ting down living expenses at John 
Tarleton college by batching has 
proved more than satisfactory, ac­
cording to Neal Oearreald. direc­
tor of the school of Agriculture at 
the college, and chairman of the 
committee in ch,arge of supervising 
the batching plan.

■With monthly expenses for food, 
room rent and utilities averaging 
only a few cents above $8, the 39 
boys who have continued under the 
supervision of the committee have 
maintained good health and aver­
age weight, Gearreald says. The 
smallest monthly expenditure re­
ported was S2,50 and the largest less 
than ,$15, Those boys who brought 
food from home averaged less than 
$8, while those who bought every­

thing they used averaged a little 
more than $12,

Scholastic standing of the batch­
ers has also been a satisfaction to 
the committee. The group has twice 
as many on the honor roll as on 
the list of those not passing 10 
hours of work, and has a 75 per 
cent higher perdentage of honor 
students than boarding boys have.

The • batchers have also main- 
taihed exemplary conduct, having 
furnished no serious discipline prob­
lems, Gearreald states.
. Of the 14,000.000 inhabitants of 
YhgC'-Slavia, only about 1000 
belong to no church denomination.

Publicity  of Incom e R e tu rns

Under section 55 (b) of the Reve­
nue Act of 1934 every person requir­
ed to file an income retinn for a 
taxable year or period beginning on 
or after January 1, 1934, must file 
with his return, w'hether taxable or ‘ 
nontaxable, a correct statement on 
fomr 1094 of the following items 
shown upon the retm’ii; (1) Name 
and address, (2) total gross income, 
(31 total deductions, (4) net in­
come, (5> total credits against net 
income for pmposes of normal ta.x. 
and (6) tax payable. In case of p. 
failure to file the requhed state­
ment with the return the collector 
must, under the statute, prepare it 
from the return, in which event S3 
must be added to and collected as 
a part of the tax in the same man­
ner and at the same time as the 
tax.

The statute further requires tiiat 
the statements made on form 109-1, 
or copies thereof, be made available 
to public examination and inspec­
tion as soon as practicable in the 
office of the collector with which 
they are tiled. Although the Com­
missioner is authorized to determhie, 
with the approval of the Secretaii', 
the manner in which the state­
ments, or 'copies thereof, shall bs 
made ai aUable to the public, the re­
quirements of the statue are other­
wise mandatory and the Commis­
sioner has no authority to exempt- 
any person required to file an in- 
conie return from filing with it a 
statement on form 1094 nor to waive 
collection of the additional $5 in 
case such statement is not so filed. 
Every person filing an income re­
turn .should accordmgly obtain form 
1094 from the Collector for his dis­
trict, if such form is not mailed Lo 
him with the retm-n fonn, and fill 
in all items correctly as shown on 
the return with which it is to be 
filed.

The provisions of subdivision (b) 
of section 55 of the Revenue Act 
of 1934 are entirely new and it 
should be understood that those 
provisions do not authorize inspec­
tion of income returns by the public 
but Inspection only of the state­
ments required to be filed on fonn  ̂
1094 with the retm-ns. Inspection i 
of returns is governed by subdivi- | 
sion (a) of section 55 which pro- \ 
vides, in effect, that nicome returns' 
made under the Revenue Act 'if 
1934 shall be open to public inspec­
tion only to the extent expressly 
provided by law or as authorized in 
ei'gulations approved by the Pi'esi- 
dent and this provision is similar to 
the provisions of preceding Revenue 
Acts. Under existing law and the 
regulations approved by the Presi-; 
dent income returns are not open to l 
mspection by the general public. ■
