ENGLVND JOINS 
ARMAMENT RAGE

LONDON, May 2. (/P).— Great 
Britain will spend an extra $25,- 
000,009. this year to keep abreast of 
Germany in Europe’s headlong air. 
armaments race.

That amount will be expended In 
addition to the $105,000,000 already 
provided in air estimates for the 
current fiscal year, it was disclosed 
■Wednesday.

The proposal, regarded as an an­
swer to Adolf Hitler’s boast that the 
Reich is as strong in the air as Great 
Britain, is expected to be the high 
light of Pj-ime Minister Ramsay 
MacDonald’s important announce­
ment opening, the House, of Comr 
mans debate on foreign affairs to- 
day.

The Prime Minister, speaking In 
the Commons Wednesday, said 
flatly the British Government stands 
behind an article he wrote last week 
assailing Germany.’s swift rearma­
ment as perilous to the continent’s 
peace.

.A new declaration on foreign pol­
icy and national defense to be pre- 
■seiited to Parliament will contain 
definite assurances that Britain is 
taking, the necessary measures to 
keep its defenses adequate to meet 
Germany’s weapons.

OUier. developments, of the day 
serving to emphasize this Govern­
ment’s increasing awarenc.ss of the 
danger of war were:
. Lord Hailsham. Minister of War. 
told ■ the Canadian Women’s Club 
that, closer understanding between 
Britain and the United States would 
be the surest assurance ot the peace 
of the w'orld.

First ’Lord of the Admiralty, Sh' 
Bolton Eyres Monsell, questioned 
closely in the House of Commons, 
said Germany’s , first submarine 
since the World War will be read.v 
for action in six. months.

The British Cabinet is considering, 
a formal protest to Berlin of the 
newest violation of the Versailles 
treaty— the Reich’s decision to build 
U-boats.

Cabinet members conferred with 
Dominions, leadem and received their 
assurance the Empne’s domains 
would support- the mother country 
in any reasonable effort to preserve 
peace.

Lord Londonderry, Secretary for 
Air. presented to the Cabinet plans 
to increase Britain’s fighting planes, 
airdrome and royal air force per- 
soimel— plans drafted on the belief 
Germany is stronger in the air than 
Britain.

Government quarters admitted the 
possibility that Anglo-German naval 
conversations, already once post­
poned because of Germany’s sub­
marine plans, may be abanooned.

Revolutionary styles give re-dre.ss 
from old fashions.
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THE COMING CENTURY
(Editorial in The Dallas News)

The Centennial year of 1936 will be memorable in 
the annals of the State. Much attention rightly will be 
jiaicl to past history and present achievements and visitors 
to Texas will be impressed by the good roads, great 
stretches of fertile land and the evidences of mineral 
wealth on every hand.

But it would be a great blunder if Texans, in their 
the annals of the State. Much attention rightly will be 
narrations of the State and its resoiu'ces, stopped with 
past history and present development. The real Texas 
is the Texas of the coming century, when its citizens 
have become weaned from cotton-mindedness and begin 
to see the incoming of a new era in which home manu­
factures and industries will be prominent.

The drift of Northern and Eastern capital and in­
dustries is toward the South and more especially the 
great Southwest region. Business is gradually leaving 
the East and migrating into newer regions rich in possi­
bilities, such as in Texas. This Southwest region is largely 
still economically virgin territory. The development of 
its resources, the canalization of its rivers and the growth 
of its seaports on the Gulf and at the mouths of rivers 
will be the work of coming years.

But this southward drift can be directed and e.x- 
pedited if the State and local governments, in both county 
and municipality, will develop constructive leadership 
and plan systematically for a safe transition from cotton 
to manufactures. Banks and capitalists should think in 
terms of home investments, seeing to it that the profits 
from the State’s natural resources remain in the State 
for further investment, not for the enrichment of absentee 
investors, interested only in dividend returns. At present 
Texas is permitting its natural wealth to add to the profits 
of outsiders, many of whom exploit its resources. How 
much wiser are the Filipinos, who recently placed in 
their Constitution the statement that ‘natural wealth 
belongs to the islands and can therefore be leased but 
not sold to capitalistic investors. The State University’s 
income from oil land leases is a minor illusti’ation of the 
benefit.  ̂ that accrue from so wise a policy.

Texas in the past has a history that is glorious in 
its achievements. Present developments are important 
and Texans may well feel proud of them. But the real 
Texas belongs to the century that will begin in 1936. At 
present the future lies dormant in the hearts of the com­
ing leaders of the State, the younger citizens who see 
vi.sions of an imperial Texas, made up of millions of in­
telligent and resourceful persons, happy in the continuous 
progre.ss of the Lone Star Empire of the Southwest.

BACK TO RIVER TRAFFIC
After decades of idleness, the Missouri river once 

again is to become a highway for commerce. On June 7 
navigation will reopen along the “ Big Muddy,’’ and a 
.string of barges will leave St. Louis in charge of a tug, 
carrying freight to .Kansas City.

While all this will present harassed railway traffic 
managers with more rea.son to furrow their brows, it is 
probably true that on the whole it represents a step in 
the right direction.

We may not be quite sure, .just yet, how we are 
going to solve our ti’ansportation problems. But it is surely 
logical to suppose that any step which makes transpor­
tation cheaper is a good one to take.

It is worth remembering that if we ever really ex­
ploit our vast industrial resources to their fullest extent, 
we shall need all the transportation facilities available— 
and wish we had more.

tee that sales abroad and ex­
changes of patents with foreign 
munition makers helped tliem to 
learn foreign munitions secrets. 
The answer to that is twofold. 
Admiral Forbes told the Commit­
tee there is no such thing as war 
and munition secrets. But, far 
more serious, is this fact. Before 
the war we sold munitions abroad. 
The Electric Boat Company sold 
a submarine to Austria. The sub­
marine is an American baby. The 
head of the Electric Boat Com­
pany admitted to the Nye Com­
mittee that all the “vital parts” 
of the German submarines were 
taken from his company. The 
Germans got them from that sub­
boat which was sold to Austria. 
And it was those German sub­
marines, patterned on tlie Ameri­
can models, which sank our ships 
and brought us into the war.

which ought to be told no'w. | 
■When Hitler came into power in 
Germany over two years ago, 
American munition manufactur­
ers saw with delight the rtse of 
another customer. Theii’ agents 
hurried to do business with the 
nevs’ war lord. By April of 1934 
Germany swarmed with the repre­
sentatives of American airplane 
makers. In July Dollfuss was as­
sassinated and for days the world 
looked on with the gravest un­
certainty as France and Italy and 
Czechoslovakia mobilized their 
armies.

In the midst of these fears one 
American manufacturer of planes 
was putting on all po.ssible speed 
to deliver parts, while the belli­
cose Goering bombarded the com­
pany for more and more speed. 
That company was delivering mo­
tors, crankshafts, cylinder heads 
in quantities sufficient for 100 
planes a month. Another Ameri­
can maker of automatic pilots and 
gyro compasses was rushing 
equipment for 50 planes a month. 
It had turned over to the German 
government its plant for making 
certain aircraft parts, including 
fire control devices.

One of our largest plane pro­
ducers was Just getting into pro­
duction and beginning the deliv­
ery of war aircraft complete. Al­
together these American manu­
facturers looked forward to equip­
ping Germany within a year—  
that is, by April, 1935 — with 
2500 fighting ships. To know 
what a formidable armada that 
is you must remember that the 
entire air-fleet of the American 
Navy is but 936 planes.

There doubtless will be a move­
ment to prohibit aD munition 
trade abroad.

3. Nationalization of muni­
tions must be threshed out. The 
committee is studying that sub­
ject. It is a big one, full of tech­
nical difficulties and questions.

4. What about trading with 
foreign countries when engaged 
in war? Should we sell them 
clothes, food, luxuries? The trend 
of opinion in. the Committee 
seems to be that perhaps this 
sort of trade should not be. and 
perhaps could not be well pre­
vented —  but that • the United 
States should forbid the shipment 
of anything to belligerents dm’ing 
the war on American ships. 
American vessels in peril-fraught 
war zones might well bring us 
into another war. Belligerents 
might come to our shores and 
trade, but it would be a cash-and- 
carry business.

5. Next there is the subject 
of international control of muni­
tions by ? some international body. 
Dr. Manley Hudson, of Harvard 
University,'went to Geneva for the 
Committee to make a study of 
that subject and has made an 
elaborate report on it. It has 
been printed and can be secured, 
doubtless, thi’ough your, own Con­
gressman.

6. Then comes the question of 
Americans wandering into war 
zones. Already Senator Nye and 
Clark have introduced a resolu-

i tion in the Senate to, deny pass-
' ports to “American citizens trav­

eling in war zones or on any ves­
sel of any belligerent power ex­
cept under such regulations as 
the President may make.”

7. In the last' war. we loaned 
ELEVEN BILLION DOLLARS to 
our allies. When the war was 
over they paid a little in the way 
of interest. One by one they all 
put their thumbs bn their hoses 
and waggled their fingers at us. 
For those loans now we are hated 
b.v the world, damned by our al­
lies as a Shylock. Also we are 
out eleven billion dollars. Also 
they helped to get us into the 
war. Senators Nye and Clark i 
have introduced another resolu-1 
tion which is designed to make it j 
unlawful for any American to 
lend money or extend any credit 
to any belligerent government for! 
the purpose of buying or paying 
for munitions of war.

That all the.se plans together, 
if carried into law. would prevent 
war no one imagines. There still 
remain the great human causes 
of war. But it so happens that 
we have no real quarrel with any 
nation on earth. The great hu­
man causes, which run so deep
