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NEW PIPE
LINES T0
BE BUILT

Midland to the West
Coast and to the
Gulf of Calif.

Increased puce fm West Texas
crude is seen by Permian- nasin oil
men through the announcement of
the proposed construction of a new
pipe line from Midland to the Pa-
citic coast. The plans also call for
construction of a parallel line' to
carry natural gas from Midland to
Topolobampo, Mexico.

Engineers are already making sur-
vey and collecting data preparatory
to. completing the financing of the
two- lines from: Midland to Topolo-
bampo on the Gulf of California.
The project is headed by James F.
Sadler of T.os Angeles. He is chief
executive of the Calif-Texas Leas-
ing company and the Presidio, Tex.
Pefroleum  Co., Ltd.

Sadler was in Midland last week
obtaining data’ on pipe  lines into
Midland. He said his investigation
showed that the concentration. of
seven pipe lines. bringing oil from
cvery large field. in the Permian
hasin to "the three Midland tank
farms had determined him and his
azsociates to build the oil line from
Midland to the Pacific coast.

The proposed natural gas line
would supply all cities along the
approximate 660 miles distance be-
tween Midland and Topolobampo
with a branch line at Chihuahua
City to Torreon and possibly to
Mexico City. The plans call for a
refinery at Chihuahua City and an
export refinery at ‘Topolobampo.

Sadler said preliminary financi ¢
has bheen completed and plans maue
to complete the financing as soon
as the engineer’s report is made. He
is represented at Midland by Homer
W. Rowe. Charter for the two lines

- from Midland to Presidio and from

Ojinaga to Topolobampo will be ap-
plied for within'a few days. Sadler
said he would return to Midland
from his office in Los Angeles ahout
April'4.to .complete:local plans.~ - 4

This new outlet for West Texas
crude should increase the price and
vastly increase ‘the demand, the Cal-
ifornia oil man says. He pointed: oub
that tanker steamers are now load-
ing at San Francisco daily for Ja-
pan and other countries of the Ori-
ent. Topolobampo is said to be the
largest land locked harbor in the
world, and while still but slightly
developed has 40 feet of water at
its docks. The seaporf took on new
life ‘recently when the Santa Fe
railway. : was completed into . the
town. The proposed pipe lines will
parallel the Santa Fe tracks and
suryey into Topolobampo.

Topolobampo is nearly as close toj
the West Texas oil fields as Hous-
ton and is closer than Port Arthur,
it is pointed ofit. Midland oil men
believe this new outlet for West
Texas crude will be an important
factor in the future development. of
the Permian basin. Midland as the
terminus of the two lines will in-
crease in importance as an oil city,
it is believed here.

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WHAT TEACHERS ARE PAID

An editorial in a recent issue of The Dallas News
makes comment on the present-day necessity for reducing
expenses ‘of school operation, but has pertinent remarks

concermng teachers’ salaries. :

An agreement between the school board and the
teachers made possible, if necessary, a salary reduction
of 7% per cent. Dallas high school teachers, it was stated,
aré Heing paid around $2,000 per year on an average, and
grade teachers $1,700.

Tt was pointed out that this is not the net salary, as
the expense of compulsory summer term schooling must
be ‘deducted before the net salary is worked out. :

, The editorial said, in part:

2“Dallas relies on the board to do all that it can to

maintain the salary level of the teaching force. Grade

‘school teachers average but $1,700 a year and high

school teachers around $2,000. It must be remember-

“ed . that these are gross, and that the net comes after

-deducting the expenses of summer schooling, which

“feachers are expected to incur in bettering their in-
tellectual equipment from year to year. Dallas em-
‘ploys the upper level, so to speak, of Texas teachers
and ought to do all it can to pay its teaching staff at

Jeast these small average returns, particularly as many

“instructors have given long service and have spent

large sums preparing for their usefulness. The best is

‘riorie too good for the children of Dallas, and Dallas

believes that she has the best in her common school

‘and high school faculty.”

Midland, at present, probably faces a similar issue.
Midiand school children are entitled to as good teachers
as-ave employed in Dallas, the number being the only
difference that should be made. A check shows that the
average salary paid high school teachers here is $1,555.50
and that of grade teachers is $1,116.00.

- Trimming of expenses is admirable. It is-important
and.is necessary in every line of business or of public
work, but it is hoped that in the handhng of teachers’
salaries, first consideration will be given: to providing .for
the school children of Mldland the best teachers avail-

Wlll not be impaired. This editorial has no reference to
the'selection of school board members but is for the con-
sideration of those who are chosen.

DUBLIN.—‘As long as de Valera
lives, the Irish Republic lives,” say
his followers.

Today he is the new president of
the Irish Free State which is a Brit-
ish dominion like Canada and whose
officials are required to take the
S king.
De Valera is out to end that. -

Civil War Ahead?

' “The one ultimate objective of

the Fianna Fail party is the unity
and independence of Ireland.as &
sovereign state,” he said very frankly
at the time of his election as head
of his Fianna Fail (“Soldiers of
Destiny”) party.

“The oath of allegiance to King
George is obligated by Article 17 of
the Constitution. We propose to re-
move that article.

“Regarding separation from Great
Britain: Ours objective. is indepen-
dence but in this election ‘we asked
for a limited mandate and we: in-
tend to proceed within the terms: of
this mandate.”

So, today, more: trouble may. be
in  war-wracked Ireland,
which has been at peace since de
Valera’s followers, ‘at his command,
Jaid down - their weapons in the
bloody but unsucecesstul  civil ‘war
that they waged against: the new
Free State government 10 years ago.
It is reasonable to assume that Eng-
land is still determined : to retain
control of this little island near her
shores for use “in  time of ‘war or
strained - relations with other pow-
ers” as stipulated in the Constitu-
tion she granted the Free State in
1920.

Decade of Peace

A lot has happened since. de Va-
lera’s 30,000 insurgents laid  down
their arms in May, 1923.

On Aug. 15, 1923, the “piesxdent'

of the Irish Repubhc” emerged from
his hiding in the Tipperary hills and
appeared on a platform to address
a gathering of his followers. Free

State troops dashed up in an armor-
ed car, fired several volleys over the
heads of the crowd and  made de
Valera prisoner.

For a long time he was kept in
prison by Free State authorities.
They were afraid to'shoot him on a
charge of treason in view ' of :the
feeling in temperamental Ireland,
and they were also'afraid to turn
him loose to agitate:So he was sim-

ply. detained . in. prison for .a:long

time—untill his scattel ed bands: dis-
solved.

Released, de Valera soon became
pclitically ‘active again, -as he still
held his old position as premdent of
the Sinn Fein party.

Drastic Measures

In 1927, Kevin O'Higgins, vice
president of the Free State executive
council, ‘was assassinated by gun-
men. The government, unable’ to
trace the authorship of the crime,
passed a drastic public safety, ach
which declared all revolutionary so-
cieties treasonable and authorized
the death penalty. De Valera tried

/| to defeat this bill but lost by a

narrow ‘margin. -

De Valera’s par ‘ty also fought an
effort to defeat a bill requiring ev-
ery memker of the Dail (including
Republicans) to take an oath of al-
legiance to the Free State constitu-
tion. They lost and, upon taking the
cath, announced that it was 1ne1ely

an “empty formula” and would in

no wise hind their actions.

In  the Sixth Dail,
eiforts to repeal the safety act was
defeated by the scant majority. of
six votes. In the following year he led
an unsuccessful movement for abo-
lition of the oath of allegiance.

And so the man who had been
sentenced to be shot, whose life was
spared after a plea to President Wil-
son bhased on his American birth,
who had made perhaps the most
dramatic jail break in history, who
had  spent many weary months in
prison, who had lived as a_ phantom
in' the Tipperary hills while hunted
as an outlaw and who had dreamed
of becoming the George Washing-
ton of his country—this man con-
tinued his fight and gradually:re-
turned to power.

Forms New Par ty

Leaving .the Sinn Fein  party,
which  recently assailed  him, he
launched the newer annna Fail par-
iy wpon which he' rode to victory
when he defeated President William
T. Cosgrave, of the ¥Free State in the
recent election.

Two Horses Total
160 Horsepower

I.ONDON. (UP)—Two horses to-
taling 160 horsepower were exhibited
recently at the Shire Horse show
here.

The figure of 80 horsepower for
each of these horses was arrived
at from the fact that they pulled
a weight of 20 tons, including their
own combined weights, from sta-
tionary to a speed:of three miles an
hour in five seconds,

The animals were from the stud
which holds the world’s record for
the weight pulled by two horses, a
wagon of 18 1-2 fons, and their
veterinary officer is. confident that
they can improve the record when
necessary. . They work in harness
regularly in Liverpool and ten tons

on the road 'is their average load.{

According to the veterinary offi-
¢er ‘a human being’s best effort is
much nearer to the power output
of a horse as originally defined by
James ‘Watt. A Cambridge athlete,
trying out this theory, carried his
own: weight 20 feet up < flight of
stairs in eight seconds and it is cal-
culated that he achieved three-quar-
ters of a horsepower.
