Voters throughout Midland coun­
ty will go to the polls Saturday, 
February 8, to decide whether or 
not liquor may be legally sold. 
Simultaneou.sIy, with the county 
wide election, precinct No. 1 voters 
will ballot as to whether or not 
liquor may be sold in precinct No. 
1. Voters in precincts 2, 3 and 4 
are balloting merely on the status 
of the county.

The two elections for the precinct 
are necessary, county officials said, 
because both the county and the 
precinct had been voted dry prior 
to enactment of the Dean law which 
prohibited the sale of liquor in 
Fexas. The attorney general’s o f­
fice has ruled that to make such 
sale legal, after repeal o f the Dean 
law, that both the county and the 
precinct must be voted wet.

It would be possible, therefore, 
for the county to "go wet” and the 
precinct remain dry, but it would 
not be possible for the precinct to 
be wet and tlie county dry. It has 
been ruled that tliere cannot be a 
wet precinct in a dry county but 
there can be dry precincts in wet 
counties.

OVER 100,000 PWA 
WORKER^IN STATE

Almost Entire Number Are 
Former Relief Roll 

Clients
SAN ANTONIO, Feb. 3—Workers 

on Works Progress Administration 
projects in Texas numbered 111,886 
for the week ending January 25, it 
has been announced by E. E. Hale, 
director of the division of employ­
ment.

Tlie figure included 108,551 former 
relief roll clients and 3,335 non-re­
lief workers employed as project 
superintendents, timekeepers and in 
other supervisory capacities.

Approximately 2,350 projects were 
being operated throughout the 20 
Texas districts. Hale reported. Dis­
trict 4, with headquarters at Dallas, 
led in number of persons working, j 
with 14,496 employed on more than 
300 projects. Second was the Hous­
ton district, with 12,248 at work, and 
third. Fort Worth, «-ith 11,114 on ' 
payrolls.

District directors during the past 
week reported 9.191 eligible woi kers 
not assigned to projects; however, all 
available labor had been requisition­
ed for projects in districts 13, 14. 15, 
16 and 18, and less thair 100 laborers 
remained to be placed in districts 1, 
3, 19 and 20.

LOST LAWS TEST 
STARTS THIS WEEK 

AT HUNTSVILLE
Illegally Restrained 

Suit of Convict to 
Be Heard

HUNTSVILLE, Tex., Feb. 3.' (A’i- 
Here in this historic old East Texas 
town, the 150 State laws that were 
lost from the official code eleven 
years ago, will receive tlieir most 
severe test tills week.

Through an application for a writ 
of habeas corpus, prepared as a test 
case by State Representative A. T. 
McKinney, freedom will be asked 
today by T. J. Coiieland, a convict, 
on the grounds he is being Illegally 
restrained of his liberty “because 
the laws in fact were never enact­
ed,” Copeland has served lour 
months of a two years’ sentence 
for incest, one of the laws lost when 
the official copy of the criminal 
code was bound.

On the outcome of the Copeland 
habeas corpus hearing rests the fate 
of 40 convicts serving time in prison 
now for violation of the several 
criminal offenses involved in the 
controversy. Those who have paid 
fines and completed prison sen­
tences for violation of the lost laws 
during the last decade are without 
recourse in the event the prisoners 
are successful in their court move.

District Judge S: W. Dean, white- 
haired jurist, who sentenced Ray­
mond Hamilton to the electric chair 
has agreed to liear the testimony 
in probably one of the la§t big cases 
of his spectacular bench career. He 
plans to retire at the end of his 
present term.

District Attorney Max Rogers, 
prosecutor of Hamilton, will deliver 
the application for the writ of 
habeas corpus today to Judge Dean 
at Anderson. The prosecutor, who 
hopes to succeed Judge Dean on the 
bench, said the court has agreed to 
grant the lieariiig and the case most 
likely will be called in Huntsville 
Thursday. Rogers has invited At­
torney General William McCraw 
and members of his staff to come 
to Huntsville to aid the State in the 
proceedings.

The State liopcs to prove that 
tlie intent of the Legislature in 
passing the laws was apparent and 
that the laws were omitted from 
the official code purely by a cleri­
cal or bookbinders’ error.

On the other hand, tlie repealing 
clause of the code points out spe­
cifically that all laws omitted were 
eliminated intentionally, and it is 
presumably on this ground the con­
victed men base their strong liopcs 
to win freedom.

Tom Branch, Houston attorney, 
who recodified the laws hi 1925, is 
expected to be one of the principal 
witnesses in the strange proceed­
ings where the State must prove 
that a law is a law, whether the o f­
ficial code says so or not.

Representative McKinney said he 
planned to carry the case to the 
Court of Criminal Appeals in the 
event Judge Dean denies the Cope­
land writ.

AUSTIN, Feb. 3—Pellagra, while 
not a communicable disease, is of 
concern to the State Department of 
Health as many people die of it each 
year in Texas.' Pellagra is a disease 
that is caused by the lack of proper 
foods. It comes on slowly and may 
not be recognized until the victim 
begins to have a sore mouth, stom­
ach trouble, and reddening and 
scaling of the skin. When these 
symptoms appear, the disease has 
been present for some time, stated 
Dr. John W. Brown, state health 
officer, .
' 'The longer a person has pellagra 
the harder it is to cure, so 'jne 
should be on the lookout for the 
early symptoms, .such as nervousness, 
indigestion,, and burning of the feet 
and hands. The disease may be­
come so severe as to affect the mind.

Pellagra is not contagious. ' As 
long as a person eats enough of the 
right kind of food and is not other­
wise diseased, he is in' no danger 
even if he lives with a pellagra 
patient.

The prevention of pellagra de­
pends upon eating the right kind of 
food at all times. To make sure 
that the diet is right, it should al­
ways include plenty of milk daily, 
some fresh meat, and as many fresh 
vegetables as possible. Tomatoes, 
whole wheat products, salmon, 
brewer’s yeast, and fresh fruits are 
especially valuable. Having provid- 
cci these essentials of a proper diet, 
the rest may be arranged according 
to family and personal likes. In this I 
way pellagra may be avoided.

Janies Cook, scientist and explorer, 
when, on Jan. 18, 1778, he reached 
what is now Hawaii. The natives 
believed him their white god, Lono, 
Und so honored and worshiped liim 
during his stay.

But soon Cook sailed on, seeking 
a passage between llie Pacific and 
the Atlantic. Finding none, he re­
turned to Hawaii, in January. 
1779. Tile natives again showered 
their white god with'favors. Final­
ly Cook left for England, but dam­
age to one of his sliips forced him 
to return, and now the attitude of 
the natives mysteriously changed.

The Hawaiians stole one of 
Cook’s boats, fought off his men. 
and finally stahlied Cook to death. 
Still treating him as their god, 
they burned his body and kept his 
hones for santluary, as they did 
those of tlieir chiefs.

D. C„ which Houston attended when 
he was United States senator, at 
Baylor university in Waco, Texas, 
whose founder Dr. Rufus G. Burle­
son baptized General Houston and 
at Independence, Texas, where he 
joined the church.
