Midland gins once more are tak­
ing care of the Midland county cot­
ton crop after having been forced to 
close down for several days of rain.

The cotton has once more started 
popping open with the renewal of 
sunshine and all farmers are ex­
pected to resume picking within a 
day or two.

Cotton now being ginned is being- 
classed a grade or two lower than 
before the rains due to a part of it 
having been gathered off the ground 
after havdng 'been beaten from the 
bolls by the rains and by some of it 
having turned yellow from the a- 
mount of water that stayed on it so 
long.

County agent S. A. Debnam ex­
pressed the opinion today that the 
rains would prove more beneficial 
than otherwise due to the large num­
ber of extra bolls that will be caus­
ed and by the increasing size of 
those now growing before they will 
open. According to him, the slow 
rainfall failed to beat out much of 
the cotton. He said that some feed 
was ruined but that most of it al­
ready cut could be saved by spread­
ing it and letting it dry. Some of 
the shocked feed molded while a 
part of it sprouted. Late gain was 
given a big boost by the rains, and 
the largest crop in several years 
from it is foreseen.

Civil Service Commission
■ I have seen a grejit many ad­

ministrations change in Washing­
ton. Neyer have I seen so few dis­
ruptions in that backbone of ad­
ministrative efficiency, the per­
manent civil .service of devoted men 
and women who have made it a ca- 
reei’.

What other president ever ap- 
■jroinled to his cabinet two men of 
the opposition party? President 
Roosevelt did.

He confided the great depart­
ments most closely touching the 
economic crisis and its solution to 
those progressive republicans, Hen­
ry A. Wallace and Harold L Ickes 
To the department of agriculture 
and to the public works adminis­
tration in the Interior department 
was entrusted the largest disburse­
ment of funds any government ever 
made in peace time.

Through Wallace and Ickes, Pres­
ident Roosevelt made the fund con­
trol non-partisan at the source.

It is a well-known fact in Wash­
ington—a fact which some of my 
democratic friends frequently com­
plain—that these gentlemen staffed 
their departments with more re­
publicans than democrats.

I know nothing directly, of course, 
of the party affiliations of their 
•inen in the field. But this thought 
occurs to me : with the number and 
the power of the newspapers that 
are frankly and so fiercely opposed 
to the new deal, if there had been 
partisan scandals out through the 
country in the administration of 
tliese huge funds, our ears would 
have been ringing with the story.

I can honestly say that under 
none of his predecessors have the 
men charged with the admiistra- 
tion of the civil service laws been 
as considerate of and as obedient 
to the purposes of the law as have 
the men under President Roose­
velt.

Holds Criticism Unfair
TJiese are facts that I have ob­

served. I want to be lair to the 
repttblicans, but I insist that re- 
ptibitrans shall not be unfair to 
PreiSTdent Roosevelt.

For them to assert that there 
has- been any exploitation of the 
government service for partisan 

¿iiili'Poses is to my knowledge un­
fair. For .Sun.e newspaper corre­
spondents to assert it shows they

are either partisan themselves or 
ignore the facts.

The administration has been at­
tacked because it did not put the 
strictly emergency agencies under 
civil service. How much more 
severe would that attack have been 
it these temporary agencies had 
been made a permanent part of 
the government by inclusion of 
their personnel under civil service 
protection?

When the emergency ended it 
would have proved difficult indeed 
to disband them. It cannot be 
questioned that many of this tem­
porary personnel, too, were of the 
republican party. In the emer­
gency that called for the agencies’ 
creation, when action was the need 
of the hour, it would have taken 
months to create the places under 
civil service and examine and 
choose applicants.

Uphold Civil Service
In their inception, in their man­

agement of personnel, and in the 
policies looking tow'ard their term­
ination, I believe these emergency 
agencies have adhered admirably 
to the spirit of civil service. There 
was good republican precedent, of 
course, for their exemption. Pres­
ident Hoover set up the reconstruc­
tion finance corporation under a 
law empowering it to choose per­
sonnel without regard to civil ser­
vice requirements.

In regard to agencies created on 
a more permanent basis, it should 
not be forgotten that either the 
law that established them or an 
executive order of the president 
put their employes under civil ser­
vice.

Praise For Farley
It would not be fair to eiui this 

discussion without reference to the 
postoffice department, in view of 
the unjustified attacks upon James 
A. Farley. It should not be forgot­
ten that President Wilson put the 
postmasterships under civil service, 
requiring appointment of the per­
son at the head of an examined 
list.

President Harding put the se­
lection of postmasters back on the 
basis of selection by congressional 
and partisan recommendation. 
President Roosevelt has now re­
stored these appointments to the 
Wilson civil service basis.
