ES-
timates on the flow of oil into open
pits conservatively place  the' well's
rating at 2,600 barrels per day, nat-
ural. Gas traps and storage tanks
are now being erecied.

The No. 1 Daugherty stopped
drilling at 3,098 feet in lime after
entering the main pay section at 3,-
045. It has been tubed and will take
potential test as soon as tanks are
up. The new Henderson producer is
located in section 33, block 74, public
school land.

Succumbs Today
In Home

JOLIET 111, ‘Sept. 23 (P)—Pat.rick
(Packey) McFarland, member of the
Illinois state athletic commission,
and ranked as one of the greatest
lightweight boxers of all time, died
today.

McFarland had been confined to
his home here for two months, with
physicians battling 'his strange ill-
ness that brought high fevers. Phy-
sicians believed a strepticoccus in-
fection had settled near his heart.

McFarland, 44-year-old at the time
of his death, retired from the ring
on New Year's Day, 1918 after a
brilliant career.

He moved to
Joilet after quitting tlee ring and be-
came successful in business as a
paving contractor, brewer and bank-
er.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 23. (UP) —
Plagues of grasshoppers, dust
storms. and drouths have caused
much intra-area migration of hardy
farmers in the Great Plains but the
population of the 10 states has re-
mained  virtually stationary. Dr.
Conrad Taeuber, of the department
of 'agriculture, declares.

While data he collected did not
include the effects of the present
drouth Dr. Taeuber branded as in-
correct the “popular impression’”
that there has been a considerable
depopulation in recent years in the
Great Plains,

The farm population of the states
decreased from an estimated 6,117,-
000 on Jan. 1,/1930, 506,112,000 five
'years later — a period which cov-
.ers the drouths of 1930 and 1934.
From 1910 to 1935, the farm popula-
tion cf the area was increased by
abont 45,000 persons, “which is few-
er .than one-half the rumber of
children born to farm women in
those states during any one year be-
‘tiveen 1930 and 1935.”

Phandle Shows Decrease

AIn the five years from 1930 to
1935 -decreases. in farm population
were notable in the Oklahoma Pan-
handle, the cotton- -growing area of
| Southwestern Oklahoma: and the ad-
joining eastern margin of the Great
Plains of Texas, but the change was
slight in the wheat-growing portion
of the Texas Panhandle.

Farm population decreased mark-
edly in western Dakotas, northwest-
ern ‘North Dakota, northeastern
Montana, and ih the irrigated Ark-

' lansas-'and  South Platte valleys of

Colordado. Decreases about balanced
increases in western Kansas ‘and
Nebraska and the plains of Western
Colorado. A decided increase occur-
red in the Rio Grande valleys and
the - mountaincus portion of New
Mezxico.

“As to the migration from farms
in the Plains region, it is evident
that this amounted to a rather
heavy movement, for in more than
two-thirds of the countries, there
was some decline in the faxm pop-
ulation, -despite the large influx of
350,000 newcomers and the rather
large natural increases,” Dr. Taeu-
ber said. “The excess of births over
deaths from 1930-35 is estimated at
514,800 persons in the region.

“To sum up, it appears that in
the 10 states during the five years,
at least 875,000 persons left farms
and had not returned by Jan, 1
1935. More than half the migration
away from farms occurred in Tex-
as and Oklahoma.”

Low Death Rate Prevails

Increases in the farm population
between 1930 and 1935 are due al-
most entirely to the high-birth rates
and low-death rates prevailing in
the area. Only Texas and New
Mexico' report areas of any size
in which the farm population had
increased because of persons mov-
ing in.

The areas where the relief load
was heavy for the year ending June
30, 1935, lie well to the east of the
“dust bowl” of the area, Dr. Taeu-
ber said. In all except one coun-
ty in North Dakota and two coun-
ties in South Dakota, 10 per cent
or more of the total population was
on relief during the year. More than
10 per cent of the population of
every county in Oklahoma and Tex-
as was on relief during that year.
Of the 824 counties in the states,
only 69 had less than an average of
10 per cent of their population on re-
lief for the-year.

Shanghai Colony In Uproar

TWO OTHERS SHOT;

(FEELING RUNNING

HIGH OVER ACTION

Residents Protest
"~ Recent Deaths Of
Nationals

SUPPLANT POLICE

Declare Martial Law
After Cops Are
Relieved

SHANGHAI. Sept. 23. (&)— The
Japanese portion of the internation-
al colony here was in uproar to-
night after three Japanese marines
were shot, one of them fatally.

Residents protesting continued in-
cidents in which their nationals
have been slain throughout China,
demanded Tokyo take immediate
and forceful action against “‘anti-.
Japanese terror.”

Commanders' of Japanese naval
landing parties declared martial law
supplantlng the international police,
and international settlement author-
ities called out a company of Russ-
lan men, part of the settlement de-
fense corps, for duty in the event
of an emergency.

Detachments of 200 marines were
put ashore at Hankow last night
to investigate the killing Saturday
of a Japanese consular policeman,
and at Pakhoi to inquire into the
killing there of a Japanese druggist
on Sept. 3.

Japanese warships landed the ma-
rines to protect Japanese lives and
properties. 'The authorities respon-
sible for the action said it would
be improper to term the expedition
an invasion since Japan has main-
tained naval and military forces in
China for many years.

Diplomatic negotiations to settle
the incidents, meanwhile, were
fruitless.

ACOUIT STEVENS
“INTRIPLE KILLING
AT HANDLEY; 1935

Once Received Death
Penalty After
Trial

FORT WORTH. Sept. 23: () —
O. D. Stevens, acquitted last night
¢f murder charges in the slaying of
Hairy Rutherford, one of the Hand-
ley triple murder victims, will be re-
turned to Alvatraz Island prison
and not be tried again for the other
Handley killings, officials indicated
today. The triple slaying occurred
after a Texas and Pacific mail rob-
bery for, which Stevens was con-
victed.

FORT WORTH, Sept. 23. (P — A
jury in criminal district court
brought in a verdict of acquittal
Tuesday for O. D. Stevens, tried for
murder for the killing of Harry
Rutherford in the Handley “triple”
slaying of 1933.

Stevens did not change expressnon
as the verdict was read but his wife
and sisters, sitting on a front row
of the court room cried openly as
the verdict was read. On his first
trial in 1934 Stevens was given the
death penalty but this was reversed
by fhe court of criminal appeals:

But it can exist, and, at the same
time, not become so emotionally fix-
ed as to cause harm.

Learn Objective Attitude

Mother and child should be able
to regard each other dispassion-
ately as friends and good com-
rades. I think it strengthens char-
acter and responsibility. Children
are less easily wounded if the
mother has to discipline or disap-
point. She can still be the com-
forter and good angel, the confi-
dante and confessor, but, when she
is away, her children will not go
to pieces because they have lost
their emotional prop. It is some-
thing to think about, at least.
