establishing courses in this field of
work, but in most cases their equip-
ment has consisted of second-hand
purchases or gifts from commercial
laboratories or has been make-
shift equipment devised in their own
workshops, according to Dr. J. A.
Correll, professor of electrical engi-
neering at the university. Prior to
M..I. T.’s entry into this branch of
work ‘four years ago, all research
and experiment with vacuum tubes
and neon tubes were cairied on in
commercial laboratories.

A natural and highly desirable
trend has been to expand the labor-
atory work at educational institu-
tions to include all branches  of
scientific experiment, so that stu-
dents may have the opportunity to
gain actual experience in their pro-
fessions at the same time they are
learning basic fundamentals. ]

Last year, the electrical engineer-
ing department at the university of
Texas offered a lecture course in
the principles of vacuum and gas-
eous tubes: This fall, laboratory work
to supplement this course will be of-
fered under the direction of E. H.
Schulz, new instructor in electrical
engineering. Schulz received his
bachelor of science degres from the
University in 1935 and his master
of science degree in June of this
year. This summer he spent at M. I.
T. to receive special training in the
field of vacuum and gaseous tube
manufacture and use,

In the university laboratory, stu-
dents will learn to ‘blow glass: tubes |
int the shapes they desire, to re-i
move the air from the tubes, and
to fix electrodes into the tubes; |
they will learn what mishaps can
occur when tubes are improperly
conected and how to corrvect the de-
fects; and—a matter of great im-
portance—they will be able to carry
on individual original research that
may quite possibly result in some
new discovery that will revolution-
ize or at least prove of tremendous
value in the vacuum or gaseous tube
field.

Some fifteen or twenty students
can be accommodated in the present
laboratory, and additional equipment
will be purchased from time to
time, principally in duplicating the
instruments the department already
possesses, to enable more students
to work. Equipment already on
hand cost approximately $1,100, and
an additional $500 will be spent this
year.

The department of electrical en-
gineering has already firmly estab-
lished scientific experimental work
in the fields of power and commu-
nication, largely by means of out-
right gifts-of equipment from com-
mercial concerns. Professor Correll
estimates the value of the depart-
ments laboratory equipment to be
aprroximately $150,000. There are
approximately 200 students in the
department, and each year the
graduates of the department find
their ways into positions that afford
them the opportunity to be of great
service to scientific progress.

Military Campaigns
Nothing New For The
State, History Shows

FORT SAM HOUSTON, Sept. 18.
—Miltary campaigns are not new to
Texas, where the Third Army Com-
maned Post Exercise is being ccn-
ducted this month, near Fort Sam
Houston,

In fact, its colorful history dates
kack four-hundred- and fifty vears
to the landing cf the Spanish Con-
guestidors, bedecked in armor and
jewel-studded robes, attempting to
subcue the American TIndian and
reach a fabled “City of Gold.” And
cn dowp through the centuries to
the war with Mexico in 1836, when
Sam Housten, Crockett, Travis and
a mere handful of battle-worn, poor-
lv-armed valiants fought a desper-
ately triumphant battle to win *the
independence of the Lone Star
state, the folklore of Texas has beeni
crimsoned by bloody battles.

And what could be more fitting
than that the scene of this military
preblem, involving the defense of
. the Southern half of the United
States, now being conducted: by
over five hundred command and’
staff cfficers of the Regular Army,
Naticnal Guard and Orgatnized Re- |
serves, should be in the very shad-
ow of the historic Alamo. “Shrine of
Texas Liberty,” exactly a hundred
years after that famous battle, and
during a year all Texas is commem-
orating its most successful defense cif
its soil by a series of state-wide
Céntennial 'Celebrations. .

By a peculiar co-incidence, the
tactical situation outlined by Maj-
or Genral Frank Parker, Commantd-
er of the Third Army, and the 8th
Corps Area, has some points in com-
mon with the situaticn a hundred
vears -ago. Both the forces of the
Third Army and the Republic of

an invasion from the Southern bor-
ders of Texas, and both chose San
Aritonio as headquarters and chief
source of supply.

It is assumed in the problem that
General Parker has ararnged to
provide training for commanders
and their staffs, that a mythical
“Black” European power has land-
ed on our Gulf Coast, near Browns-
ville and Corpus Christi, and is
pushing grimly northward.

Roosevelt cuts Landon’s lead slight-
ly to approximately 3 1/2 to 2 as new
returns are reported from three
more southern states and one more
farm state in The Literary Diget’s
national Presidential poll.

The vote tallied from thirteen
states gives Landon 153,360 to Roose-
velt’s 88,815 and Lemke’s 10,374 ouf
of a total of more than a quarter of
2 million votes. ;

The new states reported in a copy-

o the magazine include Arkansas,!

The southern states give the Pre-

sident whooping pluralities— more
than 3 to 1 in Arkansas, nearly 3
to 1 in Louisiana and almost 9 to 1
in Mississippi. °

Iowa votes or Landon over 3 to 2
in the latest poll returns.

The addition of over 150,000 votes
to the previous week's returns in-
creases Landon’s lead in Indiana
New Jersey, New York, Ohio and
Texas, while the voting in Maine,
Minnesota and Pennsylvania ik
within a fraction of the previous
week’s tabulation.

Oklahoma, increases its plurality for
Roosevelt sharply.

An analysis of how the same vot-
ers voted in 1932 shows that 27,288
who voted for Roosevell, four years
ago will vote for Landon and that 13-
726 who were for Hoover in the last
Presidential election will switch this
yvear to vote for President Roosevelt.

On a division in the Electoral Col-
lege vote from the ballots received
so far from thirteen states Landon
would receive 166 votes.

Having decided against ostenta-
tion, the bride’s next step is to make
up her mind to bity furniture and
rugs of the very best quality she can
honestly afford! A contradiction?
Nct at ‘all, since pretentiousness is
almost ‘entirely a matter of style,
not quality. The réason for choosing
good furniture is not only that it is
likely to be “¢heaper in the end.”
There are other c¢onsiderations which
make it usually the wisest ;provision
for’ the ‘hew family’s vast ‘future. If
dark days come the beautiful furni-
ture is ‘an even greater joy than in
more prosperous 'tiimes, proclaiming
to the children and to the world the
family’s fundamental standards of
duality and integrity. Should the fu-
tufe prove bright, the first furni-
ture, if it be truly good, will fit‘into
the later elegance.

Rich Traditional Beauty

‘Wood paneled rooms are as old
as English history, and soon after
Colonial architecture was establish-
ed, wcod paneling was adapted  to
New World homes, because most of
the Colony settlers were ‘of English
origin, and brought with them, not
only their traditions, but in some
instances ‘the very panels that fill-
ed their English walls. This first,
ceventeenth ‘century woodwork was
very simple, offering practically no
variety in ‘design, and the Jlack
of molding and ornaments is very
cbvious in the study of this early
périod. Only ‘the ‘fireplace broke
the simplicity of style, and 'this was
often rather ecriide in detail.

Actually, this early form of wood-
wvork, was not paneling in the truest
sense of the word, but rather a sim-
ple use of wooden ‘blanks, boarding,
or sheating, with no particular at-
tention pzid to the widths of the
wood which was invariably white
pine, with the edge of each ‘board
neatly moulded. Although we us-
ually think of a paneled room as
one in which all -four walls are pan-
eled, for the most part our Co-
lionial ancestérs had three sides
of the room in plaster, with only
the fireplace wall boarded. As crude
as we today may think this wood-
working to have been, it was never- !
theless appropriate for the furniutre ‘
of the ‘period ‘as it could be. And!
in 'line with this general decorative
frénd, doors were usually of the bat-
ten styvle ‘made up of two dr three
verticdl ‘boards moulded to ‘exadtly
‘match the ‘wdll boarding, but giveén
a door appearance by means of
cross ‘members toward the top and
bottom ‘of the door .

Later in the seventeenth century,
very new designs of woodwork were
made known, consisting of elevated
wobd panels with moulded stiles and
‘tails, which acdtually form the panel-
ing. It was here that the American
woodworker gave entirely new spirit
to what was originally inspired
by his forebdars, and from this
time on, we fihd that each genera-
tion made more beautiful and more
elaborate the wood work in
homes, gradually refining details,
and fireplaces were made increas-
ingly decorative, with mantels re-
ceiving growing attention and more
graceful treatment.

As more attention was paid to the
littie fine points that would make
these wood paneled walls more
graceful and charming, there was
a growing use of cornices, exquis-
itely worked -mouldings, pilasters,

Other woods
which are a little more costly, and
less frequently used, include but-
terriut, walnut, ¢cherry, Tredwood,
Wwhite cedar, and harwood.

Both poplar and white pine are
splendid woods to use, whether they

tlexible ‘énotith to lend themselves
well where it ‘is desired to have a
great deal of delicate carving and
elaboration.

Skin Always Neads.
Thorough Cleaning

Despite all that is said in favor
of soap and water, many women al-
ways clean their faces and throats
with cream. Recently I talked to a
Washington woman who never since
infancy has had soap on her face.
Her skin is smooth, clear and un-
lined. It appears, therefore, that it
matters not how you clean your
skin if you clean it thoroughly.

To clean properly with cream,
smooth a thin layer of a quick-
melting or an all-purpose variety
¢from the base of your throat up-
ward to the hairline. Use rapid ro-
tary strokes to dislodge surface
dust and dirt. Then, with cleansing
tissues, remove every trace of the
cream. Smooth on another coat, pat-
ting and slapping this into your
skin. Don’t stop slapping until your
face glows. Remove with tissues,
and don’t be too gentle while you
are doing it. It is important that.
you remove all of the cream and
that you stimulate circulation while
you are about it.

If your skin is oily and you do
not want to use soap, always clean
first with cream, then with a grease-
less liquid cleanser.

In the morning, use only one
layer of cream and remove this with
a rough wash cloth which has been
dipped in very hot water. Wring
out the cloth and repeat two or three
This removes all of the
grease, opens up lazy pores and
leaves your skin fresh, glowing and
ready to receive foundation and
makeup.

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Railroads Rely On A
New Type Ferret Car

CHICAGO, Sept. 19 (UR—Although,
they will never win the coyeted Car-
negie award for life-saving, West-
ern railroads’ detective cars are
aiding in saving lives as they cruise
over theousands of miles of rail track.

But -instead of the familiar and
heroic rescue act which brings na-
tionwide recognition, these ‘“detec-
tives” go quietly about their task |
of preventing deaths and accidents
by discovering faulty rails.

Unhearlded is the Sperry Detez-
tor, an invention of the late Dr.
Elmer. A. Spezery. It is a gasoline-
powered vehicle carrying electrical
“fingers” that “feel” internal weak- |
nesses in rails. In the rear of the
car is a dynamo that shoots 3,000 |
amperes of two-volt current into the
rails as the 'vehicle ambles along
at seven miles an hour.

Entering the steel tracks through
a series of prushes the current
travels about five feet, establishing
a magnetic field in that area. Then
it leaves the rail through another
set of brushes. A coil situated be-

Double Breasted Trend Goés Fon:);rd
In_ﬂpes of Mfgl’s Fall Appearances

Danes Struggled for
Many Years to Win
Farm Purchase Laws

(This is the third of three
artic’es on what is being done
by the Resettlement Adminis-
tration to assist tenant farm-
ers to become landowners.)

Denmark has been quoted many
times as an example of a nation
that changed its farmers from ten-
ants  to landowners, and thereby

built itself a remarkable prosper-
ity. Now that the resettlements ad-
ministration is pioneering a move-
ment in the United States by which
tenant farmers may be enabled to
become owners, it is worthwhile to
note that the farmers of Denmark
had to struggle for many years to
cbtain the governmental aid which
brought them to their present for-
tunate condition.

When Denmark’s present land
policy was initiated by the act of
1899, some sort of change had be-
come imperative, just as it is in
the United States today. In Den-
mark it was so bad that farmers
were leaving the country as fast as
they grew to manhood and woman-
hood. The wages which they could

' Ly

earn as tenants or laborers had be-
come so much less than they could
earn by going to America that the
emigration was equal to the entire
increase of adult population in the

rural districts. To stop this emi-
gration, which was draining Den-
mark of the best of its rural pop-
ulation, a country life commission
was apointed in 1894, whose ob-
ject, as officially announced, was
“to devise a plan by which, on
favorable terms, parcels of Iland
can be made available for rural
workers.”

When the act of 1899 was passed,
the conservative element in par-
liament forced a limitation which
would allow purchase of not more
than five acres. They feared a
labor shortage and desired that the
holdings be so small that the hold-
ers would still have to obtain work
as hired hands in addition to labor-
ing on their own farms. The home-
steader was required to make a down
payment equal to ten per cent of
the value of the land, buildings and
livestock. The interest rate was fix-
ed at three per cent and the max-
imum loan was 3,000 kroners, equal
to about $1,000.

Five years later, farmers had
gained more power in the Danish
parliament and were able to have
the loan maximum @ increased to
£,000 kroners. They gained still more
power by 1909, when they succeeded
in having the maximum increased
to 6,500 kroners. By this time, it
was generally agreed that the pur-
pose of the act should be to en-
courage holdings large enough for

workers™ to become self-sustaining

on their own farms. A few years
later the maximum loan was again
increased, this time to 8,000 kroners,
or about $2,500.

The chief objection raised by the

conservatives when all' this legis-
lation was being enacted was that
the government was undertaking
too large a financial risk. But this
fear proved entirely unfounded.
During the twenty-five years after
passage of the act of 1899, the Dan-
ish government financed the pur-
chase of 11,451 farms. During that
entire period, the total loss to the
covernment from failure of the
clients to meet their payments was
only $9,085, which amounted to oniy
35¢ for every $1,000 which the gov-
ernment had advanced.

Mortgage Loans In
State Increasing

FORT WORTH Sept. 17—Each
month of 1936 continues to show an
increase in applications for insured
mortgage loans, according to a
statement by E. T. Stearns, district
director of the federal housing ad-
ministration. “August was the best
month of the .year,” said Sterns.
“During the month, the Fort Worth
office received 92 applications
mounting to $243,850. Over one half
this amount is to go into new res-
idential construction; the balance
for buying exisiting houses and for
the refinancing of old mortgages.”

The following is a partial list of
towns in the northwestern district of

Texas from which applications were
received: Fort Worth, San Angelo,

Lubbock, Wichita Falls, El Paso,
Floydado, Big Spring; Littlefield,
Abilene, Mineral Wells, Cleburne,

Roscoe, Midland, Ballinger, Barn-
hart, Dalbart, Brownfield, Dublin,
and Anton.

“This steady increase in appli-
cations for federal housing insur-
ed mortgage loans is proof to us
that the public is fully aware of
and appreviative of the advantages
to the borrower offered under the
appraisal system of the federal
housing administration,” continued
Stearns. “The examination of plans,
specifications and the property by
our impartial and trained apprais-
ers is the best protection to the
borrower in the most important
transaction of his whole life, the
building of a home.”

Homes financed with insured
mortgages must be well planned

»
and well constructed of sound ma-
terials. They must be located in
atiractive environments, and in
neighborhcods free from influences
impairing their desirability as homes
and their value as investments.

Ancther matter of importance to
the borrower, points out Mr. Stearns
i5 the reasonable interest rate charg-
ed on insured mortgages and the
resulting low monthly payments ex-
tended over a long period of years,
thereby making unnecessary the
costly renewals every three or five
vears under the old style short-
term mortgage. \\‘\

Varied Reports Of

Status Heard
In City

The Dawson county well of Ray
Albaugh: No. 1 Robinson was the
chief topic of discussion among oil
men as the week closed; with varied
lepmts as to its status frickling
into Midland. The consensus was that
the.well: had 1750 feet of oil stand-
ing in the hole, with no water pre-
sent. It was shut down at 4,978 feet
because of heavy rains in fhe area.
A later report said that the well
was drilling ahead below 4,981 with
2,800 feet of oil in the hole, but this
had not been confirmed.

Many are agreed that the No. 1
Robinson found an itcrease in oil
by drilling below its old total depth
of 4,965. The latest samples from
the well are described as a very
sandy lime showing considerable
saturation. The prospect of the test
brightened when water at first
thought possibly coming from bot-
tom-hole formation was exhausted
by bailing. An analysis of the water
hacd shown: that it was saline, with
only a slight tiace of sulphur gas.

Whether the Albaugh well is of
sufficient proportions to be a com-
.mercial oil well remains to be seen,
but its showing has stimulated much
activity in the area. It is located in
the center of the northwest quar-
ter of section 46, block M, E. L. R. R.
survey. Ten miles to the northwest,
in southern Terry county, location
has been made for and material
is being moved to the W. L. Pick-
ens et al No. 1 Estella Lewright in
the northeast corner of section 1,
block C-37, public school land.

Big Sayre Well
