FOREST FIRES IN
2 WESTERN STATES

Oregon, California
Cities In Path
Of Flames

TOWN WIPED OUT

Seven Known Dead In
Raging Holacaust,
Others Hurt

MARSHFIELD, Ore. Sept. 28. (%)
—Thousands of citizens fought to-
day against southern Oregon and
northern California  forest fires
crackling at the outskirts of Co-
quille, Myrtle, North Bend and
Marshfield today.

Prosper has already been wiped
out. At least 1,500 persons are
homeless and seven are khown dead.
The damage is estimated in the mil-
lions. g

MARSHFIELD, Ore. Sept. 28. (/)
—Forest fires licked menacingly at
the outskirts or Marshfield and Coos
Bay Sunday after virtually destroy-
ing the coastal town of Bandon leav-
ing its entire population of 1,500
homeless.

At least seven persons were re-
ported dead at Bandon.

Mayor Ed Capps of Bandon pre-

dicted the death list would reach |

twenty.

Eighteen miles inland small build-
ings were on fire on the outskirts of
Coquille and scores of families were
leaving their homes. Burning em-
bers werefalling throughout the
town.

Scattered suburban buildings in
the Coos Bay cities of Marshfield
and North Bend, with a combined
population of 12,000, were on fire.
Streams of water were kept playing
on scores of homes.

Nearly 3,000 men were pressed in-
to service in the fire lines.

In Curry county, south of Ban-
don,- two forest .aveas .covering. 10,- |
000 acres were buring. CCC men |
from all varts of Oregon were rush-
ed to the various conflagrations.

State officials moved into action
to provide relief to the homeless and
hungry. The forest service sent a
plane from Portland to land at the
Rogue River and direct the Curry

JAP WARSHIPS IN
SHANGHAI TO AID
 DEFENSE FORCES

200 Marines Placed
In City to Keep
- Order

SHANGHAT, Sept. 28 (#)—Eight
Japanese warships arrived here to-
day with marine reinforcements for
the local Japanese defense forces
in Shanghai. The eight destroyers.
from Sasebo naval base, carried 200
marines in addition to the regular
Crews.

Dissatisfaction with foreign and
Chinese authorities for asserted fail-
ure to protect Japanese lives was
expressed Sunday by Japanese Con-
sular authorities, and Japanese of-
ficials announced their determin-
ation to take action wherever nec-
essary to protect their nationals.

' The slaying of a Japanese marine

and wounding of two others last
week created tension between Jap-
anese and Chinese elements i
Shanghai. Japanese took over pa-
trol of the Chinese Chapel district
and much of the Hongkew section of
the International settlement. These
forces were decreased Sunday, how-
ever, and settlement police were al-
lowed to resume their duties in the
Hongkew district.

Unofficial Japanese reports said
Japanese residents of Hankow are
planning fo evacuate to Shanghai
because they feared further inci-
dents in the interior of China.

Brazos River Breaks
 East

Martlal law was declared Sunday
night at flood-harassed Waco, where
2,000 persons were homeless after the
Brazos river broke through a levee
and inundated the eastern part of
the ecity.

City Manager W. T. Torrence, who
is commander of the 143rd Infantry,
Texas National Guard, issued the or-
der and placed State troops in
charge of the flood area. The mar-
tial rule will hold only in the flood-
ed eastern part of town, Torrence
said.

Troops began patrolling the flood
area just before darkness to pre-
vent possible disorders. -

The levee broke a mile above
town and sent a torent into a resi-
dential section. Torrence said he
believed all persons had heen re-
moved or warned to leave the en-
dangered area bhefore the water hit.

Three refugee stations were set
up with National Guard field kitch-
ens to care for the homeless. Police
rigged up a loud-speaker car to dir-
ect rescue trucks, carrying direc-
tions from relief headquarters to
volunteer workers which ineluded
members of the American Legion,
police and National Guardsmen.

Four Persons Dead

Elsewhere in the State heavy rains
have brought death to four and
sent rivers and small streams out
of their banks in destructive tor-
rents.

Three persons were killed and six
were injured, three seriously, when
two cars collided head-on in a
blinding rain six miles north of San
Marcos early Sunday. A man drown-
ed while syimming the flood-swoll-
en Colorado River near Burnet.

New Robot Records

Data on Cosmic Rays

SWARTHMORE, Pa. (UPR—Cos-
rays have been measured at an al-
titude of approximately 14 miles by
equipment carried aloft by a cluster
of three small ballons released hy
scientists of the Franklin Institute’s
Bartol Research Foundation.

Autcmatic radio broadcasting
equipment carried by the balloons
transmitted cosmic ray and ba-
rometric ' signals throughout the
course of the flight.

Cosmic ray radiation at the 14-
mile height was approximately 60
times as intense as it is on the
grcund, according to Dr. Thomas
H. Johnson, who supervised the
flight. He said it was the first time
in history that it had been pos-
sible to make measurements of
cosmic rays with a radio-equipped
robot halloon.

The entire equipment carried by
the balloons, including a cosmic
ray recorder, a barometer and ra-
dio transmitters to send the short
wave = signals, weighed only 10
pounds. The sighals were received
in the lahoratory here on motion
picture film.

Dr. Johnson said this method of
measuring cosmic ray activity would
open a new era in this branch of
physical study because it proved
that stratosphereic flights may be
in hitherto impractical places such
as the oceans and the polar re-
gions.

The research work is being con-
ducted by the foundation in co-
operation with the Carnegie Insti-
tute of Washington.

| CARPENTER SAYS

PENSION FUNDS IN
STATE CAN BE CUT

Says Amendment For!

Present Law Is
‘Needed

AUSTIN, Sept. 28 (#)—In a .re-
port to Governor Allred, Orville S,
Carpenter;director ‘of “the “old" age
assistance in Texas, said today that
the state’s needy aged could be
provided for adquately at much less
cost than the estimate Carpenter
had submitted if the law is amend-
ed to restrict the eligibility of re-
quirements.

“Texas has embarked on an as-
sistance program -that will very
shortly reach plopoxtldns never he-
fore attained in this country,” the
director warned.

FHA Program Given
Endorsements From

Different Bodies

The activities of the Federal Hous-
ing administration have received the
most = whole-hearted  endorsement
from groups having widely varying
interests. For example, a report ap-
proved by the chamber of commerce
of the United States at its latest
atnual meeting stated.

“The elimination of the second
mortgage by the mutual insurance
of the first mortgages up to 80 per-
cent of the value of the property is
an experiment which is worthy of
further trial. Accompanied as it is
with the assumption of a contingent
liability on the part of the govern-
ment, there are reasons to believe
that this experiment will become
an increasingly important factor
in the next two years in the recov-
ery of small-house construction. The
plan definitely reduces the costs of
home ownership to the consumer or
purchaser who is not in a position
to make a down payment or more
than 20 percent; that is, to the
buyer who ordinarily would need a
second mortgage to acquire a
home. Since second-mortgage finan-
cing facilities aren’t at present gen-
erally available, the plan provides.an
immediate means of obtaining such
funds as a part of a single mort-
gage.”

Again, the President of the Amer-
ican Bankers’ Association, Robert
V. Fleming, stated to a group of
bankers:

I desire to call your attention to
first-mortgaze authorized loans on
real estate which can be made under
the, provisions of title II of the Na-
tional Housing Act. This type of
loan is particularly desireable, as
there is no industry which can do
more to stimulate employment and
help in the stability of the country
than the construction of homes.
Furthermore, title IT loans assist in
making unimproved real estate lig-
uid, thus supplying an additional
purchasing power. I believe the cam-
paign of education which is being
carried on in connection with the
provisions of the National Hous-
ing Act as to the principles of the
amortization and standardization of
appraisals will be most helpful.”

A prominent building and loan of-
ficial stated:

“The Federal Housing Adminis-
tration is really the 1936 model of
the building and loaon mortgage.
Our association is well satisfied with
the reception of the Federal Housing
Administration insured mortgage
plan by the prospective borrowers.

Simpler Mathematics

The mathematies of this proposi-
tion cannot be denied.

The
Mr. Roosevelt referred to now oc-
cupies that high station, The figures
I have used represent the millions
and billions of government debt,
government revenue and govern-
ment interest charges taken from the
treasury statements and reduced to
simpler term of thousands, to make
them comprehensible to the man of
moderate means and ordinary finan-
cial experience.

Not only can any.banker under-
stand the last comparison which I
have made, but any investor who has
ever read a prospectus or examined
a corporate balance sheet should
not only be able to understand but
to rejoice. Under President Roosevelt
the « goyernment’s income, its tax
revenue from all sources were 5 1/2
times. the government’s interest
charges.

Under President Hoover, though
on a smaller net debt, the interest
charges were only smaller in actual
amount by some 60 million dollars,
but the income out of which they
had to be paid was only three times
their ameunt.

The criterion by which every lend-
er and every wise investor judges an
enterprise is this ratio of earnings

index of economic health in any
business than this erterion.

Grinding of $2,000,000 ‘Eye’ for Gigantic |
Telescope Is Marvel of Scientiiic Skill

in its center that at its edges. The
grinding operation is so delicate that
imperfections of a millionth of an
inch will be preceived and elimi-
nated.

The giant turntable rotates once
in each two minutes. If that seems
slow, remember that this project to
build the world’s greatest eye began
in 1928. The pouring of the mold
did not take place until Dec. 1, 1934,
when 104 great ladles of molten glass
were poured at a temperature one-
fifth as hot as that of the sun.

A full year was taken to cool this
mass, degree by slow degree to room
temperature. A special train carried
it from Corning, N. Y,, to Pasadena
for the grinding that is now going
on.

WORK MUST BE FLAWLESS

Almost until 1940, the huge mass
will be revolving slowly on the
turntable. By then, the scientists
hope, it will be complete and ready
for mounting in the telescope.

The grinding and polishing must
be absolutely flawless. Time is
nothing imeasured against perfec-
tion.

The arms that apply the potishing
dises to the glass surface are all
controlled by pulleys and beltsto act
on any desired part of the surface.
Thousands of tiny abrasive pits,
humps, hollows and turned-down
edges must be smoothed away. For
detecting these, the glass can be
tipped to a vertical position.

Utilities, hitherto generally re-
garded as more stable than indus-{
tries, show an even more remarkable
record in comparison with that of
the government. Even in the pros-
perous times of 1928 and 1929, the
ratio - of. utility net income to fixed
charges seldom exceeded 3 to 2. Uti-
lities net income for 22 companies
dropped below fixed charges in 1932.
But these companies have been slow-
ly recovering. The net income for
this same group in 1935 was almost
equiyalent to interest.

And when we compare the gov-
ernment debt of the United States
with other great government debts,
the same conservatism of Roose-
velt fiscal policies shines out like a
good deed in a wicked world.

It is difficult to obtain figures of
governmental revenues of foreign
countries comparable in accuracy to
our own. So this comparison is made
between debt and the best estimates
of total national income instead of
actual governmental revenue. Omn
this basis the British national debt
is about 175 per cent of the British
national income. The French nation-
al debt is almost double France’s
national income.

Based on comparable estimates the
gross debt of the United States gov-
ernment is only slightly more than
one-half our estimated annual na-
tional income.

It will be readily understopd

therefore, how utterly false is the
assumption by those who wish to
make political capital that we are
heaping upon ourselves or upon our
children an indebtedness which is
out of proportion to our wealth, our
population, and our earning capa-
city.

It ought also to be stated that
while, as a result of the depression,
the debt of the United States gov-
ernment has been increased by a-
bout 10 billion dollars, the total na-
tional indebtedness, public and pri-
vate, corporate and individual, has
been decreased by about 20 billion
dollars. We cannot talk about the
indebtedness of the American peo-
ple simply by referring to the debt
of the United States government.
This constitutes only a small propor-
tion of our total indebtedness.

The total indebtedness is made
up of all forms of public and pri-
vate debts, not only federal but state,
county, municipal and district. It in-
cludes railroads and industrial in-
debtedness, it includes all outstand-
ing bonds of private corporations and
of public agencies. It also ineludes
indebtedness of farms and homes,
and mortgages on real estate of
every character.

When we consider that the fin-|
ancial policies of the Roosevelt ad-
ministration have been instrumen-
tal in reducing the total indebted-
ness of the American people by

$10 Price and Offers
Man for An Evening

SAN FRANCISCO. Sept. 28. (U.P)
—This Pacific Coast metropolis,
known locally' as “the city that
knows how,” will soon have a new
business—designed to show it knows
how to take care of the stranger,
the lonely and the wallflower.

Victor H. Bule has announced
estahlishment of the Pacific Escort
Services, with offices in downtown
San Francisco.

Escorts will be provided—for a
price—for everything from help-
ing aged women across dangerous
street crossings to a round of the
gity’s night clubs.

Bule has started interviewing
prospective employes. Most of them
are from the Employment Bureaus
of Stanford University and the Uni-
versity of California. A few general
qualifications for the male escorts
have been outlined hy Bule. They
include an ability to talk intelli-
gently, dance, play bridge and drink
in moderation. They will be care-
fully instructed. They must know
nothing more of a client than the
client’s name. They must ask no
personal questions.

Beyond this point, escorts - will
he picked for their specialties. They
will be filed under height, weighi
age, complexion nationality, = re-
ligion, rearing and accomplishments.
A client can ask for a tall, blonde
athlete with special daneing abil-
ity, or a short brunette with a
Phi Beta Kappa key and a knowl-
edge of the lost tribes of the In-
cas.

Rates will be $10 a night for an
escort to night clubs or shows or
$12 if the escort is wanted after
midnight.

Bule has made it plain that no
escort must ever step beyond the
lobby of a hotel.

Young women will be on call,
too, for guiding chopping tours at
$2 an hour, but their duties must
end at sundown.

SOUTH TEXAS ASSUMES AN IMPORTANT
POSITION IN WORLD OIL RESERVES

Only Small Portion o
Been Recove

HOUSTON.— With 836,436,935 bar-
rels ‘of known producible crude es-
timated discovered and only 37 per-
cent of this volume recovered to
date, and with new producing fields
South
Texas has assumed an important
position among the world’s future
oil reserve districts,, states the Oil
Weekly in ' its issue of September
28, which is devoted particularly to
this region of the United States.

The real importance of the dis-
trict, the international oil trade
magazine asserts, however, is not
in the 515,797,082 barrels of future
recoverable reserves estimated in
sight today, but in the rapidity with
which this figure is being enlarged,
A survey, which included checking
with more than a dozen authori-
tative sources, indicates that during
the first 8 months of 1936 discoveries
in South Texas have been at the
rate of 605,000 barrels per day, while
withdrawals have amounted to less
than 140,000 barrels daily. Thus, the
region’s future recoverable known
reserves have gained 465,000 barrels
per day during the eight months’

f Oil Discovered Has
red To Date

period, which establishes it among

the fastest increasing reserve areas
in the world.

There are 176 oil and gas fields
in South Texas, of which 132 are
producing oil. In these oil fields, 88,-
921 acres have been proved produc-
tive by 10,177 successful = comple-
tions.

The rapid expansion of South Tex-
as reserves has been due to an a-
bundance of exploratory drilling in
the 60 some counties that comprise
South Texas; which covers an area
approximately the size of the State
of Oklahoma. It is estimated ap-
proximately 3250 wells will be drilled
in 1936, which compares with 1950
in 1935 and 1387 in 1934, which indi-
cates the advance of - the region.

From a  development - standpoint,
South Texas is still in its infancy.
Tremendous potential possibilities
remain to be explored at depths
varying from near the surface to per-
haps 15,000 to 20,000 feet. No doubt
future years will see a continued
upward trend in both drilling ac-
tivity and volume of reserves cre-
dited to the territory.

Ma-
haraj Shri Govardhanlalji Yashod-
anandanji head of a Hindu religious
sect, has refused orders from the
munieipality to seal a wll in his
compound. The order was part of a
campaign to clean up malaria mos-
quitoes.

Maharaj Shri declares through his
lawyers that his religion forbids
him to use any water either for
domestic or sacramental purposes
which comes from outside his pre-
mises. He promises to keep the well
clean, mosquito-free, and has made
improvements.

In
Qumbakonam, South India, a reso-
lation of the town council to close a
water tank in the heart of the town
produced a public protest so strong
that the project had to be abandon-
ed.

Model of The First
Library at Univ. Is
In Exhibit Display

AUSTIN. Sept. 28. A model of the
first library cz che University of Tex-
as is now on exhibit at the delivery
desk of the new Library building. The
model was prepared under the direc-
tion of Dr. R. H. Parker with the
aid of Samuel E. Gideon.

This first library was in the first
part of the old Main Building to be
completed. The library had been
housed before that in a building
downtown at the corner of Congress
and Eleventh Streets, but the first
true University {ibrary wlas thp
one in the old Main Building.

The library was provided for on
the third floor of the then new
building in a room 24 by 27 feet in
size. On one side of the room were
arranged five alcoves with shelves
for books and above 'these alcoves
was built in a balcony on which
shelves for books were provided.

The alcoves and the desk of the
librarian were given a space tak-
ing up ten and one-half feet of the
27 feet of the room. This section was
divided off from the rest of the room
which was fitted for a reading room,
by a Tence very much like the old
picket fences.

The library soon became too small
ard even in 1884 and 1885 the lib-
rarians were complaining because
of the limited space both for books
and for reading tables. Records
show that the librarians complained
because the girl students did not use
the library as much as they should
have.

The mcedel of this first library is
on display as a part of the Univer-
sity Centennial Exposition. Exhibits
are shown in ten of the buildings on
the campus and will continue on dis-
play until November 30.

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Mystery of Missing Four Million
~ Spurs Feverlsh Search For Bonds

DES MOINES, Ia. Sept. 28.
- Maybe you've been preciy sore at one

- time or another when you dropped a
¢ quarter and’ it rolled out of sight

where you just couldn’t find it.

If so, you can imagine how James
B. Ryan and a lot of other lawyers
and their clients feel. They’re look-
ing for $4,000,000 that just dropped
out of sight. They're pretty sure it
exists, but they can’t find it.

Ryan 1Is special assistant attor-
ney general of Iowa. He wants to
find the $4,000,000 so the state can
collect some $500,000 in heritance
taxes. The clients of the other law-
yvers hope to share in what’s left,
as heirs of two very unusual people.
Some $450,000 has been found, and
the heirs are already engaged in a
battle for that.

The story of those two people and
the $4,000,000 they are supposed to
‘have left behind them, but which
has disappeared, runs like fiction,

certain unsatisfied court judgments
standing against him in the state
of Washington, began to flash money
about,

Brown, who was about forty, tall
and good-looking, hegan buying ex-
pensive hlocoded horses, and show-
ing at the state fairs in Iowa, Illi-
nois, Nebraska, and Oregon. He was
a “big-timer”, and was known to
go abeut with $1000 bills carelessly
tucked into the pages of current
magazines., He opened and closed
bank account, rented lock-boxes,
wrote fapulous checks, bought secu-
rities. But both he and Mrs. Smith-
Scollard were always somewhat
mysterious people whose financial
affairs nobody knew much about.

Deposited $1,500 000

In the summer of 1930 the two
came to Des Moines. In a bank ac-
count opened by Brown at.that time
he deposited about $1,500,000 duting
the next four years, mostly in cou-
pons fTrom Liberty and municipal
and Federal Land Bank bonds.

Then the income tax people he-
gan pressing Mrs. Smith-Scollard
and she moecved to Canada. Income
tax investigators traced approxi-
mately $5,000,000, mostly through
bond registrations, to the absent
woman. In 1933, Mrs. Smith-Scol-
lard died in Montreal, and her body
was cremated. Brown carried the
ashes about with him in a small
silver casket. g

Scollard’s exile, however, Brown was
active in Des Moines. He would visit
his bank, arrange to sell $10,000
worth of bands, and leave. Within a
half hour he would return with the
‘ bonds.

In January of 1934, Brown went
on a trip to the northwest, appar-
ently to visit a ranch he owned near
Yakima, Wash. He met with a fatal
accident, apparently having driven
into a truck load of logs. There was
some talk of murder. But as some
$6000 was found on his person, if
there' had been murder it was not
apparently for money.

Heirs Dispute Fortune

Between the two dead people the
fortune of $5,000,000 was in a dis-
puted position. Many ‘of the bonds
cashed by Brown were identified by
their numbers as having heen part
of the estate of Mrs. Smith-Scol-
lard.

Brown's widow came into pos-
session of a bunch of lock-box
keys, but no clew as to where they
fitted. Lawyers searched and found
the $450,000 that has been recovered
in lock-boxes in St. Paul, Denver
and Vancouver. And over this find,
the heirs of Brown and Mrs. Smith-
Scollard began their legal battle.

But Mrs. Brown has other keys
not yet identified, and so have the
sisters of the dead woman. Law-
yers and! officials. here have rum-
maged through all unclaimed trunks
and suitcases at the hotels where
Brown stayed. They have canvassed
former associates of Brown, and
bank ocfficials. believing that his
cache of bonus must be near the
bank where be cashed them with
such facility.

Because of Brown’s erratic money
habits. They feel it would not be sur
prising to find the vast fortune stuf-
fed into a shoe box somewhere. Once
Brown exhibited a club bag to one
cf his lawyers and told him it con-
tained more than a million dollars
in securities,

Literacy Classes

Maintained by WPA

SAN ANTONIO, Sept. 28—During
the summer months when public
school students were enjoying the
vacation period more than thirty
thousand adult Texans continusd
their - efforts to conquer- the -rud-
imentary steps in obtaining an ed-
ucation. by attending htelacy class-
es, Works Progress Administration
emergency education officials re-
vealed today.

Although fluetuating aec> }ling
to the demands of seasonal em-

ployment, enrollment in WPA lit-,

eracy classes was maintained at a
level of from 30,549 to 34,636 dur-
ing June, July, and August, Dr. J:
E. Jackson, director of :the depart-
ment ,said. Number of teachers
employed to conduct literacy class-
es ranged from 550 to 703 in the
summer months.

Most recent census .of illiteracy
in Texas, tabulated in 1930, showed
308,121 persons who - were: unable
to reagd and write. Attempting to
further inroads already made upon
illiteracy - by  emergency  education
work in this state, WPA teachers
now hold classes for more than one-
tenth of that number. Emergency
edueation records disclose that. 10,-
200 - persons' were - taught to -read
and write in 1934-35, and that 17,
€80 received  literacy mstructlon in
1935-36.

“The" average hteracv class stu-
dent spends seven months ‘out. of
the year in regular attendance &
Jackson estimated. ‘“In.this length
of 'time" an average illiterate  stu-
dent can ‘learn enough’ to' pass  lit-
eracy - tests necessary. to obtain
citizenship, to read ordinary news-
paper articles, to .sign:and. under-
stand children’s report eards, - to
write checks, and to perform, prac-
tically all of the fundamental read-
ing and writing tasks:" réquired. of
the. ordinary mleldual v

Jackson pointed out a recent ‘sur-
vey made of literacy classes in six-
teen east Texas counties:” Of 2,-
000 - students in - attendance, 1,500
had learned. to read and. write after
six months. Majority of .the students
were between the ages ‘of: 21 and 45.
One hundred and seventy-five mem-
bers of the group, were ‘above the

Even the victims of the mad as-
sailant’s knife are unidentified ex-
cept for two, whose finger prints
told their grim story.
