Association Acts To Stop ‘Drain-Off'—

$2,000 Minimum Teacher Salary Proposed |

AUSTIN, Nov. 13. (#—The Tex-
as State Teachers Association will
ask the 50th Legislature to pro-
vide a minimum starting salary of
$2,000 per year for teachers to
help stop a serious drain-off to
better paying jobs.

Charles H. Tennyson, legisia-
tive representative of the associa-
tion, said the immediate answer to
conditions disclosed in a survey
of the teaching profession Is= to
be found in salary schedules.

Dean B. F. Pittenger of the Uni-
versity of Texas School of Educa-
tion, after seeing results of the
survey, joined Tennyson and went
a step further to suggest the pos-
sibility of piate-financed scholar-

ships for students preparing them-
selves for the teaching profes-

GOP May Cut Foreign Loans

WASHINGTON. — With Re-
publican leaders gathering in the
capital to begin organizing their
own G. O. P, - ruled Congress for
the first time in 16 years, here Is
a Merry-Go-Round view of what
the country can expect during the
next tWo years:

Foreign Policy

In the surface there will be no
outward change. Later, however,
important changes will become ap-
parent. The British already are
worried over our swing to the right.

The three largest expenditures
of government are for Army and
Navy, veterans and service on the
national | debt. These can't
pruned — unless the Republicans

want to cut down the Army and

Navy, which they are not likely to
do. Easlest pruning job, therefore,
is on foreign loans and relief.
UNRRA will be the first to go. A
$300,000,000 loan to Italy, planned
by Truman, will be ditched next
Other loans to European and Latin
American countries will be axed.

This is where one change in
foreign policy comes in. The Italian
loan was planned in order to help
struggling Italian democracy and
prevent Italy’s swing to Russian
communism, Midwest Republicans,
many of them still privately isola-
tionist, will veto this.

However, the end of several
wartime expenditures such as price
subsidies and service separation
psyments should permit balancing
the budget.

Taxes
Despite current talk of tax
relief for small wage-earners,
will be only minor tax cuts. One
of two things will happen. Either
expenditures will be such as to
forbid major tax reduction. Or a
cut will be made in the lower
brackets, after which G. 0. P,
pressured by higher
brackett groups, won't be able to
resist the temptation to get aboard
the gravy train. If they add tax
reduction for the higher brackets,
::nll!‘aem that Truman will veto the

Midwest Republicans would

Labor

One Republican faction favors
immetiiate and outright repeal of
the entire Wagner Act. However,
they know this would bring a veto

be sustained, Another G. O. P.
group wants to avoid antagonizing
labor. Certain AFL leaders, especi-
ally John L. Lewis and carpenters’
boss Bill Hutchinson, helped them
win the election, and they want to
keep labor happy for 1848. There-
for, the following compromise is
probable:

1. The case hill will be passed
once again, and this time will be-
come law. Even if Truman vetoes,
which Is doubtful, southern Demo-
crats and the strong G. O. P. ma-
jority will be able to over-ride the
White House.

2. Senator Ball's .bill, putting
labor unions under the anti-trust
laws, also will be adopted.

Immigration -
Republicans are traditionally
hostile to immigration and minori-
ty groups, and the House Immi-
gration Committee now is inherited
by Rep. Noah Mason of Illinois,
well-known witch-hunter who takes
his cues from the Chicago Tribune.
Displaced persons In Europe will
get litile comfort from Mason. A
revived and stronger “Dies Com-
mittee™ can be expected — prob-
ably in both Houses of Congress.

Economic Qutlook

Prices generally will rise dur-
ing the next six months,
not so rapidly, and with some
commodities such as food and tex-

tiles dropping in the winter. Food'

prices should slump>after the
Argentine and Australian crops
are harvested in February. Cloth-
ing and fumniture prices should
come down soon, certainly after
Christmas, Autos will remain
scarce for some time.

Rent control will be lumped
within about six months, though
the Republicans will be too smart
to repeal it outright. They will
pass the buck back to the individ-
ual states, which will mean the
virtual end of rent controls, since
state legislatures are notoriously
susceptible to real-estate lobbies.

That, in brief, is the future G. O.
P. congressional picture.

UN Isolafion
A Spur To War

MADRID, Nov. 13. (/#)— Gen-
eralissimo Francisco Franco main-
tained today that United Nations |
isolation of Spain would greatly
increase the possibility of war. [
“Every action of violence and
injustice always tends rather to-|
wards war than towards peace,”
Spain's chief of state said last
night in answer to questions hand- |
ed him by the Associated Press. |
He said a diplomatic break!
would bring about ‘'disunion|
among natlons and dissension in
the interior of many"” and cosl
the UN prestige, and “the under-
mining and disunion of the latter
would greatly Increase the possi-
bility of war.”

(The UN general assembly, now
meeting in New York, has on its
agenda the question of what to dao
about the Spanish government.
Poland demanded the United Na-
tions all break diplomatic relations
with Franco. Secretary-general
Trygve Lie has urged action by
which “democratic government
