BIG SPRING, Dec. 9. (Spl). — 
Rcfoinniendation tliat a four coun­
ty area in West Texas be includ­
ed in a regulated zone as a quaran- 
nhe against spread of the pink boll- 
vmrm was decided upon by the 
state pink bollworm commission in 
a session in Big Spring Tuesday 
morning.

The decision followed discussion 
of best means of quarantine of the 
area by the state .action by which 
was necessary as a result of a re­
cent order extending the federal 
bollworm quarantine to the four 
cbuht4e.s—Howard. Dawson. Martin 
and Glasscock.

To Designate Mills 
'  Tire card’s recommendation fol- 

Ibwed suggestions offered by J. M. 
DelCuito, state entomologist, to 
which tliere was no opposition.

Under the board's recommenda­
tions, shipment of seed from the 
area would be restricted to desig­
nated mills. That provision has 
been in effect under the federal 
quarantine.

Meeting of the board followed 
the federal quarantine extension, 
oidered after the finding of boll- 
wornrs in gin trasli in Big Spring 
and in Dawson county.

DelCurto told the board lie be­
lieved llic infestation was not 
heavy enough to require regulation 
on lint, and tliat shipment of seed 
to designated tiillls where it could 
be cruslied immediately probably 
would be sufficient. He said ster- 
iilzation of seed probably would 
not be nece.ssary until next year, 
and tlieii only if infestation were 
heavier.

The bollwonn coinmlssioii makes 
recoiniiiendations to tlic governor 
and the state departmenl. of agri­
culture on quHranlliie policies.

From Mexican Border
DelCurto cxpre.ssed tlie opinion 

bollworm infestation in tliis area 
results from fllglit. or winddrifl 
from tlic Mexican border, where 
the pest lias caused considerable 
damage. He presented affidavits 
of U. S. departmenl of agriculture 
field men describing the finding of 
two live bollwonn .specimens, in 
trash of a Big Spring gin in Octo­
ber, and cue specimen at Patri­
cia. Dawson county.

■ 't-ms could iiermancntly eradicate 
dread pest lie would favor

Pointing out tlie necessity of

PARIS. Dec. 7—In that old part 

of Frankfort once known as the 
Jewish quarter still stood, not long 
ago, a tall gabled house distinguish­
ed from its neighbors by the sign of 
the Red Shield. In the m.iMle of the 
18th century, Meyer AifuNiel lived 
there and had a vision. It. was a 
dynastic vision, a vision of a great 
foundation, a great family which 
should come down the, ages, Meyer 
Amschel’s vision was true.

Perhaps the same genius 
which enabled Meyer Amschel to 
handle affairs the way a great ar­
tist handles his growing master­
piece, hovered in the home of re-

the beginning of this century.

Or is 
Fritz Mannheimer content, as he 
seems to be, to indulge his brilliant 
gifts for negotiation as a tour de 
force, like a skillful juggler who a- 
niazes and thrills the watchefs rath­
er than like a man dedicated to a 
far-distant future?

Fritz Mannheimer, a bachelor at 
44, recently lay gravely ill here. 
Was he well enough, people ask to 
coin new fortunes from the deval­
uation of the French franc? The 
answer is not generally known, for 
Mannheimer, like the famous cap­
tain Loewenstein, like a few other 
meteor-like figures in present-day 
finance, is man of mystery.

Capitalized Mark Inflation

Stuttgart early proved too small 
for this amazingly brilliant young­
er man. Before the war — again 
according to Loewinsohn, expert on 
financial affairs, in his- “History

Matellgeseljschaft. Because of his 
relations with Reichsbank at the 
time, he was chosen to represent 
that house in Amsterdam as spe- 
ialist in foreign banking. Present­
ly, he was admitted to the old-es­
tablished bank of Mendelssohn, be­
came director of the Amsterdam 
branch, and made that institution 
“ the bank of confidence” of the 
German government.

Adroit, equipped with marvelous 
technical dexterity, he proved his 
worth to Germany by bringing back 
the exchange, during the great m- 
flation, from 50,000 to 20,000 marks 
to a dollar.

Came tlie French inflation. Mann­
heimer was on the job. The Fi-ench 
weekly "Foree” referring to those 
days, mentioned the “Mannheimer 
Mendelssohn black syndicate.”

In very recent days, during the 
governments of Pierre Laval and 
Albert Sarraut in Prance, Mann- 
lieijner was active in obtaining 
sizeable international loans for the 
French republic. He is credited with 
arranging the 40 million pound loan 
which Laval required; and he ne­
gotiated big short-term credits for 
France with Holland. Under those 
French governments, a distinguish­
ed economist declares, Mannheimer

exerted the greatest influence of 
any single man on’ national finan­
cial affairs—and to some extent, on
the French stock market.

Is He Playin’ Possum?
Mannheimer today, according to 

some reporCk, wants to be a Dutch 
citizen. His mother presides over his 
solidly luxurious Dutch home at 20 
Hobbemastraat, Amsterdam. But 
Mannheimer himself prefers Pi’ance. 
Living- mostly at the Ritz—where 
he is a neighbor of his closest per­
sonal friend, the celebrated Georges 
Mandel, “eminence grise” of French 
politics—he also has a villa in the 
suburbs, at Vaucresson. This villa 
delights in the striking name of 
“Villa Monte Cristo!”

Mannheimer loves life. He is a 
distinguished and lavish playboy. 
Summers he takes a group of 
charming and briJliant companions 
with him to the south o f France. 
There, usually at Juanles-Pins, he 
holds court. They say his telephone 
bills and those of ins friend (which 
he pays) amount to 5000 francs a 
day.

They say— “the” being the Par­
isian social world, in w hich. Mann­
heimer moves like a chubby, discon­
certing, and irrespressible million­
aire—that last August, when he visi­
ted Deauville, he took with him 300.- 
000 bottles of a certain well-known 
mineral water—in wliich to bathe.

in an advisory capacity to the war 
department in conducting the CCC 
educational program, it was found 
that colleges and universities 
throughout the country are co­
operating with CCC authorities in 
bringing to enrollees the opportuni- 
brlnglng to enrollees the opportun­
ity to complete varied educational 
courses. CoiTespondence courses, lec­
tures, use of class rooms and lab­
oratories, (where CCC camps are 
near colleges and universities), use 
of instructors, library facilities, and 
the granting of scholarships have 
been generously contributed by 
sc.icols in the national educational 
program which is gaining additional 
scholastic cooperation with the ad­
vent of each new school year.
