WOULD NOT BE CONSTI- 

TUTI0NAL

It was a decided shock to almost 
everybody in Texas, perhaps,' when 
Attorney General Davidson last week 
ruled that the proposed highway 
amendment was unconstitutional and 
issued an order calling off the election 
lor July 28th; and although Mr. Dav­
idson held up his proclamation pend­
ing an effort on the part of three 
.State University law professors to 
:save the amendment, it is believed 
generally that, in the language of the 
Dallas News, “ The Highway Amend- 
jnent is Chloroformed.”

It is not to be doubted that if the 
Highway Amendment should be vot­
ed on and ratified the courts would 
hold it invalid, if it should be chal­
lenged, as it would in all liklihood, 
¡continued the News in an editorial 
.comment in Tuesday’s issue. The 
constitutional requirement respecting 
the submission of amendments has 
been so palpably violated that they 
could have done nothing else, even 
though they should be sensible, as 
every individual must be, that the 
conditions which made that require­
ment a reasonable precaution no long­
er obtain, and even though they 
should also be sensible, as again every 
individual must be, that such publica­
tion as the Constitution requires 
would not add- anything to the exist­
ing sum of information concerning 
purpose of the proposed amendment. 
But such considerations do not lie 
within the purview of the courts; 
they must be governed, and properly 
so, by the naked facts confronting 
them, and hence they must have , null­
ified the amendment if the people had 
ratified it. >

To save the people of the state the 
trouble and expense of a futile per­
formance, the acting Governor, Mr. 
Davidson, has decided to revoke the 
proclamation of Governor Neff calling 
an election on this amendment, though 
later dispatches report that he has 
deferred action for twenty-four hours 
that the opinion of the Attorney Gen­
eral may be reviewed iby three mem­
bers of the University’s law faculty 
who are eager to save the amend­
ment. It is doubtful if a severs read­
ing of the Constitution, such as the 
courts would have given if the 
amendment should have come before 
them, would disclose any warrant for 

-the action Mr. Davidson has decided 
-to take. Manifest as it is that the 
negligence of the Secretary of State’s 
office has ruined the amendment, the 
acting governor would be exercising a 
judicial function in making such use 

...of that fact. His excuse must be the 
rather feeble one that the end justifies 
the means. It is a plea which will 
serve its purpose; it will win absolu­
tion in this case, even from those who 
repudiate the doctrine. Reverence 
for the Constitution is not one of that 
immolative fervor which would make 
the people of the state prefer the ex­
pense of an election that could ac­
complish no more than a ceremonial 
homage to the Constitution.

Readers of The News know that it 
has never put much store in the 
amendment. It has seen in it little 
more than a means of making a tech­
nical compliance with the Federal 
statute under whose direction the 
general Government apportions funds 
among the states for road-building. 
If that compliance had to be made im­
mediately, we should have reason to 
contemplate the situation with dis­
may. Federal aid has become itidis- 
pensible to uninterrupted progress in 
road-building at the rate that we-have 
become accustomed to. But, happily, 
we have something more than two 
years in which to comply With the re­
quirements of the Federal Aid Act. 
A second edition of this ill-fated and 
malformed amendment may be sub­
mitted ar.d ratified in time to prevent 
stoppage in the flow of Federal funds. 
The consequences of the blunder, 
therefore, will not be disastrous. In 
fact, when one measures the inadequa­
cy of this amendment, one may find 
reason to feel that the smothering of 
it affords more occasion for rejoicing 
than for lamentation.

MORE THAN FIVE HUNDRED 

HEAD OUT OE MIDLAND 
PENS WEDNESDAY .

M. L. Cottingham, of Oklahoma 
City, Oklahoma, loaded at Midland 
Wednesday, July 11th, five hundred 
and twenty-five head of registered 
Hereford eattle which he bought from 
Captain Wm. E. Wallace, of this city.

This is one of the largest sales of 
registered Hereford cattle that has 
been made in many years and is, per­
haps, the largest shipment of regist­
ered cattle ever made out of Texas.

Mr. Cottingham lives in Oklahoma 
City but shipped these cattle to his 
farm near Waurika, Oklahoma, where 
he will be prepared to supply his 
neighbors with both polled and horn­
ed Herefords for breeding purposes.

The Wallace herd was originated at 
Odessa fifteen years ago, at which 
time Captain Walace bought choice 
selections from the breeders located 
around Midland and Odessa.

Although Captain Wallace has 
specialized on polled Herefords he has 
raised and sold many horned Hereford 
bulls.

Several years ago Captain Wallace 
moved his herd and his residence to 
Midland.

The Wallaces have retained their 
twelve section ranch north of Midland 
and about one hundred head of regist­
ered Herefords, we understand, which 
were selected from the entire herd.

Polled bulls will be used in the herd 
and Captain Wallace will be in better 
position than ever to supply his cus­
tomers.

A shipment or five hundred regist­
ered Herefords would deplete some 
communities but their absence will 
hardly be noticed in the Midland 
country, where we are . making a 
specialty o f  breeding registered 
Hereford cattle.

The above is a story of this unusual 
sale that was written and sent to the 
West Texas Chamber of Commerce 
by our townsman, Henry M. Halff, 
and we can add that the deal aggre- 
cient sale and we congratulate Capt.

The Reported, last week, seemed td 
disquiet the feelings Oi sdme of dur 
county commissioners in commenting 
upon the graveled street, that is to be 
Bankhead Highway through the heart 
of our little city. We didn’t so intend. 
Had in mind no more than a disap­
proval of the plans as they had'been 
outlined to us, and a plain discussion 
of the facts.

Possibly, therefore, this disapproval 
and discussion, endorsed by many citi­
zens who are interested in our city’s 
external appearance, had something 
to do with the calling of a mass meet­
ing of citizens and property owners in 
the court house on Tuesday afternoon. 
Be it as maybe the meeting was called 
by Mayor T. Paul Barron, and a good­
ly number responded and were pres­
ent.

Mayor Barron outlined such contem­
plations as the city council had pre­
viously discussed, and they were unan­
imously approved by every one present 
and to the, extent that a motion by 
Judge J. M. DeArmond was carried 
“ That the city council be requested to 
make the necssary preliminary plans 
to present to the people for the pur­
pose of voting bonds for a sewerage 
system and for street paving.”

These plans involve many things 
that the people will want to know be­
fore they are called upon to express 
themselves by the ballot. Paramount 
among these things will be the cost in 
additional taxes to take care of bonds 
in given amounts; how much paving 
can be had for a given amount, and 
the scope and efficiency of such pro­
posed system of sewerage. These 
things together with such steps as 
may be necessary in bringing about a 
suitable bond election, the city council 
will look into at once, and all the facts" 
will be. gi ven to the people of Midland 
sufficiently prior to such bond election 
as to enable them td weigh every de­
tail carefully and sensibly determine 
the expediency and necessity of such 
plans as may be proposed.

It was brought out, in the discus­
sions of those present at this meeting, 
that Midland has been exceedingly lax 
in her progressive procedure and far 
behind other towns of equal import­
ance and reputation in West Texas. 
“ Why,” remarked one enthusiast, 
“ when we go away from home it has 
been the. custom to stiffen and perk up 
a little when we tell that we are from 
Midland.! Midland has borne the rep­
utation of being ‘The Queen City of 
the South Plains,’ but it is beginning' 
to become a habit for us to droop a 
little when we see what other West 
Texas towns are doing.”

The necessity for a sewerage sys­
tem was emphasized in a discussion of 
health precautions. We face, at any 
time, it was pointed out, an epidemic 
of disease, and one such could easily 
cost us far more than would be en­
tailed in fortifying ourselves against 
it. Health measures must not be 
neglected. To do so may result in 
tragic sorrow in the homes of any and 
many of us. Sensible, home-loving, 
prideful people cannot contemplate a 
neglect of loved ones; and yet, we 
have dond just that. .

COTTON FARMER WILL
FIND POULTRY PAYS

Fifty dollars a week clear profit 
from one phase of a general farm 
business is not bad, especially from a 
line that has been developed within 
the past year, writes Paul Chapman 
in the Progressive Farmer.

He is by no means a poultry 
specialist, but like a number of good 
farmers of Carroll, he became inter­
ested in chickens last year, and has 
found them so profitable that he is 
planning to double the size o f his 
flock.

In a recent issue o f the Carroll 
County Times, Mr. Eady gave a brief 
statement concerning his poultry bus­
iness and it was from this statement 
over his own signature that I learned 
that his 800 hens were netting him 
more than $200 a month.

“HOW TO GET
RID OF RATS”

A few simple measures consistent­
ly employed will rid a farm or a com­
munity of rats, it is stated in a new 
Farmers’ Bulletin, “ How to Get Rid 
of Rats,” by James Silver, biological 
assistant of the Biological Survey, 
United States department of agricul­
ture.

The all-important measures to be 
taken are the removal of food and 
shelter from the rats, poisoning and 
trapping them, and, under certain con­
ditions, fumigating their burrows. 
These measures should be taken not 
only by individuals, but by entire 
communities. Foodstuffs should, be 
stored in rat-proof containers, waste 
and garbage should be disposed of in 
tightly covered vessels, and no trash 
or refuse should be allowed to accum­
ulate to provide food, shelter, or 
breeding places for the pests.

The most effective means known to 
the department for destroying rats is 
by poisoning, wherever it can be em­
ployed with safety. Barium carbon­
ate has been found the most satisfac­
tory of the various poisons that might 
be used. The bulletin gives directions 
for applying it successfully. Trapping 
is equally effective, but requires more 
skill and labor. It is recommended 
where the use of poison seems inad­
visable. The simple and inexpensive 
snap type of trap, strongly made, is 
all that is necessary. Where there 
are large numbers of rats a good 
many traps should be used.

In fields, along ditches, banks and 
levees, around farm buildings, and in 
dirt cellars, rat burrows dug in solid 
earth may sometimes be fumigated 
with carbon bisulphide, or with the 
exhaust from a gasoline engine, such 
as an automobile or tractor. The ex­
haust is directed into the rat burrow 
by means of a hose, and the entrance 
around the hose is sealed with damp 
earth. In seed warehouses and simi­
lar structures where sacked grain is 
stored temporarily, a liberal supply 
of flake naphthalene has been found 
to keep rats away. The use of these 
flakes where foodstuffs are stored is 
not recommended on account of the 
odor.

The importance of rat-proofing ex­
isting buildings as far as possible 
and of building new ones so that they 
are absolutely rat-proof cannot be too 
greatly emphasized. Rat-proofing a 
building is in the long run the cheap­
est rat-insurance, and is the best and 
most permanent means of rat rid­
dance. Efficient rat dogs often help, 
but cats are rarely useful against 
rats. Co-operative rat hunts are ef­
fective and furnish good sport to par- 
ticipatants. Organized rat cam­
paigns are very desirable because 
without general community co-opera­
tion, individual places which are 
cleaned up are constantly exposed to 
reinfestation from adjacent property. 
Assistance in planning, organizing, 
and prosecuting anti-rat campaigns 
will gladly be given by the. Biologi­
cal Survey in the form of direct aid 
whenever practicable, or by furnish­
ing plans, instructions, publicity ma­
terial, and sample posters with which 
communities can carry on their- own 
campaign against this most destruc­
tive animal in the world.

NO RELIEF FOR
HIM THIS YEAR

Republicans who have been observ­
ing conditions and sounding sentiment 
in the region west of the Mississippi 
River are coming to realize that the 
adjustment of freight rates, particu­
larly those on agricultural products, 
will be one of the capital problems of 
the next congress. Farmers every­
where are complaining that while the 
prices of their products are below par 
the cost of transportation on what 
they send to market is excessive. They 
feel that they, as a class, are paying 
heavier freight charges than other 
shippers.

This question of transportation 
charges will be incomparably . more 
acute next autumn and next winter, 
is is believed, than it is now. The 
farmer will be shippipg his grain and 
livestock and fruits and other crops 
to market just about the time con­
gress convenes: There is no likelihood 
that any action of the Interstate Com­
merce Commission or other executive 
agency of the government can be tak­
en between now and the - time for 
moving the crops to correct the condi­
tions which are penalizing agricul­
ture. The present high rates, it is 
foreseen, will continue in force and 
apply to this year’s harvests, which, 
with prices low and transportation 
high, will yield the producers hardly 
more and probably less than the cost 
of production.

A whistling buoy lost from the St. 
Lawrence river a year ago has been 
washed ashore on one of the Sicilly 
Islands, just off the southwest coast 
of England, 3,000 miles from its start­
ing, point. The only injury was found 
to be to the gaslight case which had 
been wrenched from the top of the 
buoy.

RARE BIRDS ARE 
FOUND ON 

.TEXAS COAST
Discovery of bird cities of enormous 

size in an isolated and wild part of 
the Gulf Coast region of Texas is the 
accomplishment of Prof. George Fin­
ley Simmons, former instructor in 
zoology at the University of Texas. 
Thousands of nesting birds were 
found, and they were of a species not 
heretofore known to make their rook­
eries in Texas. Some of them were 
not known to exist anywhere in the 
United States, except in limited num­
bers in inaccessible parts of the ever­
glades of Florida.

“ In a remote locality near the 
mouth of the Guadalupe river, where 
the San Antonio river empties into 
it, I found a rookery of the rare white 
ibis, with about two thousand nests,” 
said Prof. Simmons. “ Orhithologists 
have been looking for this bird for 
many years. It was thought to be 
almost extinct. It is known there 
are some in the mangrove swamps of 
Florida, but they have never been 
found in this part of the country be­
fore.”

Associated with the white ibis in 
this rookery, Prof. ( Simmons found 
the roseate spoon bill, with nests to 
the number of 200 or more. They are 
characterized by their brilliant plum­
age. It is the only breeding colony of 
this bird known, with the exception 
of about two dozen pair in southwes­
tern Louisiana and a few in the ever­
glades of Florida. In the same rook­
ery he also found nesting'about 100 
wood ibis, known as the American 
stork. It is the only nesting place of 
these birds- known in this part of the 
United States.

Another remarkable rookery discov­
ered by Prof. Simmons, was that of 
the whiteface, glossy ibis of Egypt. 
This nesting place is about 25 miles 
from the coast, in a prairie lake, 
overgrown with tule. There were 
2400 nests of these rare birds in the 
rookery, and myriads of young. In 
the same rookery a considerable num­
ber of water turkeys were found.

The white faced glossy ibis is about 
two feet tall, and has beautiful glossy 
bronze plumage, which was i'ormerly 
in great demand for women’s hats. 
The birds and plumage are now pro­
tected by federal and State laws. 
Prof. Simmons made these discoveries 
while investigating the wild bird life 
of the Gulf Coast region for the State 
game, fish and oyster department.

PLACE WHERE 
OUR CHILDREN 
WORK AND STUDY

Mrs. W. N. Hutt, editor of the de­
partment, “ The Progressive Woman,” 
in the Progressive Farmer, notes the 
following requirements in a school 
room where our children do five or six 
hours work each day:

A good rural school building:
1. Contains 15 square-feet of floor 

space for each pupil.
2. Contains 200 cubic feet of air 

for each pupil.
3. Is four-fifths as wide as it js 

long.
4. Is lighted from the left side or 

from the left and rear only.
5. Contains one square foot of win­

dow space for each five square feet 
of floor space; windows three feet 
from the floor.

6. Has window shades that are ad­
justable from top and bottom.

7. Has a weatherboarded wall, ceil­
ed or plastered.

8. Has the inside painted light 
green, gray, or any color that is easy 
on the eyes.

THE HIGHWAY 
MAINTENANCE 

LAW  AS IT IS

A DEMOCRATIC 
VICTORY IN 
NEW ENGLAND

Elsewhere in this paper we find res­
olutions by our commissioners court, 
in connection with the adoption of 
the highway amendment as published 
in The Reporter this week, this being 
the last of four successive insertions. 
The reader is urged to study this pro­
posed amendment, for it is incalcula­
ble important, and in this connection 
we quote from a copy of the House 
Journal, House Bill No. 361, Sec. 20, 
on Page 6 of the Motor Fee Bill, re­
cently enacted by the regular session 
of the Texas Legislature:

Sec. 20. On and after January 1, 
1924, the Highway Commission shall 
and is hereby authorized to take over 
and maintain the various highways 
designated as “ State Highways”  in 
the several counties of Texas, and the 
proceeds from the automobile regis­
tration fees herein provided for 
and set aside to the State highway 
fund shall be deposited in the State 
Treasury to the credit of said fund, 
and said fund shall be available for 
the maintenance of saidi designated 
State highways under the direction 
and cbntrol of the State Highway 
Commission and shall be used in 
maintaining such highways and shall 
not be diverted to any other use by 
said Highway Commission until all 
such roads are properly maintained, 
unless said Highway Commission 
should be without sufficient funds 
from which other available source to 
meet Federal aid to roads in Texas 
and road construction is thereby in 
danger; and in event said Highway 
Commission finds such a condition, 
then said Highway Commission is 
authorized by spreading upon its min­
utes a resolution to transfer a suffi­
cient amount from this fund to match 
said Federal aid.

The counties through which said 
highways pass shall be free from any 
cost, expense or supervision o f such 
highways and the counties shall be 
authorized to use the seventeen and 
one-half (17 1-2) horsepower tax ap­
portioned to them by this act on any 
roads that might be necessary or ex  ̂
pedient.

Effective June 15,( 1923.

Republican fears of a wholesale 
Democratic victory in Massachusetts 
and other states of New England are 
due in part to the people’s resentment 
against the profiteering in coal last 
winter and the prospect that they will 
again suffer another shortage and an­
other orgy of extortion. This state­
ment is made by the correspondent of 
the Chicago Tribune, a Republican 
newspaper.

“ That dissatisfaction is rife in the 
ranks of the Republican party in New 
England is frankly admitted with 
practical unanimity by the G. O. P. 
chieftains, who, however, hold widely 
varying theories of the reasons there­
for,” says this correspondent.

“ Some contend that the coal famine 
of last winter was the trouble. It is 
asserted that New England was unable 
to obtain an adequate supply of coal 
during the stringency, and suffering 
was widespread. The people, justly 
or unjustly, blamed Washington for 
their plight and resented President 
Harding’s comment that the distress 
in New England was ‘largely psycho­
logical.’ ”

President Harding’s federal fuel 
distributor, F. R. Wadleigh, offers no 
hope of an improvement in conditions 
next winter. He has already issued 
a warning to consumers urging them 
to buy their coal now if they can get 
it because the price won’t go down 
and the scarcity will continue.

Anthracite is being shipped abroad 
at a price of less than $11 a ton, but 
people in New York and New. Jersey, 
Maryland and Ohio— a little distance 
from the mines—will have to pay a 
good deal more Than that, and last 
winter, were obliged to give $26 a ton 
in some cases,, and then got rocks and 
slate for their money.

ILLINOIS MEN WIN BONUS

/ Supreme Court Upholds Act Providin) 
i for the Allowance of Fifty

Cents Per Day.

[ The close relation existing betweei 
the services of the individual soldie; 
of the World war and the general wel 

: fare of the state gives rise to a clain 
, appealing to a universal sense of fair 
; ness and justice, declared the opinioi 
! of the Supreme court of Illinois in up 
: holding the bonus act of that state 
. The court was unanimous on the con
■ sti (nationality of the act and by. this 
decision paves the way for 300,000 ex 
service men and women to obtain s 
state bonus.

The Illinois act provides for tin 
payment of 50 cents per day for eacl; 
day of service in the army, navy oi 
marine corps. The maximum payment 
which any veteran may draw is $300,

■ To pay the veterans a bond issue oi 
$55,0(K! !l has been made and will be 
sold immediately. Palmer D. Ed­
munds, chief clerk of the board whicli 
passes on the bonus applications, has 
estimated ’ that payment will begin 
about July 1, and that the former sol­
diers will be paid at the rate of ap­
proximately 24,000 a month. Applica­
tions t-o the number of 220,000 are al­
ready on file with the board.

The case in Supreme court, a 
"friendly suit” brought by the fathei 
of a Legion man of Springfield, 111., 
attracted much attention. It was the 
contention of the attorneys for the ap­
pellants that the law violated the con­
stitution by granting extra compensa­
tion after public service had been 
rendered.

The opinion of the court, written bj 
Chief Justice Thompson, and without 
a dissenting vote, held that the recipl 
ents of compensation in the case die 
not come within this specification oi 
the constitution. They, the opinioi 
said, do not stand in the relation of a 
public officer, agent, servant or con­
tractor of, or with the state, and “ that 
the section has no application here.”

The activity of the American Legion 
In assisting the shearing of the passage 
of the Illinois act is well known. The 
organization was called on to write 
the act and was at ¡ill times active in 
moving toward its passage. On the 
eve of the election by which the voters 
of the state approved the bond issue 
to pay compensation, the organization 
staged a demonstration throughout the 
state that won thousands of votes. 
Under advice of the Legion, the ruling 
was made by the bonus board that all 
service should be compensated at fbe 
specified’ rate until 1920. The previous 
a«wepi*nice had been for service ac­
tually rendered before the armistice.

THE TOP OF MOUNT
ETNA BLASTED OFF

A special United Press dispatch, 
dated last Monday states that the 
volcano Mount Etna, is belching thou­
sands and thousands of tons of flam­
ing lava, ashes and dense black smoke 
from its mighty crater while five new 
craters have been opened in its mam­
moth sides with reports like the dis­
charge of thousands of cannons.

Five villages have already been 
wiped out and many more are now 
threatened. Inhabitants were warned 
by the teriffic explosions and prelim­
inary rumbling in time to flee before 
the huge rivers of white heated lava’ 
thirty and forty feet thick.

The eruption began Sunday morn­
ing with an explosion that sounded 
like the end of the wo-rld had come. 
The entire top of Mount Etna, was 
blown off by the force of the eruption.

A rain, of hot ashes fell steadily for 
hours after the explosion and covered, 
a wide area.

Defenders of soaring tax rates us­
ually attempt to justify their position 
by contending- that the government is 
rendering a greater service and tax­
payers should therefore be willing to 
pay for it.

In many instances these extra ser­
vices are unnecessary or not worth 
the cost and some are positively injur­
ious to the taxpayer.

As long as the government under­
takes to regulate minutely the lives I 
of individuals and the conduct o f , 
every business great and small, the : 
tax burden will be exorbitant, says 
the Houston Post.

It requires but three or four sec­
onds for the average fast passenger 
train to clear an ordinary grade cross­
ing; but to save those few seconds, 
hundreds of Texas motorists annually 
try to beat the train across. Those 
who succeed are seldom heard from, 
but those who fail assume their place 
in a never ending stream to the hos­
pital and morgues.

A railroad engineer said recently:

motorist. When he sees me coming 
he knows what I am going to do. My 
train is going to shoot across the road, 
on twin bands of steel, at from 40 to 
60 miles an hour. I can’t dodge one 
inch to the right or left. But I never, 
know what to expect of the driver of 
the coming automobile.”

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EXPECT NORMALCY 
TO RESUME SWAY

MARKETS RECOVERING THEIR 
POISE AFTER WEEK OF 

HYSTERIA

Another week has passed. None of 
the failures rumored or predicted have 
occurred. The markets have in a 
measure recovered their poise and one 
finds himself wondering why the fi­
nancial world was for a time afflicted 
by a baseless hysteria of fear. So 
writes Theodore H. Price, New York, 
editor of Commerce, and Finance.
Continuing hi? financial review, he 
says:

The answer seems to be that men ;s already
are more alarmed by the unknown 
than the known and that the vague 
apprehension felt in Europe over the 
Ar.glo-Franeo-German situation com­
municated itself to some bankers here, 
whose gloomy silence was construed 
to mean more than they were willing 
to tell. But now that the worst is 
known it has lost its terrors, and 
there is every reason to expect that 
normalcy will soon resume its sway 
in the Western world.

Briefly, this worst appears to b.e, 
that Great Britain has decided -to 
make her own settlement with Ger­
many and leave France to do like­
wise. This naturally displeases the 
French, and some nervous souls have 
suggested that the result might be 
war. Those who are willing to be­
lieve this are welcome, but the vast 
majority of men are likely' to reject 
the idea as preposterous, at least un­
til the generation who fought in the 
last great war are dead. There are 
nevertheless a few who shudder when 
they read that France is building 
many new airplanes and that Lord 
Derby has announced that there would 
he no further reduction in Great Brit­
ain’s fighting forces for the present. 
Another, effect of these belligerent 
gestures is a rise in the Bank of Eng­
land rate, which has been advanced 
from 3 to 4 per cent, while both 
francs and sterling have been very 
weak and marks are a little nearer 
zero.

On‘this side of the Atlantic there 
has also been some tightening of the
money market, and rates are a shade 
higher as a result of the seasonal de­
mand for credit that is always felt at 
the end of June. Thé reserve ratio 
o f thé Federal Reserve system is in 
consequence lower at 74.4 per cent as 
compared with 76.9 per cent a week 
ago. The bills discounted have in­
creased by $150,000,000, the circula­
tion is up about $56,000,000 and the 
gold on hand has decreased by $23,- 
000,000. This loss of gold /probably 
represents yellow-backs forced into 
circulation in pursuance of a question­
able policy that may make it hard to 
recover them when our gold reserves 
need reinforcement.

The gold certificates or yellow­
backs in the hands of the public were 
increased by $31,140,000 between Jan. 
1 and June 1. Since the latter date 
another $36,000,000 has probably 
been distributed, and the .Federal Re­
serve banks . seem to be persistent in 

.their efforts to get the-.gold out of 
sight lest being visable, it may influ­
ence speculation and bring about the 
inflation so much feared. Whether 
the cure is worse than the disease re-

mains to be seen.
But it is at least reassuring to feei 

that since any undue dissention has 
been prevented, there is no likelihood 
of an acute contraction and that busi­
ness is on a perfectly even keel as the 
harvest season opens and the crops 
are made ready fop market.

Almost the only unsatisfactory fea­
ture of the outlook is the surplus sup­
ply of wheat. The year’s crop is ex­
pected to exceed 800,000,000 bushels. 
With an estimated carry-over from 
last year of at least 130,000,000 bush­
els. there will be an available supply 
of nearly 1,000,000,000 bushels next 
fall. This is 200,000,000 bushels in 
excess of the probable demand for 
domestic consumption and export, 
and the problem of its disposition is 
a serious one.

A demand that the Government 
shall buy it or finance it is already 
heard, but it is not likely to be grant­
ed and unless Europe can be put in a 
position to buy our super-abundant 
production the result may be serious 
for the wheat producing states.

But the grain market is neverthe­
less reasonably steady, upon the the­
ory that in some way the farmer will 
muddle through and that the profit he 
is making on his corn and other crops 
will in a measure offset his loss on 
wheat.

The other commodity markets do 
not call for much comment. Cotton 
declined on a bearish Government re­
port that will soon be forgotten and

U. PROFESSOR TO
VISIT THE ORIENT

W. D. Hornaday, director of public­
ity and member of the instruction 
staff of the department of journalism 
of the University of Texas, has oh-. 
tained a year’s leave of absence from 
'that institution. He left Saturday for 
the Orient, where he will spend sever­
al months as correspondent for a syn­
dicate of leading American newspa­
pers. His stay in the far East will 
be about equally divided between Ja­
pan and China, he stated. Mr. Horn­
aday will be joined in San Francisco 
by Walace Davis of Sonora, Texas, 
who will accompany him on the trip. 
Mr. Davis is a student of journalism 
of the University and plans to do con­
siderable newspaper writing while in 
the Oreint.

President Harding’s western speeh- 
making trip has furnished many inci­
dents that are not without interest. 
The people have received him with the 
respect due his great office and have 
listened to him attentively, but in the 
reports of the trip there is nothing to 
indicate any enthusiasm on the part 
of the populace. Both in street pa­
rades and in his speeches he has been 
greeted with occasional applause and 
cheers, punctuated by long periods of 
■silence.

In his speeches he has occasionally 
surprised and in some instances shock­
ed the country, particularly in his 
World Court speech at St. Louis, in 
which he abandoned Mr. Hughes’ plan 
of selecting judges. for the court, 
which, by the way, he had transmitted 
to Congress with his warm approval, 
and offered a rather startling plan of 
his own.

In Kansas he encountered genuine 
“ dirt farmers,” telling them in effect 
that their troubles were about over 
and also that the Government had 
done about all it could for them. But 
one practical wheat farmer with years 
of experience, despite what the Pres­
ident had said of all that he had done 
for the farmers, showed Mr. Harding 

detail that the cost of producing 
wheat per acre was $15.20 and that 
the fanner receives but $15.30. The 
same fahner told the President that 
the farmers won’t make anything 
this year, and Senator Capper, who 
poses as a farmer in Kansas and a 
statesman in Washington, volunteer­
ed the information that “ they didn’t 
make anything last year either.”

In Utah he undertook to take cred­
it for a large reduction in taxation, 
without telling his audience that in 
a reduction of $600,000,000 of internal 
taxes, more than $500,000,000 was a 
reduction of the taxes of the multi­
millionaire and profiteering classes; 
nor did he say anything concerning 
the $400,000,000 annual tax levied 
upon the American people by the 
Fordney-McCumber tariff law, which 
he signed. The official figures of the 
Treasury Department show a reduc­
tion in expenditures for the current 
fiscal of 1923 of $65,000,000, but when 
the items of expenditures are analyz­
ed it is found that nearly $200,000,000 
of reduced expenditures in 1923 was 
due to a reduction of the army and 
navy to a peace basis by an act of 
Congress, to which the administration 
was opposed.

As Cordell Hull, Chairman Demo­
cratic National Committee, says con­
cerning- President Harding’s utter­
ances on fiscal affairs: “ To say that 
these statements are grossly mislead­
ing is te use the mildest possible lan­
guage.”

Reports of the President's trip indi­
cate rather clearly to observers here 
that President Harding- is not only go­
ing- to be a candidate for renomina- 
tion, but. that he is already a candi­
date and is doing all that in his 
power lies through his western 
speeches to promote that candidacy, 
despite his previous assertion that 
he would make the trip as President 
and not as a candidate.

W HEAT DECLINES - 
UNDER HARDING

DEMAND FOR TAX- 
EMPT BONDS VERY GREAT

The proneness of municipalities to 
continue borrowing at a high rate is 
a development that causes no end of 
alarm in the business world. The in­
debtedness of states, cities and other 
political subdivisions throughout the 
country has increased by leaps and 
bounds within the last three or four 
years, the income tax exemption fea­
ture of the bonds sold making their 
distribution a comparatively simple 
matter.

The paradox of a progressive in­
come tax and the apparent authority 
of the municipalities to issue tax 
exempt securities in unlimited vol­
ume should receive the attention of 
every voter. The ideal solution of 
the problem would be to withdraw the 
tax exempt provision of municipal 
bonds, which would require a consti­
tutional amendment, and considering 
the present day’s sentiment would be 
almost impossible of accomplishment. 
The other method of coaxing capital 
into productive channels is to reduce 
the surtax.— Forbes Magazine.

Bernard M. Baruch’s suggestion for 
a cooperative organization to market 
American wheat to the advantage of 
the grower and the country as a 
whole has served to call attention to 
the serious condition of the farmers of 
the United States after two years of 
operation under Republican tariff.

Just at the moment, when No. 2 
hard winter wheat is selling in Chica­
go for an average of $1.10 a bushel 
and on the farm for considerably less 
than a dollar, the contrast with the 
situation in the last year of the sec­
ond Wilson administration is illumin­
ating as well as interesting. This va­
riety of wheat brought an average 
price of $1.85 a bushel in Chicago dur­
ing February, 1921, the last full 
month of the Wilson administration. 
In February, 1922, as the first year 
of the Harding administration, was 
drawing to a close, No. 2 hard winter 
wheat sold for an average of $1.30 a 
bushel in this same market. In Feb­
ruary, 1923, the price was $1.20 a 
bushel.

There was a good foreign demand 
for American wheat in 1920-21, and 
the price was renumerative to the 
grower. In the year ended June 30, 
1921, (nine months of which was un­
der the Wilson administration) this 
country exported about 293,000,000 
bushels of wheat and received for it 
somewhat less than $690,000-,000. This 
was an average of $2.35 a bushel. In 
the fiscal year 1921-22—all of which 
was under the Harding administration 
—-American exports of wheat were 
about 208,000,000 bushels and the 
price paid for it was $208,000,000, or 
an average of $1.35 a bushel.

There was no tariff on wheat during- 
the two Wilson administrations; that 
is from 1913 to 1921. The “ special 
agricultural tariff” approved by rPes- 
ident Harding on May 27, 1921, im­
posed a duty of 35 cents a bushel on 
wheat. This tariff, it was announced, 
was framed and enacted particularly 
for the farmer. Wheat was selling- 
in Chicago at an average of $1.68 a 
bushel the day President Harding- 
signed this tariff. Just a year later 
the price in Chicago was $1.33 a bush­
el.

A trial of twelve months showed 
that this “ special tariff”  was utterly 
futile as a stimulant to agricultural 
products. The farmers were in worse 
predicament than they were before. 
Then the “ permanent”  tariff was de­
vised. This is the notorious Fordney- 
McCumber profiteers’ tariff, which 
the Farm Bureau Federation declares 
has cost the farmers of the country 
$300,000,000 a year for what they 
buy than it has given them in better 
prices for what they have to sell.

The Fordney-McCumber law reduc­
ed the tariff on wheat from the emer­
gency rate of 35 to 30 cents a bushel. 
If, the tariff is a good thing for the 
manufacturing interests and trusts— 
whose products were “ protected” by 
duties of from 10 to 300 per cent—it I 
is difficult to understand why the rate i 
on wheat— an agricultural product— ! 
was reduced by 16 2-3 per cent. But,; 
cue lower duty on wheat was no more i 
and no less, effectual in preventing a ! 
decline in the price of this product | 
than the higher tariff of 1921 has j 
been. Two years after the passage of j 
the “ special” tariff and eight months j 
and five days 'after the approval of i 
the Fordney-McCumber profiteers’ | 
iaw, that is, on May 27, 1923, wheat j 
sold in Chicago for $1.17 a bushel! | 
in the twenty-six and a half months 
of Republican rule wheat has declined 
an average of 50 cents a bushel.

ROSS I B  BOBO BET 
CHANGE OF VENUE

WEST TEXAS HOMICIDE CASES 
WILL BE CALLED AT ABI­

LENE JULY 30.

Announcement, from Lubbock that 
a change of venue to Taylor County 
had been granted in the Tom Ross 
and Milt Good trials for the alleged 
killing of H. L. Roberson, cattle in­
spector, was followed in Abilene by 
a brief statement by District Attorney 
Milburn S. Long of Abilene that “ we 
expect to go to trial with the Ross 
and Good cases on whatever day may 
be set by District Judge W. R. Ely, 
the presiding Judge of the Forty- 
Second Judicial District.”

District Attorney Long also said 
that former District Attorney W. J. 
Cunningham had been retained as a 
special prosecutor to assist with the 
cases. The July term of the Taylor 
County District Court, the first mid­
summer term in the history of the 
court, will begin in Abilene next Mon­
day. It was said that the Good or 
Ross trial will be called for July 30.

Judge Ely, who will preside, has 
officiated in many important trials, 
while District Attorney Long , al­
though one of the youngest District 
Attorneys in the State, has establish­
ed a reputation as, an able prosecut­
or. Special Prosecutor Cunningham 
is widely known over West Texas.

A population estimated at 35,000 
from which to select a jury and one 
of the largest and most modern 
courthouses in the State wil be 
available in the Ross and Good trials 
as a result of the transfer of the cases 
to Taylor County.

The defense made a strong plea for 
bail, claiming- that the verdicts of 35 
years in the case of Tom Ross and 26 
years for Milt Good for killing- W. D. 
Allison made bail obtainable, but the 
judge overruled the application and 
ordered Sheriff Johnson to deliver the 
prisoners to the sheriff of Taylor 
County in time for the trial.

its intersection with Illinois Ave., to 
the point of beginning.

All drivers of automobiles or other 
motor vehicles are prohibited from 
racing upon any street or driveway or 
highway in the city of Midland or 
Midland County.

Operators or owners of automobiles 
or motor vehicles are required to have 
both plates in place at all times, so 
do not operate cars without—for it 
will get you into trouble.

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COWDEN HALL
TO BE REPLACED

Plans are going rapidly forward 
for the new dormitory for men at 
Simmons College to replace Cowden 
Hall, erected in 1907 and destroyed 
by fire in the spring of 1922. Work 
on actual construction will begin this 
fall.

The new building will be the last 
-word in modern dormitories, and 
something new in the western part 
of the country in this line. Costing 
approximately $150,000 and accom­
modating 125 men, it is to be built on 
the plan employed by English univer­
sities and many of the eastern col­
leges in their residence halls for men. 
The rooms will be grouped about five 
different entries; there will be three 
rooms for every two men, and a bath 
to every two suites of rooms.

Each suite of rooms is to consist 
of two single bed-rooms and a study. 
The building will be three stories 
high and fireproof.

A feature of the campaign to raise 
funds to rebuild the dormitory is 
the fact that the alumni and ex-stu- 
dents of the college at the recent 
commencement gathering took over 
the work of raising money, as a spec­
ial work of theirorganization, and 
have launched a campaign on the ba­
sis of cdllege loyalty. A field secre­
tary was employed who began work 
July 1 and pledges and checks are 
already coming in from the ex-stu- 
dents. According to officials of the 
college this co-operation on the part 
of the alumni has helped to make 
possible the replacing of Cowden 
Hall.

•IN KANSAS ARE 

KILLING CATTLE
Dodge City, Kan.—Agricultural

agents so far, have found no practica­
ble way of combatting a plague of 
fish reptiles which infest many small 
bodies of water in Western and South­
western Kansas, according to J. W. 
Land, county farm agent of Gra,nt

Probably hundreds of cattle have 
been killed by these strange organ­
isms, farmers have reported.

Apparently they give 
off a poison which is fatal to livestock, 
especially cattle, Land said.

Hereafter we 
shall simply touch a button and have 
it take the city out to us. Hereto­
fore we have been mining coal and i 
carrying to across the country to be I 
turned into power. Soon we will be ! 
sending the power across the country. 
If we persist in getting power from 
coal, we shall at least burn the coal 
where it is mined, converting it into 
electricity and not use up a big frac­
tion of the power, as we do today, in 
the process of transporting it. •

is the best of all places to eat it. Send­
ing it to the city costs much more 
than getting it out of the ground, and 
it has a lot of its flavor by the time 
it has reached the ultimate consumer. 
Also, there isn’t any room to live in 
the city, especially for children. They 
can't have real homes. They can’t 
stretch and grow, physically and spir­
itually, as human children should. The 
city has almost destroyed the home, 
but it has provided other advantages 
which the modern man can hardly do ! 
without. If only these advantages 
could be brought to the country vil­
lage and farm—well, watch what elec­
tricity is going to do next.

“ The next step it: industry, it ap­
pears, will be the development of the 
3mall, electrically driven factory, in 
the places where the raw materials 
are found. This will save the trans­
portation' of coal and raw materials. 
It will also do away largely with sea­
sonal unemployment, for manufactur­
ing and agriculture can arrange win­
ter and summer schedules as condi­
tions demand.

RADIjO IS USED BY LEGION

Widespread Membership of Veterans’ 
Organization Reached by Na­

tional and State Officials.

The voice of the American Legion 
is beingheard over the radio by mem­
bers of the organization throughout 
the country. Almost daily some offi­
cer or Legion leader tallqs to the wide­
spread membership of the veterans’ 
association using the wireless tele­
phone as the means of dissemination. 
This is made possible by the installa­
tion of hundreds of receiving sets in 
the homes of local Legion posts 
throughout the country.

In practically every post may be 
found some ex-service man who 
worked with the wireless telephone 
through the days of the war, or who. 
has become an ardent fan since the 
broadcasting of regular programs 
came into vogue. Officers of the Le­
gion recognize this fact and are tak­
ing advantage of the closer touch af­
forded them by means of the latest 
“miracle.”

One df the first instances of this 
use by officers was the broadcasting of 
National Commander Alvin Owsley’s 
“ keynote speech” from Lincoln, Neb. 
This was heard by Legionnaires all 
over the country, some as far away 
as the Atlantic coast.

State department commanders in 
many instances are beginning to make 
use of this method to reach their mem­
bers, many urging the installation of 
receiving sets for this purpose.

In the future further use of the 
radio is planned. The Decoration day 
address of Commander Owsley in San 
Francisco is to be sent out by a 
powerful station so that Legionnaires 
in the West may hear the commander 
at this time. At Kansas City, Mo., 
when a new Legion home was dedi­
cated, Commander Owsley’s talk was 
heard by Legionnaires of five states, 
who were asked to “stand by" at spe­
cial meetings to hear the Legion leader.

Followers of radio, who are active

national officers of the ex-service 
men’s organization will be relayed by 
radio to tlie more than three-quarter 
of a million members throughout the 
United States. And because of the 
power of many of the broadcasting 
stations, Legionnaires in other climes 
may soon be “listening in” on what 
their comrades at home in the states 
are doing.

Decentralization of service work 

undertaken by the American Legion 
will be carried out by the use of a 
plan put into effect by Joe Sparks, na­
tional chairman of the committee of 
the Legion. This plan, Mr. Sparks be­
lieves, will expedite the handling of 
claims referred to the Legion, and will 
draw quick action on the part of the 
veterans’ bureau.

Under the new system, all claims 
coming to the attention of (he nation­
al service division will be forwarded 
direct to the Legion department serv­
ice office in the state 1b which the 
claim originates.

Contact with the subdistrict offices 
of the United States veterans’ bureau 
will be maintained by these officers 
and the offices which have jurisdic­
tion over the claims presented will be 
regularly visited. Any inattention or 
lack of co-operation by veterans' bu­
reau heads will be reporteyl to the 
national service division.

If for any reason a claim is not set­
tled satisfactorily by the subdistrict 
office, the department head will refer 
to the liaison representative of the- 
American Legion at the district offlde 
of the veterans’ bureau. Files in the' 
majority of the cases are in the office' 
of the district in which the veteran- 
lives.

A ccrokie-jar containing 18,720 cook­
ies should satisfy the most ravenous 
appetite.

That’s the number of cookies pre­
pared by members of the American' 
Legion Auxiliary of Kansas for dis­
abled veterans in hospitals a£ Kansas' 
City and Leavenworth. There are 130 
units' of the Auxiliary in Kansas. Each 
unit prepares and mails 12 dozen cook­
ies to the hospitals every month.

The cookies are sent to the chief 
dietitian of each hospital and she 
places them in big jars in the coiri- 
dors. When’ the cookie jar is set out, 
the disabled men come from every 
ward, on crutches, in wheel chairs, and 
with canes rapping the floor, eager to

The negro’s lesson came too late to 
do him any good, but fate is g'oing to 
be more charitable to the State of 
Texas. It is going to give Texas an­
other chance. Will the voters accept 
it?

In 1923 legislative experience of 
Texas should arouse the people to an 
appreciation of the fact that then- 
business down at Austin has, and is 
being conducted in a Careless and in­
efficient manner; that, the fau't lies, 
not so much with the employes of the 
State or the representatives of the 
people as it does with the antiquated 
methods employed. The legislature is 
bound by precedent. It is tied hand 
and foot with rolls and rolls of red 
tape. It does things the same way 
and in the same order as did the leg­
islatures forty years ago. As in those 
days, we have some very strong, ca­
pable men in th legislature, but there 
is but little opportunity for them to 
display statesmanship as against the 
majority who believe that they were 
sent to Austin to represent some little 
district instead of the entire State, 
and whose sole mission seems to be to 
secure legislation on some local pro­
ject or to put something across for 
some organization. While it is true 
that members do represent their own 
districts and should guard the inter­
ests of the people in that district, 
their main duty, and the one they lose 
sight of, is to legislate foivthe people 
of the entire State and divide the bur­
dens of government expense equally 
among all the people acording to their 
ability to pay.

Farm and Ranch reiterates that the 
legislature is too large and that the 
order of business is just the reverse 
of what it should be. Even with a 
legislature of the present membership, 
the business’ of the State could be con­
ducted in half the time it now requires 
if it were made the rule to make all 
appropriations for existing depart­
ments and institutions and work al­
ready in progress befere bills of a lo­
cal nature, or bills establishing new 
institutions, or the beginning of new 
work, could be introduced. It would 
be good business to adequately care 
for departments and institutions al­
ready in existence before obligating 
the taxpayers for new things.

The legislature should have present­
ed for their consideration a budget of 
the various departments and institu­
tions and should begin work on those 
budgets immediately after organiza­
tion. They should stay on this work 
to the exclusion of all new legislation 
until it is out of the way. If this 
were done, called sessions would be 
rare exceptions.

COMPILING WD'RLD WAR DATA

Achievements of Men and Women Dup 
ing Great Conflict to Be Re­

corded in General History.

Compilation of the achievements oi 
the men and women of the World war, 
and the establishment of a national 
historical archives for the preservation 
of documents and important data con­
cerning the campaigns of the war, is 
the principal work which has fallen to 
the office of the national historian of 
the American Legion.

One of the most recent advances of 
this important cog in the Legion ma­
chine at headquarters in Indianapolis, 
is the completion of the biographical 
data of the men whose World war 
careers and prominence in Legion his­
tory will be of interest to Legion men 
in future years.

Eben E. Putnam, of Wellesley Farms, 
Mass., natjpnal historian of the or­
ganization, whose entire time is de- 
manded in the obtaining of data and 
records for the continuance of the 
archives section of the Legion, has 
delegated much of this work for 
biographical reference to Harvey Q. 
Thomas, assistant national historian 
formerly of Monticello, Ind.

Under Mr. Thomas’ direction, ac­
cumulation of this data concerning 
nearly 3,000 Legion members through­
out the 11,000 posts of the organization

Fismes, 
he was returned to the UnKed States, 
landing on Armistice day, and was re­
tired from the service in July, 1920, 
with the rank of captain.

proval of the plans as they had'been 
outlined to us, and a plain discussion 
of the facts.

Possibly, therefore, this disapproval 
and discussion, endorsed by many citi­
zens who are interested in our city’s 
external appearance, had something’ 
to do with the calling of a mass meet­
ing of citizens and property owners in 
the court house on Tuesday afternoon. 
Be it as maybe the meeting was called 
by Mayor T. Paul Barron, and a good­
ly number responded and were pres­
ent.

Mayor Barron outlined such contem­
plations as the city council had pre­
viously discussed, and they were unan­
imously approved by every one present 
and to the, extent that a motion by 
Judge J. M. DeArmond was carried 
“ That the city council be requested to 
make the necssary preliminary plans 
to present to the people for the pur­
pose of voting bonds for a sewerage 
system and for street pawing.”

These plans involve many things 
that the people will want to know be­
fore they are called upon to express 
themselves by the ballot. Paramount 
among these things will be the cost in 
additional taxes to take care of bonds 
in given amounts; how much paving 
can be had for a given amount, and 
the scope and efficiency, of such pro­
posed system of sewerage. These 
things together with such steps as 
may be necessary in bringing about a 
suitable bond election, the city council 
will look into at once, and all the facts 
will be. given to the people of Midland 
sufficiently prior to such bond election 
as to enable them to weigh every de­
tail carefully arid sensibly determine 
the expediency and necessity of such 
plans as may be proposed.

It was brought out, in the discus­
sions of those present at this meeting, 
that Midland has been exceedingly lax 
in her progressive procedure and far 
behind other towns of equal import­
ance and reputation in West Texas. 
“ Why,”  remarked one enthusiast, 
“ when we go away from home it ha3 
been the custom to stiffen and perk up 
a little .when we tell that we are from 
Midland. Midland has borne the rep­
utation of being ‘The Queen City of 
the South Plains,’ but it is beginning 
to become a habit fpr us to droop a 
little when we see what other West 
Texas towns are doing.”

The necessity for a sewerage sys­
tem was emphasized in a discussion of 

fj health precautions. We face, at any 
time, it was pointed out, an epidemic

■>st us far more than would be en­
