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We” Simply Means Col. and Mrs. Lindbergh Now-- Baby Is Gone

BULLETIN: Close secrecy of plans for a 
savage frontal attack on a guarded clew 
was announced over radio at 2 o’clock.
HOPEWELL, May 13. (U P).— New Jersey state author­

ities, backed by the federal government, today were ap­
parently on a direct trail of the murderer or murderers of 
Charles A. Lindbergh Jr.

President Hoover at Washington ordered the secret serv­
ice to “make the kidnaping and murder of the Lindbergh 
baby a live and never forgotten case.”

New Jersey police revealed that the Lindbergh emis­
saries had been in actual contact with men believed to be 
without question the kidnapers.

Dr. James D. Condon, mysterious “Jafsie” who paid a 
$50,000 ransom futilely and John Hughes Curtis, Norfolk 
negotiator, were questioned by police from 4 o’clock this 
morning.

Later police announced information which was being 
“followed up.”

Dr. Condon revealed that the men had sent, as a “ token”  
for identification for Colenel Lindbergh, a sleeping suit 
taken from the baby.

This convinced the colonel that they held the child and 
the money was paid although at that time the little victim 
was dead.

Dr. Condon was given a “clean bill of health” by police 
and returned to New York City.

Senators and congressmen joined President Hoover in 
demands for the kidnapers conviction.

At Englewood, N. J., a member of the Morrow family 
told the United Press that Anne Morrow Lindbergh was 
“in good health.”

The Lindbergh-Morrow families have made no plans 
about taking the body. It is probable that no funeral will 
be held.

The baby’s skull was crushed and the body so badly 
decomposed that its sex was unable to be determined.

Positive identification was made by overlapped toes, 
embroidery on its clothes, and its hair.

HOPEWELL, N. J., May 13.-—The kidnaped and mur­
dered baby was identified by fragments of his garments.

A  scant five miles from the Sourland Mountain estate 
of Colonel Charles A. Lindbergh and within 75 feet of 
emergency telephone lines employed in an unparalleled 
search, the body was discovered in a wooded area partly 
concealed by leaves and dirt.

The discovery was made by occupants of a transfer 
truck on a country crossroads just 72 days after the world’s 
most celebrated infant was spirited away from his home.

The skull bore a hole the size of a 25-cent piece above 
the forehead.

j An attempt had been made to bury the body. A  coroner 
I said death was due to a compound fracture of the skull.
1 The hair of the dead child tallied with the shade of the 
[ blond, curly-haired Lindbergh heir 20 months old when he 
j was stolen. An undershirt and flannel band furnished a 
j more positive Jink. Similar articles of clothing from thé 
Lindbergh baby’s wardrobe were brought to the spot from 
the home. They matched closely enough to convince au­
thorities they had found the body of the famous baby for 
whom hundreds of thousands of policemen in every part 
of the globe searched.

About 2:15 p. m. a truck bearing four men had stopped 
on a steep grade between Hopewell and the hamlet of 
Mount Rose. The vehicle halted opposite a wood separat­
ed from the road by a small ditch. William Allen, a negro, 
went into the woods and saw the body.

The body was pretty well concealed by leaves, dirt and 
brush, the subsequent formal statement by Col. H. Norman 
Schwarzkopf, military aide to Col. Lindbergh, explained. 
“ x x x going under the bush he (Allen) lowered his head 
and as he raised a branch he saw a skeleton on the 
ground.”

“It was in a bad state of decomposition,” was the way 
Schwarzkopf summarized the gruesome details of the con­
dition of the child.

Physicians later theorized the compound fracture was 
caused either by a terrible blow on the head with a blunt 
instrument or from the effects of being hurled from a 
car.

The best medical estimate was that the body had been 
exposed to weather “about two months.” However, phy­
sicians explained the child might have been abandoned on 
the same night he was stolen from his home.

Colonel Lindbergh, who had made an exhaustive pri­
vate and separate search for his stolen son, spending thou­
sands of dollars and even paying ransom to the supposed 
kidnapers, was absent as the formal statement of the find­
ing of the body came from police headquarters at his hill­
top home.

State troopers said he was not on the estate.
Latest reports were that he had been in Virginia more 

than two weeks attempting to establish contact with men 
posing as the kidnapers.

Mrs. Anne Lindbergh, daughter of the late Senator 
Dwight W . Morrow, who expects the arrival of another 
child within several months, also was not seen. She and

ENLGEWOOD, May 13. (UP)—A 
member of the. Morrow family told 
the United Press today that Anne 
Liiidbergh is "in good health” and 
"bearing up remarkably well.”

“Anne is the bravest of girls and 
has been a little soldier throughout 
the case,” the statement said.

Mrs. Lindbergh is expecting an­
other baby the latter part of August 
or in early September. •

The member of the family said 
no positive funeral services had been 
arranged. No plans were announced 
for the disposal of the body.

Even with dire tragedy stalking 
the Lindbergh mansion, Mrs. Lind­
bergh did not change appreciably, 
save for great circles around her 
eyes and an appearance of being

greatly tired.
She was with her husband most 

of the day, save for the time it was 
necessary for him to confer with 
those who are staging a savage drive 
to uncover those responsible for the 
abduction and murder of his young 
son.

The announcement that the flyer 
and his wife would sell their large 
home and estate did not come ,as a 
surprise. Already reconciled to then- 
grief for days before the finding of 
their child’s body, yet not struck 
with the full horror that fell last 
night, they had laid plans for mov­
ing away from their Sourland Hill 
place and seeking what solace re­
mains to them in the seclusion of 
some removed and unannounced 
spot.

TRENTON, N. J.. May 13.—Two 
tremendous blows on the head end­
ed the life of Charles A. Lindbergh, 
Jr., the official autopsy by Dr. Chas. 
Mitchell, county physcian, disclosed 
last night.

Tire autopsy showed the skull had 
been fractured on the left side, the 
fracture extending from the top to 
just behind the left ear. The second 
blow was dealt on the right side of 
the head just back of the right ear, 
and left a hole one-half inch in 
diameter.

It was as if some adult person 
had held the baby tightly hr his 
arms and deliberately hammered the 
head with the purpose of causing 
instant death.

The diagnosis was:
“The cause of death is a fractured 

skull due to external violence.”
Dr. Mitchell's (deport confirmed 

that decomposition of the body had 
progressed to a point where it could 
be surmised the child had been killed

naping, depending on climatic and 
other conditions that might have 
produced such results.

Tire autopsy also indicated the 
body had not been disturbed, prob­
ably since it had been buried, al­
though . this point was not covered 
definitely.

Teeth, cranial and other bone for­
mation were given to confirm the 
identification of the child, although 
the autopsy was purely tecTTnical 
and itself did not try to establish 
identity.

Dr. Mitchell said there was evi­
dence of a hemorrhage on the inner 
surface of the left side Of the skull 
at the point of fracture. This would 
indicate the blow on the left side of 
the head might have been the one 
actually causing death.

The scalp was so badly decom­
posed it was impossible to find any 
contusions or hemorrhage condi- 
tionss external to the skull, Dr. Mit­
chell added. Thus it was impossible

It will take a long time for it to win back its former 
status.

Princesa’ Love
Letters Club Students Planning 

Long Bicycle TourBERLIN. (UP).—Stolen love let­
ters of Princess Buelow made Bis­
marck’s -most powerful successor, 
Chancellor Bernhard von Buelow, a 
mere tool in the hands of the Wil- 
hehnstrasse’s “ mystery man,” Bar­
on Frederick August von Holstein, 
according to a recent account by the 
historian, Prof. Johannes Haller.

This version, contradicted by 
Prince Buelow’s admirer’s, partial­
ly has been confirmed toy newly 
published recollections of the not­
ed historian, Prof. Robert David- 
sohn.

Although many critics, including 
historians, following the publication 
of Professor Haller’s -theory, had de­
clared that the love letters in ques­
tion never were written, Professor 
Davidsohn confirmed then- exist­
ence. The letters, he wrote in an , 
article in a German review, were ad­
dressed to -the pianist Carl Tavisig, 
whom the princess, then Countess 
Doenhoff, nee Princess Oamporeale, 
fervently admired. Davidsohn’s bro­
ther, who was an intimate friend of 
Tausig, found the countess’ letters 
among the pianist’s belongings after 
the latter had died. He offered them 
to their writer-then Countess Bue­
low, who was gratified by their re­
covery.

It is certain, Professor Davidsohn 
concluded, 'that the -Countess, later 
Princess Buelow, kept the letters. 
Whether they were stolen in 1899, 
as Haller assumed, thus giving Hol­
stein a weapon which he could use 
at his discretion against Buelow, 
could not be established. However, 
the love letter theory of Professor 
Haller will have to be taken serious­
ly, owing to evidence that the letters 
in question existed and were in Prin­
cess Buelcw’s possession.

Mrs. Morrow, were known to have 
been in the house, however.

A wind howled over the Sourland 
countryside that March 1 night 
when the kidnapers crept up a lad­
der to the second-story window and 
took the baby from his crib while 
his parents and nurse were in other 
parts of the house. A drizzling 
rain fell in the dusk of the late aft­
ernoon today as those who had been 
summoned by police assembled in 
the garage.

Discusses Details 
Schwarzkopf, a- grave look on his 

face, told reporter arrivals to be 
seated around the long table in the 
garage and then discussed in detail 
how the statement was to be made 
public.

He directed that no one leave be­
fore he had concluded. And when 
he had finished, he waved aside all 
questions and directed all outsiders 
to depart at once.

As he read his typewritten state­
ment in a quiet, deliberate voice, he 
seemed to be weighing each word 
carefully before uttering it.

Pencils raced across scratch pads 
and there were no interruptions ex­
cept for the almost constant jang­
ling -of telephone bells. State 
troopers answered the calls but re­
fused to reply to any questions.

Hie formal statement:
“We have to announce apparently 

the body of the Lindbergh baby was 
found at 3:15 p. m. William Allen, 
a negro, was riding from Mount 
Rose, Ni J., to Hopewell with Orville 
Wilson i Mr a truckload of timber. 
They stopped the truck near a 
wods. He, Allen, went into the 
woods pn the Mount Rose Hill in 
Mount Rose, N. J. Going under the 
bush he. lowered his head and as 
he raised a branch he-’saw a skele­
ton on the ground, and.'a’ person’s foot. pt-llji.

“He called back to Mr. Wilson. i 
Mr. Wilson ran into ¡the-Woods, saw! 
what it was .and decided to go to 
Hopewell .to get police.

They notified Chief Wolf of the 
Hopewell police who notified these 
headquarters. Inspector Walsh of 
Jersey City, Sergt. Moffett of the 
Newark police, Lieut. Keaton of the 
New Jersey state police, and a num­
ber of other detectives immediately 
went to the scene.

“They reported finding the body 
of a child estimated to be between 
iy2 and 2 years old in a bad state 
of decomposition, having blonde hair 
and wearing what appeared to be 
an undershirt and a flannel band 
around the body.
.. “Not satisfied with this as identi­
fication the men sent back to Hope- 
well to the Lindbergh estate to get 
samples of the undershirt the baby 
wore and of the flannel shirt the 
baby had on the night of the kid­
naping (March l.) This flannel shirt 
had an embroidered collar on it. 
These articles were taken back to 
the scene and were compared with 
the clothing found on the body and 
were matched closely enough to af­
ford an identification of the body as 
that of the Lina'ergh baby.

“The statement of William Allen 
and Orville Wilson says that the 
body was pretty well concealed by 
leaves) dirt and brush.

“The skull had a hole in it about 
the size of a 25 cent piece above 
the forehead. There apparently had 
been an attempt to bury the body 
face downward. It was in a bad state 
of decomposition. Mercer county 
coroner and the county physician 
wereVimmfediatelv called; The j'jhy.s'i- 
cian is Dr. Charles H. Mitchell. The 
coroner is Walter Swayze, both of

yards off the road In the woods.

To this dramatic denouement the 
reaction of Governor Moore was ex­
pressed tersely in these words: 

“Every attempt should be made 
now to find the murderers of the 
Lindbergh baby.”

His sentiment was echoed in a 
second statement from Colonel 
Schwarzkopf, which was as follows: 

Second Statement'
“As long as there' was' a possi­

bility of the baby being alive, the 
police have been acting with a cer­
tain amount of suppres'Secl activity 
in order not to interfere' with any 
negotiation^. Every possible effort 
will be used and all men necessary 
will immediately exercise every pos-

sible effort to accomplish the arrest 
of the kidnapers and murderers. We 
have had under suspicion a group 
of persons suspected of being the 
kidnapers and immediate steps will 
be taken and are being taken to ac­
complish their arrest.

“Emergency telephone lines for 
the case are lying on the ground 
where they were placed by telephone 
men within 75 feet of where the 
body was found.”

Mount Rose is a hamlet of five 
houses and a general store. The 
Mount Rose road is a little-traveled 
cross road between Princeton and 
Hopewell.

Two Months Inquiry
The discovery of the body in the 

very countryside where the kidnap­
ing occurred' followed more than two 
months of whirlwind investigation.

Ships at sea had been searched. 
A New Jersey state police officer 
had been sent to Europe to pursue 
one phase of the inquiry there.

Wild tips came to the Lindbergh 
estate by mail and cable from al­
most every nation on the globe. Spe­
cial translators were employed to 
handle the foreign mail that poured 
in when the investigation was at its 
height.

The peak in the long-drawn-out 
search came when it was learned 
Dr. John F. Condon, aged New York 
educator, April 2, had paid $50,000 
ransom money, as an agent for 'Col. 
Lindbergh, to a man in the shadow 
of the Bronx (New York City) cem­
etery.

This development followed a long 
series of communications between 
Dr. Condon and men representing 
themselves as agents of the kidnap­
ers. Some of this communication 
was by notes and the rest through 
a series of newspaper advertisements 
which Dr. Condon signed with the 
name of “Jafsie.”

Paid the Money
Finally, convinced he was in con­

tact with the real kidnapers, he 
paid the money. He said later Col. 
Lindbergh himself sat in a car a 
block away while the money, in bills 
of small denomination, passed hands, j

The Colonel and some of his as­
sociates inf,mediately left for the 
Massachusetts coast where Dr. Con- ! 
don said the receiver of the ransom j 
had said the baby would be found.

Two days of futile search followed j 
and, finally, convinced those who re- j 
ceived the money were not going to ■ 
live up to their part of the bargain, I 
Lindbergh gave a list of the serial 
numbers of the bills to the treasury 
department.

The numbers were sent far and 
wide. Some of the bills were report­
ed found, but the discoveries did 
not lead the investigators any near­
er to a solution. of the mystery or 
discovery of the child’s whereabouts.

Three Others
Meanwhile, three other intermedi­

aries—a retired admiral, a clergy­
man and a shipbuilder—were mak­
ing diligent efforts at Norfolk, Va., 
to . establish contact with the men 
they believed the abductors.

After frequent mysterious trips by 
plane, they announced they had 
succeeded, but their hope of bring­
ing about the child's return grew 
bright only to dim again as weeks 
wore on.

Underworld Figures

Three other figures known to the 
underworld entered into the far- 
flung hunt.

Salvatore Spitale and Irving Bitz 
were named intermediaries by Col.

They finally dropped from the 
picture weeks later when they said 
through their attorney they had not 
been able to establish any contact 
with the kidnapers.

Tire third man, Morris Rosner, 
made frequent trips to the Lind­
bergh home and on one occasion 
said the baby was well and that he 
expected delivery shortly.

Negro Who Found Baby 
Doesn’t Want Reward

HOPEWELL. N. J.. May 13. (UP) 
William Allen, 46, negro, last night 
gave the following account of how 
he discovered the body of the Lind­
bergh child:

“After I got into the woods I 
went under a branch and looked 
down. Í saw a skull sticking up out 
of the dirt which seemed to have 
been kicked up around it. I thought 
I saw a baby, with its foot sucking 
out of the ground.

“I called Williams, (OrviiTe Wil­
liams, his companion) and he came 
into the woods. I said, T think its a 
baby.’

“He said: T guess I ’ll report it 
to Charley Williamson (one of the 
two members of Hopewell’s police 
force).

“We stopped at Hopewell and af­
ter looking around for Charley we 
found him in the barber shop.

“I said ‘Could you talk to me for 
a couple of minutes?’ He said ‘Sure,- 
he‘d talk to me for five if I wanted 
to.

"Williamson went and got the 
state police. He took me back to 
the truck and after I delivered the 
load of blocks I had on the truck I 
took him to the road where we 
found the baby.

“The baby was about 45 feet back 
from the road. After I showed it to 
Charley he went and got some state 
policemen and drove my truck back 
home and went to dinner.

“After I got home, Williamson and 
some plainclothes men came and 
got me and took me to Lindbergh’s 
house. When I got there they asked 
me a lot of questions, like what 
time I seen the baby and where I 
seen it and all about it.

“Then they brought me back home 
and I ain’t had no dinner yet.

"I just hope they get the man 
that did it. Nothing- w ouli be too 
bad to do to him.”

Allen, who lives in a plain little 
house with his wife and five chil­
dren, jogged the two youngest Al­
len babies slowly on his knee as he 
related his story.

He said he didn’t “want no re­
ward” for finding the baby; he just 
wanted to keep his job.

Nurse of Child 
Identifies Garments

TRENTON, N. J., May 13.—Col­
onel H. Norman Schwarzkopf last 
night issued the following emergen­
cy bulletin:

“A preliminary telephone report: 
from the county physician indicates 
that a number of positively identi­
fying characteristics have been dis-¡ 
covered on the body found today 
\hich would identify it as £eing 
the body of the Lindbergh -baby.”

Betty Gow, the baby’s nursemaid, 
has positively identified the gar­
ments found on the body discovered 
today as being the garments in 
which the Lindbergh baby was 
clothed on the night of the kidnap­
ing. The sleeping suit was not on 
Che body but the two shirts on the 
b,aby have been positively identified 
by Betty Gow. Mrs. Morrow and; 
Mrs. Lindbergh were at the Hope-: 
well home when it became known 
that the baby found today was the 
Lindbergh baby.

“Colonel Lindbergh was immedi­
ately communicated with and left 
for Hopewell.

.“The body was found on the left 
(southwest) side: of the road :góingj 
from Mount Rosé to Hopewell. More 
than 20 additional - troopers were im­
mediately ordered'' to duty upon thd 
discovery of the facts which have 
come to light today. Additional men 
are being detailed also.”

In an earlier bulletin Colonel 
Schwarzkopf said “We have had 
under suspicion a group of persons 
suspected of being the kidnapers.”

“Information concerning the gang 
referred to is now being checked and 
such parts of this as will not inter­
fere with the apprehension of the 
gang will be revealed in a later bul­
letin.”

Capital Stunned; New 
Laws Are Promised

WASHINGTON, May 13.—Deter­
mination that kidnapers of the fu­
ture will be forced to cope with re­
lentless federal laws echoed through 
congress today as highest official­
dom expressed the nation’s grief at 
the Lindbergh tragedy.

President and Mrs. Hoover were 
among the first in the city to have 
the sorrowful news that the baby 
had been found dead relayed to them 
‘and aides of the chief executive im­
mediately communicated with New 
Jersey lor full information.

Plainly showing his deep feeling, 
Vice Président Curtis said: “They 
have my deepest sympathy, and my 
most heartfelt condolences go out 
to the bereaved mother and Colonel 
Lindbergh and to their families in 
their sorrow: it is a most shocking 
thing.”

In both houses of congress, mean­
time, it was forecast that federal 
anti kidnaping laws soon would be 
passed.

Legislation is pending before the 
senate judiciary committee to make 
interstate kidnaping subject to fed­
eral jurisdiction, and Chairman Nor­
ris said it would be enacted.

“It is too awful to talk about,” the 
Nebraska republican said in com­
menting on the Lindbergh case.

Representative Cochran, demo­
crat, Missouri, author of a bill to 
make transporting of abducted per­
sons across state lines a capital of­
fense, said there was no doubt but 
that his bill would be speedily ap­
proved.

agreed that it would be better not 

i to press their legislation until the 
Lindbergh case was closed.

“The mothers of this country will 
never be satisfied until they know 
the United States government is 
solidly behind the protection of their 
children,” Cochran said.

A second kidnaping control bill 
sponsored by the Missourian, which 
would outlaw the sending of threat­
ening letters through the mails, was 
passed by the house ancl is before 
the senate judiciary committee.

While these legislators looked to 
safeguarding against future kidnap- 
ings, j . Edward Hoover, chief of the 
department of justice's bureau of 
investigation, promised aid in run­
ning down the Lindbergh abductors.

“It is quite possible that how the 
police may have definite clews as 
to the kidnapers,” he said. “ It is 
quite certain that they will go al­
ter them hard, and we, of course, 
will help in any way we can,”

Others said:
Senator Logan, Democrat, Ken­

tucky: “I very deeply sympathize 
with Colonel and Mts. Lindbergh. It 
is one of the saddest tragedies in 
American history. I am intensely 
grieved with them.”
