Schroeder Tells 
Method of Finding 

Correct Tire Sizes
Vic Schroeder, manager of the'Wil­

liams Auto Supply Co. house here, 
has compiled information on tires and 
tubes and the rim sizes they fit. His 
statement follows:

Tire and rim sizes- are often con­
fused and seem to be a complex to the 
average motorist and tire user. I am 
giving a few simple rules that govern 
this factor:

First of all I shall explain that the 
terms width and diameter are 30 di­
ameter by 5.25 width.
BALLOON TIRES:

The decimal fractional part of a 
tire width is determined in this man­
ner:
On all widths up to 5.00;
Take all . decimals up to .50 as the 
whole number only and all decimals 
above the aforesaid and up to the next 
whole number as the whole number 
and one-half.
On all widths 5.00 and above;

Disregard all decimal parts and con­
sider whole numbers as given in 
width only.
MULTIPLY .“ 2” times the width of 
the tire and subtract this from your 
tire diameter. This leaves you rim 
diameter (size.)
HIGH PRESSURE TIRES:

The same rule of finding rim sizes 
applies here as does in balloon tires.

The common way of finding over- 
sizes is to bear in mind that the width 
of a tire size increases 1-2 inch every 
time that the diameter is increased

any. meal. When 
one has tomatoes, 
canned, or fresh, 
or a few- cans of 
any. good soup, a 
irbt dish 'is quick­

ly supplied. Potato soup is always 
enjoyed and a cupful of mashed po­
tato left from thé previous dinner 
may form the base of a good cream 
Soup.

If one has a cupful or two of left­
over ham, put it through the meat 
grinder and cover a layer of thinly 
sliced potatoes with enough milk and 
a spoonful of flour, bits of butter and 
seasoning- of salt and pepper, then 
cover with .-the ham and bake in a 
slow oven until the potatoes are well 
cooked.

Corn Beef Hash.—Empty a can of 
corn beef and grind it witli five pota­
toes put through the coarser knife of 
the meat, grinder. Cooked corn beef 
left over from a boiled dinner will be 
even better flavored. Mix and season 
well, put into a hot frying pan with a 
tablespoonful of sweet fat, cook slow­
ly, adding cream or milk to keep .the 
mixture soft. Serve folded like an 
omelet.on a hot-platter garnished with, 
sliced dill pickles cut into fan shapes., 
Poache.d-egES -may be' served with this 
dish if a: more satisfying main dish Is 
nqeded.

Rhurbarb Pudding.—Spread bread 
with butter and -eover in a deep baking 
dish with a layer of chopped or finely 
cut rhubarb; sprinkle with sugar, add 
bits of butter and repeat until the dish, 
is sufficiently full. -: Add, a.-little water 
or any fruit juice ; pineapple is espe­
cially good, and bake until thoroughly 
hot. Sponge, cake rnay be used In 
place of the bread if desired.

Luncheon Dish—Take a cupful of 
cooked rice, add it with a little milk 
and four fresh eggs to a hot frying 
pan well greased with blitter. Cook 
and stir as for scrambled -eggs. This 
dish will stretch tiie eggs,, making a 
most nourishing dish for quite a num­
ber. The, proportions may be the same 
for larger or smaller amounts.

Curtis Place Shows
Value of Irrigation

The Curtis "place, lying- six miles 
north of Midland, is a concrete exam­
ple of what can' be done in Midland 
County with irrigation. This is a 
part of the Seharbauer ranches.

Cantaloupes, watermelons, tomat­
oes, ochra, peas, beans, pumpkins, 
casaba mêlons, onions, squashes, cu­
cumbers and sweet potatoes raised on 
the ranch this year are paying the 
operating expenses of the entire ranch 
and besides that furnishing.cow-punch­
ers on several of his other ranches 
with fresh garden stuff. Income 
from cantaloupes alone has paid the 
grocery bill of W. T. Forehand, fore­
man of the ranch, and supplied the 

! tables of Clarence Scharbriuer and his 
chief lieutenant, John Dublin.

I' Besides the- vegetables watered 
; from windmills, (the place produces 
apples, currants, pecans, peaches, 
plums, pears, figs and mulberries. 
Clarence Seharbauer says his pecans 
are a nuisance though, because the 
cowhands stand around eating pecans 
when they ought to be punching cows.

The ranch grows enough feed to 
keep all the cattle fat through the 
Winter. Seharbauer says he may fin- 
aly even come to cotton. Though one 
of the biggest ranches in Texas, 
Seharbauer was one of the first to 
welcome farmers to Midland. When 
he let the contract for excavation of 

j his new six-story hotel he refused lo 
j let the contract to anyone, even at 
j the liability of losing several hundred 
dollars, who would not agree to em­
ploy Midland farmers.

’ Eramthgin whose ruler is

Tom Jones to' Tonsorialise 
their whiskers at Leningraad- 
ovich, Russia, or Paul Barron 
to edit the Weekly Wet Wash 
at Pekin, it would have 
been in keeping with their 
established accomplishments 
but to send a nonentity like 
us. who don’t know only that 
a steer has four legs 
but don’t know on which 
corner of the steer they 
belong, struck us as being • 
abysmal, diplomacy that is to say
at the bottom of the ditch.
We left New York on the 
Rossi Buenta of the Italian- 
American Line for Naples.
