Telephone conversations and tele­
grams' have passed back and forth 
between the Chamber of Commerce 
and Commissioner Joe Burkett this 
week, and it is said that $5,000 of 
state aid has been promised, provid­
ed that something like $2,500 to 
$4,000 can be raised locally to lay 
the hard surface from curb to curb.

Klapproth and 
Secretary Paul T. Vickers went to 
Eastland yesterday to confer with 
Commissioner Burkett as to the exact 
procedure to take, and are expected 
to report today with the full details.

The asphalt is now being laid on 
the highway, (.he local creyf pid ma­
chinery y & jjp g  §H "fen east
and' ten miles west, They expect to 
make about a mile a day, and to have 
the strip through this county finish­
ed in at least a iriorith. *

The asphalt is applied at an in­
tense heat, laying it on half of the 
road at a time, so that cars may 
pass. It is -ready for traffic almost 
immediately after laying it on the 
road, being held together by a good 
mixture of “ chat,”  which is a thin 
hard, flat rock, much more satisfac­
tory than gravel.

The city will be allowed from one 
to two weeks to get a contract made 
for the laying of the surface from 
curb to curb on about seven blocks 
through the business and residential 
section.

State Crop Report
Not Like Midland

The following excerpt from the 
•June 1st report of the State Agricul­
tural Commission does not sound 
much like the conditions in and 
around Midland.

The general trend of his entire re­
port is that crop conditions are poor, 
as evidenced by the next paragraph.

Ootton Crop Problematical.
“ No one need believe that because 

the cotton acreage has been increas­
ed that this means a large yield. It 
might be possible to make a good 
crop, but it is not probable. In fact 
the chances are ten to one against 
making a big crop. There were no 
winter rains and there is no subsoil 
moisture, and without ideal seasons 
through the Summer it will be impos­
sible to make a good crop. The far­
mers have Worked Weil and their 
crops are generally clean, The boll 
weevil are now in the early cotton 
puncturing the squares. Much of 
the late cotton is dying because of 
the lack of subsoil moisture. With­
out summer rains, cotton cannot 
make, and with too much summer 
rain, the weevil will destroy the 
crop, A short crop and good prices 
are now indicated, unless the other 
states increase their production over 
last .season.”

Much Better Here.
Although there was very little 

moisture here in the winter, the 
spring rains came early enough to 
furnish a good moisture in the sub 
soil and to make planting easy.

Midland is above the boll weevil 
belt, and consequently will run no 
danger from this source even with 
heavy summer rains.

Instead of being ten to one against, 
a good crop, it looks like a ten to one 
shot that there will be a dandy 
here.

Poorly built chimneys and flues 
and burned out stove pipe cause a 
fire somewhere every day.

A stove is a receptacle for fire, 
and should not be neglected; adja­
cent woodwork and the floor under 
it should be protected. Clothes hung 
too close to dry are easily ignited.

An open fireplace should always 
be protected by a wire sparkscreen. 
Many children are burned to death 
by their clothing igniting at open 
fires.

Gas and oil stoves should be kept 
clean and free from leaks. Never 
leave electric flat irons with the cur­
rent on.

The commercial storage, handling 
and use of explosives, inflammable 
and combustibles ought to be regu­
lated by public authority in the in­
terest of the common safety.

Gasoline, naphtha and similar vol­
atiles for domestic cleaning should 
be used always in the open air and by 
daylight only, and never near any 
open flame.

Burn your oily rags or waste after 
polishing furniture or woodwork 
about the house. Some oils ignite 
spontaneously and fires from that 
source are numerous.

Fire waste is not paid for by the 
insurance companies—-they only com 
lect and distribute the fire tax, and 
you contribute even though you in­
sure no property, for the cost of fire 
insurance is added by manufacturers 
and merchants to the price of their 
goods, and whoever buys any article 
of trade pays it.

There is no great mystery about 
fire prevention. It is not a science 
—fire prevention is just common 
sense. Be careful.

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pastures has been heavier than usual, 
but the market receipts are below 
those of May of last year. There 
will be some fat cattle for market by 
the beginning of July. If summer 
rains do not fail it is expected that 
the ■ fall movement will be light and 
considerable restocking will be done.

The condition of sheep and goat 
range has responded to the benefi­
cial rains of the month, going to 79 
per cent of normal from 62 per cent 
on May 1. Last year at this time it 
was 94 per cent. Sheep condition 
has risen to 80 per cent and that of 
goats to 82 per cent, but on June 1, 
1924, they were in excellent shape, 
range conditions having been the best 
in years. Summer weeds and grass 
are growing fast and the stock is get­
ting fat. Lambs and kids are grow­
ing off very well now, notwithstand­
ing their poor start. Losses were 
heavy in many instances. Sheep 
shearing has been delayed by the 
rains but will soon be over. The wool 
market is exceedingly dull. Most 
contracted wool has been delivered, 
price concessions being made in those 
instances where drouth had caused 
a break in the staple.

SUDAN GRASS FOR

SUMMER PASTURE
— o---

Sudan grass sowed now, or in May, 
June or July, on only moderately 
fertile land, with 300 or 400 pounds 
of a mixture of equal parts of acid 
phosphate and nitrate of soda, will 
make a growth of from three to five 
feet in 60 days. In 40 days from 
sowing it will be knee-deep to a mule 
or cow and will hide a sheep, goat 
or hog. Some of our readers may 
doubt this. Many of them will know 
from experience that it is true.

Sudan grass will go a long way 
towards solvnig our summer pasture 
problems, and solving our hay prob­
lems, too. Four or five pounds of 
seed will sow an acre. Plant in 2- 
foot rows. Twenty pounds of seed 
is the quantity for broadcost cowing. 
Sudan grass seed are listed by seeds­
men at 10 cents a pound in 100-pound 
lots. All seedsmen carry Sudan 
grass seed in stock.

On land that will make 25 bushels 
of corn to the acre, an acre in Su­
dan grass will give grazing for sev­
eral cows or horses for two months, 
or will yield two to three tons of hay 
in 60 days and one or two more tons 
in another 45 days.— The Progres­
sive Farmer.

HOG PROFITS FROM
FEEDING YOUNG PIGS

The economy of giving weanling 
pigs a liberal quantity of the right 
kind of feed is apparent when it is 
known that it only takes about three 
pounds of feed to produce one pound 
of grain in weight on pigs weighing 
from 15 to 50' pounds, whereas it 
requires five pounds of feed to pro­
duce a gain of one pound on pigs 
weighing between 200 and 250 
pounds. To grow pigs from 50 to 
100 pounds requires four pounds of 
feed for every pound of grain, but to 
grow pigs from 300 to 350 pounds re­
quires 5 1-2 pounds of feed for every 
pound of grain.

To realize that the r-ight kind of 
feed is important, it is only necessary 
to know that with young pigs it re­
quired 6.42 pounds of corn alone to 
make one pound of grain, whereas 
it only required 3.87 pounds -of tank­
age to make a pound of grain. In 
this case, .42 pounds of tankage was 
equal to 2.55 pounds of corn. At 2 
cents a pound or $1.12 a bushel for 
corn, the tankage was worth in this 
case $12.14 per 100 pounds, or 
$24.80 a ton. Still some think tank­
age at $75 to $100 a ton too high 
priced to buy, and continue to feed 
corn alone.

In fact, milk, fish meal and tank­
age are worth even more than the 
increased gains show when compared 
with corn alone, because the pigs 
keep in better health, are less likely 
to die, or become stunted, and get 
ready for market earlier, thus avoid­
ing the greater risks for a longer pe­
riod— Tait Butler in The Progres­

Texas Ranges
Doing Better

— o---
Houston, Texas, June 9.—The live 

stock report for Texas says:
With the exception o f a large part 

of the. southern half of the State, 
where only scattered rains have fal­
len, range and live stock conditions 
underwent considerable improve­
ment during the month. The situa­
tion is particularly poor in the south 
central counties, where rainfall has 
been very late and light. In favor­
ed places restocking is being attempt­
ed by those who look for increasing 
strength in the demand for cattle. 
Receipts at Fort Worth show a gain 
of 38,000 head' of cattle ' since Jan. 
1 over the receipts for the first five 
months of 1924, but a decrease of 
■15,000 calves, 21,000 hogs and 68,000 
sheep. Consequent to the poorer con­
dition on cattle the number loaded 
per car averages 34 head of steers, 
against 32 head last spring. On the 
basis of a half-year movement of 
500,000 steers this -would mean a re­
duced need of 1,000 stock cars.

Much of the stock range is being 
converted into farms, the tendency 
having grown with the unsatisfactory 
condition of the cattle industry and 
the relatively good price of cotton. 
It is estimated that as much os 4 per 
cent of the cattle range over large 
areas in the western part of the State 
is being converted into farms, up­
ward of one-half of the new1 land go­
ing into cotton. The tendency of 
buyers of woolen goods to delay pur­
chases in anticipation of lower prices 
has been keenly felt by wool grow­
ers, the poor demand at the London 
auctions apparently having had a dis­
quieting effect. Growers feel that 
the world situation warrants a high­
er price than is now being offered.

While there has been an improve­
ment of 11 points in cattle range con­
dition during May—from 64 per cent 
of normal on May 1 to 75 per cent 
on June 1— it still lacks much of 
equaling the 93 per cent reported a 
year ago. The condition over most 
of the south third of the State is very 
discouraging. Cattle also show an 
improvement in condition to 75 per 
cent of normal. Poverty losses con­
tinue in portions of the south and 
feeling is still necessary in a number 
of counties.

TEXAS LEADS IN
EXPORTS FOR 1924

By a great spurt in the last quar­
ter of 1924, Texas, second to New 
York for the first 9 months , of the 
year, overcame the Empire State’s 
lead, and secured the distinction of 
being listed as the “ Champion of the 
United States” in the government 
record book of exports maintained by 
the Commerce Department at Wash­
ington.

Texas’ evports for the entire year 
amounted to $737,218,927, as compar­
ed with New York’s total of $731,- 
593,502. Pennsylvania, running third 
in the list, was well over $400,000,- 
000 behind Texas. The total exports 
of the United States for the year un­
der review amounted to $4.493,151,- 
936.

Cotton shipments totaling $565,- 
270,762 made possible Texas’ triumph 
over New York, its only serious con­
tender in the race for export mark­
ets. Mineral oil exports for the pe­
riod under review followed with 
amounts of 817,370, and wheat ship­
ments came next with valuations 
of $45,273,167. Other items of lesser 
importance were cottonseed cake and 
meal shipments which were valued 
at $9,698,095; ores, metals, and man­
ufactures of, amounting to $5,277,- 
756; plank boards and scantlings, 
$3,952,178; sulphur or ' brimstone, 
$3,922,676; vehicles, $2,839,027; par­
affin wax, $1,565,849; and grain rice, 
totaling $1,385,669.

Export trade amounting to over 
$100,000,000 for the year, was regis­
tered by eleven states. They were 
Texas, with figures of $737,218,927; 
New York, $731,593,502; Pennsyl­
vania, $293,299,153; Illinois, $239,- 
314,270; California $234,684,210; 
New Jersey, $223,923,264; Louisiana, 
$222,847,224; Michigan, $177,876,- 
654; Virginia, $150,798,225; Ohio, 
$133,559,362; and Massachusetts, 
with merchandise valuations of $114,- 
418,430. Minnesota, with shipments 
valued at $99,880,490, was just out­
side of this leading- few states, while 
Nexada, with exports amounting to 
but $233,413, brought up the rear of 
the entire list.

This is the first time in the his­
tory o f Government trade statistics, 
according to Dr. Julius Klein, direc­
tor of the Bureau of Foreign and Do­
mestic Commerce, under whose 
charge the figures were compiled, 
that an attempt has been made to 
show the relative yearly standing of 
the different states and regions of 
the Union in the never ending strug­
gle for foreign trade. Formerly of­
ficial trade figures gave only the port 
from which shipments were cleared. 
Inland producers, desirous of finding 
out what agricultural and manufac­
tured goods came from their regions 
wanted the Commerce Department to 
adopt some other system. The out­
come was the new compilation which 
is based on through-bills-of-lading, 
and therefore, in the case of some 
states reflects but a part of their to­
tal foreign trade and for others in­
cluding- goods produced elsewhere. 
The elements of seasonal fluctuation, 
says Director Klein, should also be 
considered.

FEEDING FOR HIGH l
EGG PRODUCTION

The wild fowl of India, from which 
the domestic hen originated, lays 
about two dozen eggs in a season. In 
order to secure the high production 
expected of our flocks today, we are 
calling upon them to digest food more 
rapidly and more efficiently. To make 
this possible some of the feed must 
be ground, and u high or economical 
production cannot be secured unless 
this is done. It is still necessary, how­
ever, to give some unground grains 
to induce exercise and maintain the 
bird's appetite. Exercise and appetite 
are necessary to health and produc­
tion.. Let us keep in mind, then, that 
we are to feed a mash of such a na­
ture and jn such a manner that the 
maximum of eggs can be produced, 
and feed tlfe grains in a way which 
will provide the greatest inducement 
for exercise.

Ground feed may be fed in a trough 
oi- hopper to keep it clean and to save 
labor, but the value of grain is largely 
lost when it is made easily accessible 
on the bare floor or ground. Six to 
eight inches of dry, clean litter should 

! h - maintained on the floor and the 
grain buried in this both winter and 
summer. About 20 per cent of the 
grain mixture can consist of feeds like 
outs, barley, cane, or millet, which are 
i: ore slowly eaten, lengthening the 
scratching period and providing .■ a 
gauge as to whether too much or too 
little is being fed.

A change from day to day in what 
is fed will upset the bird’s digestive 
system. This is often done to stimu­
late her appetite, but a much safer 
means is the giving of a good variety 
every day. There should be a mini­
mum of three 'grains In the scratch 

j  feed and foreign ingredients to the 
i mash, accompanied by a supply of 
: meat, minerals and green feed. A 
small flock benefits very much from 
table scraps in providing variety.-—O, 
C. Krum, Poultry Specialist, Colorad- 
Agricultural College.

Scaly Leg of Chickens
Caused by Small Mite

Scaly leg in chickens Is caused by a 
small mite that burrows under the 
scales on the legs causing the forma­
tion of a spongy or powdery substance 
that raises the scales, causing severe 
inflammation. In bad cases the joints 
are affected, the bird becomes so lame 
that it can hardly walk and because it 
is unable to scratch it may lose flesh 
and die from hunger and exhaustion. 
In the treatment of scaly leg it is ad­
vised to smear the roosts with crude 
petroleum as a precautionary measure 
to prevent further spread of the dis­
ease. The infested birds should be 
isolated and have their legs washed 
with soap ami warm water, removing 
all loose scales. Dry the legs and ap­
ply an ointment made by .mixing oil 
of caraway one part with five parts of 
vaseline. If large numbers are af­
fected make a mixture of one-half pint 
of kerosene and one pint of raw lin­
seed oil in a quart can and dip the 
legs in this solution at night and set 
the fowls on the roost. Care-should 
be taken not t.o wet the feathers. Re­
peat the treatment in three or four 
days. Crude petroleum may be used 
In the same manner and Is very effec­
tive.

Three Classes of Fowls
on Average Farm' Today

There are three classes of. hens on 
most' farms today which should be 
marketed at once. The first group are 
those which are five years old or more 
and which have very low vitality. It 
is almost useless to try and fatten or 
prepare them for the market. They 
should be picked out and sold at once 
as they are wasting feed. The second 
group is composed of the ones from 
one to two years old which are large 
and fat. They could also be put on 
the market at once us they are not pro­
ducing returfis equal to the feed that 
Is being given them. The third group 
Is made up of those of medium age 
which are in fair condition but are very 
poor layers. These cun be shut up and 
fattened for a short while and then 
command a fair price on the market.

Epsom Salts for Hens
Epsom salts jflven to the flock at 

stated intervals is an excellent tonic. 
It should be given at least once each 
month at the rate of about one-half 
pound to each 100 adult fowls. It 
may be dissolved In the drinking wa­
ter and put before the birds far a few 
hours in the morning, during which 
time no other drink is given. Most 
noiiltrjrmen, however, prefer dissolving 
the salts in water and mixing a moist 
mash to put before the flock.

INSECT ENEMIES—

GRASSHOPPERS

By Edgar W. Cooley, Agricultural 
Extension Department International 
Harvester Company.

Occasionally and under certain fa­
vorable conditions grasshoppers do 
considerable: damage to field, orchard 
and garden crops.

Grasshoppers propagate along the 
banks of streams and ditches, in hay 
and alfalfa fields, and in rubbish 
piles. The locations afford excellent 
places for the female to lay her eggs. 
The eggs hatch in late spring and 
early .summer and immediately the 
young begin their destructive work.

Winter .plowing, deep disking, and 
constant cultivating disturbs the egg 
pods, breaking or exposing them so 
that they are destroyed by the heat 
or frost or eaten by the birds.

In serious cases trap crops are 
planted along one side o f the field 
and then sprayed with an arsenical 
poison. In case a strip of grass and 
weeds is left growing along the 
fence row, spray it with an arsen­
ide.

The use of poisoned bait will help 
destroy the pests. This bait is made 
by mixing 1 pound of paris green or 
arsenate of lead with 25 pounds of 
bran or alfalfa meal. Add to this 
2 quarts of low-grade molasses with 
from 2 to 5 gallons of water (using 
the larger amount of water in dry 
climates ) and add the .juice and rind 
of six finely chopped lemons or or­
anges. Stir this syrup into the poi­
soned bran or meal to make wet 
mash. This poisoned bran mash is 
scattered in infested grain .and grass 
fields, orchards and gardens.

The most effective and least expen­
sive way to treat grain, hay or alfal­
fa fields that are badly infested, 
would be to spray a strip of the crop 
about 20 feet wide along one or all 
sides o f the field with a mixture com­
posed .of 1 pound of arsenate of lead 
to about 30 gallons of water-. The 
grasshoppers can be driven from all 
parts of the field into this strip, 
where they will feed upon the poi­
soned plants. This strip can be left 
when cutting the crop and later 
plowed under. Arsenate in a diluted 
.form as used in this way will not in­
jure hogs or cattle that might get 
into and eat this sprayed crop." -

HAVE PASTURE FOR HOGS
——0---

By Edgar W. Cooley, Agricultural 
Extension Department International 
Harvester Company.

Every pig born this spring should 
be grown in such a manner that it 
will produce the greatest possible 
amount of pork at the least possible 
expense.

We can raise 1,000 pounds of pork 
while we are raising 400 pounds of 
beef or mutton.

Pork is the only meat that can be 
shipped in ordinary car or can be 
transported cheaply to all parts of 
the world. Not only must we pro­
duce as much pork as possible, but 
we must produce it as cheaply as pos­
sible.

This mpans that we must utilize 
pasture in feeding hogs. If we have 
only a few pigs, we can fence off a 
patch of clover or alfalfa; if we have 
a large herd we should turn the hogs 
into the whole field.

If we have not sufficient clover pas­
ture it may not be too late to sow a 
patch of rape. An acre of good rape, 
one month old, should furnish pas­
turage for from 10 to 20 shoats dur­
ing the rest of the season.

A little corn fed to the hogs while 
they are on pasture will bring a 
good price for the com.

Too many of us starve our hogs 
during the summer and try to force 
them late in the fall. This practice 
requires more feed to produce 100 
pounds of pork than is needed to 
keep the shotes graining gradually 
all summer.

We should always have the hog- 
pasture large enough so that, as the 
hogs grow and consume more, and 
as the rainfall decreases and the 
plants grow slowly, there will be 
plenty of pasture.

There is no better or more econom­
ical ration for shotes than about two 
pounds of corn to every hundred 
pounds weight of shotes, and good 
alfalfa or clover or rape pasture.

FAIR NEXT FALL?

If premiums are to be consistently 
won at fairs year after year, and if 
we are to get the benefit from 
them we should get, it should be a 
part of our farm work to earn this 
honor of receiving awards. And if 
we are to take premiums next fall, 
we must begin work long before, the 
time set for the fair to open.

Boy’S and girls’ club work has been 
a great stimulus to community and 
•county fairs and the young- people 
should be encouraged in every way 
possible to creditably represent the 
family. Many of them are better 
qualified to produce and display 
products of the farm than those who 
are older. They are being- trained 
while young—we were not. The fu­
ture local, state, and even national 
and international fairs are much help­
ed by young people’s club work.

It is no uncommon thing now, 
however, to find father and son, 
mother and daughter—the whole 
family—winning premiums at fairs, 
whether community, county, district, 
state, or national; and this is the 
ideal arrangement.

We must soon decide what is to be 
taken to the fair from our farm next 
fall. The sooner we decide, the 
greater our chances of winning prem­
iums. But premiums are not won 
merely by coming to the decision 
that we will make an exhibit. We 
must grow and raise the very best— 
and it is in striving to do this that 
we receive the greatest benefits we 
can from the fair.—The Progressive 
Farmer.

FIRE PREVENTION AND
INSURANCE RATING

From an excellent editorial on this 
subject in “ Safeguarding Arkansas 
Against Fire, we take the following 
pertinent observations:

Fire prevention work and fire in­
surance rating are one and insepara­
ble. Rating is the Scientific meas­
urements of the fire hazards, and so 
is really fire prevention. The rater 
pionts out the weak points in con­
struction and various fire hazards 
in and around the property, and 
shows the owner how these hazards 
moved, for which charges are made 
can be remedied and conditions re­
in his rate.

It may be possible, and very prob­
able, that two adjoining buildings 
of like character, construction and 
occupancy, are given an entirely dif­
ferent rating, one much higher than 
the other. The occupant is respon­
sible for this. As an illustration: 
In one instance the premises were 
kept perfectly clean, the housekeep­
ing the best, no inflammable liquids 
on the premises, carefulness and fire 
prevention a fixed and enforced rule 
of the concern. In the other case, 
the building is untidy, trash swept 
and left in the corners, basements, 
closets, yards, and elsewhere, boxes 
and crates everywhere, no attempt to 
keep the premises clean, inflamma­
ble liquids kept in leaky or uncover­
ed containers, careless indifference 
as to fire hazards apparent through­
out the building, no fire extinguish­
ing apparatus of any kind. While 
the external appearance of the two 
buildings may be the same, the fire 
hazards and chances for fires are 
not the same, and the rater must 
measure and charge for such haz­
ards.

Trash on the premises means a 
charge in the rate, and justly so. In­
flammable liquids on the premises 
must be penalized, as must other con­
ditions likely to cause fire, if a safe 
insurance business is to be conducted.

It should be apparent to the own­
ers and occupants of buildings, that 
they have as much or more to do 
with rate making, and their insur­
ance cost than has anyone else, and 
that at all times fire prevention and 
rate making go hand in hand.

Why not have your rating bureau 
give you a i-ate “ make-up-sheet on 
your premises? With this at hand, 
you can then proceed to eliminate 
conditions responsible for the charges 
and penalties in your rate., and so 
lessen the chances of a disastrous 
fire, and with it interruption o f  bus­
iness. It is to your financial in­
terest to do this.

In the final analysis, the public 
pays the fire loss, and the cost of 
conducting the insurance business 
and making of rates, also the cost of 
extinguishnig fires, and it is certain­
ly much better and cheaper to elim­
inate fire causes and to practice fire 
prevention at oil times, than to keep 
on paying high rates because of haz­
ards easily corected, and because of 
heavy fire losses resulting therefrom.

Perfectly good practice of golf 

swings is possible wherever there Is 
room to swing a club. It is the perfec­
tion of the swing that counts and the 
preliminary practice really is better 
under conditions where it is impos­
sible to hit a hall. Nor is it necessary 
that in hitting the ball you do it on a 
golf course. Distance will be the least 
of your troubles. Accuracy is the main 
element. Consequently, there Is no 
need of practicing with a driver. It is 
better to begin learning with a mashie. 
By the time your stroke with the 
mashie Is under control you will have 
but little trouble with the longer iron 
and wooden clubs.

Chick Evans was a good golfdr for 
at least two years before he was al­
lowed to play a round. He was a caddy 
and practiced with some one’s discard­
ed mashie in the caddy yard and to 
and from his home. He continued the 
practice in the back yard and in win­
ter used the garret. That back yard 
or vacant lot practice, if you pitch 
mashie shots at varying distances at 
a bucket of sand, is as valuable as if 
you haij the freedom of a million-dol- 
lar golf course.

Perhaps the best practice of all, un­
til one knows the mechanics of his 
stroke are correct, is careful practice 
in a room in front of a mirror. One 
can alternately watch his reflection 
and the place where the bail would be 
and can at once check any error. This 
is much harder to do in the open, and 
impossible of accomplishment in play­
ing the game. As a matter of fact, 
play is a decided detriment to the be­
ginner. Inevitably he tries to do the 
impossible and the work of the teach- 
"er is wrecked before it has a chance to 
be of any use. One of the wisest things 
a beginner can do is to make an early 
determination of just how far he 
wishes to go in acquiring skill. He 
will not be satisfied if he ever arrives 
at his first mark, but it is the part of 
wisdom to decide, for Instance, that he 
will learn to play in the 90’s and then 
start a course of practicing that will 
accomplish that result. He can be ab­
solutely certain of success by means 
of intelligent practice.
