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AMOUNT OF WARRANTS
10 SUPPLEMENT BONDS
SSUED.WILL BE KNOWN

As Soon As Lstlmates and Plans Are Com-
pleted, Total Cost of New Building
’ - Will Be Announced

Date of the bond election for a mew court house, set
Tuesday: afternoon by the Commissioners Court of Mid-
Jland County, was designated as September 17; and pro-
ceedings are going forward to hold the election on that

Tuesday.

Although, as announced yesterday, the bonds to be vot-
ed are for $150,000, warrants for additional funds will be

issued by the commissioners.

This is explained by county

officials as being necessary on account of the fact that the
tax valuation iz Midland County is taken at 25 per cent
of the actual value of property, and the law limits issues
to two per cent of the tax valuation.

To Publish Amount

The low valuation is taken here
in order to allow the county to keep
more of the tax money at home, and
is lower than in any other county
in this part of the state.

The commissioners advise that the
exact amount of the warrants, over
and above the amount of the bonds,
to be issued will be made public as
soon as final plans are accepted ang
final estimates of the cost of the
structure are. made. This will be
before the date of the election, and
each tax paying voter will know
the total amount of the bonds and
warrants when he makes up his
mind as to how to vote, They point

" out that it is impossible to say just:

what the amount of the warrants
will be until final plans and esti-
mates are made.

In addition to making public the
actual figures, an architects drawing
will be displayed, showing how the
building will look when completed.

How Tax Is Affected

As soon as the county tax asses-
sor’s voll is approved, and all hear-
ings on tax values are completed, the
exact manner in which the proposed
honds and warrants will affect the

taxes of each tax payer will be made |

pubiic. These figures will assist each
voter in determining how the new
court house will be paid for.

Commissioners stated that the
jdea of having fhe first floor a half
pasement has heen abandoned and
that all four floors will be above the
ground. This will cost very little
more, will look mueh better, and
will be more practical, investigation
has brought out..

Details in conneetion with plans
for the building will be made public
from time to time, commissioners

state, as rapidly as they are worked
out, with the ‘architects.

NAME TERRELL IS
PROMINENT AMONG
STATE OFFICIALS

AUSTIN, Tex., Aug. 14—(P)—
Since the days when Texas was &
republic, the name.of Terrell has
enjoyed extraordinary favor at the
polls, a list of thé state oificials
bearing the title reveals.

George W. Tervell, gréat grand-
father of the present Comptroller,
Sam Houston Terrell, served as at-
torney general from 1841-44 before
the republic became a part of the
United States.

His son, H. B. Terrell was elected
o membership of the house of rep-
resentatives in 1900, served ‘three
terms in the state senate, and was
elected state comptrolier in 1915. He
filled the post until 1920.

Sam' Houston Terrell has been
Comptroller since 1925.

. John J. Tervell was elected com-
missioner of the general land office
in 1903, serving until 1909.

The magic of the name again was
revealed when €. V. Terrell, who
formerly had served two terms in
the senate was. elected state treasur-
er in 1921. He served two terms and
became ‘successor to W, M. W.
Splawn as rajlroad commissioner.

After serving.as a member of thc
house, George B, Terxell, ]
| farmer, was elected comin;
| agriculture.in 1920, and has suceess-
Tully resisted efforts of opponents to
defeat him for the post duving the
past ten years. He recently announc-
ed that he would retire at the end
of his present term.

The late Chiester H. Terreli of San
Antonio was' speaker of the house
of representativees in its thirty-third
session in 1913 and was mentioned
prominently as a candidate for gov-
ernor, but ill health forced his re-
tirement from politics.

A negro accused of bootlegging to
more than 50 San Jacinto High
sehool students for the last two
years has been arrested.. He plead-
ed/not, guilty and his trial was de-
layed until the first week in Octo-
ber in order that'the students might
be ‘here to testify.

Parents whose sons and daughters
attend the school tell of harrowing
stories brought ‘to: them by their
children. One youth-is said to have
remained totally blind for more
than two weeks after drinking 1li-
quor purchased from the “San Ja-
cinto hbootlegger.” Otbhers are said
to have had their vision seriously
impaired.

One girl told her mother that a
boy who drank some of the whiskey
purchased from the negro jumped
from the - automobile enroute to a
dance -and “ran across the fields
screaming and yelling.”

The liquor sales were halted by
Judge Norman Atkinson of juvenile
court, who hired a detective agency
to get the information necessary for
a, federal raid. Instead of using his
own men, the head of this agency
employed about 50 high school boys.
‘Lhey visited the ‘bootleggers’ house
and made purchases. They reported
the students who were found there
and who admitted having bought
liquor from the negro.
