Farms Show Improved
Financial Returns

—0—

An average cash balance of $1,024,
the margin of cash receipts over cash
expenses, was returned to owner op-
erators in 1924 on 15,103 farms sur-
veyed by the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture. In addition to
this margin, these farms increased
inventories of crops, livestock, ma-
chinery and supplies $181, making an
average return of $1,205 for the use
of $17,260 of capital and the labor of
the farmer and his family. These
farms also produced food and fuel
consumed on the farm estimated to
be worth $266 on the average.

This is a somewhat better showing
than in 1923 when a similar survey
jon 16,183 owner-operated farms av-
eraged a cash balance of $890, in-
creased inventory of $130, and pro-
duced food and fuel worth $265 on
capital amounting to $17,490.

The balance of $1,024 in 1924 was
all the cash the average of these
farms made available to the owner to
pay his living expenses, take care of
debts, and make improvements. In-
terest paid on debts during the year
1924 averaged $230 and the reported
outlay for improvements averaged
$133.

Sales of crops in 1924 on the aver-
age totaled $1,012, sales of live stock
and miscellaneous receipts were $72.

included hired labor worth $384 for
the year, ‘livestock $222, feed $248,
fertilizer $66, seed $44, taxes $160,
machinery $103, and miscellaneous
$151.

The average size of these farms
was 303 acres, and the reported value
of land and buildings was $14,328,
the size and value of the fzrms be-
ing larger than the average reported
in the 1920 census. The value of
crops, livestock, machinery and sup-
plies on hand at the beginning of the
vear was $2,937. The acreage of the
farms reporting in 1923 was 300 acres
and the average capital $17,490..

The department points out that the
figures apply only to the farms re-
porting and to the farm business
in each year. Many farmers have
property besides the farms they work,
or_supplement their @ farm ' returns
with outside work, and many draw on

10—Learn the Rules.

No man, dead or living, could or can
read straight through the rules of golf
and understand them thoroughly.
There are millions, almost tens of mil-
lions, of golfers. Out of them all
there are not a thousand who are let-
ter-perfect in the rules. And golf can-
not be played understandingly and to
get the greatest pleasure out of it un-
less it is played according to the rules.

No lawyer knows all the laws but he
does know how to find the law that
| fits the case and, here’s the important
point, he Lknows instinctively the

things that are illegal. That is ex-
actly the knowledge possessed by (he
real golfer, whether or not he is an
expert. He may not be able to say
off-hand that the penalty in medal play
is two strokes if his ball hits the per-
son at the flag and one stroke if it
hits hig fellow-competitor’s ball, but
he will know there is a penalty in each
case and will see that his score is
rightly penalized if he waits to the
end of the round to hunt up the rule
or ask a member of the committee
in charge. * That is what Alec Pirie
calls “The inherent sportsmanship of
" doubt.”

But there are so many things that
the average golfer never seems to
Jearn; the shape of a putting green,
for instance. Take a tape 60 feet
long and draw an exact cirele with
the middle of the cup ag Its eenter.
Now exclude the hazards, the bunkers,
sand traps, recognized water hazards,
bushes, path or road. Maybe you will
have to consult the local rules before
vou know what are or are not hazards.
Anyway, all the ground, except haz-
ards, inside the circle ig the putting
green. Perhaps not half of it has
been clipped to a putting surface. That
makes no difference. If there is a tuft
or mound of grass inside the bunker
and surrounded by exposed soil. that
is part of the hazard. The grass on
the slopes of the bunker or sand-trap
and not surrounded by exposed soil is
not part of the hazard. The grass on
these slopes or on the level of the
green may be a foof high but if within
the circle it Is on the putting green.
You must not sole your club in a haz-
ard but you can sole it at will, for In-
stance, on the grass on ' bunker slope.

Book On Mexico Is
Issued At University

Some aspects of the Agrarian

Question in Mexico, is the subject of
a 159 page bulletin just published by
the University of Texas Press. The
work was written as an historical
study by Miss Helen Phipps, instruct-
or in Spanish at the University, and
was accepted as a doctoral disser-
tation by Columbia University, which
conferred on Miss Phipps the doctor
of philosophy degree at the last com-
mencement.
According to Miss Phipps the work
is not.an attempt to consider the ori-
gin gnd developement of the agrarian
problem of Mexico in detail: It re-
presents merely an effort to asertain,
from a survey of the economic insti-
tutions of the .country, some of the
causes for the turbulence of its his-
tor since the separation from Spain.
Political issues do mnot sufficiently
explain the state of upheavel which
with the exeeption of the thirty years
or so of outward calm during the
presidency of Perfirio Diaz prevail-
ed in Mexico for a century and more
after 1810.
