Elmer Bizzell brought in the first
1925 bale of cotton for Midland
County Tuesday afternoon August 25,
about one o’clock, had it ginned at
the Williams and Dean gin; and it
was - sold Wedhesﬂay' afternoon at
two o’clock in front of the Midland
National Bank.

Captain W. E. Wallace auctloned
off the bale, it being in charge of the
Chamber of Commerce, and having
been stored in the Midland National
Bank the night before.

Bidding began actively from the
start, starting with 20¢ per pound; and
it was sold to Sam Weinstin for 28c
per pound. The bale weighed 577
pounds.

The ginning was donated by Mr.
Dean, the weighing was donated by
Ellis Howell, the aution services were
donated by Mr. Wallace, and a ecash
premium of approximately $111 was
quickly raised through donations
called out at the sale, and by a short
trip of soliciting by General Tim-
verline Floyd.

The premium finally totaled $294.

The premium finally totaled $285.
56, everything included.

This shows what Midland people
think of the farmer. It is believed
to be the highest premium ever paid
on a bale of cotton this far west, and
one of the highest for a Texas town
of ‘any size this year.

The premium and the interest is
a compliment to Mr. Bizzell not only
for bringing in the first bale, but also
for being one of the most consistent
boosters for Midland County now
living here. ‘Probably no farmer in
the county needed the plemmm less
than Elmer Bizzell; but no" farmer
deserved the ovation more than he
did. :

A SEHT DAMAGE

COUNTY AGENT TELLS HOW
TO COMBAT WORM IN
COTTON PATCH
—o0—

About twenty farmers have report-
ed some damage from leaf worms
during the last several days, but for
the most part of the worms are not

gaining any strength.

At any rate, it seems nothing but
reasonable that the work of these
worms should be fought, and County
Agent Snider states that it is com-
paratively easy.

The most effective way is said
to be by dusting with calcium arse-
nate. This should be done early in
the morning, or when the cotton
stalks are wet.

A common method is to put the
caleium arsenate in bags, like meal
sacks, walking through the field and
shaking the sack; or by putting a
sack of it on each end of a pole, and
carrying the pole across the saddle,
riding a horse through the field in a
trot.

There is a little more danger of
burning the foliage when Paris Green
is used, according to Mr. Snider, and
‘this should be diluted with four or
five pounds of air slack lime to one
pound of Paris Green .

Where lead arsenate is wused, it
should be diluted about half and half
with air slack lime.

THE PENCIL MAKES
A FARM PAY BETTER

Farm Accounting Reveats Losing
Methods and Points Way to
Bigger Profits.

(From Banker-Farmer)

A farm cannot properly be ealled
successful unless it pays a fair rate
of interest on the investment and re-
turns fair wages for the farmer’s la-
bor. Agriculture is considered by all
odds the most important industry in
the world, and yet in no other indus-
try is the business end so neglected.

It is common to find'a farmer with
an investment of fifteen to twenty
thousand dollars, yet does he keep
books? Perhaps he may jot down a
note now and then of an important
deal, but this is of no value in an
analysis of his business as a whole.
No other industry, however small, is
carried on without books of some
sort.

Farming is a business and to be
successful must be comducted in a
businesslike way. The business man’s
mind should have indelibly printed
upon it two questions: What profit is
my business making? How can that
profit be increased? To know the lat-
ter, one must find out the former; and
to find out about profits reguires the
keeping of books.

It is not necessary for a farmer to
have a course in bookkeeping. Al

most every agricultural college in the |

country has issued a simplified farm
accounting book which it sells at cost,
and only a few minutes are required
each day to jot down the day’s hap-
penings. ¢

Accounts Increase Profits

Instances number a thousandfold,

where farmers have profited by know-
ing their business. Accounts kept by
nineteen farmers in Illinois led them
to improve the organization and oper-
ation of their farms in ways that add-

1 ed approximately $650 to their aver-

age net income in 1922, the seventh
year they had kept accounts.

An Jowa farmer found at the end of
the first year he kept books that crops
fed to livestock brought more money
than when sold outright. His figures
showed that his cows were poor;
compared with other farms in the
state, he found the number of acres
cultivated per man on his farm, as
well as the number of acres per horse,
were below average. He rented more
land and replanned his fields, so that
the crop areas per man and horse
were increased. He sold some of his
scrubs and bought good cows. The
second year his income from the
farm, after paying all expenses and
interest on the money invested, had
been increased over $350.

Costs Can Be Regulated

“I have discovered,” says one farm
bookkeeper, ‘“that the kind of man
you have on a job, as well as the
partsular team, often makes quite a
variation in the cost of performing
certain tasks. I have learned from
the pages of my book that if I could
have increased the yield of my wheat
field by two bushels and my corn by
five bushels I would have realized a
substantial profit from them.”

While the farmers may not be able
to fix prices on their products, they
do have a voice in determining the
costs of production. To reduce this
cost they must first know what the
costs are.

The number of farmers. who are
keeping books on their business has
increased remarkably in recent years,
but the number of businesslike farm-
ers is woefully small when listed
alongside the sum total of the farm-
ers in the country.

! Inventory Is Indispensable

The basis of any system of farm ac-
counting is the annual property list
or inventory. It is the starting point
of the farm records. One must take
into consideration decreases or in-
creases in the value of all property
owned to gauge the progress of the

business. Lacking facts as to the

value of his property, no business man
can form an accurate estimate of how
he stands financially. Increased cash
may_be due to property which was
sold, or increased debts may be due
to improvements made. If a farmer
is falling behind, the inventory will
emphasize thig fact. Often when a
man is discouraged and thinks he is
making no progress, his inventories
will tell him that he is better off than
he thought.

At the end of each year a finaneial
statement is drawn off. This is the
farmer’s rating and no farmer with a
good financial statement need fear
walking inte a bank and asking for a
Joan.

The Press and Its Critics.

Everyone feels free
to criticise a news-
paper. There are
many reasons for
this, but the two
main reasons are
that the newspaper
ig in a way a public
institution and as
such open to criti-

cism, and that every one thinks he
knows how to run a paper. There is
a feeling that we are “born writers”
just as we are born talkers.

But if most of us can not write any
better than we taik, we would cer-
tainly make a mess of writing for the
press. Only this morning I overheard
two men talking about the mistakes
of a certain newspaper, and the words
in which their criticisms were made
were about the poorest English ever
heard on the streets. There are very
few newspaper critics who could im-
prove the papers about whose .mis-
takes they talk so much.
in Texas Newspapers.

I have been a reader of Texas News-
papers for many years and have
watched their steady improvement.
They have certainly kept up with the
progress of the state in other lines.
The most noticeable advance in Texas
papers has been made, however, since
the world war. At the close of the
war most of them were nearly bank-
rupt, because they had not advanced
their subscription and advertising
rates and the cost of everything clse
had more than doubled. When they
saw bankruptcy facing them, they in-
creased their charges. Some of them
do not charge enough yet, and very
few charge enough for subscriptions.
Subscription rates were advanced by
most only 50 per cent, when they
s-ould have been doubled.

If you are making less than twice
the amount you made before 1914, you
are earning too little, and if you are
getting your newspaper or are adver-
tising in it at less than twice what
the former cost would have been, you
are paying too little.

* *
The Danger in the Cotton Mill Boom.

Those who invest in enterprises
about which they know nothing al.
ways assume extra hazards. I do not
wish to throw cold water on the cot:
ton mill industry, which is just now
getting a good hold in Texas, but good
common sense should be used in in-
vesting even in cotton mills. Before
putting money into any enterprisc be
sure that there is to be honest and
capable management and that the bus-
iness is not going to be mismanaged
just to freeze out the smail stockhold-
ers when they become discouraged,
after which those who hold on to
their stock will reorganize and go to
making money.

Many Eastern mills that are now
losing money are anxious to sell their
0ld machinery toc Texas people. Some
of these have modern equipment and
are submitting good propositions, but
there is reason to suspect that some
are trying to unload machinery that
should be junked. With modern ma-
chinery well bought and honest and
capable manage..ent, textile manufac-
turing in Texas has at least 20 per
cent advantage over the Eastern mills,

Students Save in Junior College.

The extension department of the
University of Texas will give fresh-
man and sophoinore courses carrying
full university credit at Main Avenue
Senior School, San Antonio, beginning
with the fall term. The authorities
expect an enrollment of 300 students.
Dean N. K. Dupre, of the Junior Cgol-
lege, dnnounces that the expense io
resident students taking their fresh-
man and sophomore courses in San
Antonio will be $177.00 each, which
will, he says, represent an average
saving of $618.00- per student.

The figures preseated by Dean Du-
pre are the best argument yet pre-
sented for educating young people as
far as it can possibly be done in their
home cities.

The dean further points out: “Over
a period of three years, when eur col-
lege will haye grown from 500 to
1,000 students, San Antonio merchants
will have profited by more than $3,
150,000, and San Antonio parents by
$2,270,000.”
