After a nine hour drive without
lunch the camp site- was reached,
and the boys were in the river in a
jiffy. The swimming pool was sev-

enty-five yards long with water

plunging over a swift rapids and
ranging from eight to three feet in
depth. Pecos China trees afforded
plenty of shade for each patrol.

Numbers of fish were seen in the
clear water; gars three feet in
length, cat fish which weighed
thirty and more pounds, and scores
of buffalo fish in schools. But on-
ly a few small fish were caught.

A total of 166,200 working hours
were put into the building. The
working year for one man is con-
sidered 2,600 hours. Based on this
figure, it would take one man ap-
proximately 65 years to construct
the building. This if all materiais
were arranged for him. The fig-
ure merely includes assembly work,
no manufacturing or fabrication.

looking character loitering nearby.

When the officers arrive, they
found McKenzie leaning against a
chewing gum machine just outside
the door of the confectionary. As
Chief Street led the squad toward
him, McKenzie fired one shot from
& small .38-caliber pistol in. his left
coat pocket. He did not draw the
pistol, but fired through his ecoat.
An instant later, he whipped out
a 9-millimeter German Euger auto-
matic from its holster under his
right .arm and began firing pomt
blank at he officers.

Chief SLreet fell mortally wound—

and neck.

Startled at the sudden fire, three
other officers stooped first over
their fallen chief and then turned
their guns on MecKenzie whe had
begun to run dewn San Pedro ave-
turning at times to fire
the pursuing officers.

Rhenstrom, Operations Manager For

- T.A.T., Lands With Figures s At Port Here

'I’his fellow “Swede” Rhenstrom,
opemhons manager of Southern Air
Transport, gives appearance of
‘knowlng air statistics as well as he
knows the operation of various
types of planes.
~ ‘Rhenstrom, who lands with a T.
A. T. plane at the Midland airport
every few days has figures at his
Ixnger tips. When landing here
Jlast week he was unusually vola-
tile with aeronautics figures with

.“Despite the fact that air trans-
port companies, such as Southern
Air, Transport, Inc., fly millions of
miles without so much as scratching
@ man, woman or child, many peo-
pleistill laugh incredulously when
you tell them that statistics prove
that flying on scheduled lines is
duite as safe as riding on a train
or-steamship,” he said.

““Fyery day or so they read about
somebody getting hurt or killed in
Aan an’plane crash, and they have
not learned yet to notice that nearly
all of these are private or student
flyers in no way engaged in carry-
ing pa‘ssehgers on regular lines for
‘air transport companies. They do
not realize the thorough-going sys-
tem of precautions to which air
transport companies subjecy ther-
selves, over and above the require-
ments of the United States Devart-
ment of Commerce, in order to
make flying as safe as it is human-
1y possisble for it to be and which,
'T tepeat, statistics show is entirely
as safe as riding on a ftrain or on
2 steamship.
- “The secret of safe and successful
ope1at10n consist of three things—
new, modern equipment, proper
‘maintenance and personnel. The
Department of Commerce says a
man must. have piloted a ship at
least 200 hours and passed a rigid
.examination if he is to carry pas-
sengers across country. We insist
.on,much, more than that. To carry
‘passengers a man must have a
transport pilot’s license, but just
1hat does not mean a thing to us.
“To get a job with Southern Air
Transport as a pilot, or as an in-
‘stiuctor either, a man must have
piloted a ship at least 200 hours
and passed a rigid examination if
he :is to carry passengers across
country. We insist on much more
than that. To carry passengers a
man must have a transport pilot’s
license, but just that does not mean
a:thing to us.
- “To get a job with Southern Air
Transport as a pilot, or as an in-
structor either, a man must have
flown considerably more than the
200 hours required by the govern-
ment,” Mr. Rhenstrom  continued.
“During that time he must have
built up a reputation as a safe and
successful pilot. We investigate to
fing out whether he has had any
crashes or not. He must have flown
many and yarious types of equip-
ment and under various and ad-
‘Verse conditions before we consider
him good enough to be a Southern
Alr Transport pilot.
4And once a pilot is hired he is

stil not good enough to carry pas-.

sengers for us, no matter how won-
derful a record he has had, until
we have made him thoroughly fa-
miliar with the country he is to fly
over and until he knows every inch
of the terrain along his route. A
piloti does not fly the Dallas to Kl
Paso line one day and the Houston
oL, $an Antonio line the next. He
does all his flying on one line, sc
tlmt, he can become increasingly fa-
miliar with it, so that, in case of
engine failure at any point along
it, he knows instantly which way
he must turn to glide to a safe
landing.

“And to make that engine or any
other failure extremely rare, as it
is on all our lines, a plane must
have thorough and proper mainten-
ance. This and the personnel are
the two things most important to
safe flying. Every eight and a hailf
hours of flying time, on the aver-
age, every Southern Air Transport
plane is giveny such a thorouch
checking and servicing that it takes
three men working all day to do
it! . More than 130 parts in the
engine alone are greased or tight-
ened. Clearances are checked, push
rods and rocker rollers are care-
fully greased and push rods, lock-
ing screws and manifold bolts are
all carefully checked and tightened.
The oil is' changed, and the oil and
air strainers are carefully cleaned.

“Then the plane itself, as distinet
from motor, is gone over carefully
from nose to tail-skid. The ship is
Examined for breaks in fabric and
if any are found they are repaired.
The wood and metal work is ex-
amined. QOil and gas lines are
checked, as are all controls and
control wires, the latter particularly
to see if they are frayed where
they go through pulleys. If they
are frayed in the least, they are re-
placed. Batteries and lights are ex-
amined, although it is our present
policy not to fly at night with pas-
sengers. Bvery shock-strut is oiled,
every tire is carefully examined 'and
checked for the right amount of air.
Every: outside screw and cotter key
isrexamined. The whole ship is then
washed on the outside and vacuum
cleaned on the inside, after which,
