HIGHWAYS AND SAVES TAX 
MONEY FOR COUNTY

Midland has another S tate desig­
nated S tate highway.

The Midland-Garden City-Sterling 
City road was officially designated 
a s ta te  highway Monday of this week. 
The following telegram  was received 
W ednesday from Austin by the Mid­
land Chamber of Commerce from  
H enry E. Webb of Odessa, s ta te  rep­
resentative:

“Midland Garden C ity-Sterling City 
road designated Monday. Please no­
tify  County officials.”

Designation of this road has been 
sought by the Midland Chamber of 
Commerce ever since it was f irs t 
proposed as a new highway by Chas. 
L. K lapproth when he was a director 
of the organization a year ago. The 
secretary sought designation through 
frequent correspondence, and invoked 
the aid of Representative Webb, who 
has worked untiringly to assist Mid­
land.

The designation gives Midland three 
S tate Highways, the Bankhead, and 
the road from  Midland to Muleshoe, 
via Andrews and Seminole, designa­
tion of which was obtained about a 
year ago by the Midland Chamber of
