Midland To McCamey And To 0il Wells

Midland now has a direct connec-
tion with McCamey and with the oil
wells in the Upton-Crane fields, in
the form of a graded road, clear of
all brush, and ready for travel.

C. C. Whatley completed the grub-
bing and clearing, and - Henry E.
Webh’s steite machinery completed
the grading Wednesday, and cars are
already using the road.

With the exception of the eight or
nine miles just after leaving the Fair
Grounds lane, the road is good for
fast travel. This strip is graded but
got bad after the last rains. It is
believed that immediate action will
be taken to repair and drag it.

The grade follows the old Jax Cow-
den or Ft. Stockton road to the point
where the old Odessa road intersects
it leading to the Y ranch. From this
point, the grade runs directly to the
new McCamey-Odesss road. A mile
farther up, an off-set leads to the
Magnolia-Tidal et al well, formerly
Church and Fields. ~ The Gulf-Me-
Elroy is also in easy distance.

The road leading from there to
McCamey puts Midland in easy reach
of the principal wells in the McCamey
and Independent fields.

Signs showing the mileage are be-
ing painted and will be put at all in-
tersecting points within a few days. °

WADE URGES MARKING
WEST TEXAS ROADS

SAYS TOURISTS WANT MARKS
AND MILEAGE POSTS
TO GO BY
—0—

Homer D. Wade, the aggressive new
manager of the West Texas. Chamber
of Commerce, sent out a letter Wed-
nesday to all members of the ex-
ecutive committee and to unit direc-
tors, urging that all public roads in
Texas counties be adequately marked.

His letter, which is very forceful
follows:

To All Secretaries,
Directors, et al:

“Let me live in a house by the side
of the road, and be a friend of men.”

The lines quoted above were wiit-
ten by Sam Foss, before the day of
automobiless If it had been later,
the verbage might have been changed
to read, something like this:

“Let me place a sign by the side
of the road, and thus be 5 friend to
man.’

The traveler in West Texas would
deeply appreciate the man at this
time who would put a sentiment as
the one mentioned into action.

It is frequently commented upon

Officers Unit

| by travelers in and thru West Texas,

that there is a dearth of road mark-
ers, even on the designated highways.
This fact not only brings loneliness,
but perplexion, and frequently loss

of time and an accusation of lack of |

thoughtfulness and enterprise.

The signs on designated highways
give little or no information, except
the number of the highway . And
these are or no value, in passing thru
towns of West Texas, or at road di-
versions.

In other states, in fact in the old-
er portions of Texas, these conditions
do not exist and it is a mere apology

to say that the road markers are not

placed on the roads of West Texas
because of the newness of the 1oads
anqd the country.

Attention is directed to this seem-
ingly small matter, with the hope
that inspiration may result in getting
Chambers of Commerce, Civie Clubs,
Women Organizations and Commis-
sioners Courts to take up this work,
and correct these ommissions.

And added to markers, especially
in towns, cross roads, and diverging
roads, may be mentioned mileage fig-
ures. Few if any one travels the
highway, without an appreciation of
their location in reference to the
town or city that they are approach-
ing. The road laws really provide
that ' Commissionerg Courts have au-
thority to place both markers and
mileage information. But  these
great conveniences to travelers, are
sadly neglected in West Texas.

Markers and mileage signs, would
in truth and Fact be the friends of
man.

Mail Route To Be
Inspected Soon
