Mr. Bizzell is a live farmer and 
keeps his crop well along at all times. 
He got the first bale out last year 
even when he did not have as good a 
crop as he will have this season. He 
is to be complimented in having his 
crop mature so early, as he beat his 
old home of Mitchell County.

Grrett Is Second
H. N. Garrett, who brought in the 

first bale of cotton in 1924, was sec­
ond this year, being only a day later 
than Mr. Bizzell.

Cros­
sett gets the benefit of the big In­
dependent and Dixie field about ten 
or twelve miles northwjest, around 
the Mountain, and it looks as if de­
velopment is only beginning.

After the usual speeches had been 
made the party went to the nearby 
field and saw the big, Dixie-Hughes 
No. 4 which came in the day befoi'e 
making the biggest flow of any well 
in neither that field or the McCamey 
field. It flowed as strong as 600 
barrels per hour the first day, but 
was making only baout 3,000 that 
afternoon. The tools and cable were 
still in the hole and were causing it 
to cut the oil, so the fluid was being 
run into a slush pit instead of the 
pipe line. The w’ell hit the lime at 
1950 feet and topped the pay at 2180 
blowing itself to about 2200. W. A. 
Lathe, worker at the well, was as­
phyxiated by gas when they were 
attempting to bring the well under 
control and was killed.

SOUTHEAST OF 

RANKIN

Three new locations for Winkler 
County and preparations to make 
a thorough test of Westbrook-Hen- 
derson No. 1 section 42, block B-5 
occupied the limelight in this section 
for this week.

The Llano Oil Co. will drill on the 
Scarborough ranch, section 1, block 
B-23. Two other locations announced 
but for which the surveys have not 
yet been made are one on section 
lines of 20 and 21, block B-12 and the 
Independent Oil and Gas Co. on sec­
tion 32, block B-5, public school lands 
of Winkler County.

Workmen started hauling cement 
Thursday to be used in cutting off 
water in Westbrook-Henderson No. 1 
a small producer. This well will be 
given a thorough test.

Eight wells are now drilling in Ec­
tor County, but in none of them has 
anything particularly interesting yet 
been found. All of these locations 
are generally speaking , along the so- 
called escarpment between Big Lake 
and Artesia. Oil men, however,» are 
getting some comfort out of the fact 
that most of the wells are still at a 
comparative shallow depth.

The Chespeake-Johnson No. 1, sec­
tion 42, block 43 is in anhydrite at 
3,600 feet; Eastland Oil Co., section
20, block 44 No. 1 Buchanan is down 
3,135 feet in anhydrite; Exploration 
Kloh et al No. 1, section 39, block 45 
down 2,740 feet in anhydrite.

Two new locations southeast of 
Rankin, county seat of Upton were 
reported. One of these is on section
21, block 4, six miles from Rankin 
on University land. The. other loca­
tion is four miles almost due south 
of the first location, arid is on Uni­
versity land.

Brandon-McCamey No. 1, Hender­
son in Winkler County is down 1*175 
feet in red rock.

Duffy Bros, are moving material 
to location on section 65, block X, 
Cowden ranch, Crane County. The 
well will be about four and a half 
miles northeast of Cordona. The 
new company drilling the well is com­
posed of Claude Duffy of Midland, 
driller of the Cordona dry hole, and 
his brothers of Ft. Worth and Phila­
delphia. Mr. Duffy is one of the best 
known oil men in West Texas, and 
will head the new company.

Dixie-Hughes No. 4, section 4Wm. 
Teer Survey in the Hurdle district, 
Upton County, came in last Monday 
with the tools and cable in the hole 
and made a flow of about 600 barrels 
per hour the first day. The flow was 
decreased to something like 3,000 
barrels the second day, yet officials 
believe it is the biggest well in that 
district. It was drilled in at 2180 
feet.

The Gulf-McElroy No. 3 struck an 
oil showing at 2778 feet last week, 
and some say that it will make from 
125 to 150 barrels on the pump. This 
well is located on section 203 Block F 
Crane County.

The idea prevails among some busi­
ness people that advertising is mere­
ly an expense, something to be added 
wholly to the operating costs of a 
business.

Black Locusts Falling 
Prey To Insects

By Associated Press
COLLEGE STATION, Aug. 2 1 -  

Black locust trees, long a feature of 
the West Texas landscape, are being 
slowly but surely destroyed by an in­
sect for which no sure means of con­
trol have yet been found, says a bulle­
tin issued by the Texas A. & M. Col­
lege.

Known to entomologists as Cyllene 
Robinae, a boring larvae has year by 
year traveled southward, destroying 
these trees, the bulletin says, stating 
its advance guard is now in the coun­
try around Plainview.

A. & M. entomologists recommend 
destruction of locust trees where they 
are found to be infected as a means 
of checking this pest. Where golden 
rod is found, destruction of that plant 
may be used as a stop gap >n the 
van of the borer, while arsenical 
sprays, if  applied in the Spring, also 
have some value, the bulletin recites.

On the whole, however, the bulletin 
advises West Texas residents to look 
elsewhere" for shade trees. The rapid 
advance of the front line of the borer 
attack makes it almost certain that 
within a few years few black locust 
trees will be left in West Texas, the 
bulletin asserts. Such species as Chi­
nese elm, green ash, Russian mulberry 
American elm, Arizona cypress, red 
cedar or western yellow pine are rec­
ommended as being especially well 
adapted to the plains region. The 
honey locust is also very desirable, in­
asmuch as it is not subject to attack 
by the locust borer, it adds.

Star Four Beats
Fast Train Time

When the first slow, cumbersome, 
lumbering, one-lunged horseless car­
riage chugged through the streets, 
the skeptical public little dreamed 
that within thirty years an automo­
bile would cross the Iowa prairies 
in less time than the fastest express 
train, yet that very thing has hap­
pened.

On Monday, July 9th, an epoch in 
the evolution of transportation was 
recorded, when a Star four cylinder 
touring car beat the time of the Con­
tinental Limited, crack train of the 
Chicago Northwestern Railroad, 
across Iowa, by way of the Lincoln 
Highway, Clinton, Iowa, to Omaha, 
Nebraska.

The ’distance, 402-y2 mjles, was 
covered at an average running speed 
of 51.6 miles per hour. It is believed 
that this constitutes a world record 
for less than thousand dollar cars.

The timing was officially done by 
the Western Union Timing Service, 
the car being checked out of the West­
ern Union Office at Clinton, Iowa, 
checked in and out of every town en 
route and checked in at the Western 
Union Office at Omaha, Nebraska.

The first 100 miles Wérè run i& 
108 minutes and the first 125 miles 
in 128 minutes. One stretch of 14 
miles Was covered in 13 minutes flat.

Through Cedar Rapids, Iowa, where 
police protection and motorcycle es­
cort were provided, the highest speeà 
attained was 66 miles an hour-.

The performance is really remark­
able in view of the fact that the 
Star Four Touring used in the run 
was a stock ear used without alter­
ation and driven only 11>3 miles be­
fore -ft started on its history making 
trip

So he 
brought home a canner, and he and 
his family canned 2,200 cans of to­
matoes, 113 cans of corn, 71 cans of 
speckled and crowder peas, and 36 
cans of peaches, and have stored 196 
half gallon and quart jars of berries, 
peaches, plums, beets, cucumbers, 
chow-chow, pears and figs. Most of 
the canned goods will be sold to local 
and neighboring merchants. Can you 
beat it?

S® Corpus Christi have invited everyone 
in the state to participate in its open­
ing.

Years ago Corpus Christi men fore­
saw the need of a deep harbor and 

i began working for it. The U. S.
! Government was induced to put seven 
I million in the project. It is now a 
' reality and is the equal of Galveston

in taking care of big commerce.
Now the Corpus Christi people are 

intent upon getting a railroad from 
the Panhandle and north plains of 
Texas to the port. A direct railroad 
connection between these two point's 
would provide a shipping point for 
the great grain crops and large cot­
ton yield of West Texas. The Cor­
pus Christi route would be several 
hundred miles shorter than by Gal­
veston. The advantage is obvious. 
The Big Lake Oil Field would be tap­
ped by such a road. This would be 
the shortest route for oil to South 
America.

At present no definite preparations 
are being made to build such a i-ail- 
road. One was started years ago but 
nothing came of it.

It will be built sometime however.
Such a road would have its ter­

minus somewhere in the Panhandle- 
probably at Plainview. There are 
three places where it could cross the 
T & P Midland is one of them.

The new Chrysler 50 made its debut 
in Midland Tuesday and was driven 
by Jack Kuykendall, local dealer, who 
was marshal of the oil fields good 
will tour.

In spite of the fact that the 
car was new and stiff it did not heat 
on the whole 200 mile trip. It could 
be throttled down on a grade and 
would take a full opening of the 
throttle without a sign of choke, 
cough or sputter.
