Now the
San Antonio banks, most of their cus-
tomers being “out of the woods” are
refusing to come to the aid of the
rest of the state, which appears to
be a rather norrow policy for a city
seeking anything else than a purely
local business. San Antonio seems
to be erawling into its shell.

Sapiro’s Unselfishness

Mr. Aaron Sapiro, of California,
seems hurt that the federal Govern-
ment would use any other medium
than the cooperative associations, of
which he is general attorney, for
helping the farmers to hold their cot-
ton, and is going over Texas trying
to stir up feeling against the Texas
bankers who have agreed to form
a pool through which the Federal
Government proposes to lend money
at low interest to cotton growers. The
co-operatives are all right, no doubt,
and doing a good work, but they do
not seem to have been able to cope,
alone, with the present situation. Mr.
Sapiro fears that the bankers may
be paid something for handling the
money. From this the conclusion may
be drawn that the co-operative of-
ficials, -including Mr. Sapiro, are
working for nothing and paying their
own expenses. Heretofore the public
has been impressed that Mr. Sapiro,
of California, was doing very well
personally from his co-operative as-
sociation connections. '

Constitutional Amendments Adopted
For the first time in years Texas
voters have shown an interest in pro-
posed constitutional amendments, hav-
ing adopted all the meritorious
amendments submitted at the recent
election. Heretofore, it has been re-
garded as practically impossible to
get a favorable vote on 5 constitu-
tional amendment however much
merit it might contain. The recent
vote indicates that Texans are taking
more interest in and making a closer
study of State problems. This in-
dicates a possibility that in future
Texas may be better governed. There
is but little danger in a government
going far wrong when its people
study - its' interests closely. The non-
thinking voter is the greatest me-
nance to good government.

Baylor A..& M. Relations

Students of Baylor University have
petitioned the faculty for severance
of athletic relations with A. & M.
College because of dissatisfaction
growing out of the committee report
of the killing of Cadet Sessums in a
mob fight at a recent game between
the schools. This is not the first
time ill-feeling between these schools
growing out of football games has
become so tense that it has been
thought best to have no further ath-
letic relations with each other. The
feeling ig really deeper seated than
the Sessums killing. It is the feud
spirit growing out of football fights.
The trouble is .in the game itself,
which differs from all other intercol-
legiate games in that it instills and
develops the fighting spirit.
athletic contests the play spirit pre-
dominates, while football has as its
toesin, “fight” FIGHT,!

The legislatures of the three states
will have to pass favorably on the
matter and the ratification of Con-
gress will then be sought. A con-
servation district to include Brown-
wood is voting this month on bonds
for the initial expense of a huge wat-
er conservation project. Texas is
fast coming into the proper apprecia-
tion of its valuable water resources.

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Roxana Purchases
Johnson & McCamey
Holdings In Winkler

(Fort Worth Star Telegram, No. 18)

Sale of approximately 800 acres
belonging to Johnson & McCamey of
Fort Worth living near the Winkler
discovery well, to the Roxana Petro-
leum Corporation for g consideration
of $22,000 was closed Tuesda_y night
in Fort Worth, according to reports
from an authoritative source.

Contract has been closed, subject
to examination and approval of titles
according to the report. i

Supposedly because of the latter
fact that the sale could not be con-
firmed from the parties directly con- |
cerned, though it is known that repre- |
sentatives were in negotiation through
out Monday and that negotiations
were resumed Tuesday night.

Close To Discovery

All of the Johnson and McCamey
acreage is within a radius of two miles
of the Westbrook et al No. 1 Hen-
dricks in Section 42, block B-5, Wink-
ler County, and the greater part of
it within a mile.

The well, a semi-completion, is
making about 140 to 150 barrels daily
flowing by heads. The consideration
paid by the Roxana averages approxi-
mately $275 per acre.

The acreage sold by Johnston &
McCamey represents that left from
their original holdings, after sale of
half interest several weeks ago to
the Atlantic Oil Producing Co.

The acreage secured by Roxana is
checkerboard with that purchased
from Johnston & McCamey, by the;
Atlantie, as the latter is by that held |
by other companies.

UPTON STRIKE

In the trade with Atlantic Oil Pro-
ducing Company, Johnston & Me-
Camey also sold acreage around the
Wentz 0il Corporation strike in Sec-
tion 35, MKT block 1, Upton County
which carried production in that area
two miles east of its previous limits.

The Wentz well had been started
by Johnston ‘& McCamey, but was
later sold to the Oklahoma firm be-
fore completion. It started flowing
at the rate of 2,000 barrels daily,
but was shut in quickly, due to lack
of storage, and the oil flow was forced
up between strings of casing and
water, which has never been complet-
ly shut off, broke in.

However, it was finally completed
pumping about 250 barrels of oil and
some water.

An offset belonging to Johnston &
McCamey and Atlantic is now being
drilled into the pay, having topped
the lime a couple of days ago. Its
completion is awaiteq with keen in-
terest, as it is expected to give g bet-
ter indication of the caliber of pro-
duection in the new pool than the dis-
covery well. Gulf Production Com-
pany also has an offset to the Wentz
well nearing completion.

Johnston & MecCamey are drilling
another test a short distance east of
these wells.
