CONTRACTS 
AWARDED

Bad Weather Shuts 
O ff Destruction Of 

Old House
Excavation on Midland, 

county’s §295,000 court­
house, contracts for the 
'erection and furnishing of 
which were let last week, 
will begin Monday, Jan. 20, 
pending weather conditions, 
County Judge M. R. Hill said Sat­
urday.

The old courthouse is practically 
tom  down, but work has temporar­
ily been halted by cold weather. It 
is thought that the structure can be 
removed in time for the J. O. Ev­
erett Construction company to pro­
ceed with excavation on the date 
announced.

Under the terms of the contract, 
180 working days are allowed for 
completion of the new building, with 
a forfeit of $75 a day for each day 
thereafter until it has been finished.

After being in session for nearly 
¿6 hours following award of the last 
of other contracts, commissioners 
finally announced early Saturday 
morning that Monroe Benbrook and 
Company had been awarded the 
movable and fixed furniture con­
tract, all except 12 steel desks which 
went to the Wilhide-Speakman Co.

The bid accepted was $15,000. The 
steel desk bid was $650. The Mon­
roe Benbrook bid was placed 
through local representatives, Home 
Furniture company and Western U. 
S. Representative W. E. Heller of 
Chicago. The Midland Hardware 
company, through George D. Mc­
Cormick, manager, placed the steel 
desk bid as a representative of the 
Wilhide-Speakman company.

The movable and fixed furniture 
specified walnut with ebony inlay 
of hand carved design. This was 
supplied the district courtroom, the 
district and county clerk’s office, 
and one other.

Tlie company awarded the con­
tract specializes in furnishing pub­
lic buildings, R. C. Montgomery, 
manager of. Home Furniture com­
pany, said, activities in the furni­
ture company dating back to when 
the head of the company was es­
tablished in Fort Worth and work­
ing this trade territory. It has fur­
nished the $7,000,000 criminal court 
building at Chicago, the Union 
Trust building at Detroit and the St. 
Louis court building. Furniture fig­
ures alone in the structure ran from 
a third to a sixth million dollars.

Movable furniture included desks, 
chairs, tables, costumers, cuspidors, 
etc., and contracts other than that 
of Monroe Benbrook, which totalled 
$1,500, follow:

While surrounding cities gave out 
in newspapers the fact they were 
disturbed, with cold due to lack of 
sufficient gas pressure during the 
cold days. Midland people were 
sublimely giving no thought to the 
matter. The West Texas Gas com­
pany maintained its constant ser­
vice throughout.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 11.— 

(AP)—Although a full report 
of President Hoover’s law en­
forcement commission will 
not be made until Monday, a 

1 statement today of the results 
1 of the commission’s survey 
said, “ Prohibition, automobile 
theft, white slave traffic, traffic 
immigration and other criminal 
laws of the federal government have 
overtaxed the capacity of the ef­
fectiveness of the national machin­
ery for enforcemet.”

It was also said that careful con­
sideration was given to the prohi­
bition question, with special atten­
tion to the manufacture and sale of 
industrial alcohol.

It is well to think of utilities, no* 
as holding membership in an or­
ganization too often branded as ar 
octupus, but as service corporations 
with full value allowed for the name 
“service.”

The Lions club will entertain 
farmers at the regular luncheon pe­
riod this week. That fact in itself 
is nothing more than another ses­
sion of guests at the table. But there 
is something more significant when 
one considers closely.

One million dollars in farm pro­
ducts grown on a relatively small 
number of acres in Midland coun 
ty last year should appeal to farm­
ers to put in more land. The suc­
cess they would have with this land 
would naturally entice other farm­
ers. An agrarian movement would 
automatically ensue. That would 
mean more money to the county. 
Why should the Lions, a service or­
ganization, fail to do a signal ser­
vice to the comity by failing to 
recognize the value of having the 
farmers to lunch, fraternize with 
them and assure them of the value 
of further perfecting the friendship 
which should exist between the 
business men and the farm produc­
er?

Freeze Made Ground 
Porous In County

While there has been inadequate 
precipitation of the past week to 
insure enough moisture for putting 
the ground in perfect condition for 
the new crop, Midland farmers and 
stockmen say the heavy freeze pul­
verized the ground equivalent to 
light cultivation.

. Cattle are, for the most part, fairly 
fat, and no losses from the cold 
have been reported. Some ranch­
men have been forced to feed fod­
der and other roughage, however, 

due to ice-encased grass.

The farmer’s will is often in­
domitable. Ail the gambling with 
the future known to the business 
man essentially becomes known tc 
him. Three cotton failures in a row 
came to a whole group of farmers in 
Goforth county recently. They plant­
ed again, and once more lost in the 
pitting of their skill against na­
ture which held “thumbs down” on 
their efforts. Did they retire to a 
different county in disgust? In­
stead, they, with their vocational 
agent, organized a school and began 
studying diversification. It is well 
to know that type of man.

To millions of Americans of Irish 
blood, not the least interesting 
thing about the great five-power 
naval conference to take place in 
London this month will be the fact 
that the Irish Free State, like all 
the big self-governing state in the 
British Empire, will have a full 
delegation to sit in and have a 
voice in British decisions.

185 Births And 98 
Deaths Here in ’29

Among facts revealed in a vital 
statistics report, compiled for the 
Reporter-Telegram by Newnie Ellis, 
for the year 1929, there were 135 
births against 98 death; there were 
more boys than girls born during 
the year, in a 94 to 91 proportion, 
and, of the deaths reported, 19 were 
unnatural.

Ellis pointed out that in 1923 
there were 159 births and 91 deaths, 
12 of these being accidental, suicide 
or homicidal.

The 
Sweetwater office of Texas Electric 
Service company sent out ground 
crews to find the break, each to 
cover ten miles of the line. A hap­
py thought by the transmission su­
perintendent was to get in touch 
With Safeway Lines.

The plane, Fort Worth, snugly 
berthed in the Sweetwater hangar, 
was ordered out. Maurice Marrs 
its captain and co-pilot, was .at the 
controls. At 900 feet, the plane 
picked up and followed the high- 
line from Sweetwater easirt- a n d 
south of Baird, near the point where 
the line crosses the Cleman high­
way, Mari’s saw two of the three 
wires dragging on the ground.

The ship was flown to Abilene, 
landing at Kinsolving field, the mu­
nicipal air terminal, at 12:20 p. m.— 
the first arrival since Tuesday. 
Location of the break was reported 
by telephone; then “Fort Worth” 
was flown eastward again, to com­
plete the patrol—for there may be 
other breaks.

MIDLAND GETS AN 
IMPETUS IN 1930  

FROM PAST YEAR
The year 1930, not only is the be­

ginning of a new decade, but is a 
365-day period which offers unpre­
cedented progress to Midland, ac­
cording to the outlook advanced by 
leading business men.

Some idea of what may come, the 
potential progress which is yet to 
make a city of Midland, may be as­
certained by a brief glance at the 
year which has past, and by com­
paring that year with that which 
preceded it. No Midland inhabitant, 
those interviewed say, has been 
oblivious to what happened in 1928 
in Midland.

Projects To End
During the new year there will be 

completion of more than a half mil­
lion dollars in physical improve­
ments, the $295,000 courthouse, 
$200,000 in paving and the comple­
tion of the sewage disposal plant 
and new lateral mains; several new 
business houses are destined to 
start; the people of Midland have 
evidenced their civic co-operation by 
taking up the. suggestio_n__cf the 
chamber of commerce on building 
of sidewalks in order that free pos­
tal delivery may be effected; the 
new oil fields of Ector and An­
drews counties cgnnot but be influ­
ential in the ultimate building of 

ĵ the city, if the promise of the pres-

Sent and past which stimulated Mid­
land pan out; schools have increas­
ed more than 60 students over en­
rollment of this time last year. 

Reports Optimistic 
“The chamber of commerce re­

ports that there is the heaviest de­
mand for apartments and rent 
houses for six months, and that the 
housing committee of the chamber, 
not functioning since demand be­
came negligible six months ago, may 
have to re-organize and start work 
in order that new families may be 
accommodated.

Banks show the greatest deposits 
in financial history; a new oil field 
road will be built .into Andrews if 
present plans do not miscarry; big 
prospects of farm expansion are 
seen as the people become more 
farm-minded and consider the $1,- 
000,000 in farm products raised in 
the county in 1929 unusually worth­
while when the acreage devoted to 
farm culture is taken into account. 

Influx of Agrarians 
An influx of farmers is expected 

from a more organized' campaign of 
advertising than even that which 
took Midland county products to 
many counties of the state last year, 
and literature which showed the 
value of living and tilling the Am­
arillo loam of this country; ginning 
reports show more bales have been 
ginned at this time than on the 
corresponding date of any year iri 
the history of the county; cattle 
conditions áre good, ranches are not 
over-stocked, weeds and grass are 
good from fail rains, and prices are 
thought to be definitely on an up­
ward trend.

There are prospects for new oil 
companies moving to Midland and 
locating in the 12-story Petroleum 
building which was built for them; 
and builders say erection of new 
residences should begin with the 
warm weather and after the psy­
chological deterrent of tax payments 
has been removed after this month. 

Slight Depression Felt 
Though Midland is not booming 

like it was two years ago and there 
is a slight falling off of activity 
which has been noticeable for the 
past few weeks, business men from 
the country say the same condition 
is existent in other cities of the 
United States, that Midland is one 
of the most progressive towns for 
its size in the United States, the 
most progressive in Texas.

Business leaders of Midland be­
lieve the present outlook and policy 
of Midland as indicated through the 
leadership of the chamber of com­
merce, will not encourage new. busi­
ness enterprises that would cease to

FLYING THE AIRM AIL

At smoking time, I wonder which 
is worse: a drive by the tank farm, 
cr a minute at the city editor’s 
desk.

The city of St. Louis-began a campaign the other day 
to erect a monument-to Colonel Lindbergh; but when 
Land-bergh was consulted on the matter he said that in­
stead of being honored for his flight across the Atlantic 
lie'would much rather be remembered as “ a boy who 
flew the airmail.”

Lindbergh’s lone flight across the ocean was one of 
the supremely spectacular feats in all history. It was 
the perfect incarnation of the wild* dream of the small 
boy.. This generation, at least, never saw anything re­
motely like it.
a* Yet he looks on his service .as an airmail pilot as a 

tiling much more worth commemoration in marble.
£ The airmail pilots don’t get a great deal of public 
attention. Once in a great while one of them gets tangl- 
m  in a fog and slaps head-on into a mountain, and in 
Ms death makes the front pages; but for the most part 
the airmail planes go back and forth on their routes with­
out any trumpets to announce them.

But aviators generally seem to recognize the service 
as the aristocrac;5*“« f  flying.

WASHINGTON.—By fast think­

ing and adroit maneuvering, the 
Hoover administration has solved 
the great Gann problem in a man­
ner which satisfies nobody but 
which at least has the .merit of 
making the situation no more em­
barrassing.

Inasmuch as it had been expect­
ed that the controversy over prece­
dence between Mrs. Edward Everett 
Gann, the half-sister and hostess of 
Vice-President Curtis, and Mrs. 
Alice Longworth, wife of the speak­
er, would have to-be decided defi­
nitely and irrevocably by the White 
House, this successful passage of the 
buck is no small achievement.

The official hostess of Washing­
ton, except in the diplomatic es- 
tablisments, have followed the 
White House lead. The vice presi­
dent and Mrs. Gann are invited to 
all large functions where precedence 
doesn’t figure, such as balls and 
major receptions, but American offi­
cials have avoided inviting them to 
dinners where the speaker or the 
chief justice or any of the diplomat^ 
were also to be invited.

How the Job -Was Done
Mrs. Gann has been frequently 

entertained, however, by the unof­
ficial hostess of Washington society.

The White House strategy in 
dodging the missiles of the Gann- 
Longworth war has been as follows:

First, besides the formal custo­
mary dinners given each year to the 
cabinet, the supreme court and the 
speaker, there will also be one for 
the vice president. Mr. Curtis and 
Mrs. Gann will be the guests of 
honor at the vice presidential din­
ner and Mrs. Gann will take Seat 
No. 1 at the president’s right, bub 
they will not be at the other din­
ners. If there were no vice presi­
dential dinner the omission would 
seem rather pointed.

The Hoovers refrain from inviting 
the Longworths and the vice presi­
dent to other dinners, such as those 
recently given to President-elect 
Ortiz Rubio of Mexico and the Jap­
anese naval delegation. Similarly- 
they avoid the necessity of deciding 
Whether Mrs. Gann shall have pre­
cedence over the diplomatic wives.

Mrs. Gann was conceded some­
thing of a point on New Year’s Day 
when she and Vice President -Cur-. 
cis descended the grand: stairway at 
the White House directly behind Mr. 
and Mrs. Hoover, ahead of the cab'- 
met couples. But of course the vice 
president and his wife have always 
followed next at previous receptions 
and the former Miss Ailsa Mellon 
marched in line alongside her fath­
er, the secretary of the treasury, 
whose official hostess she was. The 
New Year’s Day parade downstairs 
marked the largest amount of rec­
ognition yet handed Mrs. Gann by 
the president, but it doesn’t change 
the status quo. The president hard­
ly could have told Curtis to “leave 
that dame home” or make her walk 
by herself at the end of the pro­
cession.

Mr. Gama came too, of course, 
and was ushered directly into the 
Blue Room while his wife and 
brother-in-law were taken upstairs 
with the cabinet folks.

R I T Z STARTING
TODAY
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ARMS PARLEY 
TO WORK AMID 
TUDOR GRANDEUR

By JOSEPH GORDON 
(United Press Staff Correspodent)

•LONDON, Jan. 11. (UP)—Four 
senturies of time and the finest 
existing examples of Tudor gran­
deur will peer down at the dele­
gates of the great naval nations 
of the world when they convene 
at St. James’s Palace this month 
for the Five Power Conference to 
discuss naval limitation.

By curious coincidence the great 
conference will begin just 400 
years after Henry VIII began *o 
bUild the “magnificent and good'.y' 
house” of St. James’s in 1530. The 
designs were prepared by Thomas 
Cromwell, whose namesake, a lit­
tle later, was to figure so promi­
nently in the affairs of the Palace. 

’--Notwithstanding the ravages of 
, time, fires and unfriendly climate 
St. James’s Palace still remains 
the “magnificent and goodly 
house,” its battlements and tow­
ers almost-living symbols of an­
other age, another spirit, another 
era in the affairs of men.
■ To reach the conference room 
the delegates of the naval nations 
will have to pass through Friary 
Court, an outdoor court where for 
centuries tall guardsmen h a -5 
stood at attention as generations 
of kings and queens and royal 
princes passed in and out.
‘v, To reach the floor where the 
conference room is located t h e 
delegates will use the main stair­
way, designed by the great Sir 
Christopher Wren and subsequent­
ly early in the Eighteenth Cen­
tury, altered by William Kent. 
Then they will pass through the 
Tapestry Room, entirely covered 
with priceless tapestry especial­
ly made for Charles I, illustrating 
the armours of Venus and Mats, 
and bearing the monarch’s mono­
grams. This room contains a 
magnificent fire place. An inter­
esting feature of this fireplace is 
the cipher H and A (Henry and 
Anne), joined by a true lover’s 
knot. On the right, probably 
carved out later is the lone 
initial H.

:.;TThen they will enter the con­
ference room itself, known to his­
tory as Queen Anne’s Drawing 
Room, one of the most imposing 
rooms in all England. The color 
scheme is soft red. The floor is 
entirely covered by a red, figured 
carpet; the walls are covered with 
jyarm-red silk of beautiful, simple 
design.

The room is about 150 feet long, 
50 feet wide. At one end stands 
a fine marble fireplace of classi­
cal design, believed to have been 
done by Sir Christopher Wren. 
Tlie head of Medusa is in the cen­
ter of the piece.

Their ad­
dresses showed a familiarity with 
their subject and a desire to praLe 
the county agent for his aid in 
helping them to demonstrate to oth­
er farmers the abvisability of diver­
sified farming and of buying pure­
bred livestock and the best of plant­
ing seed.

The eight club boys were intro­
duced as “young farmers who had 
excelled in their agricultural i re­
jects and won distinctions in dis­
trict, state and nation.”

Olgee Cowen, one of the eight- 
boys, and a winner of a free trip to 
the National Livestock Exposition in 
Chicago, made a profit of $452.20 
during last year with an average of

189 laying hens. The free trip was 
awarded Gwen by the Texas Cot­
ton Seed Crushers association 
through their educational ser '.ce. 
He attended the National 4-H club 
boys council while in Chicago.

Luther Peterson won similar hon­
ors with one dairy calf from which 
he developed a $200.00 animal, not 
counting show earnings. By meeting 
the requirements of the contest he 
made a record which is highly ap­
preciated locally.

W. C. Wright inspired the mem­
bers present with an interesting 
address of facts he had gained from 
three years club work. He dem­
onstrated his speech with a beof- 
roast, ham, one dozen eggs and a 
bottle of milk. By the side of each 
exhibit was a farm grown ration 
showing a required amount to pro­
duce beef, pork, eggs and milk. He 
has been the recipient of two free 
national trips for his excellent re­
cord in 4-H work.

Olen Peterson, a pig and calf club 
boy, represented Dawson county at 
the A. & M. college short course 
recently. Peterson was among ■ h < 
eight boys present during tee 
luncheon. Others were L. H. Holm, 
who represented the county at the 
Panhandle and South Plains Dairy- 
show, Howell Merrick, who won a 
gold medal for his outstanding sheep 
growing record, Doyle Ranson, who 
represented the county in a reemt 
livestock judging team. Another club 
boy, Fred Rainey, illustrated a short 
talk with one and a half pounds of

line-bred bagged yellow milo whicu 
produced 3,100 pounds of milo “ ed 
from the planting.

In addition to the boys mention­
ed above who have represented i ire 
county in state, district and na­
tional trips are a number who ha / 4 
won local awards. The business men 
were warm in their praise of the 
club work and excellent show; ig 
made by the young 4-H farmers.

More than 100 of the 150 ciub 
boys in Dawson county show sub­
stantial profits from their projects 
in 1929, according to the county 
agent. Some of the beginners have 
turned out excellent showings.

W. H. McCulloch, a beginner, 
realized a profit above feed a id 
labor of $108.63 with one pure-bred 
sow. Verney Towns realized an 
amount just four cents less with 
a pure-bred Jersey calf. Other club 
members who made substantial pro­
fits during their first year are Fr d 
and Roy Hughes and Travis Vcn 
Zandt. The Hughes brothers cleared 
over $50 with hogs while Van Za’.KV. 
made a profit from hogs and miio.

The old court room that will be 
obliterated when the ancient court 
house is rased to make room for a 
pew structure holds many memo­
ries for Brady, and doubtless they 
will parade before him as he waits 
on a jury again. This time 12 men 
will weigh his-own fate.

The former court official will go 
to .trial in the room where as county 
attorney for Travis county he ap­
peared for the State of Texas—now 
his accuser—against the Waters- 
P.ierce Gil corporation to prosecute 
it for violation of the anti-trust 
ldws. He won his lawsuit and the 
state was paid more than $1.000,000 
in penalties. Brady’s achievement 
was heralded as a victory of which 
the young county attorney could be 
proud.

(As an attorney in general prac­
tice,, Brady pleaded at this bar for 
many defendants. His eloquent ap­
peals to juries here—where he will 
now sit and listen—won freedom 
fcir'^nany of his clients. His reputa­
tion as an orator was statewide.

[The old courthouse is famous for 
some of its trials. In recent times, 
the Rev. J. Frank Norris of Fort 
■Worth, fundamentalist preacher, was 
tided there for the murder of D. E. 
ciiipps, wealthy lumberman. Inci­
dentally. the. chief counsel for Nor- 
riii in that remarkable acquittal 
was Dayton Moses oi Fort Worth, 
who will appear as one of Brady's 
attorneys.

The state meets its legal adver­
saries there when titles to lands, 
many times involving millions, are 
determined. When the state sues 
of'is  sued venue is in Travis coun­
ty, Hence, the courthouse which will 
about finish its service with the 
Brady trial, has been the meeting 
plfece of some of Texas’ greatest 
barristers. Within its walls has been 
determined ownership of millions 
upon millions of dollars in property.

The building is situated on state 
lairict, leased to the county some 43 
years ago for 90 years. Now the 
question for Travis county is to 
decide if it desires to place its new 
structure on this site, with the 
statfe’s lease of about 45 years yet 
to run, or go elswhere to spend its 
money.

It follows:
