Virgin Farm Land Here

Midland county is a new agricultural territory, haveing the potential 
wealth and possibilities of such a virgin area, according to J. E. Stan­
ford, editor of the Southern Agriculturist, who spoke to Lions and farmers 
Wednesday.

Distinctions Of 
Midland^ All Wet

Midland has two “distinctions” 
believed to put it in a class by 
itself in North America.

One is that it is the largest 
city in the country without free 
postal delivery. This can be over­
come by property owners build­
ing sidewalks.

The other peculiarity is that 
Midland is America’s largest city 
with no colored postal cards for 
sale!

This handicap will be overcome 
within a few weeks. On continual 
failure of postal card companies 
to send a man to Midland, the 
chamber of commerce this week 
sent 20 views to a maker of col­
ored postals. Photographs were 
furnished by the chamber of 
commerce with the aid of Hotel 
Scharbauer and the Hotel Phar­
macy.

These postals when finished, 
will be available in wholesale 
quantities to all drug stores, news 
stands, variety stores and other 
vendors of postal cards. They will 
be sold Midland dealers direct by; 
the publishers, local institutions 
having nothing to do with the 
sales.

The postals are being made to 
help advertise Midland. Hun­
dreds of tourists annually want 
Midland postcards, but there is 
none.

Construction of sidewalks by 
believers in Midland and availa­
bility of colored postals will re­
move two of Midland’s “distinc­
tions”—if you don’t mind what 
you call distinction.

> Stanford said in part to the Re­
porter-Telegram in an interview;

“Since Midland is a new agricul­
tural territory, it is necessary that 
the county start right indeveloping 
a farm program. It would be un­
wise to form plans that would have 
to be rescinded. Back tracking is 
ruinous, both to morale and actual­
ly.

They know a 
one-crop year is dangerous to pros­
perity and that the one-crop con­
ception is likely to ruin a family 
through one of two reasons — small 
production and low price.”

The farm writer praised the co­
operation of Midland’s county agent 
and home demonstration agent, the 
chamber of commerce, and all who 
work with the farmers to achieve 
the ultimate in production.

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HARVARD HAD A HAND IN IT

A. Lawrence Lowell, president of Harvard University, 
warns that college athletics, particularly football, are be­
ing made too spectacular, so that the games are becoming 
spectacles rather than means of pleasant diversion.

Probably he’s quite right . Yet President Lowell 
might remind himself of one or two pertinent facts before 
he continues.

To begin with, it was Harvard— unless our memory is 
all off— that led the way in building a large and costly 
stadium for its football games..

In the second place, it was a Harvard coach— Percy 
Haughton— who did as much as any other coach to shape 
college football in the mold to which it now conforms. 
Haughton, for instance, was a great one to train a man for 
one special function, send him into the game for just one 
play and promptly replace him— a thing that would hard­
ly be done if football were simply a pleasant diversion.

Football has its faults as it. now stands; but Harvard, 
as much as any institution, has made, football what it is 
today.

A  LOT YET TO BUY

Former President Coolidge, addressing a convention 
of New York life insurance agency directors at St. Peters­
burg, Fla., rightly declares that “a potent factor in increas­
ing our material welfare” is the fact that more than $100,- 
000,000,000 in life insurance is now in force in this coun­
try.

The sum. is stupendous. Nevertheless, no insurancee 
salesman needs to think that the field has been entirely 
covered. For, as Stuart Chase points out, our national in­
come is now around $90,000,000,000 annually. We are 
consequently, insured for only a little better than one 
year’s income.

In other words, the nation .can and should buy a great 
deal more insurance. The wide-awake insurance men 
will doubtless see to it that it does.

NO MORE GATE RECEIPTS?

Dr. Frank Parker Day, president of Union College, in 
New York, tells the National Collegiate Athletic Associa­
tion that the way to remove all suspicion of professionalism 
from college football is for the colleges to stop making 
money on athletics— to do away with gate receipts and 
professional coaching.

Dr. Day’s suggestion, if adopted, would undoubtedly 
do away with most of the evils complained of by preseent- 
day football critics. But would it stop the evil of subsidiz­
ing? We doubt it.

The college athlete gets subsidized usually, not by 
someone who is thinking of gate receipts,, but by some 
loyal alumnus who is willing to part with a few hundred 
dollars in order to give the old school a good football play­
er. Even if there were no gate receipts or paid coaches, 
there probably would remain plenty of these enthusiastic 
graduates to keep the subsidizing evil a live question.

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Prohibition Is Causing Plenty of 
Trouble For Mr. Hoover These 
Days— Being President, He’s a 
Shining Target for the Brickbats 
of Wets and Drys Alike, and It 
Isn’t Vex-y Much Fun.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 16.—O n
Christmas Day Mr. F. Scott Me. 
Bride, the superintendent cf the 
Anti-Saloon League, proclaimed in 
mimeographed handouts to the 
press that prohibition was the great 
Santa Claus of the American peo 
pie.

But to President Hoover, prohibi­
tion much more resembles Macbeth, 
the gent who murdered sleep. Es­
pecially of late.

The recent ballyhoo about en­
forcement has been singularly 
covered with aspects of ignorance, 
hypocrisy and cowardice,, but that 
doesn’t let Mr. Hoover out.

The Great White Father is al­
ways the goat on this issue. He it 
is who is supposed to administer 
and enforce'the laws. Agents and 
eoast guardsmen- have to do the 
raiding and shooting and above 
them there are administrators, com­
missioners and other officers to see 
that they do it, but in supreme 
command Is the president.

He's Always a Target
The sad state of prohibition en­

forcement makes him a shining 
mark. For anyone who wants to 
take a few shots at him it provides 
brickbats always at hand. When he 
is ’charged with failing to achieve 
satisfactory enforcement the charge 
can’t be denied. ,A1T a poor presi 
dent can do is to assure everyone 
of his good intentions and. promiëe 
to try like the dickens to do a better 
job.

It doesn’t make any difference 
whether a law can be enforced or 
not. As regards prohibition, there 
are two schools of thought on that. 
Mr. Hoover might believe it couldn’t 
be enforced, but he wouldn’t dare 
say so.. He would have to eairy 
on just as if he thought it could.

The notion that the president 
needed Senator Borah to tell him 
that the law wasn’t being enforced 
is tinged with absurdity. The in­
cident was chiefly valuable as 
demonstrating the value of bally­
hoo’. After Borah’s blast Mr. Hoo­
ver had to pretend a sudden ex­
citement over such astonishing 
revelations and act as if the wooi-i 
had just been pùlled from his eyes. 
It may be too much to suggest that

Senator Borah deliberately sought 
to embarrass the president, but it 
was obvious enough that he didn't 
mind if he did.

The contrast in the attitudes of 
Harding, Coolidge and Hoover t,o- 
w a r d  prohibition enforcement 
seems to be that Hoover is more 
conscientious about it. One can 
also say for Hoover that he has not 
been in office very long and can 
hardly be expected to do in less 
than a year what his predecessors 
failed to do in eight.

He is fortunate in retaining the 
support cf the dry organizations, 
with their control of Congress. The 
organized drys are not those en­
gaged in hectoring him now. They 
have even come to the defense of 
his chief enforcement officials in 
the face of Borah's demands for a

Since politics are still a large fac­
tor in enforcement Congress may 
also decide that the more prohibi­
tion enforcers there are, the more 
prohibition will be enforced, and so 
create many new jobs with aug­
mented appropriations. Prohibition 
Commissioner Doran once estimat­
ed that he could enforce the law 
satisfactorily with $300,000,000 a 
year and there is a disposition 
among seme members to give him 
almost that much to work with if 
not quite.

Most of the senators engaged in 
the recent ballyhoo have been in­
sisting that the matter of industrial 
alcohol diversion was the most 
serious angle of the problem. The 
prohibition enforcement officials 
have denied this time and again. In­
dustrial alcohol is a factor in some 
of the larger eastern cities, b u t 
everywhere, Doran has insisted,

High points in the principal ad­
dress, given by Rev. Guy Davis, 
were the failure of government con­
trol in Canada and the clean-up, by 
prohibition officers, of San Angelo 
last April. It was interesting to 
Midland people to know that in 
this campaign seventeen men and 
four women were sent to the federal 
prison the day after their arrest.

The subject 6f the essay winning 
the prize among the seniors was 
“Business Advantages In Keeping 
Free From Alcoholic Drinks” , and 
read as follows:

There is much talk around this 
nation of ours of prohibition and 
the success or failure of it. In fact 
it is the main issue of the day. 
Many followers of John Gin Bar­
leycorn still insist that the good 
old days of the saloon were days of 
just as good morals as those we 
possess today. This point is hardly 
worthy of argument, because those 
of us who can remember the dif­
ference in bumping into a drunken 
hog as we walked down the street 
and being able to walk down a 
street of today in all peace and so­
briety well know the advantages of 
nation-wide prohibition.

“Civilization has taken unto it­
self machinery,” wrote Charles 
Reitell. This great and wondrous 
change to machinery requires also 
greater and more * skilled workmen 
in almost every branch of work. 
The stage driver of yesterday could 
much more safely drive under al­
coholic. influence than his brother, 
the trained engineer of today with 
whom every second counts, and who 
must keep every nerve in readiness 
in order to meet any unusual oc­
currence. This growth of complexity, 
high speed, and involved dangers 
of modern machinery absolutely bar- 
out all use of alcoholic drinks.

When our ancestors first came 
ever to the New World, it took 
them from three to four months to 
make the long and perilous jour­
ney. Now the steamships make the 
trip in less than a week. Along with 
the increase in speed of traveling 
comes the increase in the speed of 
machinery. This increase demands 
alertness and quick-thinking, pre­
cision, and fine judgment undream­
ed of by. even our grandfathers. Al­
coholic beverages are a hindrance 
to the best working of our. complex 
human machine.

• The influence of alcohol is by 
no means ended in an hour or 
two after the drink is taken. Nor is 
it combined with visible symptoms 
like staggering or thick speaking. 
In making a test a doctor once 
requested a policeman to bring all 
of the participants in motor acci­
dents to him regardless of whether 
they appeared to be drunk or not.

Cut of the many arrests taken to 
the physician, a very few were ac­
tually drunk,, but their muscles and 
senses had been retarded to such 
a degree as to make it dangerous 
for them to. drive, although possibly 
net one had taken over a drink or 
two.

Perhaps if the use of alcohol en­
dangered only the lives of those 
that used it, there would be little 
cause for worry, but it does not 
stop there. Take the case of the 
pilot: he must be able to react 
quickly at a second’s notice. He is 
intrusted with the lives of many, 
and the failurl to act promptly and 
correctly spells death for all of the 
precious cargo of .life. The cock-pit 
is not the place for slow nerve re­
action. Scientists found that alcohol 
retards the nerve reaction, and it 
increases the liability to confusion 
in moments of emergency.

Again, booze and education do 
not blend. Even athletic association 
prohibit- any use of drinks eg 
ing alcohol because of it! 
on the body as -well as the ’ 
system. Perhaps no college ¿Tudeat 
was ever refused a position on the 
football squad because, he was not 
on speaking terms with John Bar- 
leycorn^ though a casual acquaint­
ance with the genial “gent” has 
cost many air athlete his chance.

“It is entirely possible to get 
along with a wooden leg, but it is 
totally impossible to get along with 
a wooden head.” The physical worth 
of man would total up to about 
ninety-eight cents, it is the Luain 
that counts, but in order that your 
brain may be kept clear you must 
keep your body fit and well. That 
can not be done if one makes a 
habit of drinking liquor. Through 
alcoholic stimulants, a man loses 
his coordination. That is why liquor * 
¡S' such a disadvantage to the brain.

In the strenuous race of life, the 
boozer is indeed a loser. Drink has 
never helped anyone to a bigger - 
or better, finer or freer, a higher or 
happier life.

A Message to the American People
To every American citizen the recent messages of President Hoover are a challenge to 

patriotism and a call to duty:
Our whole system of self government will crumble either if officials elect what 

laws they will enforce or citizens elect what laws they will support. The worst evil 
of disregard for some law is that it destroys respect for all law. For our citizens to 
patronize the violation of a particular law on the ground that they are opposed to it 
is destructive of the very basis of all that protection of life, of homes and property 
which they rightly claim under other laws.

A large responsibility rests directly upon our citizens. There would be little 
traffic in illegal liquor if only criminals patronized it. W e must awake to the fact 
that this patronage from large numbers of law-abiding citizens is supplying the re­
wards and stimulating crime.
President Hoover’s acceptance of his official responsibility is rightly joined to his state­

ment of our obligation as a private citizens :
I have been selected by you to execute and enforce the laws of the country. I 

propose to do so to the extent of my own abilities, but the measure of success that the 
government shall attain will depend upon the moral support which you, as citizens 
extend. The duty of citizens to support the laws of the land is co-equal with the duty 
of their government to enforce the laws which exist. No greater national service can 
be given by men and women of good will— who, I know, are not unmindful of the re­
sponsibilities of citizenship— than that they should, by their example, assist in stamp­
ing out crime and outlawry by refusing participation, in and condemning all transac­
tions with illegal liquor.
W e believe that prohibition should be given an honest trial, that it was enacted for the 

“protection of the American home,” and that the moral force of the country is behind Presi­
dent Hoover in his endeavor to combat those forces which are attempting to frustrate this effort.

President Hoover placed this matter first in his Inaugural message. It is a compelling in­
vitation.

W e invite our fellow citizens, whatever their previous opinions and social practices, and 
particularly those in business and professional life, to join with us in following the President.

Let us unite to give the Eighteenth Amendment an honest chance for complete enforce­
ment.

To the full extent of our example and influence let us support our President and the Con­
stitution— the Constitution that is the instrument of our sacred honor, the protection of our 
homes and property, and the bulwark of our national existence.

Sweetwater Fire
Losses Increase

Estimated losses as a result of 
57 fires in Sweetwater during 1929 
amounted to $61,846.97, an in­
crease of seyeral thousand dollars 
ever the 1928 record, the Sweetwat­
er Reporter says.

The increase was shown in spite 
of the fact that there were 31 less 
fires in 1929 than there were the 
preceding year when 88 were '"i 
record. Figures for the 1928 loss 
are not available, Fire Chief Zach 
Taylor said, but it is known that 
they were appreciably. less than 
this years.

The greatest loss of 1929 was on 
June 4 when the Archer building 
on the south side of the courthouse 
square burned, Chief Taylor stat­
ed. Serious damage was also done 
in September in a blaze at the Hig 
ginbotham-Bartlett Lumber com­
pany.

Fire losses all over the entire 
state were higher in 1929 than they 
had been for several years, accord­
ing to records collected by the 
state fire marshal.

With the installation of 16 new 
fire hydrants and several thou­
sand feet of new water mains, los­
ses here. during. 1930 are expected 
to be .materially reduced, it was 
said. The first 13 days of the year- 
passed without even an alarm be-, 
ing turned in.

Dallas Cotton Market
While the cotton rtiarket continu­

ed narrow and a rather sluggish 
attitude toward movement and 
bearish sentiment was evident, and 
price level restricted aggressive sel­
ling demand from trade interests 
responsible for moderate advance, 
7 to 9 points during the morning 
sesssion. On opening prices were 
unchange to slightly higher with 
commission house buying against 
selling by spots interests. Later 
buying broadened with* increased 
trade demand and values sold some­
what higher. March in New York 
sold at 17.45, May 17.64, July 17.78, 
or 7 to 9 points net higher. Volume 
of trading during the morning was 
very limited with disposition to 
await developments generally, at­
tention centering on next ginning 
report which was due the 23rd first 
estimate for 14,170,000 bales ■ con­
strued bullish factor, but as addi­
tional estimates are issued market 
will probably discount bullish in­
fluence ahead of official figures.
