Prohibition Unit _
‘Makes April Report

DALLAS, Tex., May 13. ()—The
Federal Prohibition enforcement
unit in Texas did good work during
April, reports the Rev. Dr. Afticus
Webb, Superintendent of the Anti-
Saloon League.

“They seized 97 distilleries that
had a daily capacity of 11,160 gal-
lons,” said Dr. Webb. “They also
seized 2,708 gallons of spirituous
liquor, 2,843 gallons of beer, 107 gal-
lons of wine, and 51,787 gallons: of
mash. They also seized 44 automo-
biles of a value of $10,510 and other
property seized to a value of $24.-
946. They received from sale of
property seized, $1,830, arrested 357
persons and reported 370 to the
United States attorneys. Two fede-
ral agents were injured in the per-
formance of their duty and they se-
cured six permanent’ injunctions.

“They recently convicted and sen-
tenced to the federal prison at Leav-
enworth, the biggest 'moonshiner
that ever operated on Texas soil
and along with him the grocery-
man who sold him the supplies.

“With the mnew -  decision just
handed down by the Supreme court
of the United States they will be
able to very materially increase the
result of their own efforts to.shut
off the supply of liquor reaching the
people.”

Organized crime, says Mr. Loesch, is directly trace-
able to the relationships which the underworld is able
to build up with unserupulous politicians.

In the making of glass bottﬂe%
during the lagt few years machinery
has multiplied the product of human
labor 41 times and skill has gone out

‘of the business. In the poot and
show industry 100 machines take the
place of 25,000 men. Seven men have
replaced 60 men as the labor unit
casting pig iron. A team of two
men loads the pig iron which for-
merly required 12§ men.

In the steel mills 42 men have
given way to one man around open
hearth furnaces.

With improved cranes three men

one improved loading crane substi-
tues a gang of five men for one of 48,
The man who -once made 450 bricks
in a day now watches a machine
‘make 40,000 in'a *day.

For the postoffice department has
put a penalty on popularity of col-
umnists!

It has spiked the bubble of pop-
ular acclaim for an artist who would
measure his renown by the sym-
bols or other cryptlc addresses on his
mail.

No more will Ye Quack get a
message from one of his feminine
admirers, marked wth an odd hier-
oglyphic in:the shape of a pair of
duck legs' sticking out of a meat
pie, the side of the tin baking dish
dented by a figurative and plain-
tive- quacking.

An official order issued by Fred-
eric A. Tilton, assistant postmaster
general, not only frowns upon the
practice of freak addresses, but a
ban has been placed on this artful
method of testing the sleuthing abil-
ity of Uncle- Sam’s postal employes,
according to word received by .the
local postoffice.

So inclusive are the laws that such
missives as are not properly marked
will be sent to: the dead letter of-
fice, unless the identity of that one
who mailed it is known, in which
case the letter will be sent back to
the one who mailed if.

And 1look' at the ground upon
which  rejection is based. “Alleged
well-known persons in various sta-
tions - of ‘life,” recipients of such
missives are called. And the Town
Quack thereby gets another defini-
tion, whether.he favors it or not.

chief of the American Graves Reg-
istration Service in Europe. These
men are here to act as guides and
friends to the mothers and widows
who are coming from America to vis-
it the graves of the loved ones.

Headquarters at 146 Avenue des
Champs Elysees is actually a busy
army post and has much of a cam-
paign atmosphere, except for the
ahsence of uniforms. There is fever-
ish, but well-ordered activity to
make certain of the manifold de-
tails of this new expedition.

The mothers and widows will be
lodged at the best possible hotels
nearest the sector of their visit, they
will travel in the utmost comfort
and all reasonable wants will be
granted them by men with whom
kindness and consideration wil be
first principles.

A Peace-Time Invasion

With the sirong will and thor-
oughness with which America went
into the war, the men under Colonel
Ellis are undertaking the work of
this new invasion. They will be arm-
ed with tact and delicacy.

It has been definitely arranged
that each Gold Star consignment,
which will number about 300 will be
escorted to various first class hotels
in Paris. The mothers and widows
will be given time to rest and re-
fresh themselves.

Their first public appearance will
be at noon on the following day
when they will go to the Arc de
Triomphe and pay homage to the
French Unknown Soldier. In the af-
terncon they will gather at a fash-
ionable Champs Elysees restaurant
for an official reception and tea,
whérein prominent French officials
will -take part, Prayers will be said
by priests, clergymen and rabbits.

In groups:of 25 the mothers will
be taken in deé luxe motor buses to
the sector in which they are inter-
ested. Those who visit the Meuse-
Argonne cemetery, with its 14,184
graves, will' be lodged in hotels in
Verdun and driven daily to the cem-
etery over a period of five days.

Mothers and Widows of Fallen Comrades

With each group a nurse will travel,
refreshments wil be served at the
cemeteries and cots provided for
women who become tired and wish
to rest.

Those visiting the St. Mihiel cem-~
etery at- Thiaucourt will be lodged
at Nancy; those going to the Oise-
Ainse at Soissons, those to the Som-
me at St. Quentin, and those to the
Aisne-Marne, Belleau Wood, will
stay at Chateau Thierry.

and at various chosen levels aloft
along a given line of flight; height,
sype, amount, and direction of mo-

tion of clouds, with particular at-
tenticn to low clouds; precipitation
in various forms, such as rain, fog,
sleet, ete; and last, a forecast ‘in

‘positive terms as to what these ele-

merits will do within a given pe-
riod of time.

For a flicht of 500 miles, these
ferecasts are usually made for the
next six to eight hours. For shorter
flights they are made for propor-
ticnately short intervals. For daily
airdrome work, however; 12 hours
is ‘the mere general interval for
which pedictions are issued.

In contradistinetion to the type of
information issued by the meteor-
clogical stations, it will be found
that forecasts like “fair and warm-
er” or ‘“generally fair” published in
the daily papers are of little value
in assisting in truly efficient navi-
gation. These forecasts assume
great importance  in = agricultural
pursuits and kindred industries, but
vastly more detailed data is requir-
ed for consistently successful ac-
complishment of flying missions.
Of no value whatever for any pur-
pose are the indications printed on
the common anerocid barometer and
on calendars printed by some enter-
prising advertisers.

To put it briefly, flyers must be
fully prepared to oufride the weath-
er they wiil encounter. They want,
and need to know, the upper winds
so that the meost favorable flying
levels may be sought, ‘for the pur-
pose of saving fuel, oil, time and
wear and tear on the plane and
motor. In winter time, a ‘much
appreciated piece of information is
where the warmest and smoothest
strata of air lie.

Extent of depth and cloud areas
are other important items. For
one example out 'of the hundreds
that will arise, a. pilot may with all
other conditions favorable, ascend
above clouded sections on his route
in order to take advantage of tail
winds and may complete his flight
in good order. Again, knowledge of
areas where precipitation is occur-
ring is essential so'that those areas
may be avoided if possible. These

cargo to his destination safely, eco- |

nomically and on time. The dis-
patcher must see that the ship is
certifieq < for flight by the main-
tenance division and that the air
road is clear. The company itself
has in addition to these manifold
responsibilities of its subordinates,
the burden of maintaining and de-
veloping air lines of travel and com-
munication, and the fostering of
general confidence in the use of
aireraft.

From the foregoing paragraphs it
can be seen that intelligent appli-
cation of information supplied from
meteorological stations will assist
all concerned immeasurably in ful-
filling their duties to themselves
and to the public at large.

So far as the pilot is ‘concerned,
there are two main sources from

which he may derive information. | -

The first of these is the meteorolo-
gical data board. This board is kept
posted ' with the latest report. He
finds a set of statistics which are
summed in one final terse phrase

at the end. “Flying conditions
good.” - Or “Good,” etc. It will be
noticed that stations are listed in
the order encountered from the

home station, which is first on the
list. The left hand column is self-
explanatory as to the number and
variety of items about which in-
formation is incorporated. The sec-
ond source available for the pilot
is the daily weather map, f{rom
which forecasts are made. The
weather map is nothing more or
less than a bird’s-eye view of con-
ditions over the entire coontry at
a given time. Twice daily the
United States weather bureau has
observations taken at over 200 sta-

tions, principally at the larger
tcwns. These observations include
temperature, barometric pressure,

cloudiness, surface winds and pre-
cipitation during the preceding 24
hours, The reports for a given ter-
ritory are transmitted via telegraph
to certain stations designated as
forecast centers, whence they are
redistributed¢ to each other. When
these reports are plotted on a map
of the United States and lines drawn
through points of equal pressure
and then through points of equal
temperature, areas of high and of
low pressure and- temperature may
be located. Then by application of
certain meteorelogical laws and
prineiples, the movement of these
areas with their attendant weather
can be quite accurately foretold.
This method has been used by the

‘weather bureaw for more than 40

years, and to date has proven itself
the only reliable means devised for
forecasting. It is contemplated that
each meteorological station keeps on
file a complete set of these daily
maps for the benefit of all flyers.
Development of' telephotography
will undoubtedly lead to distribu-
tion of maps from ene center, which
will be a great convenience but
which will not obviate the necessity
for a competent forecaster at all
fields of importance.
