Testimony Completed 
Tuesday; Charge 

Re-written
After getting away to a 

good start in the King Reed 
murder trial being held at 
Stanton, a difference among 
state and defense counsel held 
up arguments in the case to­
day until the charge could be 
rewritten.

The charge was not read until 
just before noon, and Sam K. Was- 
aff, Midland attorney who is as­
sisting District Attorney W. R. 
Smith in the prosecution of the 
case, was making the opening state 
argument at a few’ minutes before 
2 o’clock.

No limit was set' for argument 
time by District Judge Charles L. 
Klapproth.

The jury is expected to get the 
case this afternoon.

The fat®...of King Reed, former 
Midland chief of police, passed ,tp. 
the hands' of;::ar*50th district' court 
jury which Tuesday heard some 15‘ 
witnesses, including the defendant, 
testify . concerning the fatal shoot­
ing last July of J. C. Holcombe, Mid­
land night watchman for whose 
murder Reed is on trial.

All testimony was Completed Tues­
day, and attorneys’, arguments were 
to be heard before Judge Klapproth 
this morning.

The defense counsel laid a. predi­
cate for self defense on th e  
testimony of W. R. Chilton 
Lamesa motor bus operator who 
was the only eye witness of th e  
shooting. Chilton said Holcombe 
fired the first of several shots ex­
changed by the tlvo men in a pistol 
duel on the streets of Midland.

Say He TVas Drinking
The state introduced several wit­

nesses who testified Reed had been 
drinking a few hours before the af­
fray. Reed testified on cross ex­
amination he had, a short time be­
fore the night of the shooting, ex­
pressed a feeling of animosity for 
Holcombe.

Six character witnesses were put 
on the stand to testify in behalf of 
Reed.

District Attorney W. R. Smith is 
being assisted in the prosecution 
by R. W. Hamilton, comity attorney 
of Martin county, and Sam K. 
Wasaff of Midland. Attorneys 
Wright of San Angelo, Johnson of 
Colorado and Dunaway of Mid­
land represent Reed.

Reed was tried bn the charge in 
Stanton early in January, after the 
case was transferred from Midland 
on a change of venue. A mistrial 
was called when the jury could not 
agree.

"During the 
next 10 to 20 years, it is likely that 
this section of the state will see 
the greatest development of any part 
of the country.”

The Supreme- Court Is Apt to Be a Hoover Group Eventually—He Has Appointed Two new Justices and 
Probably Will Have to Appoint More—“Liberals” Getting Disturbed

WASHINGTON, April 9.—Herbert 
Hoover probably will have the op­
portunity to leave the impress of his 
beliefs on the future political and 
economic history of the United 
States longer than any other presi­
dent for many decades- 

He is likely to have to appoint 
more justices to .the supreme court 
than any other president in this

century and it may fall to him to 
appoint more of them than any 
president since Washington.

Every four years the people have 
the privilege of changing the polit­
ical complex of the administration 
by electing a new president, from 
the oppisite party.

People Have No Choice 
Every two years they can elect

a new Congress. Each member of 
the House comes up for re-election 
biennially and the fact that, a third 
of the. seas in the Senate are filled 
each two years means that control 
of both houses can be shifted as of­
ten from one party to the other in 
case the voters desire.

Hoover was quick on the trigger 
in appointing - Hughes.- and . Parker .

The' Parker 
appointment nas raised- the, question 
whether political or geographic ill 
factors should .be considered in ap­
pointing justices. Tne. debate over 
both appointments demonstrated 
the increasingly close-scrutiny which 
all supreme court, selections are, re­
ceiving. In each case the appoint­
ment was at first, received favorably; 
in each case Opposition grew grad­
ually to considerable, proportions.

It is already fairly certain that 
Hoover isn’t going to appoint, any 
real'liberals. Hie two. straightout 
liberals, on the court are Holmes and 
Brandels. Holmes was appointed by 
Roosevelt, the. only liberal Repub­
lican president in many decades, and 
Brandels by Wilson, the liberal 
Democrat. All other presidents who 
made appointments to the present 
court were conservatives, and so 
were the appointees. The only pos­
sible exception to that is Justice 
Stone, who was pushed upstairs by 
Ccolidge when he beeame embar­
rassingly active as attorney-general.
