SHOWS INCREASE 

IN OPERATIONS

. Four tests drilling and two rigging 
up summarize the/work now going 
on in Andrews county field. Also 
the Atlantic Pipe Line company is 
resurveying the proposed route that 
the new pipe line is to run from 
Midland via the Ogden No. 1, pre­
sent Andrews county producer, and 
on to Hobbs, New Mexico.

The Deep Rock Oil company has 
three tests drilling. The King No. 1, 
offset to the Ogden No. 1, located 
in section 11, block A-46, the Hay­
den Miles No. 1, located in section 
22, of the same block, and the Math­
is No. 1, located in section 4 of the 
same block. The King No. 1 is down 
to 2900 feet and has already passed 
through the first gas formation. Re­
ports from the field indicate that 
this test is running something like 
200 feet above the formation of the 
discovery well.

The Miles No. 1 is down to about 
1550 feet and has been repeatedly 
delayed by cavey formations.

The Mathis No. 1 is down to about 
1660 feet, todays drilling report has 
it, and has encountered several wa­
ter sands- already.

The Fuhrman Oil company is 
drilling one test in section 16, block 
A-43, about six miles south of the 
discovery well. This is the Ford No. 
1 and was down to about 1200 feet 
at the first of the week.

In the north section of the coun­
ty the Humble, Penn and Atlantic 
companies have the rig up on a 
test on section 20, block A-37, about 
14 miles northwest of the discov­
ery well. This location, according to

Postmaster General Brown Explains His Plan for Boosting Rates on Fir

THE MAIL PILOT’S COURAGE

| gestion that the deficit be wiped out 
j annually by a rate of 2 1-2 cents on 
first, class mail instead of the pre­
vailing rate of 2 cents. He proposesI
that the users o: lirst class mail be 
made to meet the deficit instead of 
the taxpayers m general.

This idea of Brown’s, which is 
bound to create a great deal of dis­
cussion .when it is recommended to 
Congress—as it probably will be, has 
beeri carefully thought out in a 
period during which the post master 
general has reorganized the Post- 
office Department both as regards 
departmental work and personnel. 
Along with his program for increas­

ed efficiency and economy he has 
carried on a thorough study of rate 
revision.

Study Cost by Classes 
If we start putting 2 1-2 cent 

stamps on our ordinary letters, in­
creasing the revenue on first class 
mail1 by between $75,000,000 and 
$100,000,000, we will culminate in­
termittent study of the deficit prob­
lem dating back, many years. In’ the 
last two or three decades this study 
has been especially devoted to as­
certaining the cost of handling each 
class of mail—first, second, third 
and fourth—and the various spec­
ial services maintarined by the de-

Brown explains that..the original 
idea of the fathers of the country 
was. to. ipa.ke the. postal .sendee self- 
sustaining and that the users of 
the mails should .pay ail the bills. 
Thus the postal service was entire­
ly self-suportihg , for the first 60 
years except .for occasional quite 
negligible deficits. But with the dis­
covery of gold In California Cop- 
giess, encouraging establishment of 
transportation route's to develop fjae- 
new . frontiers, began id pay. huge 
subsidies for railway and ocean mail 
contracts Which were not > a proper 
charge against-postal ’funds.’.In 
.eight- jfeMs-.since ^  been
a surplus, including the war yeggs 
of emergency rates:

“The Postoffice Department ..is! a: 
public utility.” Brown says... "The 
strictly -postalxdeficit jlast year, after 
subtracting $35)000,000; expended for’ 
non-postal.- services,.-,-was approxi­
mately $50,000,000, and .was made 
good by taxpayers generally without 
regard to what extent they used pos­
tal facilities or whether they used, 
them at all. Like any other public 
utility the Postoffice should conduct 
its operations without financial lo?s. 
If our budget is to be balanced and 
this great annual charge on the gen­
eral treasury : checked there must be 
a revision of the rates charged pos­
tal patrons.

“There are. wide and sometimes 
violent differences of opinion as to 
what rates should be increased. We 
carry letter mail, newspapers, cir­
cular matter and parcel post, all at 
different rates and charge specified 
fees for money order service, C. O. 
D. service and registry service. But 
in all services except the carrying of 
sealed letter mail .we have the keen­
est competition—f-roni railroads, ex­
press and trucking companies, 
steamships and other carriers in 
carrying magazines, printed material 
and merchandise,, from banks and 
express companies in transporting 
and transferring funds, from sav­
ings banks in our.postal savings ac­
tivities. Increased rates would cut 
the volume of our business and leave 
us with.'the same overhead, un­
doubtedly increasing, the deficit.

■“Everyone agrees that" each class 
of public utility service should pay 
its own way. . First class mail is in­
variably given preferential treat­
ment. It has special privileges and 
all other mail matter must give way

Other Rates Increased
Since .1915 the second-class rate 

has been increased 82 per cent,' the 
third class rate 21 per cent and the 
parcel post rate 10 per cent. For 
45 years we have maintained un­
changed the selling price of our 
basic commodity — first class mail. 
Consider the dollar’s purchasing 
power in 1855, the two-cent rate 
then is equiygtient to 3 1-2 cents at 
this time—and 7 cents if we count 
the relative wage- to labor generally. 
The postal dollar gives us three 
to five times more than any other 
dollar we spend.

“There seems to be no doubt that 
an increase on . first class mall is 
justified on both theoretical and 
practical grounds. We believe a 
2 1-2 cent rate for the present would 
balance our budget. It also should 
be borne in mind that proposed leg­
islation for the benefit ojf postal 
workers now pending in Congress 
will, if passed, increase our expenses 
by many millions.” ' .

An interesting fact re­
vealed was that the president of the 
National Federation of Women’s 
Clubs, Mrs. Siffel, has recently pub­
lished a letter in which she declared 
herself he-artily in favor of en­
forcement of the 18th amendment. 
In this letter she said that at the 
last two meetings of the national 
feredated clubs, a vote had been 
taken on the question and both 
times every delegate voted in favor 
of enforcement. Another point in 
ths discussion was that the 19th 
amendment which gave the vote to 
women protected the 18th amend­
ment.

The W. C. T. U. decided to in­
vite Mrs. Mary Harris Armor to 
come to Midland early in May as 
the guest of the local organization. 
Mrs. Armour is an ordained minister 
of the Methodist church, South, and 
is coming to Texas to attend the 
general conference of tliat church 
which meets in Dallas. She is high­
ly recommended as a platform 
speaker on the temperance problem, 
and Midland is the only small town 
included in her itinerary as she j 
plans to speak only in large cities 
in Texas, according to officers of the 
local W. C. T. U.

The meeting adjourned with 
prayer to meet at the Christian 
church the second Thursday in May.

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GUESSING GAME DEVELOPS OUT OF GUESSING POPULATION 
RETURNS PRESENT CENSUS; POLITICIANS UP IN THE AIR
By C. E. SIMONS, 

Associated Press Staff Writer.

AUSTIN, Tex., April 11. (d>) — 
Guessing the result of the decennial 
census is a national indoor sport 
which is rapidly gaining in favor. To 
Texas politicians, however, it is 
something else and many of them 
are, figuratively speaking, burning 
midnight oil in an effort to get 
their names on tickets for offices 
that are based on population.

There seems to be little doubt that 
Texas will be entitled to at least 
two additional representatives in the 
national House when figures for the. 
1930 census are known. Politicians 
see two more opportunities for po­
litical prestige.

Election officials, however, have 
thrown cold water on the proposed 
candidacies of men seeking the new 
posts with the statement that cen­
sus returns will not be completed 
in time to permit the election of 
two more Texans to congress at the 
November balloting. Ambitious pol­
iticians must wait two years more, 
according to a court interpretation 
of the election laws.

It has been proved in previous 
cases that a candidate cannot in­
dulge in population figures and be­
come a congressman. Texas and 
other States have had candidates 
who, in advance of the decennial 
count, have put their names on the 
State tickets as candidates for 
congressman-at-large.

In some instances these candi­
dates have been elected, contingent 
oh' the census figures being large 
enough to justify a new congress­
man. The minimum on which a new 
congressman may be added by a 
State is a population gain of 30,000. 
The supreme court has held consis­
tently that a candidate who runs in 
anticipation of the census count, even 
if the count proved an extra con­
gressman was permitted, cannot 
take office.

Office-seekers must wait until re­
turns from the census are in and 
congress has ratified the new allo­
cations. Congress has agreed that 
the next allocation will be in 1931 
and became effective for the 1932 
elections.

Political experts have estimated 
that at least 23 congressmen will 
lose districts while about that many 
more will be gained through the 
shifts in population. States which 
these experts believe will show a 
loss are Missouri, less of three; Iowa, 
Kentucky and Tennessee, two each; 
Alabama, Kansas, Louisiana, Maine. 
Massachusetts, Nebraska, New York, 
North Dakota, Pennsylvania, Ver- 
be entitled to two more each.

California is expected to :show 
the greatest gain and may be en­
titled to six new congressmen; 
Michigan may gain four, and Ohio 
three. Texas and New Jersey may 
be entitled to two mor each.

Texas now has 18 congressional 
districts. For the 1932 election, the 
two new, congressmen, if authorized, 
will probably be classed as congress- 
men-at-large. After the 1932 election 
the State legislature would under­
take to reapportion the districts, 
making twenty if the census war­
rants.

economic competition predominates 
over economic cooperation. It is all 
very well to put the stamp of ex­
ecutive approval upon a cooperative 
movement but the actual function­
ing of the plan rests upon the 
shoulders of the operating force and 
it is difficult to change competitive 
customs once they are established 
even though executive approval has 
been granted. However, closer con­
tact between individual operators 
promotes through a recognition of 
mutual problems, a better feeling of 
fellowship and confidence.

A direct result expected from this 
closer contact is the improvement 
from an economical viewpoint in the 
solution of operating problems. To a 
great extent a field man whose suc­
cess as an operator is based upon 
his own experience, is inclined to 
solve his own problems and expect 
his neighbor to do likewise not be­
ing very curious as to what solution 
his neighbor has for problems iden­
tical with his own. In fact, many 
times an operator is proud of his 
own accomplishments when in re­
ality his neighbor’s accomplishments 
far exceed them. There is no sound 
reasoning behind this attitude of

Cantwell said recently on a trip to 
Sweetwater. “The business has been 
very slow and since there has been a 
crack-up which makes it necessary 
to repair the damaged plane, we do 
not intend to bring another ship here 
within the immediate future.”

Mr. Cantwell said, however, that 
the line probably would be re-open­
ed within the next few months.

The Lockheed is to undergo fur­
ther repairs in the Tulsa shops of 
the Safeway airlines.
