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Damocles Had Nothmcv on. Hlm?

LONDON, May 29.—Many Eng-
lishmen are gravely asking them-
selves tHese days. if Ghandi dies in
prison, whether he will not do for
India what John Brown did for the
United States and the case of slav-
ery. Even in a jail somewhere
near Poona the British masters only
have his body locked up. His spirit
goes marching 'on. Ghandi is not
the cause of the unrest in India. He
is simply the megaphone - through
which the woes of the bulk of the
318,000,000 natives of India are pro-
claimed to themselves ‘and the
world. And India contains one-sev-
enteenth of all the w01lds popula-
tion.

Britain’s problem in India is a
terrific one. Neither the United
States nor any other world power
ever has had anything like it to
tackle. The bulk of the humble In-

.dians give Britain the credit for

some things it had done: a system
of courts which give the lowliest
unbribed - justice; a plan of canals
which renders fertile ¥ands that
were formerly desert; a system of
railways which permits India to in-
terchange products, a vigilant ad-
ministration which seeks to palliate
famine by’ bringing food to the
needy.
Blame British “Raj”

But all this is a mere scratch
on the surface of this vast sub-
continent. The people of India —
like people everywhere—hlame all
their ills on th Btitish “Raj.” The
chances are that all or most of the
evils from which the people suf.ter
have come down the ‘ages ‘and are
well-nigh msoluble India is pre-
dominantly an agricultural land and
the bulk of the people work on '‘the
land. India produces 64 per cent of
the world’s rice, 12 per cent of its
wheat, against 13 from Canada. and
27 from the United States; practi-
cally all of its jute; 26 per cent of
its cotton, 45 per cent of its flax
and 40 per cent of its tea.

And yet two-thirds of the people
are underfed and it has been esbi-
mated that 40 millions do naob
know what it is to get one square
meal per day. The average income
of the hulk of the Indian people
has heen estimatd at $25 per an-
nurh as against $150 in Germany,
$160 in France, $250 in' Great Brit-
ain and $360 in the United States.

But that only tells part of the
story. The bulk of those who work
on the land.are. ;either tenant-
fa1m01<s or laboxels And . all of
them are in the hands of the usur-
Ers, who fatten on them and get
control .of.'ph'e 1 k;; of . the  crops,
so that often’Irdia is exporting ag-
ricultural - products when, vast ¢is-
tricts .are. suffering from famine,
The tenant farmer s burdened with
rent to his landlord—an absentee in
the cities—and with the land taxes
levied. by the Brlbish government in'
India, Often payment of these sums.
is demanded before his crops are in.

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George Bernard Shaw was quoted
recently as having replied to a cer-
tain question; “To learn -how to
evolve parents and teachers to raise
children fit to live.”

The question was, “What do you
consider the most important thing
in the world?”

It is a presty full sentence and
at first taste has a rather sharp
tang. But abrupt though it sounds,
it improves upon analysis. “Fit to
live” means fit for life or fitted
for life.

The point here today is not fhe
children nor theé parents — they
have been the focus of attention
for years in the new order of child-
guidance. But Bernard Shaw saw
what was coming inevitably; the
guns of experts in the child-field
now are trained on the teacher——
or to be more exact, the schools.

Our public school system has
never failed to keep in step wilit
the times. but the tempo of the
time was easy to march to up un-
til the last few years. Now it is
quickening -and the schoels have a
problem on their hands. They won't
fail in adjusting themselves to con-
ditions, because they never have
and they won’t now, but the new
ideas are so different from any-
thing that has gone betfore  that
they need a little time to develop,
and new ideas take money and
thought. But it will come.

In the first place the whole view-
point has changed. As I heard a
noted speaker say the other day,
“The primary idea of education
heretofore was to help the state.
Now it is to help the individual.
The child now is first regarded as a
human being and next as a pupil.”

Behavior Must Be Studied

That Yrings us down to cases.
If the child is to be trained in
school, as he is at home, first as
a human being, then his school
training in the future will have to
be approached in the .same man-
ner as his home training, or the
ideal of home training that we are
beginning Fo estalflish, and thajt
means something. It means that
the teacher will be given in the
normal school not merely a course

‘in psychology, but a thorough edu-

cation in emotional and impulse
guidance. She will learn to under-
stand various types of children
and the forces at work behind be-
havior.

The new name for such a teach-
ing is “teacher-parent.”

Generally speaking her path may
be less thorny than it would seem
to be from this outline. For as she
changes, the system will change.

One of the advanced ideas. and
which by the way I've been shout-
ing for ten years, is “that no
teacher should be responsible alto-
gether with the ploblem of discip-
line.”

Now comes the gl'md finale, an-
other advanced idea not too ideal=
istic ‘"I hope: “No thild should be
placed in any grade until his abil-
ity and mentality is determined.”
That is the ultimatum of several
prominent educators. In the new
school the new plan would include
on its committee for placing the
child, the principal of the school,
his teacher, his mother, a psychi-
atrist, and another teacher.

“Psychiatrist” is a fearsome term.
but we may as well get used to it.
The psychiatrist understands the
workings of the human mind, He
can tell us how to correct our mis-
takes, and how to live happily.

I feel safe in predicting that the
time will come when every school
building will have its psychiatrist.

She doesn’t want
an actual brute, of course, but one
who at least tries to be one,

“The man who acts the brute,
therefore, will not have to worry
about holding his wife’s affections.
What is more, there’ll be a happier
look in her eye. It seems, though,
that a woman gets either a submis-
sive, intelligent man or an unin-
telligent brute. The man who com-
bines both qualities is rare.”

war and carried on largely by sur-
vivors of its battles, the ceremonies
each year take on a more pathetic
touch.: Out of 2,200,000 troops which
serve the government less than 60.-
000 remained alive last year. Most
of them are ageing rapidly. Tomor-
row they will march with feebler
steps, their uniforms more faded,
their medals worn slick by polish-
ing.

More and more Armistice Day, on
November 11th, which typifies the
nation’s participation in world af-
fairs and a World War, is becoming
the center of its martial celebra-
tions.

In its history of 155 years, the
United States has participated in
but six wars listed as of importance
by the War Department. Five of
these were foreign wars but in only
one of them, the World War, did
the country’s losses amount to more
than a few thousand. In several of
them the dead might be considered
only a “handful” compared to the
figurés 'of slain in wars of other
countries.

In the War of Independence bub
4,000 soldiers died. according to the
War Department estimates. In the
War of 1812 with England less than
2,000. The Mexican war nearly 100
years ago took g toll of nearly 13,-
000 lives and the Spanish-American
War at the turn of the céntury
about 7,000 lives. World War loss-
es are put at 126,000, more than hali
of which were from disease and
wounds.
