Hoover’s Friends Expect to See Him Make an Impressive Record Once Congress Adjourns — They Say |.

His Administration Will Be Hailed as Success by‘ December

WASHINGTON. June 13. — With
Congress out of the way, say Mr.
Hoover's friends, things are going
to be different.

The president will now have a
chance to do his real stuff. He will
lose little time in convincing the
country that the name “One-Term
Herbert,” which has become some-
what popular in Washington, must
be forgotten. His fine administra-
tive mind will be brought into play
and he may even succeed in con-
vineing everyone that we would be
better off with no Congress at all.
Or, at least, no Senate. And by the
time Congress convenes again in
December the Hoover administra-
tion will be hailed as a success.

: He Works Best Alone

All that may sound rather opti-
mistie, but there is little doubt that
Mr. Hoover functions best when the
two houses are not in session. In
the first month of his administra-
tion, before the special session con-
vened, he looked “stronger than he
has looked at any time since.

In the meantime nothing has
happened, say the Hoover partisans,
to prevent The Chief from giving
the country the “business adminis-
tration” which he promised. The
rejection of Judge Parker, the con-
struction of the Grundy tariff act
after Hoover called for limited re-
vision, the exposure and continued
tenure of National Chairman Hus-
ton, the passage of pensions legisla-
tion over his veto, the outcome of
the London naval conference—none
of these little things can leave any
permanent scar after Mr. Hoover
begins to carry out his program of
big, constructive measures unham-
pered by the sharpshootfers in the
Senate.

The thing to remember, one
hears, is that during the summer
and fall no Hoover vetoes can he
overridden, no Hoover appointees
rejected, no unpleasant legislation
passed, no hasty wisecracks about
the administration made from the
floor, no embarrassing Senate in-.
vestigations begun—nothing, in fact,
of the type calculated to make life
miserable for sensitive presidents.

During the hot summer months
Mr. Hoover has every intention, it
is said, of devoting nls active at-
tention to such major problems as
business conditions, prohibition eén-
forcement, tariff and agriculture.

The presidential plans for action
are not being divulged. But he is
said to have been formulating them
all along as he waited for Congress
to get the heck out of here.

For instance, it is pointed out,
the final form of the tariff bill fits
his purposes perfectly. It carres a
flexibility provision under which he
«can rewrite the whole thing if he
wants to—and dares, Before the
tarff wrecks Mr. Hoover—in case il
threatens to do that—Mr. Hoover
will be able to wreck the tariff. He
will be able to reorganize the tar-
iff' commission as well as the rate
structure.  In fact, Mr.® Hoover’s
friends say that he faces the' issue
created by the new tariff act with
the most unbounded confidence.

Then- there’s the farm problem.
Well, Mr. Hoover got his farm leg-
islation passed by the special ses-
sion, didn’t he? It's his Federal
Farm Board, isn’t it? And, if the
Farm Board isn’t carrying on sat-
.isfac.torily Mr. Hoover can dictate
to it and change its policies go thab
everything will be lovely, can’t he?
Once Congress is out of the way
there will be no one to hinder him
when he sets out to solve the farm
problem with the board as his weap-
onl.

Bristles of Hair
Brush Mustn’t
Be Soft = -

ITH hair brushes it is

guite often true that the
maype you pay the cheaper the
brush is in point of service.

The main considerations to
remember when selecting a
hair brush are the evenness,
the liveliness and spring of
the bristles. They should be
of the same diameter, stiff-
ness and resiliency. If the
bristles are too soft they will
not penetrate and will, in a
short time, become practically
useless. ! Also, see that the
bristles are firmly embedded
in the back. that they do’'not
pull loose, and that they
spring back into place quickly
on passing the hand over
them.

In this connection, special
care should be taken in select-
ing toilet cases and fitted
overnight- bags and suitcases.
If the hair and clothes brush-
es in these special sets are not
good, the sets will be of small
value to the user, however
handsome the case and fit-
tings may appear to be.

It is more difficult to film a de-
tective mystery story than to write
one, according to Bartlett Cormack,
former newspaperman and success-

ful playwright, who wrote the
screen story for S. S. Van Dine's
famous detective thriller, “The Ben-
son Murder Case.”

“The average reader, hurrying
through a chapter misses many of
the points that he would be quick
to see if they were presented to him
pictorially or. audibly,” says Cor-
mack. “If the detective mystery nov-
el or picture is honest it will pre-
sent each clue that leads to the
ultimate solution of the crime.

“In this way, the reader or au-

t?)\l}is to solve the crime.

“In this way, the reader or au-
dience is made one with the detec-
tive, and has an opportunity equal
to his to solve the crime.

“But, when presented in a pic-
ture, the clues are never overlooked
by the audience, as they frequently
are in a book. This makes the film-
ing of such a story a very difficult
thing, for,” to be entertaining, it
must mystify. If the audience knows
the guilty parfy before the time
comes for him to know, the whole
thing is silly. The clues must be
presented and covered up at the
same time.”

Murder Case” and “The Greene
Murder Case” the story tension was
kept at a high point and the mys-
tery was sustained. “The Benson
Murder Case” is even more mystify-
ing than the other two, however,
the guilty party being thoroughly
unsuspected until the very end, in
spite of the fact that very definite
clues point to his guilt., “The Ben-
son - Murder Case” is mnow showing
at the Ritz for 2 days .

AUSTIN, Texas, June 13. (P)—
Production of oil in Texas made 2
material gain during May, figures
of the Texas bureau of business
research showed. The output totaled
26,877,000 barrels compared to 25,-
350,000 in April and 25,034,000 bar-
rels in May, 1929.

Although drilling was a little
more active, the number of comple-

tions was considerably below those
of last year. During the month, 562
wells were completed of which- 299
were producers, In May 1929, fhere
were 726 completions and 373 pro-
ducers.

This
central chamber’ moves in. a ‘con-
stant circle, opening .and closing
the valves,. while the cylinders re-
main- fixed.

Because the . cyhndels are set
cif-center, the expansion.of the gas
drives - the “piston up:into the cyl-
inder .until it hits the rqller bear-
ing.. This off-center motion sets in
motion a stee] shell, which forms a
rim around the outside of the eight
cylinders and rest on the roller
bearings. By reserving the action of
the center gas chamber housing.

CHANGE ON LINES

PLYING THROUGH

MIDLAND, IT IS GENERALLY THOUGHT

f

The-air passenger public may see!
an increase in plane ' fares within
a short time, if other airlines fol-
low the lead of SAFE, which until
rcently maintained regular daily
service on the Sweetwater to Mid-
land extension.

One of the first air passenger
lines to slash the cost of air travel
to approximately that of. train
plus Pullman fare, SAFE has found
that its five-cent-a-mile fare is not
sufficient to pay expenses of its
lines. It has been decided to hike
this price to 7 cents per mile, to be
in effect June 16.

The Safeway line announcement
was made in Abilene by W. G.
Swenson Jr., divisional traffic rep-
resentative of the airline.

Larry G. Fritz, operations mana-
ger of Safeway, and well known in
Midland, predicted = through the
press that all air passenger. carriers
would probably increase-their rates
soon,

“Southwest Air Fast Express has
learned after five and one-half
months’ trial that it cannot run its
tri-motored ' planes at five cents a
mile plus one dollar,” said Swenson..
“Cost of equipment is too high. The
low rate was put on to introduce
the people to air travel, and that
certainly has been accomplished.
Since the first of the year Abilene
alone, although virtually a one-way
point on the line, has produced 368
passengers who have paid the com-
pany $5,860, Last week, with 33 pas-
sengers, was our best week. Mr.
Fleming and Mr. Fritz fell that the
traveling public is not only sold to
air transport, but will be willing to
pay a slight premium for speed
and safety.”

Southern Air Transport, operat-
ing east and west through Midland,
has not announced a fare increase.
The present fare is five and one-
third cents per mile. Western . Air
Express, operating transcontinental
service through this city, has an
average fare of eight cents.
