Election Judges Not 

To Be Selected 
. For a Time

The name of W. T. Bryant, 
candidate for county judge 
and who did not qualify for a 
place on the ballot because of 
his failure to file application, 
will be included on the ballot, 
it was indicated Saturday by 
the chairman of the demo­
cratic executive committee of Mid­
land county, Homer W. Rowe.

It was understood that the com­
mittee could withold the name ap­
pearing on the ballot, but that oth­
er candidates for the office of coun­
ty judge had signified in writing 
that they had no objection to the 
name being printed on the ballot. 
Each of these other candidates ad­
dressed petitions to the chairman, 
asking that the name be printed.

Bryant explained his failure to

lected. Homer W. Rowe, chairman 
of the county democratic executive 
committee, said Saturday. He said 
he had asked each precinct commit­
teeman to select one judge each. It 
will probably be before the end of 
the week before these are an­
nounced.

the name to be included.

The thermometer played pranks 

in Midland over weather week end­
ing June 18, reports received by this 
newspaper from Charles F. Marvin, 
chief of the U. S. weather bureau of 
the district, show.

With the exception of one city, 
El Paso, Midland reported the high­
est temperature during the week, 
but also reported the third lowest 
temperature in the Texas division 
of the district.

Maximum temperature was 94, 
minimum 56. El Paso reported 96 
degrees for highest temperature 
during the same week, and a mini­
mum of 54. Dalhart mercury fell to 
52 one night.

Precipitation during the week was 
listed as .86.

Most of Texas and New Mexico 
received rain during the period, 
Uvalde topping the list with more 
than 8 inches.

MIDLAND-HOBBS 
AIRLINE STOPS 

INDEFINITELY
Temporary suspension of the Tex­

as Flying Service, Inc. airline from 
¡ Midland to Hobbs was announced 
this morning by Jack P. Maples, op­
erations manager, and Henry W. 
Woods, vice president, Fort Worth.

The last trip between this point 
and the New Mexico town was made 
Monday. Inability to get delivery on 
the Stinson-Detroiter 8-place mono­
plane announced for the airline was 
attributed responsible for the decis­
ion to end the service.

The line has been losing money 
at an average of $155 a week, Ma­
ples said. The company, however, 
plans to resume operations, hold­
ing the territory until business in­
creases in the Hobbs field, thereby 
bringing a greater influx of oil 
men into the territory.

The Midland to Hobbs route has 
been in operation only a few weeks. 
Since its inception another line was 
established into Hobbs, qut of Am­
arillo.

The announcement came on the 
heels of an authorized newspaper 
story saying the line would change 
sections here, putting on a bigger 
ship than the Ryan J-5. Volume of 
business being done by the line was 
understood to be the basis for the 
decision to make such a change, it 
being said that the new line was 
carrying a surprising number of 
passengers for the short time in 
which it had been operating:

16 HOURS
Convoy Fleet Misses 

Flyer, Causing 
Some Fear

BALBUEN FIELD, Mexi­
co, June 21. (/P)—Colonel Ro-

non-stop flight from New 
York to Mexico Cty here at 
5:05 p. in., central standard 
time.

The Mexican army ace, who 
had left Roosevelt field early this 
morning, made the distance in 
about 16 hours and 35 minutes, 
which was over the 16 hour limit 
he had hoped for.

The first bale of new crop cotton 
reported by the New Orleans Cot­
ton Exchange was shipped from 
Harlingen today to Corpus Christi, 
three days later than the first bale 
last year.

Ginned At Rio Grande 
HARLINGEN, June 21. (UP). — 

Texas’ first bale of 1930 cotton was 
ginned at Rio Grande City last mid­
night and was rashed to Corpus 
Christi from where it will be ship­
ped to New York.

The cotton was raised by Felipe 
Solis. Since 1896, only five bales 
have been ginned in the Rio Grande 
Valley earlier than this year.

Brings $1.50 Pound 
CORPUS CHRISTI, June 21. (IP) 

—The first bale of 1930 cotton, 
grown near Rio Grande City, in 
Starr county, brought $1.50 per 
pound at auction here today. Felipe 
Solis, on whose farm it was pick­
ed, received a bonus of $445 con­
tributed by business men.

Ely Would Favor Midland to Hobbs 
Road, He Says at Abilene Meeting

•Proposition Made to! 
Re-Surface High­

way, Also
State Highway Commissioner W. 

R. Ely believes the State Highway 
commission will look with favor on 
a paved road from Midland to the 
New Mexico line, bearing toward 
Hobbs, and lie will, personally, pos­
itively favor such a road, he told a 
group of Midland county and cham­
ber of commerce officials at Abilene 
Saturday.

Judge Ely asked County Judge M. 
R. Hill to write him a formal re­
quest for a state highway engineer 
to come to Midland and go over the 
proposed route and make an esti­
mate on the costs in Midland coun­
ty. A similar request would be ex­
pected from Andrews county. The 
proposed Midland to Hobbs and on- 
to-Carlsbad road would intersect 
the proposed paved road from Odes­
sa to Andrews.

The state highway commissioner 
said the state engineer would also 
inspect the bankhead highway for 
estimates on improvement or re­
construction while on his visit to 
Midland. On suggestion of Donald 
K. I-Iutt, county commissioner, the 
state engineer will investigate the 
feasibility of building concrete 
shoulders along the Bankhead and 
topping the road flush with the 
shoulders. Hutt thinks this can be 
done much cheaper and more eco­
nomically than to build a concrete 
road, and Ely was much interested 
in the idea.

“You Midland people need more 
roads, and this proposed road to 
Hobbs* and thence to Carlsbad is 
your most important proposition,” 
Judge Ely declared.

Only about 12 miles would have 
to be constructed in Midland county 
on the route proposed. Cooperation 
of Andrews county will be necessary, 
as Midland can do nothing what­
ever without a similar move by An­
drews. The state is helping An­
drews to an unusual degree, it was 
pointed out.

The Midland - Andrews - Hobbs - 
Carlsbad road would shorten the 
distance to El Paso several miles.

Weather apparatus belonging to the 
Federal Government was moved 
Thursday to the Southern Ice and 
Utilities plant.

Ambrose’s appointment was made 
because ho has agreed to give 24- 
hour service. He took the matter of 
operating the bureau up with em­
ployes of the ice company, some of 
whom are on duty day and night 
and received their ready co-opera­
tion in making reports to the news­
paper, chamber of commerce and 
Government when such reports are 
needed. When Ambrose is absent 
from the city, employes of the 
Southern Ice will make the read­
ings.

Apparatus for determining hu­
midity and temperature has been 
in use at the ice plant for a long 
while, and this will be supplement­
ed by the government gauges. Am­
brose will consult Army men sta­
tioned at the airport, who operate 
government weather apparatus, as 
to proper placement of his gauges.

Accurate and constant reckonings 
will be taken so that Midland may 
reap the full benefit of all favor­
able knowledge that comes from 
rainfall data.

He fifed one 
shot at the crowd, then turned a 
handspring and fell to his death. 
Before leaping, he removed one shoe 
and blessed himself.

He kicked his wife over first, Ihen 
threw his children, working v 1th 
such swiftness that they had no­
chance to escape.

Spang, war veteran, was only re­
cently released from a hospital. Re­
cently, he was unemployed.

WORK THAT ISN’T FINISHED

The House of -Representatives is due to get a nice va­
cation this summer while the Senate has to' stay in Wash­
ington and worry over the naval treaty; but no one need 
think that the House gets to go home because it handles 
pending legislation more rapidly than the Senate. It 
doesn’t.

The House, for instance, has still failed to take any ac­
tion on the Norris “ lame duck” amendment, which passed 
the Senate more than a year ago.

It has also ignored the three Senate bills to relieve un­
employment, introduced by Senator Wagner of New York, 
and put through quickly by the upper house. The House 
almost certainly won’t pass these before adjournment; by 
the time it gets around to them, the unemployment crisis 
may be almost over.

No, it doesn’t do to suppose that the' House gets its va­
cation because its work is all done. That simply isn’t the 
case.

RADIO SETS IN PRISON

It is interesting to read that radio sets have been in­
stalled in the 1°00 cells of the Illinois penitentiary at Jol­
iet. They are small sets, and they give the prisoners pro­
grams that were selected by prison officials, so that the 
convicts were not able to exercise their own selection; but 
they brought in outside programs, just the same, and put 
the convicts in touch with the, world they had left behind.

Doubtless there will be the usual number of long-eared 
critics to protest that this-is “ coddling the prisoners” ; but 
one would suspect that these radio programs might make 
prison life even less tolerable than it was before. Would 
not a broadcast remind a prisoner with renewed force of 
the freedom he had lost? Would it not emphasize more 
painfully than ever the bars and walls that surround him?

The radio is doubtless a boon to these convicts; but it 
isn’t an unmixed blessing by any means.

MEXICO CITY, June 21.—More 
than one hundred Americans who 
came gaily down to Mexico to cut 
the ties that bound them to their 
respective spouses are fully quali­
fied now to start doing a little in­
tensive worrying. They aren’t nearly 
as free as they thought they were.

The city of Cuernavaca,, in the 
state of Morelos, 60 miles south, of 
Mexico City, used to be haven for 
those who were looking for divorces. 
But it has developed now that the 
divorces issued at Cuernavaca, while 
very quick and cheap, weren’t very 
permanent.

It all happened like this: the 
supreme court of Mexico the other 
day had before it a suit filed by a 
lady named Escalante de Moran, 
whose husband, a resident of lower 
California, had divorced her at 
Cuernavaca under the famous law 
promulgated in 1921 by Governor 
Ambrosio Puente.

High Court Annuls Law
The señorita complained that she 

had not been notified of the suit 
and received no service or notice 
of the decision. The supreme court 
promptly annulled the divorce her 
husband had won, declaring that 
law under which it had been grant­
ed was unconstitutional.

Governor Puente, it was stated, 
had put the law into effect as a 
decree. Since he was only a pro­
visional governor, he had no au­
thority to do this. Consequently, the 
law was void, and any divorce 
granted under it could be annulled.

Thus Senor Moran, who had 
thought himself nicely divorced, is 
just as thoroughly married as he 
ever was. And upwards of a thou­
sand American citizens who jour­
neyed all the way down to Cuerna- 

' vaca are in exactly the same boat
The husbands and wives they di­

vorced can come down here, if they 
are dissatisfied, and can restore 
their marriages to the old status.

Just where that leaves those who 
got divorces in the court house at 
Cuernavaca and then went across 
the street to the old Spanish ca­
thedral to take new helpmates is 
not quite clear: These people, if 
their former spouses care to start 
anything, are evidently in for 
trouble.

Governor Puente’s divorce law 
was very lenient. Residence was es­
tablished as soon as the hotel reg­
ister was signed. Suit for divorce 
was then signed, and 30 days later 
the decree was granted. Judge Man­
uel Carpio of the court of first in­
stance has served many a marital 
tie for Mexicans and Americans 
under this provision.

But now!
At the time the supreme court de­

cision was given a quiet little wom­
an from New York had just regis­
tered in a Cuernavaca hotel to get 
her divorce. Her lawyer broke the 
sad news to her, and she took a 
train that night—bound for Reno, 
Nev., where the process takes a lit­
tle longer but where a divorce, once 
granted, is indubitably a divorce.

It is pointed out that the di­
vorces granted at Cuernavaca dur­
ing the last night years are not au­
tomatically invalid. If the husbands 
and wives who were divorced by 
mates who came down here to not 
protest, all will be well. If they do, 
however, they can have the decrees 
set aside.

Notables Among Them
Two former pugilistic champions 

are among the people who have 
taken advantage of Cuernavaca’s 
lieniency. They are Tommy Burns, 
former heavy weight champion, who 
was in Cuernavaca just three hours 
In all-his life, and Paul Berlenbach, 
former light heavyweight chamion, 
who -was there just four hours.

The governor of Morelos has an­
nounced that the divorce law is still 
in effect, and Judge Manuel Carpio 
says he is ready to grant more di­
vorces. But lawyers insist that get­
ting a divorce here will be a very 
risky business, since the holder of 
the decree can never be sure that 
his ex-wife—or her ex-husband, as 
the case may be-—will not come 
down and upset the applecart.

And the thousand or more Amer­
icans who have Won' divorces in 
Cuernavaca are in very wobbly po­
sitions. The same thing that hap­
pened to Senor Moran can happen 
to them.

All in all, Cuernavaca’s day as a 
Mecca for the divorce-hungry seems 
to be over.

A SNOW BALL MEANS NOTHING 
TO AN ESKIMO

A “thinking” resident of a cer­
tain community in the Great South­
west wants to know why it is that 
the people of the community where 
he lives do not arouse themselves 
and do somthing to pull their town 
out of the “ throes of lethargy” that 
is not only evident but acknowl­
edged. And he asks—“are all towns 
like this?”

Answering the last first, it is sad 
but true that the majority of com­
munities, seldom actually do any­
thing to build their town. Most peo­
ple think it shoujd be done, but 
they want someone else to do it.

There is a reason for this—seve­
ral reasons, in faqt. The first is that 
the average person is so familiar' 
with and so “used to” the place 
where he lives that he doesn’t ap- 
prciate it. If we do not appreciate a 
thing we do not get a “kick” out of 
it; and to expend effort or money 
on that which does not give, us a 
thrill falls in the class of duty. To 
most of us duty' makes us think of 
work, and as we are all naturally 
lazy we resort to ablibis to get out 
of it.

Many, many people won’t even 
think about doing something for 
their community. Some won’t even 
take the trouble to read what others 
think, let alone think or do some­
thing themselves.

If you have porter house steak 
three times a day for a month you 
get so -accustomed to it that it 
means nothing to you. Sunshine 
means nothing to a South Sea Is­
lander, and a snowball means noth­
ing to an Eskimo.

The people of the average Amer­
ican community have had every­
thing “dropped in their lap” so long 
that it means nothing to them— 
they are spoiled, and because they 
are spoiled they fail to appreciate.

They are like some children—they 
have always been provided with 
warm Clothes, good food, plenty - of 
things to amuse theyi, and never 
question or stop to think where it 
comes from, Oh yes, they know that 
father or mother gives it to them 
but how father or mother gets it 
never enters their head. Why should 
thy worry about it as long as they 
get it? They know that they won’t 
be “kicked out”, chastised or de­
prived of it.

They do just enough to get by. 
They will hick up the golden eggs 
but they won’t even c-arry food and 
water to the Goose that lays them 
—in fact they don’t trouble them­
selves, to find out just where this 
goose is or why. Half the time they 
forget that there is a goose.

A community is somewhat like a 
store. It is too bad for the commun­
ity that it is not even more like a 
store, with someone empowered to 
“fire” all who are not good em­
ployees—those who are lazy and re­
fuse to do what, according to all 
that’s fair, equitable and .within 
reason, are supposed to do; those 
who are creating a bad impression; 
those who are constantly treating 
ill-will among other employees and 
thereby tearing down prestige and 
driving business to some other store; 
and those who refuse to “stay out 
of it” and come >p the realization 
that “what was isn’t.”

If this ever happened in some of 
the communities I know, not only 
would many of the “clerks” , (people) 
be let out, but-every so many "de­
partment heads” (merchants and 
other business people) and floor 
walkers.

PARIS.—Airplanes at half price 
are possible under a scheme launch •> 
ed by the French Air Ministry in 
order to encourage aerial touring.

Any French man or woman who 
wants to fly has assurance that the 
government will pay practically 
one-half the original cost and about 
50 per cent of the fuel expense. 
This should greatly stimulate flying 
by amateurs, but it will also pro­
vide the French military and naval 
air fleets with a strong reserve of 
trained flying personnel, since 
every able-bodied Frenchman at 
least is subject to service.

The offer is limited to French 
citizens and to aviation material 
manufactured in France. It in­
cludes professional pilots on both 
the active and reserve lists of the 
aeronautical department.

The subsidy is in the form of six 
different kinds of cash premiums, 
with a view to encouraging use of 
the privately-owned touring air­
plane, either at home or abroad. A 
premium of 8000 francs, in the 
shape of a discount off the purchase 
price, will be given to the pur­
chaser of an airplane of any kind. 

More for Passengers
In the case of a two-seater, a 

further premium of 10,000 francs 
will be given. If it is a three- 
seater a' further 12.000 will be al­
lowed for the second passenger, 
and an additional 12,000, or 34,000 
francs in all, if there is three-pas­
senger accommodations.

Further premiums are provided 
for engine power. A motor of from 
40 to 60 h. p. will be entitled to 100 
francs for each unit of power and 
to 200 in case of motors from GO 
to 100 h. p. No premium will be 
given for less than 40 or more than 
100 h. p.

In the case of a 60 h. p. motor, 
the power discount will work out at 
6000 francs. The motor may be of 
the owner’s own choosing and not 
one favored by the builder of the 
plane. Foreign made motors may 
be used, but will draw no premiums. 

Premiums Add Up
If the airplane is of metal con­

struction, an additional premium of 
6000 francs will be paid, and yet 
another premium of 7000 will be 
awarded if the plane is fitted with 
special safety and lifesaving appli­
ances.

Premums in the form of main­
tenance allowances will take the 
form of a payment of 65 francs a 
flying hour above the first 100 
kilometers, rising to 160 francs an 
hour’s flight above 250 hours. This 
premium will be reduced 30 per 
cent if the engine is of foreign 
make.

Owners will be entitled to pre­
miums only if they make 200 hours

of officially controlled flying within 
two years. Experts figure that 
these premiums work out, with an 
ordinary two-seater, to from 44,000 
to 50,0001 francs reduction of the 
original cost of a plane selling at 
100,000 francs, in addition to a sub­
stantial cut in running cost.

TWO EGGS AT A TIME

BUDA, Texas.—(IP)—One of the 
most effective methods of .farm re­
lief has been evolved by the lowly 
hen and should other hens‘ take up 
the movement, the prosperity of the 
poultry raisers, at least, is assured.

For the hen lays two eggs at a 
time. She doesn’t do this every day 
but has done it sufficiently often to 
arouse considerable interest around 
Buda. The ambitious hen has be­
come to be regarded as a phenom­
enon.

One egg is laid inside the other, 
with a,separate shell, yolk and 
white.

The first time the hen accomp­
lished the feat, was June 7 and to 
convince skeptical persons that it 
wasn’t .an accident, she laid another 
just like _it a few days later. The 
first egg was nine and one-eighth 
by seven and one-half inches, while 
the second was nine by seven and 
three-eighths inches and weighed 
13 ounces.

We’ll Soon Find Out What This Famous Tariff Bill Is Going to Do to Us — Test of Whole Protective 
Tariff Theory 1% Seen in Operation of Smoot-Hawley Bill

Wa s h in g t o n , June 21. — Now 
we’re going to find out what will 
happen under the Hawley-Smoot 
tariff.

If the results are one-tenth as 
terrible as the bill’s opponents have 
predicted there probably will never 
be a general upward revision again. 
In fact, the people would be bound 
to elect a Democratic administra­
tion as promptly as possible and 
charge it. with the task of tearing 
tariff walls down.

On the other hand, if the re­
sults are as beneficial as the bill’s 
friends have said, there will be so 
much prosperity that the country 
is likely to be calling for a similar 
upward revision every six months.

The G. O. P. Viewpoint
Listen to what Senator Jim Wat­

son, the Republican floor leader, 
had to say for the bill just before it 
passed the Senate by a margin of 
two votes:

“ If this bill is passed the na­
tion .will be on the upgrade finan­
cially, economically and commer­
cially within 30 days. In a year 
Irom this time we shall have re­
gained the peak of prosperity and 
the position we lost last October 
and shall again resume our posi­
tion as the first and foremost of 
all the peoples of history in all the 
essential elements of individual and 
national greatness.”

Of course,’ all the. opponents of 
the bill had been forecasting were 
great increases In the army of un­
employed—now numbering, three or 
four millions, new low levels for the 
stock market, an enormous slump 
in our important export trade,1 in­
creased bitterness against us among 
foreign nations and various other 
kinds of trouble in carload lots.

So it would seem that the Haw­
ley-Smoot act is to provide a cru­
cial test of the protective tariff 
theory. The question1 is whether the 
United States can build up her tar­
iff walls and still maintain the 
great volume of foreign trade up­
on which her prosperity is admit­
ted to be dependent. According to 
most -theorists sh,e can’t but the 
conservative Republicans who pro­
moted and put over the new tariff 
measure insist that similar pre­
dictions of disaster were made in 
1922 when the Fordney-McCumber 
act was up and that under the 
Fordney - McCumber duties the 
country rose to new heights of pros­
perity.

It seemed as if nearly everyone 
was’ against the Hawley - Smoot 
measure except the corporations di­
rectly benefiting from increased du­
ties on their products. So many 
important groups — economists, 
large exporting manufacturers, mer­
chants, bankers, farjners— joined in 
denouncing the thing that if it 
turns out to have been a mistake no 
one is going to have any adequate 
excuses.

From the political standpoint, 
President Hoover and the Repub­
licans can only pray for prosper­
ity—prosperity developing either by 
virtue of or in spite of the tariff. 
Unless Jim Watson’s glowing fore­
cast comes true the Democrats, un­
der the able leadership of Jouett 
Shoüse, are going to make a whale 
of an issue of it.

This is not the latest book out, 

but what of it? It is as new as to­
morrow, as changeless as yesterday.

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METAL CLAD AIRSHIPS FOR PLANE 
TRANSPORT ARE NOW BEING URGED

WASHINGTON, June 21. (UP)— 
The feasibility of delivery military 
airplanes from San Diego, Califor­
nia. to Hawaii and from Pensacola, 
Florida, to the Canal Zone by air­
ship was advanced by the Detroit 
Aircraft Corporation as an argu­
ment in support of the bill'of Rep­
resentative Mr.». Kahn, (Rep.), 
California, to authorize construction 
of a metal-clad airship.

, ,, The airship now proposed would 
nave approximately 100 long-tons 
gross lift, and would be of a type 
suitable for transport purposes for 
the Army Air Corps. It would be 
of 4,000,000 cubic feet displacement, 
550 feet length and 120 feet diam­
eter, and the cost would be not to 
exceed $4,500,000.

The Detroit Aircraft Corporation 
previously has constructed th e  
world's first metal-clad airship, the 
ZMC-2, for the United States Navy, 
and the new type is reported to 
have been successful in operation.

A technical statement regarding 
possible uses of metal-clad airships, 
published by Carl B. Ritsche. vice- 
president of the Detroit concern, 
said that the most vital problem 
of any army is its service of sup­
ply.- and one phase of this problem 
takes first rank, namely, the quick 
transport of replacement airplanes 
to Panama and Hawaii in time of 
national emergency. The desira­
bility of alternative methods for 
accomplishing such transport is 
then pointed out. The company, 
therefore, submits a comparison of 
the relative feasibility of ocean-air­
craft carriers and of the metal-clad 
airships, in part as follows:

, The estimated cost of the carrier 
is $45,000,000. and the 300-ton air­
ship, $10,000,000.

“The displacement of the car­
rier is 33,000 tons and of the air­
ship 300 tons, or 100 times greater 
for the carrier,” the statement con­
tinued. “The carrier, it is pre­
sumed, will have a capacity of 78 
airplanes ready for action, whereas 
the airship 'by transporting 10 
planes internally disposed and con­

veying 10 additional planes, which 
are fueled periodically en route, 
can deliver 20 airplanes to Hawaii.

"The time required to reach Ha­
waii from San Diego, a distance of 
2.400 statute miles at 70 knots is 
30 hours, and for the carrier at 30 
knots is 63 hours.

“The fuel required for the air­
ship in still air is 104 tons and for 
the carrier 3,310 tons. The fuel re­
quired per airplane delivered by
airship is 5.2 tons and for- the car­
rier 42.5 tons. •

“Again, the energy required for 
a given mission comes in for con­
sideration. On the San Diego- 
Hawaii route, the man hours re­
quired per airplane delivered by
airship are 150 and via the carriet
1 534. Tlie horsepower hours re­
quired per airplane delivered by
airship are 15,720, via the carrier, 
113,000)

“Four airships, costing the sum 
total of less than the cost of one 
carrier, can deliver the same num­
ber of planes from San Diego to 
Hawaii in less than half the elapsed 
time and at an expenditure of about 
one-seventh the energy.”

The company concludes that two 
airships which cost less than half 
as much as one carrier, can trans­
port 12 more airplanes from Pen­
sacola to Panama, a distance of 
1,530 statute miles, in half the 
time required for the carrier and 
at an expenditure of only one- 
eighth the energy measured in 
horsepower hours.

After conveying airplanes to 
Panama or Hawaii, it is pointed 
out, the airship would still be avail­
able because of its long endurance, 
to engage in scout duty and recon­
naissance at considerable distance 
from its base. This would be im­
portant at Panama in the rainy 
season- as airplanes frequently are 
grounded there because of adverse 
weather conditions which the metal- 
fclad airships can surmount.

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Max wanted to wipe this one out 
of bis record. He trained harder 
than ever. He read everything on 
boxing he could lay his hands on. 
He saw pictures of Jack Dempsey 
and he remarked the resemblance 
of the great champion to himself.

He adopted Dempsey's fighting 
style, practiced the weaving and 
bobbing that Dempsey employed in 
cutting down the big fellows. About 
this time Max met a Berlin news­
paper man, Arthur Bulow. Bulow 
knew as much about eights as any 
man in Europe, and was interested: 
in Schmeling. They agreed that he 
could do more for him than Abel, 
and therewith signed contracts. 
This signing caused most of Schmel- 
ing’s squabbles when the pair later 
sailed to America.

Bulow got him better opposition, 
but Max was punching harder every 
clay, winning most of'his fights by 
quick knockouts. Occasionally he 
would meet a man who could box, 
and, then the right hand didn't 
work so well.

Oracks in the Record
On May 9- 1925, he lost a 10-round 

decision to Jack Taylor because. 
Taylor knew how to keep out of 
range of that right. But this was 
just a forerunner of another of the. 
periodical setbacks that have mark­
ed Max’s career. In August, he met 
Larry Gaines, a third-rate colored 
boy from Canada. Gaines knew in­
fighting and laid his wooly head on; 
Max’s chest and started pumpingn. 
them in. Bulow, fearing the pun­
ishment would ruin Max for keeps, 
threw in the towel in the second 
round. Max was badly beaten, but. 
not discouraged. He was in bed for 
a day or two, but then went out to' 
train with more determination than, 
ever. •

Shortly after, Max was elated 
to learn he was matched with Diek- 
man again. They foi/g'ht at Berlin, 
but U*e best the Schlager could do 
was a draw.

Revenge at Last
But Max still felt he could beat 

him and proved it in their third 
match a- short time -later. They met 
in the same ring and Max won the. 
light heavyweight championship of 
Germany, knocking out Diekman in 
the first round.

During 1927 Max traveled through 
Germany and Poland, winning 15 
fights, most of them by quick 'K. 
O.’s. He won the light heavyweight 
championship of Europe when he 
knocked out Fernand Delarge at 
Dortmund in the 14th round.

At Cologne that year, one of his 
earlier dreams came true, when he 
shook the hand of Jack Dempsey, 
who was on tour. Dempsey noted 
that the boy resembled him, and 
agreed to box a round with him to 
try him out. The Manassan smiled 
and said Max. would do.

Now came another kick in the 
pants for Schmeling’s record. Cyp- 
sy Daniels, an Englishman, whom 
he had beaten a short time before, 
knocked Max cold with a punch. 
Max attributes it to his own care­
lessness. saying he was waving at a 
friend at the ringside just as the 
bell sounded. The Britisher let fly 
with .everything he had, and Max 
was out for minutes.

Off for America
Bulow kept pushing him along, 

and with two more wins, the in­
glorious knockout was forgotten. 
April 4, 1928, he knocked out Franz 
Diener for the heavyweight cham­
pionship of Germany. Diener had 
been in America and had brought 
back a nice bit of, money. If Diener 
was good enough for a little success 
in America, his boy could do the 
same thing, Bulow figured. Within a 
week, they were on the ocean, bound 
for the land of the bumptious cau­
liflower.

Unique Golf Course 
To Be Constructed

Building of one of the finest min­
iature golf courses in the county is 
to begin Monday on the vacant lot 
south of the Stiller Bros, garage in 
Hotel Scharbauer.

Unique in construction. Bert Ross, 
designer and half-owner with Mar­
vin C. Ulmer, made a trip that in­
cluded visit to more than 50 dif­
ferent miniature courses of the 
state.

At each of the courses Ross stud­
ied each hole’s layout and made 

; drawings of each, in all, he looked 
: at slightly less than 1,000 holes be­
fore picking the best 18 for the 
course he is to build here. Some of 
the ones selected will be modified 
slightly, making the course one of 
the most difficult, yet interesting, in 
West Texas.

There will be numerous traps, wa­
ter hazards, bunkers and other han­
dicaps, . a bright battery of lights, 
colorful umbrellas, tables at which 
drinks will be served, a ground 
where the children may putt free, 
a pretty color scheme, many beau­
tifying shrubs and flowers, and, 
eventually, a vertiable oasis of sod- 
ed truf about the fountain to be 
erected in the center of the course.

Clifford Hill will' be in charge of 
the course. Construction is under­
charge of Harrold Akey. builder of 
many such miniature playgrounds 
in Texas, including the famous one 
at TCU, Fort Worth.

Ackey says the greens will be of 
hulls, treated in such a way that 
they will be fast, yet will be prac­
tically free of agencies that soil the 
hands or clothing.

Stanton Course Is 
Partly Completed

Three greens will have been com­
pleted in time for play this after­
noon at the new country club golf 
course Stanton is constructing be­
tween Midland and that town. With 
the exception of bunkers and a few 
other handicaps to be built later, the 
links will be finished next Sunday, 
Stanton men say.

Stanton’s course has several 
“mental handicaps" as well as nat- 
tural ones. Three fairways cross Mus- 
trang draw, two have lateral fences, 
one has a fence only a few yards 
beyond the green, and one has a 
lateral slope to make approach shots 
difficult.

The course will have nine holes 
and is a par 36.

Distances from teeing places to 
the pins on the various holes, with 
pars follow: No. 1. 305 yards across 
the draw and alongside the high­
way, par 4; No. 2, 225 yards, over 
the draw, par 3; No. 3, 449 yards, 
par 4; No. 4, 527 yards, “dog leg,” 
par 5; No. 5. 24 yards, par 4; No. 
6 125 yards along the side of the 
draw, par 3; No. 7. 385 yards, par 4; 
No. 8, 505 yards along a lateral 
fence, par 5; No. 9, 359 yards along 
the highway as a margin, par 4.

The course is described as one 
that bids to become known as one 
of the most difficult in West Texas.

Midland residents were asked to 
aid in seeing that each family 
wherein a birth or death has occur­
red during the past 12 months gets 
a special card for filling out.
