TO GIVE AID
Uneconomic Spread 

Decried in Wire 
To Sheppard

A telegram was received this 
morning from Senator Morris 
Sheppard who said he would act 
immediately in the line of pro­
cedure suggested by the chamber 
of commerce here relative to pre­
senting the claims of beef pro­
ducers here of an unfair eco­
nomic spread in the cattle pro­
ducing industry. He will go be­
fore the farm board with the 
Midland idea.

Just a Little Hint for Hot Weather

.Appeals for government aid ;
stabilizing the beef cat­

tle market were made Thurs­
day by the Midland chamber 
of commerce through its 
president. Telegrams were 
sent government officials 
asking that cattle growers 
be given as much consideration as 
wheat growers and producers of oth­
er commodities.

Following is the telegram sent to 
Senator Morris Sheppard and Tom 
Connally; Arthur H. Hyde, secre­
tary of agriculture; C. B. Denman 
of the Federal farm board; and E. 
B. Spillcr, head of the Texas and 
Southwestern Cattle Raisers associ­
ation:

‘‘Through consistent declines in 
the past ninety days livestock prices 
have reached ruinous levels occa­
sioned by packers’ contentions of 
oversupply on all meat animals. If 
the farm board has power to pur­
chase wheat, cotton, and other 
comodities to stabilize markets and 
care for ovcrsupply, then livestock 
growers arc entitled to some pro­
tection. We urge you to aid live­
stock producers by seeing they se­
cure the same protection as other 
producers through the farm board. 
A comparatively small amount of 
money efficiently expended by the 
government at this time in pur­
chase of meat products would stab­
ilize markets and save thousands 
who face certain ruin under exist­
ing conditions.”

ISSUES IN SPEECH 

GIVENTHURSDAY
MERTZON, Tex.,—More; effective 

relief for farms and ranches, and 
prompt steps to solve the present 
problem of unemployment and the 
promise that, if elected, he Will be 
actively representative of the 'en­
tire sixteenth district rather than 
of El Paso alone, as charged by a 
rival candidate, were emphasized 
here Friday by Mayor R. E. Thoma­
son of El Paso, speaking in the in­
terests of his candidacy for the 
Democratic nomination ■ for con­
gress. .

"X believe the federal farm board 
act was a step in the right direc­
tion,” Thomason said, “but it has 
not. gone far enough.”

Mrs. Dutton was said by physi­
cians early this morning to have a 
probably facture of the skull, and 
other injuries.

Mooney unci Billings, labor agitators, were arrested 
and. charged with the crime. McDonald was the star wit­
ness. He swore he had seen Billings leave the suitcase on 
the corner, j,oin Mooney and talk with him and then walk 
ilWay. Chiefly on the strength of his testimony, the two 
¡pi(!';i were convicted and imprisoned.

Five years later McDonald appeared in New York 
and swore that he had lied.-He had never seen Mooney 
and Billings at all, he said; he would not have been able 
to identify them if the police had not pointed them out 
to him in jail. He prepared to go back and tell his story; 
■hut when he learned that he would be prosecuted for per­
jury he vanished.

Now he has turned up again, and it is hard to see how

have asked that the men be freed, saying that they are 
ROW convinced of their inpocence.

The Culprit! Hally Washington L e t t e r V w
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How Chicago Breeds Its
By BRUCE CATTON 
NEA Service Writer.

CHICAGO, July 17.—While po­
licemen, detectives and private in­
vestigators by the dozen scurry 
around in a .desperate effort to get 
Chicago’s amazing crime situation 
in hand, a gray-haired little Scotch­
man sits in his office in North wes­
tern University’s Law School and 
coolly remarks that gangland is 
never going to be .suppressed that 
way.

This man is Judge Andrew Bruce, 
professor of constitutional and crim­
inal law. at; Northwestern, president 
of the American Institute of Crim­
inal Law and Criminology, and one 
of the foremost authorities in ■ the 
nation on gangs and the reasons 
for them.

Judge Bruce peers out from be* 
hind his glasses with eyes that see 
beyond the present, into the future; 
oeyond the gleaming spires of Mich­
igan boulevard and to the .sodden 
slums back o’ the yards; beyond the 
hysterical flurry of the moment, 
provoked by the latest gang murder 
to the long years of patient, intelli­
gent study and hard work that must 
come before Chicago’s gangs will 
die.

“The whole thing.” said Judge 
Bruce, “is a question of environ­
ment and example. It is an incident 
in the migratory nature of our pop­
ulation; an incident in enormous 
and sudden growth of. our cities; 
an incident in the fact that we have 
a very large number of foreign- 
born citizens whose children are 
largely unable to adapt themselves 
to their new environment.

Poverty and Congestion
“Gangs are chiefly to be found 

in the tumble-down, changing areas 
of the city, where on account of 
poverty and perhaps in order to 
be near his work—which is an in­
cident of poverty, since he can’t 
pay railroad or street car fare—the 
newly arrived immigrant centers. 
And it isn’t only the immigrant 
who settles there, but also the men 
who wander from city ip city for 
work, and the down a'n-d outs of our 
American civilization.

“There is one district Jn Chicago 
where there are 1G00 boys between 
10 and 17, of whom from 450 to 500 
are delinquent every year. Tlie 
crime of Chicago will be found 
largely centered in certain areas— 
the down and. out, or changing 
areas.

“The youngsters have no associ­
ates except those whom they find 
on the streets. They live in tene­
ments; their parents often cannot 
speak English, and at any rate are 
hard at work most of the time, and 
it is the prevailing sentiment of the 
street that influences the children. 
In many of these districts this sen­
timent is criminal. It,looks on crime 
as an avenue to success.

“The children see the gambler, 
the bootlegger and the owner of a; 
house of prostitution riding in ex­
pensive cars; they see men who are 
notoriously corrupt in public office; 
they see the police conniving with 
the bootlegger, and they come to 
look with contempt on their hard-; 
working parents and to respect 
those who have made money by 
crime and corruption.

“For years, through our public in­
difference, Chicagoans have encour­
aged corrupt politics. We. have shut 
our eyes to the prevalence of vice 
and to the violation, o f t h e  liquor 
laws and have allowed the criminal 
element to become influential in 
politics—and now vice and crime 
have us by the throat.

“And the trouble with the young­
ster is that he has lost all respect 
for law and for government, on ac­
count of seeing violators of the law 
go unpunished—not only unpunish­
ed. but actually rewarded—and also 
on account of seeing so many pub­
lic officials and police officers them­

selves partners in crime.

Police Don’t Prevent Clime
“The Chicago policeman is not a 

preventer of crime. Perhaps he can­
not be, on account of the fewness 
of his numbers. He merely makes 
arrests after crimes have been com­
mitted. He exercises no moral lead­
ership over the youngsters.

“The youngster .first starts .as a 
member of a local gang. At first he 
is merely a rowdy. Then he becomes 
a thief, then a burglar, then a boot­
legger or a gambler—and there you 
have another gangster.

"The kid is just a part of the 
system. He isn’t going to obey laws 
he doesn’t believe in when he. sees' 
men in high authority picking and 
choosing, and disobeying the laws 
they don’t like—especially when he 
sees those very men become rich 
and powerful and even rewarded by 
public office..

“Put a child in the right kind of 
community, with the right kind oi 
community sentiment, and lie won’t 
be a criminal. Every gangster had 
liis beginning. He started, invariab­
ly. as a petty juvenile rowdy.

• The Real Solution
“The solution or the gang mur- 

.ders in this city is to kill the 
goose that lays the golden egg. The 
gangsters are killing each other .for 
the control of the liquor business, 
the vice business and the gambling 
business, etc. i f  we persistently raid­
ed these establishments and sup­
posed them we’d take the profit out 
of the buiness and there’d be noth­
ing for the gangster to fight ove* 
Until we do that we’ll have crime; 
As long as our dry laws, our anti­
gambling laws and our prostitution 
laws go unenformed, we’il -ImvS 
gangsters.” - ft

Judge Bruce paused. ‘ Do you 
realize," he continued, “ that there 
axe 60,000 boys arrested in Chi 
each year? That 85 per cent of Jll

in the slums—that’s 
where they are. We've let ’em go. 
We can’t cure our crime waves by 
hanging men and by sending them 
to prison and by passing laws. We’ve 
got to start at the bottom.”

Organized Labor Has a Few Friend? in the Senate, but It Lost Every Item on Its Program in the House-*-
Progressives Also Got the Cold Shoulder
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WASHINGTON, July 18. — Con- 
in the session just closed -

ditched nearly all important meas­
ures sponsored by labor organiza­
tions or championed by the Sen­
ate’s Republican progressives.

The Senate was fairly kind to 
such measures, but the House in one 
way or another, strangled about ev­
ery one that came along.

Labor and the progressives may 
take credit for one big victory dur­
ing the session, but they shouldn’ t 
take very much. One refers to the 
Senate’s rejection of the nomina­
tion of Judge John J. Parker to be 
s justice of the U. S. Supreme 
Court. The American Federation 
of Labor really started the light on 
Parker, but what licked him was 
the votes of certain regular Repub­
licans who became frightened by 
the spectre of a menacing negro 
vote at the last minute.

¡Lost Its Whole Program
With more than 20 per cent of 

union men out of work, labor might 
have expected to do a little better. 
But it lost out on legislation dear 
to its heart—unemployment, anti­
injunction and immigration meas­
ures.

The House passed one of the three 
Wagner unemployment bills, the 
one authorizing the Labor Depart­
ment to obtain more comprehensive 
figures on the number of jobless. 
Thgt was tiie le.ast important of the 
three. The one which would have 
set UP a board to plan public works 
for unemployment emergencies was 
first emasculated almost completely 
and then shoyed off to a committee 
room whence it may emerge next 
year. The tliird, which would have 
set up a system of federal ahd 
state-controlled employment agen­
cies, was entirely shelved at the 
request of lobbyists for the National 
Manufacturers’ Association.

The Norris anti-injunction bill, 
containing in final form a clause 
forbidding “Yellow Dog” contracts, 
was reported ‘ unfavorably by the 
Senate Judiciary Committee, al­
though the committee’s best law­
yers—Borah, Norris and Tom 
Walsh—supported it. Tire bill 
never even came to a vote, indicat­
ing that the Parker vote was by no 
means a defeat of -‘Yellow Dog” as 
labor enthusiasts contended at the 
time.

The Harris bill curtailing immi­
gration of Mexican peons, aiso 
strongly supported by labor, was 
choked off in the House.

The Couzens resolution directing 
the Interstate Commerce Commis­
sion to delay railroad consiloda- 
tions until Congress could safe­
guard interests of the public and 
the employes, was backed by the 
railroad brotherhoods and passed 
by the Senate. But a House com­
mittee worked out a substitute en­
tirely unsatisfactory to labor and 
neither that nor the Couzens meas­
ure came to a vote in the House.

As for the “progressive” meas­
ures, outstanding instances of what 
happened were the Norris Muscle 
Shoals bill and the Norris lame 
duck amendment. The first, passed 
by the Senate and providing 
government operation of the $150,- 
000.000 Muscle Shoals development 
for power and fertilizer production,

was blocked in the House when a 
committee presented a bill of its 
own providing- for private operation. 
There was no House vote.

House Fails to Act
The lame duck amendment was 

passed for the fifth time by the 
Senate early in the session. This 
would abolish short sessions, con­
vening new congresses in January 
following elections and prevent 
members repudiated by the voters 
from “selling- out” in the hope of 
future reward from other interests. 
Speaker Long-worth held the 
amendment ten months on his desk 
this tinie, without referring it to a 
comniittee, and it never reached,, a 
vote.

Most of the legislation referred to 
Will be pushed again after Con­
gress reconvenes in December. 
But. it is comparatively easy to kill 
it off in a short session and the 
firs tregular session demonstrated 
that the labor-progressive cotnbina* 
ticn simply isn’t strong enough to 
get what it wants, even with elec­
tions looming ahead.

Be Misleading

The shopper who is interested in silver should acquaint herself 
with Its trade names.

Sterling silver is an alloy of pure silver and copper. 925 parts 
silver and 75 parts copper. Anything marked “Sterling” is an assur­
ance of quality, but not of quantity because sterling silver cap he 
made as thin as paper.

There is no such thing as Sheffield Plate today, except in 
antiques,, and federal legislation prohibits that term as a descrip­
tion of any modern silver. Triple and Quadruple Plate mean nothing 
because silver is electroplated, and one manufacturer’s Quadruple 
Plate may be no thicker than another’s plain honest plate.

Dutch silver is 800 fine, as compared with 925 for sterling. The 
so-called Dutch Silver of American manufacture may be sterling— 
in which case it is sure to be so marked—but generally it is an 
inferior product of silver plating.

German Silver is an alloy of nickel, copper and zinc, without a 
trace of silver.

■fife whole world has united with the 
Jewish race in revering for his su­
premacy.

The story of Moses is so pictur- 
* cs^ue and romantic that the little 

child may thrill to it. The picture 
of the babe abandoned in the ark 

,, of bullrushes, and of the adopted 
son of Pharaoh’s daughter in honor 
and distinction in the palace, com­
ing to the consciousness of his one­
ness with his people, is such as to 
entrance the child and to inspire

flaming youth. And at the same 
time the strength and power of his 
leadership in revolt and the capac­
ity and vision of Moses as a law­
giver make him a figure whom the 
world’s great leaders may revere, 
and to whom they have, as a mat­
ter of fact, always given their great 
admiration.

Felt a Divine Cail
As in the case of Abraham, the 

chief interest in Moses, is alter all, 
the religious interest. He was a man 
with a sense of the divine call, re­
sponsive to spiritual emotions and 
incentives, a thoughtful man feeling 
his own weaknesses ana inade­
quacies in relation to the world of 
hope and aspiration that opened be­
fore him and a man evidently of 
limited power of verbal expression 
as so many men of action have of­
ten been. The greatness of Moses 
was that in his weakness he was 
capable of becoming a medium cf 
divine strength. In his humility he 
could so devote himself to a cause 
that the cause gave him courage 
and power.

Deepest of all in the men was 
the moral vision that created his 
sympathy, his love for his own peo­
ple, and his intense championing of 
them against wrong. The task of 
freeing that people from their 
strong and powerful oppressors, 
and of leading them forth, surely 
must have seemed to him hopeless 
had it not been for a deep sense in 
his soul that the man of spiritual 
courage must attempt the thing 
that is given him to do, leaving the 
rest to a power greater than himself.

Above Self-Interest
Moses stands not only as a great

figure in himself, but as the finest 
symbol of the liberator—the man 
who lives above the plane of seif- 
interest, whose purposes in life are 
altogether directed toward higher 
ends than his own aggrandizement 
or his own safety. It is such men 
that give one faith to believe in 
the reality of the divine in human 
life.

It is in the contrast with such 
men with self-seekers, and with 
even the learned and great whose 
learning and greatness are exercis­
ed almost wholly for lesser ends, 
that one perceives the meaning of 
the goodness and integrity and de­
votion to righteous ends. Can one 
doubt-that one finds in such men 
the evidence of something that 
transcends human experience on its 
ordinary levels? Can one question 
the reality of what we call the 
higher life in man?

It is true that we may still re­
gard that life as human as it has 
been encompassed in human exepr- 
ience, but is not the difference be­
tween men to be found in the meas­
ure in which with the gift of hu­
man life they have partaken of the 
deeper moral and spiritual powers 
that are as real in the universe as 
its sun and its stars.

The Need for Failli
Moses stands as the great ex­

ample of what men can really do 
who act in faith and in courage 
when the way is clear. Few men 
who are worthy for great tasks feel 
their worthiness. The common ex­
perience of those who have achiev­
ed great things in moral ana spir­
itual ways is more like this experi­

ence of Moses. They ask “Who am

Each guest also put the 
date of his arrival in Martin coun­
ty when he signed his name.

An old-lashioned basket picnic 
was spread and when we looked at 
the tables with all the good things 
to eat. it carried us back to our 
childhood days—with ice-cold water­
melons, plenty -of lemonade, fried 
chicken, pies, cakes, and in fact, 
everything anyone could desire, and 
with a bunch of “Old Timers” like 
these, what more could one wish?

A huge circle was formed which 
reached around almost the entire 
edge of the lawn. A good oid hand­
shake and “get-together” was be­
gun and when this was finished, 
everyone present had shaken hands 
with each other and many friend­
ships were renewed and unnumber­
ed happy memories recalled.

After such a bountiful feast of 
good things to eat, sueh as is. sel­
dom seen in these days, the meet­
ing was called to order by Judge 
Vance, who presided as master of 
ceremonies. The first speaker was 
little Jerry Hall, the four-year-old 
son of Mr. and Mrs. Morgan Hall, 
and great grandson of Mr. and Mrs. 
A. L. Houston, Sr., Martin county 
pioneers.

Joe Mundloch, now of’ St. Louis 
the first baby born in Martin coun­
ty in 1884, was then introduced. Mr. 
Mundloch responded with an inter­
esting and snappy speech.

Adam Konz, the oldest settler of 
Martin county was then introduced 
He came to Martin county in 1881, 
when there were only a section 
house and water tank here. Mr. 
Konz said the first name of the 
town was Greiton. .It was soon 
changed to Marienfield and was 
known by that name until 1895, 
when it was changed to Stanton. 
Mr. Konz was the first postmaster. 
The early struggles and privations

of the early pioneers were told, the 
first settlers, when antelope, and 
buffalo roamed the (now) streets o f’ 
Stanton and when it really used to 
ra.in in Martin county.

Plenty of good music was fur­
nished by R. H. Kelly, and Bill Stor­
ey, old time fiddlers, with Miss Ele­
anor Connell at the piano. Special 
numbers such as “Arkansas Travel­
er,” and “Turkey in the Straw,” 
were rendered. Mesdames Beulah 
Sale, Opal Jones. Misses Ida Belle 
Mastiburn and Willie Epiey, with 
Mrs. Claude Houston at the piano, 
sang “When You and I Were Young, 
Maggie”, and “Carry Me Back to 
Old Virginia” , which was highly 
appreciated and enjoyed by all.

After several speeches by old- 
times, Charles Ebbersol told one of 
“one rain” we had in Stanton; Tink 
Houston and Turner Vance recalled 
old school days and the first Parent- 
Teacher association formed in Stan­
ton. when their mothers vyere the 
“parent" and with their “teacher” 
they (Tink and Turner) were the 
“association” and charter members.

...¡to'!.Other old-time memories and stor­
ies were told by Clark Brothers, Ira 
Cochran, J. L. Hall and others. A 
Martin County Old-Timers club was. 
organized with 1G5 members—those 
who have resided in Martin county, 
for 20 years being eligible for mem­
bership. it was decided to meet once, 
a year. The charter members are 
expected to reach more than 250.'

The following officers were duly-, 
elected; S. C. Houston, ’president; 
Mrs. Beulah Mae Hall, secretary and 
treasurer, E. P. Woodard, W. T. Ep­
iey, and H. Hamilton vice presi­
dents. and also to serve as a com­
mittee to assist in perfecting the 
organization.

This ‘get-together’ meeting means 
much in the history of our fair lit­
tle city and in the lives of our 
people. As every one present enter­
ed into the spirit of the occasion, 
every minute was thoroughly enjoy­
ed and a nearer, dearer feeling for 
the old home town and dear old 
friends was rekindled and will be 
kept burning on down through the 
ages.

At a late hour the guests depart­
ed, each expressing their apprecia­
tion of the occasion and a sincere 
desire in .their hearts to meet again 
next .year.

powdered milk and sweet cream but­
ter. Later in the season other dairy 
products will be turned out by the 
new factory. These products will be 
distributed locally as much as pos­
sible and all surplus will be sent to 
foreign markets.

J. M. Peterson, well-known Daw­
son county farmer, has been -named 
as field manager for the factory. 
This industry is the only one of its 
kind in West Texas and is expected 
to serve a territory of nine counties.

Fafmers are getting ready to send 
their milk to the plant over six 
route;; now mapped out. Peterson 
says. He is planning to add^everal 
other routes in the county to his, 
present list.

Ajn (intensive campaign to ac­
quaint dairymen in the manner of 
feeding and taking care of dairy 
cattle has been conducted in this 
county during the last six months 
by various business men and organ­
izations in the county.

A dairy short course was held 
here in April which was attended 
by over 3.500 farmers of this sec­
tion. The chamber of commerce has 
secured several U. S. Department 
of Agriculture bulletins on dairying 
which it is distributing among the 
farmers free of charge.

The $200,000 factory was es­
tablished in Lamesa after two years 
of hard work on the part of several 
Lamesa business men and farmers 
of this section who conducted sur­
veys to fin d if establishing the 
plant here was i'easi'oie. Their sur­
veys revealed that Lamesa is an 
excellent site for a plant of this 
type, since it is centrally located in 
a territory of nine counties. Routes 
will come into Lamesa from a dis­
tance of 35 miles, Peterson says. 
Cooling stations are to be located 
some fifty miles away from Lamesa.

Over y>0 stockholders own the 
Lamesa plant. The Douthitt Engi­
neering company of Chicago fur­
nished $100,000 of the funds to build 
the factory, and this sum was coup­
led with $100,000 raised by Lamesa 
business men, Dawson county farm­
ers. O'Donnell business men and 
Lynn- county farmers. Officers and 
directors of the plant were elected 
recently. O. B. Norman, prominent 
Lamesa banker, was elected presi­
dent of the West Texas Milk Pro­
ducts company. J. L. Shumaker of 
O’Donnell was elected vice-presi­
dent. J. E. Ban-on of Lamesa was

named secretary, and S. L. Forrest" 
of Lamesa, treasurer.

Counties that are expected to pro­
duce milk to be consumed by the 
factory are Dawson, Lynn, Howard, 
Gaines, Borden, Terry. Andrews, 
Martin and Lubbock. Dairymen in 
this section are preparing to furnish 
the plant’s capacity of 100,000 
pounds a day. The manager states 
that the equipment installed in the 
plant is speeded to receive and to 
manufacture 100,000 pounds of milk 
in 20 hours.

The opening ceremony will prob­
ably be heid in the large’ store room 
on the second floor of the factory. 
-It is over fifty yards long and can 
easily house a crowd of 2,000 peo­
ple. The formal opening will prob­
ably draw some 4,000 farmers and 
business men of neighboring cities. 
The factory is to be run for two 
weeks before the banquet so that 
its employees will be acquainted 
with the work during the visitors’ 
inspection.

The South Plains is noted as a 
stomping ground for cow punchers 
in years gone by when great ranch­
es were found in this section. These 
great ranches produced thousands 
of head of beef cattle that grazed 
on the excellent grass that grew in 
the soil which was most suitable for 
its growth. This same soil that grew 
grass for grazing is now producing 
hundreds of acres of feed such as 
Sudan, milo maize, kaffir corn and 
other grain, crops. Since cattle feed 
ean be. grown so easily, it, will be 
no trouble for the owners of great 
dairy herds in this section to grow 
their own feed.
. Dawson county farmers have al­
ready begun increasing their herds 
.with Kfitt&r grade of dairy cattle. 
The type that is most favored is the 
Jersey milk cow. Several dozen head 
have been shipped into this section 
within the last four or five months. 
Farmers are also interested in bull 
circle work, since there are 160 pure 
bred bulls in the county and - 32 
registered pure bred bulls doing bull 
circle work. These figures were giv­
en out by W. W. Evans, county ag­
ricultural lagenij. Evans estimates 
there are 7,500 head of dairy cattle 
in Dawson county.

The machinery installed in the 
milk factory was being tested last 
week under the direction of the new 
manager, Whittkamp, who was for­
merly manager of the Eau Claire 
Milk Products company plant in Eau 
Claire, Wisconsin, and he states that 
everything is in readiness for the 
first day of production Tuesday, and 
that all employees have been hired.

“We are going to pay forty cents 
a pound of butterfat for milk that 
is brought to our factory. ’ Whitt­
kamp said.

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MOUNT PELE 
TO BE EQUIPPED 

WITH WARNING
PARIS, July 18. (UP)—The inhab­

itants ol the island of Martinique 
need no longer live in constant 
fear of Mount Pole, whose errup- 
tion in 1902 virtually swept them 
all into the sea. The French Min­
ister of Colonies has decided, up­
on flic recommendation of a com­
mittee. to install a “volcanometre” 
in the crater itself, the thermostat 
attachment of which will warn of 
approaching danger months before 
the erruption actually occurs.

The committee of famous volca­
nologists which, despite the fact 
that Pole has not been a menace 
for years, began its studies two 
years ago, attacked the problem 
from a basis of the known fact? 
concerning lava formations. It is 
Unwon, for example, that during 
periods of inertia volcanic peaks 
accumulate lava from within and 
below the actual craters, and ti’.at 
as. this accumulation grows the 
heat within sends the mass tem­
perature up. forming gases which 
eventually explode and force the 
molten lava from the crater.

Thus it was thought by the com­
mittee that if this heat, as well 
as other developments, might be ob­
served and checked continuously, 
the mountain itself would give 
sufficient warning to permit thei 
Inhabitants to remove themselves 
from the old lava paths and seek j 
refuge.

Since the sum involved—2,500.000 
francs—is small enough to be fur­
bished from the Ministry of In­
terior budget it will not be neces­
sary for the Chamber of Deputies 
to pass on the merits of the plan, 
and it is the intention of the Min­
istry to install the “volcanometre” 
immediately, together with one or 
two technical observers.

tendencies of the government, sec­
tionalism and other tendencies that 
atrophize business conditions. He 
hit the tariff problem and directed 
a shaft at the El Paso Post, news­
paper that he says is fighting his 
candidacy, for its editorials ■ on free 
trade. He spoke of the need for 
tariff equalization, better labor con­
ditions through restricted immigra­
tion and the giving of periodic, true 
reports by the farm board, or re­
muneration to the farmer tor costs 
incurred- through the pink bollworm 
campaign through the government 
matching the state dollar lor dollar, 
abolishment of cattle and. wool ex­
changes “where brokers take the 
money the producer should receive” , 
of support of the prohibition laws, 
legislative aid for the Red Bluff 
dam project, the need for. a strong 
navy, and air force so, that national 
defense would be adequate and wars 
thus averted, of legislation aimed at 
relief of conditions existing among 
ex-service men.

This speech ended the afternoon’s 
program, but the evening crowds 
gathered early and District Judge 
Charles L. Klapproth, candidate for 
re-election without opposition, op­
ened the speaking in front of the 
jail on Lorraine street at 8 o’clock.

Judge Klapproth spoke of the 
value of intelligent casting of votes 
and of the necessity for citizens 
realizing their duty towards going 
to the polls. He was warmly ap­
plauded when he left the platform, j

Neal Staton, for the office of ta x ! 
assessor, stated his thanks at the j 
support of the public and promised, 
if elected, to continue honest execu- j 
tion of the duties imposed upon him | 
by his office.

T. D. Kimbrough, one of the few j 
candidates unopposed, spoke on the j 
value of his office. He pointed out | 
the fact that his office is at the j 
disposal of the district attorney, 
who may ask him to assist that of- j 
fice at any time. His duty in ad-

vising the commissioners court was 
pointed out.

A. C. Francis, candidate for 
re-election as sheriff, did not 
answer the call for him to speak 
and the reason for this was not 
apparent until a few minutes 
later, when the official came in 
with a load of confiscated booze. 
He had been busy during the 
speaking proceedings.
Sam Preston, commissioner of 

Precinct T and a candidate for re 
election, showed the evolution of 
the road system in the county un 
der the present commissioners court. 
He was commissioner of Precinct 3 
for three years.

H. G. Bedford, candidate for com­
missioner of Precinct 1 stated that 
he was slinging no mild pies, that 
those in the race with him for the 
office are friends, that he could not 
make a speech but decidedly could 
make a commissioner.

C. c. Watson, candidate for coun­
ty judge, referred to the- promises 
generally made by candidates when 
asking election. He said he was no 
exception, so far as what asked was 
right. He said he expects to move 
for the right in each executive mo­
ment, if elected. He claimed he 
would have the votes of three out of 
every five old timers in this coun­
ty, “ those men who have known me 
for a quarter of a century as a 
newspaperman here.” He said he had 
fought for Midland county through 
his newspapers, boosting the coun­
try in times of distress, but that he 
had never asked for anything at the 
hands of the public before. He said 
that in the present case he wanted 
to serve the public more years, and 
in a manner “I can understand 

-through having been here so many 
years.” He hit the high taxes he 
believes are existant, and stated 
that the “tax question has been 
worn threadbare. I would try to 
reduce taxes,” he said. He spoke 
on his interest in better schools, and

ended his address by stating his 
qualification for the office, having 
been an attorney before taking up 
editorial work. He explained he 
was county attorney in Midland and 
attached counties in 1902-03. He 
promised to keep th e"scalc of equ­
ity” well balanced.

W. Edward Lee, candidate for 
county judge and, as he expressed it 
called the “kid in the race,” stated 
that, of necessity, a county judge 
should be an attorney and attempt­
ed to prove that such a county judge 
is more qualified for serving the 
public than one who had not had 
legal training to the extent of pass­
ing the bar association.

Lee showed the calls that would 
be made on a county judge and 
stated that the office is a valuable 
one. He stated his desire to main­
tain the excellent school system of 
the county, mentioning that his de­
gree from a teachers college made 
him understand the problems of a 
school man. His labor stand was 
similar to that advanced as an idea 
by Watson. He said he would vigor­
ously uphold the law and that he 
felt liis age was no bar towards 
gaining the position of trust sought.

Former county Judge J. C. Hunt­
er of Van Horn, now of Abilene, 
spoke strongly in support of Ross 
Sterling for governor, citing the fact 
that the man grew from humble 
birth to the place of vantage he now 
holds as a multi-millionaire and 
head of flic Humble company that ’ 
lie organized. He said Sterling is ai 
man who has combatted the same 
problems that West Texans face 
daily, that he is an oil man, a cat­
tleman. producer in other respects, 
and, in general, a “West Texas can­
didate because he feels like a West 
Texan.” He defined the Sterling 
road plan, saying as a conclusion 
tliat more money is not necessary, 
but more economic spending.

Fat Murpliy returned to the plat­
form for a brief statement of the 
planks in his platform, reiterating 
some of the points he made during 
the day.

He asked Midland to adi San Ange­
lo in electing a representative from 
this end of the district, saying El 
Paso had elected representatives 
enough in the past. He took issue 
with Mayor Thomason, his oppon­
ent, on several issues.

Mayor Leon Goodman of Midland 
took the stump in the interest of 

.the candidacy of Mayor Thomason 
immediately afterward. Branding 
reports about Thomason’s alleged 
unfavorable stand on the tariff, la­
bor, prohibition and other factors 
that make the issue in the. race, 
Goodman answered each in brief, 

'.forceful language. He cited oppon­
ents to the Midland speech of the 
El Paso mayor, when Thomason 
stated. liis belief in restricted im­
migration—“Mexicans as well as 
others.” As to the tariff matter, 
“every democrat feels the same as 
Murphy, Thomason included.” the 
mayor said. “There is no issue in­
volved in that matter.” Answering 
Murphy’s contention that Thomason 
had compromised his reputation for 
honest statesmanship through vot­
ing against prohibition while in iiis 
first years in the legislature and 
then turning about and voting for 
it when it became popular, Good - 
man pointed out that honesty re­
quired that he vote as he did since 
a referendum vote of liis district in­
formed him that such a procedure 
was what it wanted.

The $40,000,000 project of the 
Missouri-Kansas Pipe Line ■ Com­
pany is second, and will run from 
the Texas Panhandle to Indiaiiap- j 
oils, crossing Kansas, Missouri and 
Illinois. With feeder lines this 
will be 1250 miles in length, but 
only 780 miles without. Twenty- 
two inch pipe will be used.

Union Gulf corporation, subsidi­
ary of Gulf Oil of Pennsylvania, will 
spend $30,000,000 for construction of 
1500 miles of pipe from Cushing', 
Okla., to Pittsburgh via Toledo and 
Cincinnati, to carry crude oil.

Two refined gasoline lines are 
included in the program. One of 
these mil be constructed by the 
Barnsdali interests and the other 
by the Phillips Pipe Line Company. 
Tnc Phillips line will run from 
Burger, Texas, to Wichita, Kansas, 
Kansas City and St. Louis, a to­
tal length of about 800 miles.

The Ajax Pipe Line Company, 
Standard of New Jersey subsidiary, 
Tidewater Oil and the Tidal Oil 
companies, will carry crude oil from 
Cushing, Oklahoma, to Wood Riv­
er, 111., for refining, in two lines 
each 400 miles long and costing 
$0,000,000.

A natural gas ■ line from Steven 
rounty,’ Kansas, to. Omaha, is under 
construction, to cost about $21,000,- 
000, and about 700 miles in length. 
The Kansas Pipe Line and Gas 
Company Insull-Studebaker inter­
ests will start a 300 mile line from 
Kansas pools to Nebraska towns.
