COWS FOR A NEW 
CONTAGION HERE

Inspection of dairy cows for in­
fectious abortion, by order of the 
state and federal health authori-. 
ties, was completed Thursday by 
Dr. W. E. Ryan, city health physi­
cian, and A. J. Norwood, health of­
ficer.

The inspection .followed a general 
order for such inspections to be 
completed by January 1, but due 
to. the danger of the disease to hu­
mans, the local officials completed 
the task as rapidly as possible.

Infectious abortion is transferred 
to humans through use of the milk, 
taking effect in the form of un- 
dullant fever, coming from Bang’s 
bascillus. The contagion is difficult 
to spread, but once it attacks a 
person, it is worse than typhoid fev­
er, Dr. Ryan said, being severe and 
of long duration.

About ten per cent of the cows 
serving Midland were found to have 
the disease, and were promptly or­
dered from the dairy herds. Every 
dairy herd here had as many as 
one or more, the officers said. The 
cows can be cured in time, but un­
less the animals are productive and 
valuable, it is recommended that 
they be taken from the herds per­
manently.

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AIRMAIL BILL 
NOT PLEASING 

TO OFFICIALS
By MARSHALL M’NEIL 

In El Paso Post.
WASHINGTON — Although the 

postoffice department has asked for 
and received bids oh the rifew south­
ern transcontinental airmail routé 
under provisions of the tVatres bill, 
that measure does riot please piosiai 
authorities.

How the measure sets maximum 
and minimum rtaës to be paid by 
the il. S. to carriers of airmail was 
demonstrated when the Robertson 
Aircraft Co. arid the Southwest, Air 
Past Express sumbitted their joint 
bid for the southern transcontinen­
tal route. This was the only bid Of­
fered on the line which will connect 
Atlanta with Los Angeles by way of 
Birmingham, Dallas, Ft. Worth and 
El Paso.

If these joint bidders get the con­
tract—and it Seems sure they Will 
unless some defect is discovered in 
their proposal—they can carry 225 
pounds of mail and get 40 cents 
per mile.

If, however, they carry 226 pounds 
of mail, they will get 75 cents per 
mile. For any amount between 226 
and 423 pounds they will get the 
same amount' Over 423 they will

get 85 cents up to 564 pounds.
Ten so-called “variables” are of- 

j fered tlië operators.
For instance, night flying is worth 

15 cents a mile more; operating 
planes of 30 passenger capacity or 
over, is worth an additional 7.5 
cents; anti mUlti-fnotofeti Operation 
when necessitated by the mail and 
pâSSëtigër road, is worth 13 cents 
a mile additional.

But in no event, the posiofi'icë de 
pertinent Says; will the new law al 
low payment of more than $1.25 per 
mile.

Although these new contracts are 
to be awarded under the provisions 
of the new' bill, if the posjoflice de­
partment finds from experience tnat 
the measure does not function ef­
ficiently, there may bë a request for 
a change in the law in the Decem­
ber or later sessions of congress.

any of the others boys here,” the 
entry continued. “I’m no more 
afraid to die than to walk in the 
sunshine.”

The grand jury returned a bill 
of indictment yesterday and his 
trial was set for September 15. The 
wife killer had expressed willing­
ness to aid with the case if it were 
hurried and is thought to have 
killed himself to escape a long wait.

Prisoners Fled
The mail’s cunning was observed 

to the end. He told Conner to clear 
the cell of prisoners, that he want­
ed to be alone. Conner shouted, 
“Look out for Payne.” All ran but 
the aged. Pulliam who said in an 
interview this morning that ho was 
hard to wake.

"Tile boys have gone to get some- 
tiling to eat,” Pulliam quoted Payne 
as saying. “Something made me 
duck,” Pulliam said, “and the shock 
came immediately.”

A coroner’s jury returned a ver­
dict of “self-inflicted” death from 
an explosion, probably nitroglycer­
ine.” Sid Payne,, brother of the sui­
cide Victim, was present.

Great crowds of morbid and curi- j 
ous were flocking around the jail 
today, and the cell tank was the 
scene of confusion. Payne’s bunk 
was indescribably twisted and torn.

A probe is expected to be start­
ed towards finding an agent of the 
man’s death.

History of Case
It was June 11 when Payne plant­

ed three dynamite charges in the 
car driven by his wife. Her body 
mangled and the son maimed, it 
was only after A. B. McDonald and 
Gene Howe, newspapermen, con­
ducted a separate investigation that 
Miss Verona Thompson, Payne’s 
former secretary, gave damaging evi­
dence saying that Payne had plan­
ned to “get rid of his wife." He 
was arrested, made his confession, 
was hurried away to the Stinnett 
jail for safety and finally was 
brought back to Amarillo on writ 
of habeas ..corpus granted Homer 
Callaway, defense attorney, by Dis­
trict Judge Bishop.

Brothers Unmoved 
AMARILLO, Aug. 30. (UP).—Ben 

Payne of Roswell and Sid Payne of 
Tulia, brothers of A. D. Payne who 
took his own life in the Amarillo 
jail early today, displayed little 
emotion when they arrived at the 
scene after the explosion. “He had 
been dead, as far as we were con­
cerned, ever since he took his wife's 
life,” Sid Payne said.

A. D. Payne had expressed dis­
appointment at the employment by 
his brothers of a lawyer to defend 
him after he said he wanted to pay 
with the death penalty.

Wrote To Mother 
Prior to taking his own life, Payhe 

wrote letters to his mother and the 
mother of his wife. The letter to 
his mother said, “I’m writing a few 
words to say good-bye. I will await 
you over yonder. It was His will 
that I go this way. It is best that 
I close the last chapter of this 
horrible thing this way.” .

He was a direct descendant of 
William Howard Payne, composer of 
the song “Home, Swefet Home.” In 
an interview a short time before his 
death. Payne confided that the song 
was an inspiration through his 
whole life. One letter requested that' 
it be sung at his funeral.

May Not Collect
AMARILLO. Aug. 30. (IP).—A. D. 

Payne may have erred in his cal­
culation for leaving $10,000 to his 
children by timing his death in jail 
here early today to evade the sui­
cide clause in his insurance policy 
just as he erred in framing the dia­
bolical plot by which his wife lost 
her life.

Payne set off the suicide blast 21 
minutes after midnight Friday, so 
that his insurance could be collect­
ed by his three orphaned children. 
The policy carried a clause that 
the insurance would not be payable 
in case of suicide within one year 
after it was issued. The year ex­
pired at midnight Thursday, allow­
ing an extra day.

Insurance officials said today that 
there is no certainty that the bene­
ficiaries will collect the money, 
pointing to a clause in the policy 
making it contestable for two years.

To Start Probe
Mayor Ernest Thompson express­

ed the belief that Payne brought 
the small bottle of nitroglycerine in­
to the jail himself, but District At­
torney Edward W. Thomerson said 
the grand jury would be asked to 
investigate the possibility of the 
explosive having been smuggled in­
to the jail by outsiders.

On Blood Pressure
“Doctor, have I blood pressure?” 

This is a question commonly asked 
of doctors, says Dr. T. R. Wright, 
The fact is, “ everybody has blood 
pressure,” so’ instead, the question 
should be. “how much blood press­
ure have I?” Let me see, therefore, 
what we mean bl blood pressure.
. Blood pressure is the pressure that 
is exerted on the blood in the ar­
teries by the heart; It is similar to 
the pressure exerted in a city water 
supply, by the pump which forces 
water into the closed system of wa­
ter is thus distributed throughout 
the city wherever the ramifications 
of the water pipes go. There is al­
ways some pressure or tne water 
would not flow at the faucet.

The water pressure is regulated 
in such a way that there is a fairly 
constant force sufficient to meet the 
demands of the various houses us­
ing it. If the pressure were increas­
ed much over this amount, the 
pipes might break at their weak 
points and considerable damage 
done. On the other hand, pressure 
must not be too low, or water in 
sufficient quantities cannot bo had 
for the various homes.

In the same way, the heart pumps 
the blood into our pipe-lines, thè ar­
terie», and so forces it to all parts 
of the body. The pressure must be 
fairly constant. so that sufficient 
blood will reach the various tissues 
of the body and furnish them with 
nourishment. Similarly, it must not 
be too high or it will break through 
the walls of the arteries at their 
weak points in time of stress or de­
cease. It is this kind of break in an 
artery in the brain, which produces 
a stroke of paralysis.
