“We know that one of the piec-
requisites of ending a depression is
an ample supply of credits at low
rates of interest.. This supply and
these rates are now available
through the cooperation of the
banks and the Federal Reserve sys-
tem.

“The income of the large part oi
our people is not reduced by the dc¢-
-pression but it is affected by un-
necessary fears and pessimism, the
result’ of which is to slacken the
consumption of goods and discour-
age enterprise. Here the atmosphere
of your offices will affect the men-
tal attitude and, if you please, cour-
age, of the individuals who will de-
pend upon you for both counsel anc
money.”

Mr. Hoover praised the federal
reserve system as furnishing “an ad-
mirable center for cooperation of
the banking business with the pre-
duction and distribution of indus-
tries and the government in tlie
development of broad and detacinzd
policies of business stability.”

He called upon the bankers to con-
sider “what further effective meas-
ures can be taken either in the
business world or in  cooperation
with the government in development

Hyde, you will recall, is the boy
who lit the fuses to the skyrockers
in a series of statements undertak-
ing to fasten blame for low wheat
prices on a Russian concern which
had sold a few million bushels shors.

The grain trade, strick squarely in

i the seat of the pants when it wasu't

looking, is much sorer at the ad-
ministration than it was before, al-
though it has agreed to endeavor to
prevent foreign governments from
selling short on the exchange. And
the poor farmers, as invariably seeins
to be the case, are worse off than
ever—wheat prices on the Chicagoe
market dropping to the lowest lavel
in 24 years.

Administration critics, joined by
the Chicago grain men, profess to
believe that the. onslaught on the
Soviet and.its few million bushels of
grain was a piece of political cam-
paign strategy designed to.line up
the farmers with the administration
in a whooped-up defense of the old
homestead against the ‘wicked Rus-
sians. That, however, presupposes an
almost incredible naivete.

Democrats Tried It

As a matter of fact, it would be
unfair to suggest that any especial
diseredit ought to be attacked to tlic
Republicans for seeking to stir up

‘animosity againstiSoviet Russia simn-

ply because nearly all Americans
have little sympathy for the Com-
munist theory. /

/The Democrats started that sort
of thing when A. Mitchell Palmer
was attorney general. Their efforts
to make political capital out of Yhe
wreched Communists failed, bub it
did just about suck the lemon dry.

'CRHTICISM BREAKS

OUT RELATIVE T0
AMERICAN CUP

There is évery indication that the

outery over the recent international
yacht races for the America’s cup
will be both loud and long.

First there is the matter of the
mechanical equipment of the win-
ning cup defender Enterprise. And
then there is the instance of the

third race when the Shamrock broke
down and Harold Vanderbilt con-
tinued on to record a victory with
his defending yacht. -

Of course much criticism is made
cf the American yachtsmen on both
sceres, but it. seems to this writer
who saw all of the races that at
least some of it is ill-considered.

‘There may be room for discus-
gion over the Enterprise’s equip-
ment from the standpoint of where
does a sail boat cease to be a sail
boat and hecome something else.
Ferhaps the Enterprise, with its
towering, metal mast, its windlasses
to hoist sail, its trick boom and its
other mechanical devices, was a far
cry from the elemental sailihg ship
of clipper days—the days in which
cup competbition began. Yet the
equipment of the Enterprise meas-
ured the progress of the age. No
one would expect the cup defender
to use the sailors of 1851—they are
cither dead or too old. So, perhaps,
may be the methods and eqmpment
of 1851.

'IhClC is the added fact that the
British knew or certainly could have
known if they were interested. the
sort of ship the Enterprise would
be. Americans had no menopoly on
the devices aboard it, Many of them
are used in some form or another
on British yachts. As a matter of

fact Harold Vanderbilt got some of’

the most important ideas used in
the Enterprise from the yacht Brit-
tania owned by His Majesty the
King.

Hence the Shamrock could have
been equipped as was the Enter-
prise. It apparently was not so-
equipped simply because Sir Thomas
Lipton elected to pit a differént sort
of ship against the defender, He
was wrong—or at least he lost. And
it . is noticeable that it is not Sir
Thoemas who is doing the complain-
ing.

It would seem that the time may
have arrived when a better defini-
tion of what constitutes an eligible

cup yacht is required. Perhaps the

yachtsmen better decide whether, in
the future, they will let the sport
progress with the times or whether
tf they will make it merely an occa-
sienal revival of ancient arts, under
which circumstances in time it will
become an historical pageant rath-
er than a sporting event.

As to the third race and Vander-
bilt’'s action in continuing after the
Shamrock broke down, undoubtedly
it would have been a fine gesture
had the Enterprise quit the race or
disqualified itself. But those who
condemn Vanderbilt for not-adopt-
ing such a course should first con-
sider his position. He was the man,
delegated by a large number of oth-
ers whe formed the syndicate which
built the Enterprise, to sail the ship.
And the ship had been delegated by
the New York Yacht Club to defend
the cup. It was not Vanderbilt’s boat,
although perhaps he was one of the
three largest contributors to (the
fund with which it was built. Nor
was it his race. It was the New York
Yacht {Club’s race 'and he was just
an agent of the club. When Sham-
rock broke down'there was no-time
for him to ask his' associates
building the boat, nor the officers
of the club what he should do, so
he did the only think possible. He
brought his boat around and made
