servers Say President Needs More Political Courage

WASHINGTON, Nov. 14—One of|
the hardest things to find these days
is a Republican who does not admit
privately that Herbert Hoover is not
a popular president.

There are plenty of Republicans
to explain that Hoover’s unpopular-
ity is not his own fault. Or to say|
that, despite his previous hard luck,
he will yet rank among the great-
est American presidents. Or that he
would rank much higher in public
esteem had he not been the target
of bitter partisan attack.

But, to generalize, virtually all
persons who keep. informed of public
opinion agree that whereas Coolidge

With the election over, it is easier
to write on this subject without be-
ing accused as a Hoover apologist or
as an administration critic.

_ Any sensible person at once
thinks of the business depression
and points out that Hoover wasn’t
to blame for that. And the fact is
that if we were still having pros-
perity instead of hard times the
Hoover stock would still rate high
with most folks. A return of pros-
perity is Hoover’s one best bet for
being re-elected. ’

Premised Prosperity

An objective evaluation of Hos-
ver’s presidency can alse afford to
ignore the fact that Hoover prom-
ised the country a continuance of
prosperity in his campaign speechies
of 1928. Any other Republican can-
didate would have done the same
thing. All other Republican speakers
did. It probably never occurred to
Hoover that he might be wrong. At
that time the only other perscns
predicting severe depression were
those who had been predicting it
for years and had invariably bkeen
mistaken. i ;

Hoover acted after the stock mar-
ket crash, in an attempt to retrieve
the situation. Unfortunately, the
slump continued. Whether his meas-
ures at the time did more good than
the subsequent “pollyanna” state-
ments from administration leaders
did harm has been thoroughly de-
bated by Republicans and Denio-
crats. Hoover has been criticized be-
cause the government did nothing
to relieve unemployment until just
before the election. On the other
hand, his selection of Colonel Ar-
thur Woods to head the emergency
unemployment committee has been
generally commended.

If passage of the Hawley-Smoot
tariff bill with Hoover’s signature
had been followed by a business
pickup, ‘both the president and his

Hoover has been blamed for refusingi
to stand out against the high ratesl

and for failing to keep campaign
pledges of a merely  “limited” re-
vision. He insisted that the rates
were up to Congress and signed tke
bill with an assurance that obvious
inequities could be corrected by use
of the flexible provision. The as-
surance has yet to be carried out.
As to agriculture, Hoover certain-
ly didn’t cause the drought, but his
drought relief measures do not ap-
pear to have been especially affec-

reating the Federal Farm Board
as ‘Hoover’s own measure.

Scolding has some effect but the
foundation of most fears is laid to
early scolding and if a little child
is scolded it should be administered
in homeopathic doses, and never
anger.
