is life in Communistic Russia quite 
as topsy-turvy, to American eyes, as 
it is in connection with marriage 
and divorce.

In America, these two matters are 
held to be of prime importance to 
the community. It  is not only be­
lieved that the state has the right 
to supervise these matter ;s it is held 
to be the state’s first duty.

In Soviet Russia, marriage and 
divorce are not believed to be any 
of the state’s business. In a land 
where almost every other field of 
human activity is regulated by the 
government with unparalleled 
strictness, marriage and divorce are 
hardly regulated at all. They are 
held to be personal matters, con­
cerning only the two people directly 
involved.
Two Marriages, Two 
Divorces in 20 Minutes

An interview with Dr. Thomas S. 
McWilliams, professor of religious 
education at Western Reserve Uni­
versity, Cleveland, Ohio, who has 
just completed a first-hand study of 
conditions in Russia, makes this 
clear.

“We spent some time in the di­
vorce court at Moscow,” he said. 
“ In 20 minutes the clerks there had 
performed two marriages and two 
divorces!

“Suppose a man and a woman 
want to get married in Russia. They 
go to a registrar who fills in a blank 
for them—and they are married.

Aside from ascertaining that each of 
them is at least 18 years old, the 
registrar asks rio questions of any 
consequence.

“I f  it is not convenient for both 
the bride and the groom to go, one 
can go alone and have the ceremony 
performed. This one gives the regr 
istrar the name of the absent party, 
and a duplicate form is mailed to 
the absentee, i f  nothing is heard 
from the absentee within the next 
few days, it is assumed that every­
thing is all right, and the marriage 
is valid.

“Getting a divorce is even easier.
“One of the marriages we witness­

ed was a ‘remarriage, with a little 
story back of it.
Soviet Divorce “Court”
Runs at High Speed

“There was a woman whose lover 
had been, sent to Siberia for some 
misdeed or other, and she married 
someone else. After two or three 
years, the exiled lover returned. His 
former sweetheart decided that she 
preferred him to the man she had 
actually married, so she divorced 
her first husband and married the 
exile. After a coupe of week of this, 
however, she concluded that she had 
made a bad bargain. The first hus­
band had been a better partner 
than the man from Siberia was 
proving.

“So on the day that we were 
there, this woman and her first-, 
divorced-husband came into the of­
fice. They were first to the divorce 
desk, where she asked for and got 
a divorce. Her husband—the Siberi­
an exile—was not present, and no 
reasons were asked by the official 
in charge. She simply asked for, and 
got, a divorce.

“Then she and the man of her 
choice went across the room to the 
marriage desk and were re-married. 
The whole process took just about 
15 minutes.

“That illustrates the official Rus­
sian attitude. Only one of the two 
persons involved needs to go to the 
court in a divorce case. The officials 
would not dream of asking the peti­
tioner why a divorce is wanted. 
When I  asked a Russian official if 
they did not do that, he replied 
quickly, ‘Oh, no—that is too inti­
mate a matter.’
Each Divorcee Must 
Aid the Children

“Only if there are children does 
the state interfere. In that case, 
each party is bound to contribute 
one-third of his or her income to 
the support or the children. There 
is, of course, no alimony, as Ameri­
cans understand the term. The 
children are generally left under 
the supervision of the mother.
“ It is worth noticing that no

person can be bound for more than 
a third of his income to support the 
children of a marriage which has 
ended in divorce. That is, if a, man 
has been divorced twice, and had 
children by each wife, orie-third of 
his income will be taken and divided 
among all the children.

“How does this work out in ac­
tual practice? Well, the latest fig ­
ures show that the ratio of divorces 
to marriages in Moscow is 10 to 13; 
in other words, there are 10 dir 
vorces for every 13 marriages.

“This situation is worse in the 
cities than in the country. You 
must understand that in any di­
vorce an absolute division of the 
husband’s and wife's property is 
made. In the country districts, esr 
pecially where the parties are living 
on a small, individual farm instead 
of on a big ‘collective,’ this property 
is in the form of land and other 
things that are hard to divide. So, in 
the farming territories, husbands 
and wives stick together a bit bet-? 
ter.”
State Educates Children 
Along Soviet Lines

All of this talk about marriage 
and divorce, naturally, led up to 
the general topic of the fate of 
children in Russia. Dr. McWilliams 
pointed out that the government 
is trying to make education as wide­
spread as possbile. Already the 
number of schools is said to be 
twice what it was in czarist days.

“They are making feverish ef­
forts to educate their people,” he 
said. “Their education, of course, 
is very unlike ours. They have no 
use for the humanities, for logic, 
for aesthetics. They have no use 
for history, except as it shows the 
background for the Russian revolu­
tion.

“Everything taught in the schools, 
to begin with, is loaded with Com­
munist propaganda. In addition, the 
Russians are striving to impart a 
‘practical’ education to make bet­
ter mechanics, farmers, and so on 
out of them people. They are strict 
utilitarians.

“It  is amusing, incidentally, to 
notice the way democracy has 
spread to the school rooms. In uni­
versities, for example, the students 
have the right to vote any professor 
they dislike out of his job.”

Dr. McWilliams smiled gently.
“That,” he said, “would be quite 

an innivation in this country, 
■wouldn’t it?”

WASHINGTON, Dec. 11.—There 
is one senator here who will have 
almost no time at all to make any 
large marks on the pages of legisla­
tive history. He was never in the 
Senate before and after the present 
short three-month session is over 
he won’t be there any . more. This 
senator is Ben Williamson of Ken­
tucky, known as “Uncle Ben” out 
home, who was elected for this ses­
sion only.

Uncle Ben isn’t perturbed by the 
fact that he only gets three months 
in office, whereas nearly all other 
senators have at least six years of 
it. In fact, it suits him better that 
.way. One thing he never did was 
yearn for political office. He wasn’t 
attracted by the prospect of serv­
ing those three months, either. Now 
that his friends have persuaded him 
and elected him and now that he’s 
here, he will not seek to make his 
brief senatorial career as that of a 
meteor flashing across the sky. He 
will just try to “go along” and be 
a good Democratic senator and do 
whatever little he can toward get­
ting legislation that will afford re­
lief made necessary by the. depres­
sion.

He’s Wealthy
Williamson has a certain charm 

about him which is lacking in the 
makeups of most of the politicians 
who break into Congress. For many 
years his great hobby has been the 
aid of crippled children and the 
nearest approach he has ever made 
before to holding political office has 
been his service on the Kentucky 
Commission for Crippled Children, 
the State Board of Charity and Cor­
ruption and the board of directors 
of the International Society for 
Crippled Children.

In Ashland he built up a large 
hardware business which does about 
$1,500,000 worth of business a year 
and through his efforts for children 
and other public activities he be­
came very popular in his state. He 
had participated in no more than 
local politics, but Kentucky Demo­
crats figured that his popularity 
would balance and help the ticket, 

, so they finally persuaded Uncle 
( Ben that he could leave his hard- 
' ware business long enough to go to 
Washington for the short term.

He is tall and thin, appearing 
almost cadaverous, but his most 
conspicuous feature is a kind and 
friendly smile which goes with a 

.mild voice and a retiring disposi­
tion. He is 66 years old and dresses 
most conservatively.

For 44 years he has been selling 
light and heavy hardware. He is a 
Rotarian.

The drought strikes Senator W il­
liamson as something in which Con­
gress especially should interest itself. 
He has a happy belief that Congress 
will do something “adequate” about 
that.

“My whole state is involved,” he 
explained. “Even water supplies 
have been very seriously affected. 
Suffering is going to be more acute 
this winter. But I  think Congress 
can be depended upon to supply 
prompt and adequate relief.”

Search for Cripples
“Uncle Ben” is going to be happy 

if he can help do something for the 
crippled children this session. A bill 
designed to stimulate more work on 
their behalf may be introduced, in 
which case he will plug for it as 
hard as he knows how. He enjoys 
telling about what his commission 
Aas done in Kentucky.
' “The largest problem we have Is 

finding the cripples,” he explains. 
“They’re scattered here, there and 
yonder. But we have tried to get 
people interested in them and 
everyone who knows of a crippled 
child is supposed to produce that 
child for our clinics. We send out 
field workers, always graduate 
nurses, through the territory which 
the traveling clinic will serve, to 
beat the bushes in advance. These 
workers undertake to locate the 
children through various local and 
county groups, trying in ever way 
to make the community aware of the 
clinic and its possibilities. Then 
when the doctor and nurses come 
for the clinic we virtually comman­
deer people with automobiles to 
bring the afflicted children in. The 
whole work, involving cooperation 
of the state agency with communi­
ties, is aided greatly by the pleasure 
anyone gets out of finding a crip­
pled child and seeing him put on 
his feet. Our orthopedic surgeons 
put the children in hospitals or on 
waiting lists or do whatever they 
can and we have had a very grati­
fying percentage of cures and cor­
rections. The Kentucky method is 
now pretty well known over the 
country.”

“People Wanted Change”
Williamson was one of those 

Democratic senators who didn’t fol­
low Leader Joe Robinson’s course 
in voting for the immediate seat­
ing of Jim Davis of Pennsylvania 
over the protest of the Nye cam­
paign funds investigating commit­
tee. But that didn’t mean that Uncle 
Ben was rebellious. He just thought 
it would be a good idea to follow the 
suggestion of the committee, which 
knew so much more about such 
things than he did. As a matter of 
fact, he has always admired the 
erstwhile secretary of labor.

The senator was asked how he 
interpreted the election results, 
which were especially disastrous for 
Republicans in Kentucky.

Chicken is still the most popular 
of meats and the good cook is never 
satisfied unless it is presented as a 
masterpiece of her art. Why not 
try these during the holidays?

Chicken With Golden Sauce 
1 chicken (3% to 4 lbs.)
3 cups boiling water 
1 teaspoon salt 
1-8 teaspoons pepper 
3 tablespoons flour 
1 cup cream 
1 egg yolk

Singe, clean and disjoint chicken. 
Put in kettle. Add water, salt and 
pepper. Cover tightly and simmer 
slowly until tender—about 2 hours. 
Mix flour with the cream and stir 
until smooth. Add beaten yolk and 
mix thoroughly. Add 1 cup hot 
chicken broth and cook until thick­
ened, stirring constantly. Place 
pieces of chicken on a hot platter. 
Cover with the sauce and garnish 
with toast points. Use a deep color­
ed egg yolk in the sauce. I f  the 
sauce is too light in color add an­
other egg yolk or a little yellow 
coloring.

Fried Chicken, Maryland
Select young chickens weighing 

2Yi to 3 lbs. Clean, singe and dis­
joint. Sprinkle each piece with salt 
and pepper and roll in fiour. Dip 
in beaten egg mixed with a little 
cold water and then in fine bread 
crumbs. Melt enough fat in the 
frying pan to half cover chicken. 
Cover' pan and fry on both sides 
until a delicate brown. This will re­
quire 25 to 30 minutes. Remove 
chicken to platter and keep hot. 
Pour off all but 2 tablespoons of 
the fat. Add 3 tablespoons flour and 
stir until smooth. Add 2 cups milk 
and salt and pepper to taste. Cook 
until thick, stirring constantly. Pour 
around chicken and serve with 
pieces of broiled ham and corn frit­
ters.

Not A ll This World’s Grid Heroes
Received Alb American Recognition

A thorough search ot the All- 
American crop for 1930, now har­
vested and rather generally dis­
tributed for public consumption, 

' failed to bring to light the names 
of ‘“Cinders” Klenck of St. Mary’s, 
“ Gallopin’ Gip’’ Battles of West Vir­
ginia Wesleyan, Otoo Vokaty, the 
“ Student Prince” of Heidelberg or 
Jack Grossman, the “ Scarlet Ga­
zelle”  of Rutgers. It appears that 
they went out through the spout 
with the rest of the chaff.

No doubt an eyebrow or two 
would have been raised, and prob­
ably explanations would have been 
necessary, if Klenck, Vokaty, Hat-

..- ties or Grossman had been elected
to the honor eleven. However, ex­
planations could have been sup­
plied, and very easily.

“ Grossman of Rutgers was the 
-best back I  saw this season,”  com­
mented Vic Hanson, former All- 
• America end and present football 
coach at Syracuse. “He did every­
thing well—and without much as­
sistance from his teammates. All 
the assets of a first class back were 

. his and my guess is that he was as 
■good as any back in the country 
this fall.”

Grossman was good, there’s little 
doubt of that. He wound up the 
.season only a few points behind 
•Macaluso of Colgate, leading indi­
vidual scorer of the country. His 
■ 58-yard pass for a touchdown 
against Lafayette constituted what 
.is said to have been the longest 
successful toss of the season. While 
Rutgers was scoring 46 points 
against Holy Cross and Lafayette 
on successive Saturday, and losing 

■ both, Grossman accounted for 30 of 
the points himself.

The Rutgers star was a six-foot 
meteor, boasted 190 pounds on the 
hoof, and has been clocked in 10 
flat. Among his other attributes,

' he owned a natural change of pace, 
a twitchy pair of hips and a stride 
perfectly fitted to broken field run- 

, ning. He ; expects to play profes­
sional baseball when he graduates.

A glance at the achievements 
of Clifford, “ Gallopin’ Gip’’ Bat­
tles and one can understand why 
he is the campus idol at West Vir- 
ginia Wesleyan. Tommy Mills, 
Georgetown coach, called Battles 
the greatest ball carrier he had 
seen, and you must remember that 
Tommy once helped Knute Rockne 
when the Pour Horsemen were in 
Notre Dame harness.

Against New York U., George­
town, Waynesburg and Duquesne, 
Battles score seven touchdowns on 

~runs averaging slightly more than 
„81,. yards each. He ran 66 yards 
from scrimmage for a scare against 
the Violets. A  week later against 
Georgetown, he broke loose for a 
68-yard touchdown run, which was 
-followed by his 88-yard run for a 
touchdown after . receiving a punt. 
Within seven minutes in the third 
quarter of the contest with Waynes­
burg, Battles made runs of 98, 96 
and 80 yards for touchdowns. His 
longest was with an intercepted 
pass. The other two were after 
receiving punts. And against Du­
quesne he carried a punt 73 yards 
through the entire Duke eleven for 
a touchdown.

punting, most of the passing, and, 
judging by his 11 touchdowns, he 
must have accomDlished a good bit 
of the scoring for the Knights, who 
won their first Kansas Conference 
football championship in 21 years.

Klenck is regarded by many as 
the greatest all-around athlete in 
Kansas, and that ■ particular terri­
tory includes Jarring Jim Bausch 
of Universty of Kansas, and Louis 
Weller and Buster Charles, Indian 
stars of Haskell. He is a letter 
man in four, sports, holder of sev­
eral, track records, an all star per­
former in baseball and basketball, 
and, at present, the hero of the con­
ference football champions.

Vokaty was the main spring in 
the machine with which Old 
Heidelberg flattened all opposition 
during the past season, scoring 290 
points to 20 by the opponents. For 
the second time he was an All-Ohio 
fullback and a leading individual 
scorer in the state. As a matter of 
information, the Student Princes 
were one of the nation’s few un­
defeated and untied elevens, and 
Mr. Vokaty was a very strong rea­
son for the achievement.

For Aiding Deserved
DALLAS, (<P)—I. Rude ,a Dallas 

merchant noted for numerous gene­
rosities and charities, has announced 
he plans again this year to play a 
real Santa Claus role for the poor 
who need clothes.

For the eighth consecutive year, 
Mr. Rude will supply clothes to the 
poor who crowd into his store 
Christmas morning. The stock of 
the store is placed at the disposal 
of the poor. Last year 3,780 men, 
women and children were furnish­
ed from these charity stocks. This 
year Mr. Rude has laid plans to 
clothe about 5,000.

“The only requirements I  make,” 
Mr. Rude explained, “is that those 
who want clothes have an honest 
face and show an obvious need for 
help. These are the only credentials 
they must have. I  am rarely fooled 
or imposed upon.”

On Christmas morning the crowds 
of men, women and children, whit 
and black, native and alien, will 
gather in a line at the store, as 
is their custom. Mr, Rude’s doors 
will open at 9 a. m. His staff of 
twenty-six clerks have volunteer­
ed their services for the holiday and 
will work so long as there are peo­
ple who have need for clothes and 
there are clothes to give them.

Behind Mr. Rude’s nervous little’ 
body, his genial, ruddy face, there is' 
a story of obstacles overcome and 
poverty vanquished. An immigrant 
boy, whose sweat shop work in New 
York brought him down with tu­
berculosis, Mr. Rude struggled to 
Denver. There he recovered his 
health, and started founding a for­
tune but he started giving his mon­
ey away as soon as he made it.

Mr. Rude’s philanthropies, espec­
ially among Jewish institutions, are 
numerous in Denver, where there is 
a park named for him, an institu­
tional building and a chair in the 
University.

It  was in Denver that Mr. Rude 
first began to open his store to the 
poor and the needy on Christmas 
Day. He practiced the philanthropy 
there for about twenty-five years, 
and then continued it when he..came 
to Dallas.
