Unemployment
WASHINGTON, Dec. 20. 

(A P )—-President Hoover te- 
iay signed the bill putting 
$116,000,000 at his disposal 
for new jobs on federal im­
provements throughout the 
nation.

The emergency measure 
got through congress this afternoon 
and, together with the measure au­
thorizing $45,000,000 for loans to 
drought stricken farmers to put in 
the new year’s crop, was promptly 
signed.

Money for the drought measure 
still must be appropriated but this 
is to be done immediately after the 
holidays while arrangements were 
being perfected for getting the loans 
to the farmers.

Road Is Beneficial to 
Both Midland 

And Stanton
Work actually started Sat­

urday, or will start tomorrow 
on the Midland-Martin county 
road, according to County 
Judge J. A.Glaser of Stanton.

This road is being con­
structed by Midland and Mar­
tin counties and the Midland 
chamber of commerce. It is a pro­
ject started six years ago by the 
chamber of commerce.

Judge Glaser telephoned the Mid­
land chamber Friday that work was 
to begin Saturday or Monday. Grub­
bers were being employed and the 
grading machinery moved to the 
new road.

Judge M. R. Hill and Commis­
sioners Sam R. Preston, Holly Rob­
erts, Donald L. Hutt, and Jack Es­
tes ordered the Midland end of the 
road built about two years ago, but 
had to wait till Martin county def­
initely ordered the road opened. 
Midland county has been ready to 
start on its end at any time.

The Midland chamber of com­
merce is building two or three cat­
tle guards and some new fence and 
changing some fence in Martin 
county on an agreement made with 
the Martin commissioners. W. F. 
Stewart of Martin county, Clarence J 
Scharbauer, Sam Preston, O. B. 
Holt, Frank Wolcott, Frank Orson, 
George D. McCormick and Harry 
L. Haight have ’ been actively as­
sisting the Midland chamber in the 
project.

The road comes into the Bank- 
head highway at a point about one 
mile this side of Germania. It gives 
farmers and ranchers of five fine 
communities better access to Stan­
ton and Midland, and is calculated 
to help develop the farming inter­
ests of Martin county.

Citizens of the five communities 
have long sought an opening to the 
Bankhead, as their market facilities 
will be increased. It is roughly esti­
mated that the gross business of 
these Communities should run close 
to $200,000 annually, and will in­
crease now that better marketing 
outlets are afforded.

Officials of the Midland chamber 
consider this project one q>f the most 
important achieved this, year, and 
are jubilant over its final consum­
mation. The new road will be of in­
estimable benefit to the cattlemen 
and farmers and ought to mean a 
vast deal to the merchants of Stan­
ton and Midland.

The road was made possible by 
the cooperation of W. M. Pyle, 
through whose ranch land it pass­
es. The ranchman said he was glad 
to assist in providing the road for 
his neighbors. Ranchers and farm­
ers of the affected communities did 
much work in helping get the road 
and appreciate the action of the 
Martin commissioners, as well as 
the Midland commissioners.

Consider the case of Maria Reyes, 
Mexican child who burned to death 
in the Mexican quarter last Sun­
day.

Maria, 5, daughter of Lupe Reyes 
who works at the Jackson Chevrolet 
company, was alone with her mo­
ther who was ill. It was about 4:30. 
The father Was out of town at a 
ranch. Maria grew chilly and start­
ed to build up the fire.

She took up a can of kerosene 
and threw it on live coals. The can 
exploded simultaneously and the 
child was enveloped in a splid sheet 
of flame. She stood still in the cen­
ter of the floor and her whole body 
was burned terribly.

The mother was asleep and awak­
ened in a daze to see what liad 
happened. Dr. A. M. Gantt was 
quickly summoned, but the child 
died within three hours.

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THE BIGGEST NEWS OF 1930

/ Selection of “ big news,” says Kent Cooper, general 
manager of the Associated Press, depends upon one’s 
taste, environment and emotional tendency. Nevertheless, 
it .is interesting to note the 10 “biggest news events” of 
tne-year 1930, as selected by Mr. Cooper.

He sets them down as follows: Andree, Coste and 
Beilonte, Bobby Jones, Gandhi, the Lindbergh baby, the 
Columbus penitentiary fire, the American drouth, Planet 
X r"King Carol, and the burning of dirigible R-101.

. “In my opinion,” says Mr. Cooper, “the solution of 
the Andree mystery, which the white silence of the Arctic 
yigjded up after 33 years, was easily the biggest news 
event of 1930. In some respects I rank it as the greatest 
story of the kind the world has ever known. There never 
has been one quite like it. Scott was lost in the Anarctic, 
but’ he was found a year later. In the Andree mystery, a 
whole generation elapsed.

“Almost equally alluring and satisfying was.the sec­
ond big news story on the list. Do you recall how many 
unsuccessful attempts were made before the first com­
plete non-stop westward flight over the Atlantic was 
achieved? Six unsuccessful attempts in three years, and 
nine lives lost. Then came Coste and Beilonte.

“As to the third event on my list, Bobby Jones is one 
answer to the question. What makes a big news story 
When someone does something that has never been done 
before, the event has the lure that grips us.

“ The civil disobedience revolt of Mahatma Gandhi 
in India is Number 4. A little crookedlegged man with 
small eyes, long nose, ears standing at right angles, and 
peculiar shaped skull, the idol of millions, a leader who 
is mot domineering, and a saintly character, Gandhi 
preaches resistence without violence.
• “ My fifth selection is the most interesting baby in the 

wqi-'ld. Charles Augustus Lindbergh, Jr., is aviation’s first 
oL 36 hours, made himself the best known man in the 
world.

Organized' Drys, Unable to Select Leader From Own Ranks Because of Internal Dissension, Seek Promi­

nent Business Man or lawyer to Assume Command in Fight to Retain Prohibition

SINCLAIR LEWIS’ SERVICE

■ When Sinclair Lewis remarked, in Stockholm, that 
a public demand for sweetness and light has been a curse 
on American literature for many decades, he merely gave 
voice to a perfectly obvious truth. W e have produced 
very few great writers, and they have almost without ex­
ception been men who refused to conform to the popular 
standards. The great mass of our reading matter is al­
most unbelievably undistinguished.

f However, it is quite probable that Mr. Lewis’ belief 
that better times are coming is also justified. Writers are 
becoming more independent. They are daring, more and 
more, to describe the world as they see it and not as the 
great reading public would like to have them see it. And 
Mr. Lewis himself has had much to do with bringing about 
this change.

It was “ Main Street” that made possible for an Am­
erican author to suggest that an American small town 
cqqld be something less than a diminutive paradise. It 
was “Babbitt” that got the reading public used to the idea 
that business like is often devoid of spiritual and intel­
lectual values. If a brighter day is dawning, Sinclair Lew­
is is in large part responsible

Side Glances . by Clark
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WASHINGTON, Dec. 20.—The or­
ganized drys, who gathered here in 
important national meetings, are 
trying to find a leader behind whom 
they can all rally in the bitter strug­
gle for the preservation of prohibi­
tion.

Apparently agreed as to the im­
possibility of producing such a lead­
er from among professional drys, 
they now seek a business man or 
lawyer of great prestige to assume 
unified command of the cause. With 
such a man, most of them believe, 
they can raise millions of dollars, re­
cruit the business men of the coun­
try and put on a terrific dry cam­
paign which will result in an utter 
rout of the wets in the elections 
of 1932.

Little of this leaked out from the 
secret sessions, but it represented 
common agreement. The dry leaders 
admitted amo)ng themselves that 
there was jealousy and bickering 
among them, but they were unani­
mous in asserting that dissension 
must be ended, that the present pro­
hibition laws must be retained with­
out modification and that the dry 
movement must'gather under a sin­
gle directing head to repulse the 
ground-gaining wets.

Strategy Board to Decide
The Committee of Sixteen or “Na­

tional Strategy Board” of the Na­
tional Conference of Organizations 
supporting the Eighteenth Amend­
ment will decide whether the new 
unified dry command should con­
sist of one man or a small general 
staff which would have dictatorial 
powers. It may also formulate a 
statement of policy to be subscribed 
to by each of the 33 organizations in 
the conference.

The fact was more than ever ob­
vious that the dry movement had 
produced no man who could seize 
and exercise leadership as Wayne B. 
Wheeler did. Wheeler has had no 
successor, nor even any imitator. 
The reason Mrs. Elia Boole of the 
W. C. T. U. was selected to head the 
board of strategy was, not that Mrs. 
Boole had more obvious qualities for 
leadership than many others, but 
because she was a logical compro­
mise for the various factions.

Various dry leaders desired that 
post, just as they would like to have 
the supreme command which is 
likely to be created, but there is 
too much diversified opposition to 
each individual.

Internal Dissension
Elevation of an (Anti-Saloon 

League man was impossible because 
so many organizations resent any 
attempt of the league to assert its 
dominance. Dr. Clarence True Wil­
son of the Methodist Board of Tem­
perance, Prohibition and Public 
Morals is widely disliked among oth­
er drys, especially since his pro­
posal for a national prohibition ref­
erendum, which was unanimously 
voted down.

Many of the smaller dry organi­
zations are jealous of the larger 
ones. Even the league is split, di­
vided into an organization captain­
ed by General Superintendent F.

Scott McBride and another headed 
by Ernest H. Cherrington.

Hence, with reluctance and no 
great enthusiasm, the dry leaders 
seemed to agree among themselves 
that it would be wise to go outside 
the organized movement for a com­
mander-in-chief. There were some 
who said that Mrs. Mabel Wille- 
brandt would have been an ideal 
leader had she not tied herself up 
with grape concentrates. Mabel, 
incidentally, appeared before the 
drys and convinced them by violent 
assertion of her personal sincerity 
and dryness.

Cannon Left Off Board
The drys say. they still disapprove 

of grape concentrates for wine-mak­
ing, but won’t fight them unless 
they become a menace to prohibi­
tion, in which case the drys would 
seek a five-line addition to Section 
29 of the Volstead Act which would 
destroy the new industry.

Mabel preserved her personal 
status with the drys because she 
has always been their fair-haired 
child and many felt that to repu­
diate her now would be both un­
pleasant and unwise.

The famous Bishop James Can- 
no was left off the strategy board. 
He is in poor health. Dr. Wilson, 
who had appeared for a while to 
have the dry megaphone in his ex­
clusive possession, and McBride, 
who sought the mantle of the dead 
Wheeler, are .now but two men 
among 16 on the board which will 
try to develop unified action. At first 
a board of but J2 was announced, 
with Wilson omitted. Then the 
names of Wilson, the Rev. Eugene 
L. Crawford—secretary to Cannon— 
and two others were added.

Seek Business Men’s Aid
Those among the 16 who prob­

ably will have most to do with shap­
ing strategy are Cherrington of the 
World League Against Alcoholism, 
Superintendent Arthur H. Biggs of 
the California Anti-Saloon League, 
Daniel A. Poling of the. Christiau 
Herald and the world Christian En­
deavor, Oliver W. Stewart of the 
National Temperance Council and 
James A. Crain.

The plan of the drys to recruit 
thousands of business men for the 
fight is based on a realization that 
prohibition ihust be considered as 
more than a moral issue if it is to 
survive.

This information is handed 
to us by L. E. Dudley, Abilene’s rep­
resentative on the Oil Belt executive 
committee, who says he has been 
approached by no one relative to 
dividing the loop.

“ Mr. Dudley recently received a 
letter from Roy Henderson, athletic 
secertary of the interscholastic 
league seeking advice on a proposal 
from El Paso. The three El Paso 
high schools with two neighboring 
clubs wish to enter the league, de­
ciding a championship among them­
selves and then meeting the winner 
in the Oil Belt as it now stands for 
a district championship. The answer 
was that the Oil Belt already is 
large enough, but that Abilene 
would be willing to see the new sec­
tion come in if a similar district 
could be created in another part of 
the state.

“ If all the new members suggested 
should be admitted, we would have 
a district of 19 teams. The Central 
Texas section is moving along very 
comfortably with only six teams.”
