rescue workers.

Emergency Hospitals Made
Every available ambulance in San 

Francisco was sent to the water- 
front to receive the 27 persons picked 
up by the Dodd.

Emergency hospitals were made 
ready for the survivors, sohie of 
whom were injured and reported to 
be badly in need of medical at­
tention.

The San Juan was operated on a 
passenger line between San Frail- 
cisco and Los Angeles. It carried a 
passenger list of 65 and the crew 
numbered forty-five.

Twenty-seven persons were res­
cued by the Dodd and ten were pick­
ed up by the lumber earner, Muna- 
mi, first ship to answer the S. O. S.

EASTLAND, Aug. 30.—(UP)—The
