“hunches” have become recognized as reliable guide posts.

The general public, perplexed by much of the scien-
tific vocabulary, understands a “hunch.” It is the feeling
that comes over a man on a bright spring morning that
the interview before him will prove successful. It is the
moment just before answering the telephone when. some
inner voice prompts the conviction that unwelcome guests
are about to arrive. Hunches are common enough in ev-
eryday life but they are something new coming with the
solemn endorsement of the American Chemical Society.

The two New York doctors made their investigation

200 modern scientists use the hunch method regularly in
their research work.. According to Professor Baker the
scientific hunch comes after a long:period of study, “but
comes into conscicusness when we are not consciously
working on the problem.
thought.” ;

“The intelligent guess,” which is the laboratory name
for the average man’s hunch, has been responsible for
the solution of hundreds of chemical problems. Now that
it has received recognition perhaps that other vague quali-
ty, “woman’s intuition,” will merit the professors’ atten-
tion. Woman’s intuition would be almost sure to prove an
absorbing study. At all events, the lay mind may be for-
given a comfortable satisfaction in learning that, in fol-
lowing hunches, it has had the right hunch.

Immigraticn Restriction Increases Attempts to Aliens to “Crash In;” One Person in 1200 Could Be Deport-

ed—If They Could Be Located.

WASHINGTON, April 8. — The
Departmenfi of Labor estimated
awhile ago that there were 400,000
aliens in the United States who had
entered the country illegally and
that about on in four would . be
found deportable if they were all
apprehended.

That would mean that one pet-
son in every 1200 of population
could be deported. Of course, the
one in 1200 becomes, for many tea-
sons, very hard to find, The pro-
portion . of potential deportees
rounded up and sent away each
year increases or diminishes with

1the intensity of the effott made by

the immigration service. Lately the
effort hag been more vigorous.

The Labor Department, hbowever,
made its. estimate reluctantly and
only when ordered to do 8o by Con:
gress. It is admitted that there is
very little basis even for conjecture,
either as to the number of illegal
entrants alréady here or the niim-
ber dribbling in each year: Wheh
one in four is held to be deportable,
however, the guess is based on the
proportion supposed to have enter-
ed since July, 1924, inasmuch as
those who came hefore that may not

When an immigration inspector
has information indicating that a
particular alien may be subject to
deportation he applies to the Labor
Department for a warrant of arrest,
.submitting the available evidence.
The alien, when arrested, is given
a hearihg beiore an inspector at
which he may have the benefit of
counsel and present defense wit=
nesses.

The record of -the warrant hear=
ing goes to the immigration bureau’s
board of review, whose duty is to ad-
vise the secretary of labor whether
cause  for deportation has or has
not been shown,

If the alien is found subject to
deportation, the department issues
a deportation warrant and the alien
is expelled. Aliens are then held and
organized into parties. Last year 174
deportation parties were moved.

A new factor in deportations this
year has been the offer of the im=-
migration service to transport des-
titute aliens who have been here
less than three years to their own
countries at government expense.
Truckloads of Mexicans have thus
been deported from southwestern
states. Figures are not yet avail-
able on these deportations to date,
‘but it is estimated that if they are
‘added to the anticipated 18,500 com-
pulsory deportations for the fiseal
year the grand total of deporta-
tions for 1931 will reach 20,000.

How to select salads according

meal and how to select the dressings |
that go best with them, will be told
ati the Reporter-Telegram cookm"'
school by Mrys. Doris Darnell, Food
Economics Expert who will be the |
school’s principal -speaker.

Since the 'knowledge of when
and where to serve salads is becom- | °
ing more and more necessary to thcI
success of dinners and parties, Mrs.
Darnell’s talk is expected to be one
of the outsltanding features of the
school,

As a basis of her talk, Mrs. DLL.<|
nell will use the latest booklet wris-,
ten by Miss Mary B. Murray on the
subject of appropriate salad dress-
ings. Miss Murray’s new bookleg 1s
already being regarded as a stan-
dard work on the subject of the

proper selection and service of sal-
ads.

“We' have come to a new realiza-
tion of the importance of our salad
course,” Mrs. Darnell said, “and that
is why I am going to talk on appro-
priate salad dressings. Today's hos-
tess is no longer willing to have ‘just;
any kind of salad’. She wants 1o
know what salads are best suited for
certain occasions and what dress-
ings are best suited to salads.”

“There is‘a different kind of sal-
ad for each occasion,” Mrs. Dar-
nell said, “and there is a different
dressing for each kind of salad. In
my talk I shall show what salads
are best for dinner, what salads are
best for luncheons and what salads
a best suited for afternoon bridge
or tea, or a buffet supper—and why
they are appropriate for each occa-
sion. I shall also show why eazh
kind of salad suggests a dressing
that is best gsuited to bring out all of
the flavors of the salad.”

Even though most people consider
the salad dressing as just a flavor
that is added to the salad, it really

1 decides the character and certaiinly |

the successg of the salad. The mest
salad served with the
wrong dressing loses the flavors
that make us like it. The selecticn
of the dressing that is best suited to
the salad might well be regarded as
a hostess’ finest touch of finesse in
the planning of her dinner,

“The secret of success in Salads,”
Mrs. Darnell continued, “is very
simple, It is just this. Decide upon
your dressing after you have decided
where you are going to serve your
salad in the meal and what kind of
salad yom are going to have. Then
mix the dressing that is best suited
to bring ouL all the favos of the
salad.”

In conclusion Mrs. Darnell point-
ed out one thing which she said
every woman should remembeér. She
emphasized the point that no one
or two dressings could possibly be
used for all kinds of salads.

“To do s0,” she said, “wordd be de-
liberately disregarding all the won-
derful opportunities the salad of~
fers us. They would ‘all taste alike.
All would have iae same flavor.”

“And  that,V she concluded; iy
just about the worst offense to good
taste I know of. There is an appro-
priate salad dressing for each kind
of salad. Mix the dressing suggested
by the flavors of the salad.”

How to Water Your Garden

Water for your garden is just as
important as good soil and seeds.

There may be too much water in
some cases, and too much water is
usually more of a handicap than teo
little water. For best results we
should have'just. the right amount
of water in our garden soil.

It ig easy to carry a few pails of
water from the spring or the well
for ‘the purpose of - watering “in” a
row of cabbage or tomato plants but
when it comes to supplying tons and
tons of water to quench the thirst
of a patch of sweet corn:or cabbags,

i that’s another problem.

How to Water Plants
Rules for watering garden crops

are -rather simple. However, there

are a few points that must he. ob-
served,

Frequently light spnnkhng of th"
surface of the soil in dry weather
will cause the roots of the plants: to
develop near the surface. This re-
sults in shallow-rooted plants thap
will die in case the frequent spr mk-v
ling is discontinued.

- The proper mcuviloc 15 1o give me
plants a. good watering once every
five to 10 days-in dry weather, the
frequency of watering being deter=
mined hy the character of the soil.
Sandy loose soils require watering
oftener than the heavier loam soilss

Enough water should be applied
to soak the soil to a depth of threse
or four inches, or about the same &8
would result from a good rain. ;

Anther point—keep an eye on the,
weathe and don’t water hcavuy
when rain is threatening. E

Country Nurse
Advises Weighing

Weight of the child plays a great
part in its development, and regular
weighing -as a precautionary meas-
sure is recommended, accoding tC
Miss Martha Bredemier, county
health nurse, who writes the follow-
ing: :

“Weight is one of best measure of
health.

“Generally speaking, the heighth
and weight of a child may be taken
as an index of his health and for
that reason growing children should

be weighed and measured frequeint-
“{ly. One -weiglit' is of little impor-

tance compared with  frequent
weighing to determine the gain a
child is making. It is normal and
natural that growing children gain.
If children make no gain over &a
long period of time or lose weight,
the cause should be determined and
remedied at ence.

“Health habits play a large part
in childrens weight. Tired children,
those with proper food habits, lack
of rest, exercise, over work, 1o
much excitement, etc., are frequent
causes for insufficient gain or loss
in weight. - Physical defects and ill-
ness are almost always present in
children who are ten per cent un-
derweight.

“Heighth, weight and age, average
tables are of use in watching a
child’s weight. It is a standard of
measure and should be used as such.
It is unreasonable, it seems to me, to
try to have a child weigh exactly
the average weight for his age.
These tables do not consider body
type, previous illness, etc. A child
should not be considered under-
weight unless he is ten per cent
under .his average weight. That is
if a child’s average is 100 and he
weighs only 90. Or a child’s average
weight is 40 and he only weighs 36
pounds. These children should strive
to gain weight. A complete physical
examination by their family phy-
sician is advisable.

“During March 357 childen wer2
given physical inspections by the
county health nurse at Junior High
school. Of these 51 were 10 or mor:2
per cent underweight. By way of
comparison 5 to show what home
conditions and health habits do,
note that of 14 children inspected in
one room at the Mexican school 7
were 10 per cent underweight. These
10 per cent underweight children

The county nurse will weigh'
tthem at her office any Saturday

morning or Wednesday afterncon.
Record is kept of weight and bright
colored cards given the children.
