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WHEN' MEN LIVE LONGER

The seriptural quota- of three score and ten seems to
mean nothing to Dr. Samuel Wesley Stratton, chairman of
the execuiive committee of the famous Massachusetts In-
stitute of Technology. Having reached his™70th birthday,
Dr. Stratton not only plans to live to be 100 but believes
that he will do-an enormous amount of 1mportant work
in the next 30 years.

His chief reason for mapping out -a new program of
work at an age when most men think only of death or re-
tirement is.probably that he will be happier at work than
he would: be idle.

. But:the nation as a whole will be the chief gainer.
‘As a scientist, Dr. Stratton plans to conduct extensive re-
search onsuch problems as flood control and the harness-
ing of waterpower. All of his fellow countrymen directly
or indirectly, will reap the benefit.

‘And that brings up a new angle to this'business of an’
increased. life span.

Science has considerably lengthened the' life of the
ordinary man in the last few decades. Usually we assume
that this simply means more individual happiness. - John
Smith and Tom Jones, having longer life than their fath-
ers, will'have more fun, will play more, will get to under-
stand life a little bet’cer

But the chief gainer will the race asa whole. ILq best
workers will not drop out affer two or three decades of
activity. Scientists. teachers, artists, technicians of all sorts
—they will be able to give the world more serv1ce than
ever before.

Tt has often been remarked that death usuallv takes
2 man just as he has learned how to live. If the life span
can be extended to a century this will no longer be so.
‘A’ man like Dr. Stratton, instead of retiving at 70. will be

able to begin his most importanf work. We shall stop talk-

ing about “retirement ages’: instead, we shall reap the
full benefit of the wisdom of the veterans.

 NEW DEMANDS ON CHARITY

Mr. Average Amerlcan might just-as well get readv
now to give just twice as much to charity this fall as he
gave last fall.

‘Allen T. Burns, exeeutive director of the National As-
sociation of Communlty Chests'and Councils, having com-
pleted a five-weeks’ study of 184 vrincipal American cit-
ies and towns, reports that the relief burden next winter
will be double that of last year.

The demands on charity, in fact, will be so great that
private philanthropy cannot possibly meet them. he says.
City and county governments will have to make exten-
sive appropriations if the need is to be met.

.One of the thlngq that makes the situation worse is
that private savings of the unemployed are becoming ex-
hausted. Jobless men who did not need help last winter
‘will need a great ' deal of it this winter. The public will

have to g1ve as it has not given before.

For almost a decade the name of

Exterminator spelled defeat for any
horse brave enough to go against
him. They called him “Old Bones’
and daughed when they~ saw his
scrawny sides and the bones stick-
ing . out.
cared, campaigning successfully year
after year.

He saw champions come and go;
setting enviable records for them-
selves, winning popular acclaim and
forcing the old Exterminator to the
back of the stage. But “Old Bones”
never cared; just kept running on
and on, until at last he had won 50
races and $252,596.

Exterminator was run over any
and all distances, always willing and
able to do what was asked of him.
He was campaigned at a killing pace.
His was an iron constitution, capa-
ble of thé hardest kind of work.
And he was still winning races when
the white star between his wise old
eyes was heginning to grow bald
yith years.

Perhaps there. is no better exam-
ple of Exterminator’s - versatility
than his victory in the Autumn Gold
Cup at Belmont park. Even his
third successive victory in the Sara-
toga Cup, won at the age of seven,
pales before his performance in the
Belmont feature. There weren’t
many entries for that eveni—a new
one of the turf calendar. It was
to be run at two miles and was in-
augurated in the hope that trainers
would condition their horses for
longer distances.

" Exterminator was nominated.
Doubtless the presence of Willis
Sharpe Kilmer’s superb gelding re-
strained many an owner from nom-
inating his horse. Two miles was a
long, hard race—with Exterminator
in there.

“Old Bones” was an early favorite
at 1-3 in the betting, but, as race
time drew near, it was whispered
about that Exterminator hadn’t had
much training. Touts and commis-
sion boys gave the news hebind sly
and knowing looks. = Exterminator
wasn’t in shape! :
Moreover, “Old Bones” had to
carry 128 pounds while Harry Payne
Whitney’s capable Damask had only
98 pounds to bhear. Exterminator was
spotting Damask 30 pounds, and
Cleopatra 23. The price jumped to
4-5 and there it stayed. The public
had seen the name of Exterminator
in the winner’s column too often to
make him anything but a favorite.
As the horses left the barrier,
Cleopatra took the lead with Damask
second. Exterminator trailed by sev-
eral lengths. Fairbrother allowed
Exterminator to run one of his
characteristic races, and the chesnut
son of McGee just seemed to plod
along' behind the leaders.
