In that vicinity he had interesting
experiences through his acquain-
tance. with. the James boys, Jesse
and Frank, who became later no-
torious outlaws to avinge treat-
ment given members of their family
following the civil war.

In his early youth, R. E. Crowlcy
came to Texas, living for many
years in Dallas and Tarrant coun-
ties, -later moving to Clay cgunty,
Texas. He moved here from that
county 34 years ago.

be a salesman, but everyone, in ev-
ery trade classification or in. any
vocation should “sell himself and
whatever he is promoting, if it be
only goodwill.”

‘“The merchant does not sell mer-
chandise, but service and satisfac-
tion and utility.”

He dealt with negative questions,
urging the salesman to be certain
of the value of whatever he sells:and
not to diminish his sales potential
by asking: “You wouldn’t be inter-
ested in buying this-or-that, would
you?”

“The trouble with many retailers
is in their lack of enthusiasm, the
anonym of which is expiration.
There is need for optimism, effi-
ciency, which means fitness: men-
tally, morally and physically.

“There is a vital need of inven-
torying self.

“The salesman is the most im-
portant person in an organization.
Figures show that success of a greab
chain store was attributed 80 per

(cent to personnel of men and wom-

en employed.

“The human equation causes peo-
ple to go to one store that, sells
goods of a standard brand and se-
lect another that sells the same
standard brand. Employers should
select clerks of the type who will
draw customers and keep them.

“Women buy eighty-five per cent
of the merchandise sold. Special at-
tention to women should, therefore,
be developed.

“The customer should be given the
chance to buy more than he went
into a store prepared to ask for. He
should not be ‘high-pressured,’ but
given the chance to buy what he
needs, but what he may not think
to ask for.”
