__If the shades of the old-time sea rovers and adven-
turers ever see the American newspapers, they must have
been extremely interested by a brief little item from Pana-
ma City that appeared the other day: This item said that
the government of Panama has signed a contract with a
Mexican promoter to convert the ancient city of Old Pana-
ma into a tourist resort. . :
~ - Old Panama, in its heyday, was a famous city, and a
great many men traveled long distances to get to it. But
they ‘were all there on business, from the government of-
fiqj}al) who came out from Spain in a top-heavy galleon to
the roving freebooter who sailed in to sack the place. One
and all, they would have roared with mirth at the mere
suggestion that the town could ever be a haven for the
toyrist. ;

— However, there it is, the black and white.. Panama
City is to be a tourist resort. The city that was once con-
sidered the world’s pest hole is to offer gay hotels, casinos,
gambling halls and all the rest. of the establishments by
which care-free travelers are induced to get off of their
ships and stay a while. :
. . Obviously, the world has been changing. Man’s knowl-
edge of his environment and of the forces that eperate in
it has progressed so far that the killing of mosquitoes has
' gurned the yellow fever capital into a place where tour-
ists.can stroll about at ease and say, “How quaint!”

' “"But what a lot of things had to happen before that
ehange could be made! The number and scope of them
are a fair measure of the progress of the race in the last
three centuries. : :

.~ Before Panama could become a health resort there
had, first of all,'to be huge political changes. The inter-
mittent warfare of two and three centuries ago had to
end, piraey had to be abolished and governments had to
be stabilized. :

Indeed, as far as that goes, the general prosperity of
the average citizen had to be raised materially. There
were no tourists when Panama was in its heyday: ‘hardly
anybody could afford to travel except on business.

. Last and most important of all, yellow fever had to be
wiped out; and before that could be done, the science of
medicine had to advance immeasurably from what it was
in'the days of Drake and Morgan. The whole scienceof
public health had to come into existence. j

.. But there it is. Allof these thingshave been done. Old
Panama is to angle for the tourists—which means that the
world, in three centuries, has changed almost beyond rec-
ognition.

; A GREAT SCIENTIST

The scientific world numbered Dr. Albert A. Michel-
son among its greatest men. Among ordinary people, how-
ever, the famous physicist failed to get the recognition he
dgservefi—because,. probably, he confined his research to
pure science. - :

.. Too often our idea of a scientist is-a-man who invents
things. ‘An Edison we can understand and admire; a dozen
appliances of everyday life owe their existence to him. A
Michelson, devoting his years to the study of a problem
that ordinary mortals cannot even understand, is beyond
us. :

= However, it is to men like Dr. Michelson that science
owes its noblest advances. The great goal of science is
to increase the sum of human knowledge. To that work
Dr. Michelson contributed greatly. He will be remembered
when most of our ‘“famous’” persons of today have been
completely forgotten. :

“Giants of the Earth” by O. E.
Rolvaag is in my opinion one of the
modern novels -that may be consid-
ered real literature in the ;truest
sense of the word. Thel explanatory
title, “A Saga of the Prairie” gives
the key to the volume. It is ihe
story of a handful of Scandanavian
immigrants who went into the vast-
ness of the prairies of the Central
States and there set up their fron-
tier homes. '

More particularly it is the story of
Per Hansa, a swashhuckling, ro-
mantic-hearted pioneer with thé soul
of a child and a Viking. Per Hansa
does all things with a flourish and
only with his delicate little wife,
Beret is he humble—not very often
even with her. He worships her and
she loves him and theirs is the only
love story in the hook, a love story
of a man and hig wife during years
of married life. Yet strange as it
may seem, the reader does not feel
the need of any other love interest.

It may be that this is because
there is something bigger in the book
than the story of any person. That
is the prairie itself. The prairie
weather, the prairie beauty, the prai-
rie cruelty, the very bigness of the
land seem to permeate the whole

tthe great plains that are an in%te-

story and enfold everything and ev-
ery person in it.

Anyone who has lived on the
plains of West Texas should respond
to the descriptions of the praivie,
weather, for in so many ways he!
has seen the same things in his own
life. These descripticis are beautiful
and vivid and surely none of them
is better than that of the endless
stretches of prairie grass, the de-
scription with which the story be-
gins.

The story is not a happy one, end-
ing as it does with Per Hansa’s 1ast;
tragic trek into the West and with
Beret’s mental deterioration: It is
not,. however, unpleasant for it is
too great a story to be marred by’
the unhappiness of any one person
or group of persons.

Whether the reader finds the story
absorbingly interesting or not, he
will find himself drawn back to it
by & strange fascination which
makes him unwilling to (leave the
book until he has finished the story.

It is strange that such a story of

Packard-diesel Buhl plane and
more recently the endurance flight
of a Pack’ard-diesel Bellanca at

“ | Jacksonville Beach, Fla. In the Bel-

lanca, Walter Lees and Frederic A.
Brossy flew for 73 hours, ‘48 min-
utes before a storm forced the ship
down. The plane came within 1 hour,
35 minutes of equalling the world's
non-refueling endurance record, and
exceeded by 14 hours, 29 minutes the
Ameucan non-refueling endurance
time.

Special attention is being given
the engine by technicians of the
Bellanca, Packard and Texas com-
panies, pioneers. in diesel experimen-
tation. After the Jacksonville. flight,
officials of the Bellanca and Pack-
ard companies said neither plane
nor engine had shown any sign of
wear, and William Harrigan, tech-
hiical engineer for The Texas Comi-
pany, said that fuel and oil con-
eumptxon had been remarkaply low.

WHY

BUSINESS
DEPRESSION ?

EDITOR’'S NOTE: This is
the last of a series of five sto-
ries which sift and summarize
the thought of world business

depression as developed at the
recent International chamber
of commerce meeting at
Washington. :

WASHINGTON. — In good times,
more than fifty billion dollars of
our national income is spent in
American retail stores.

Nearly everyone buys “at ihe
store.” It is the producer’'s vehicle
of distribution and its tieup with a
national condition of prosperity or
depression is obvious.

But although the country’s di-
minished purchasing power has au-
tomatically reacted against the »e-
tail stores, our merchants have stood
the strain far better than in the
1920-21 slump, which - caught them
heavily stocked with merchandise,
then with sudden and drastic price
declines as well as loss of sales.

Now Merchants Buy Carefully

That was the dawn of a new era
in retail merchandising according
to President D. F. Kelly of the Na-
tional Retail Dry Goods Associa-
tion, who heads a large Chicago de-

the International Chamber of Coimn-
merce Congress here that merchants
subsequently adopted a permanent
policy of conservative buying, plac-
ing orders only to cover limited re-
quirements and becoming especially
cautious about style and seasonal
goods.

“This policy of consepvative buy-
ing has without doubt been one of
the saving factors for merchants
during the recent period,” Kelly said.

Kelly gave much of the low-down
on the stores, which you and I pat-
ronize nearly every day.

For instance, although the chain
stores have made rapid inroads on
American retail trade and you seem
to find them now on every other
corner, they still do only 18 per cent
of that retail trade. .

The rest of it is divided up as
follows: Departments and general
merchandising stores 16 per cens.,
mail-order houses 3.6 per cent., com-
pany stores operated primarily by
industrial concerns for employes 3
per cent., house-to-house canvassing

Stores doing a credit business us-
ually find that 50 per cent. of their
sales are made on that basis. Pay-
ments on charge accounts frequent-
ly lag 30, 60 days or more beyond
the date when payment is officially
expected. Credit losses on open
charge account sales average only
about four-tenths of ' one per cent.
Losses in instalment sales by stores
normally range from one to one and
a half per cent.

The peak of instalment sales, in-
cluding automobiles, was in 1925 and
they totaled for that year $6,179,-
000,000. The extent to which credit
losses of both classes increased in
'1930 is not yet known, but it is cer-
tain that they increased.

The Returned Goods Evil

Merchants are now waging wat
on the evil of returning goods
bought on credit. Some customers,
according to Kelly, return 90 per
cent. of the merchandise they buy.
Department store returns are esbi-
mated at half a billion dollars a
year and that runs the increase of
operating costs into millions.

Newspaper advertising is unques-

for the retail stores, Kelly said, and
others in order of their importance
are direct mail, radio, street car
and billboard adyvertising, window
and interior displays.

For large stores, advertising ex-

ipense runs from 4.1 to 4.8 per cent
| of total sales. The percentage spent

for newspaper advertising common-
ly ranges from 2.3 to 4 per cent.

“There .are instances on record,”’
Kelly said, “where stores have spent
$40,000 for one day’s advertising and
as a result have sold as high as $1,-
000,000 worth of merchandise in one
day.”
